Former WNBA and Olympic Champion Kara Lawson was named Duke University's fifth women's basketball head coach July 11, 2020. Lawson enters
her fifth season at the helm in 2024-25.

Lawson brought her decorated basketball career, both on and off the court, to the Blue Devils after spending the 2020 season as an assistant
coach with the Boston Celtics. She was the franchise’s first female coach in its 73-year history.

An icon in women'’s college basketball, Lawson's impact on the women's hoops community is evident, as she was named one of the 100 most
influential people in women's college basketball by Silver Waves Media in the summer of 2020.

Additionally, Lawson's playing career has her in a league of her own as she is currently the only active NCAA Division | women's basketball coach
to play in @ NCAA Final Four, win @ WNBA Championship and win an Olympic Gold Medal.

THE KARA ERA
Through four seasons at Duke, Lawson has compiled a 68-33 (.673) overall record, with the Blue Devils posting 20-plus wins and notching NCAA
Tournament appearances in each of the last two seasons.

Duke concluded the 2023-24 campaign with a 22-12 overall record and posted NCAA Tournament victories over Richmond and Ohio State to
advance to the program'’s 18th Regional Semifinal. In 2022-23, Lawson guided the Blue Devils to their best season in recent history as Duke went
267 overall and 14-4 in ACC play - both program bests dating back to 2016-17 and 2012-13, respectively. Duke earned a No. 3 seed in the NCAA
Tournament and advanced to the second round.

Under Lawson's direction, Duke has also boasted one of the nation's most elite defenses the past two seasons. The 2023-24 campaign saw the
Blue Devils hold 33 of 34 opponents below their respective season scoring averages and lead the ACC in two categories - scoring defense and
blocks. Duke also checked in at No. 2 in field goal percentage defense, rebounding defense and rebounding margin. Nationally, the Blue Devils'
defense checked in at No. 4 nationally per HerHoopStats, while ranking sixth in the NCAA in rejections and in the top 30 in both field goal percent-
age defense and rebounding margin. In 2022-23, Duke ranked third in the NCAA in scoring defense (51.0) and 10th in field goal percentage defense
(35.2). The team held each of its opponents below their season scoring average, including 17 to 50 points or less.

Four players have earned major honors under Lawson's tutelage, including three taking home conference Player of the Year honors. Most
recently, Oluchi Okananwa was tapped the 2024 ACC Sixth Player of the Year and to the All-ACC Freshman Team, while Reigan Richardson earned
a spot on the All-ACC Second Team. The 2022-23 season saw Celeste Taylor garner AP All-America Honorable Mention recognition, take home
ACC Defensive Player of the Year honors and earn nods to the All-ACC First Team and All-Defensive Team, while also being named a finalist for
the 2023 Naismith Women's Defensive Player of the Year. In 2021-22, Shayeann Day-Wilson turned in one of the best rookie seasons in Blue Devil
history en route to earning ACC Freshman of the Year.

Additionally, the Blue Devils have made serious waves on the recruiting trail since Lawson has taken the reigns. Duke brought in its second con-
secutive top-10 class and third straight in the top 15, with the 2024 Freshman Class checking in at No. 7 in the nation. The 2023 recruiting haul,
ranked sixth nationally, marked Duke's first since 2015 with a player ranked in the top-five nationally by ESPN, and was the first group since the
2014 class with at least three prospects ranked in the ESPN top 30.

USA BASKETBALL

Lawson has extensive experience with USA Basketball, most recently serving as an assistant coach for the U.S. Women's National Team at the
2024 Paris Olympics, where she aided the Americans to an eighth consecutive gold medal and 11th overall. Prior to that, Lawson was an assistant
coach on the U.S. Women's National Team that claimed gold at the 2022 FIBA Women's World Cup.

In the summer of 2021, Lawson helped Team USA make history as she guided the United States 3x3 Women's National Team to a gold medal in its
Olympic debut in Tokyo. It marked Lawson's 10th overall gold medal in USA Basketball competition and seventh as a coach, making her just one
of three women in Olympic history to win gold as both a player and head coach in basketball (Anne Donovan and Dawn Staley).

Since 2017, Lawson has had several head coaching roles with USA Basketball while leading USA women's teams to seven total 3x3 gold medals. With Lawson on the sideline, the USA U8 women have won four straight
titles (2021 Olympics, 2017 & 2019 FIBA 3x3 U18 World Cups and 2018 Youth Olympic Games), while the U18 men won gold at the 2019 FIBA 3x3 U18 World Cup. Additionally, Lawson helped guide both the USA 3x3 men's and
women's teams to first-place finishes at the 2019 Pan American Games.

Lawson began her USA Basketball career as an athlete in 1998, winning the bronze medal at the World Youth Games in . During her decade-long tenure as a player, she captured gold medals at the 2008 Olympic Games,
2007 FIBA Americas Championship and the 2001 World University Games.

Additionally, Lawson was invited to play with the 2006 USA Basketball Women's National Team during their spring training and played five games with the 2003 WNBA Select Team that participated in the FIBA Women's
World Cup.

PRIOR TO DUKE
In her lone season with the Celtics, Lawson helped Boston to a 43-21 overall record and a third-place standing in the Eastern Conference prior to the stoppage of the 2019-20 NBA season due to COVID-19.

Following an exceptional playing career, Lawson spent two years as the primary television analyst for the Washington Wizards and broadcasted games for ESPN Radio. In addition to her role covering the Wizards for NBC
Sports Washington, Lawson served as a game and studio analyst for men's and women'’s college basketball and the NBA on ESPN. On January 12, 2007, she became the first female analyst for a nationally-televised NBA
game. Lawson also served as a color commentator during the 2020 Olympics in Tokyo with NBC.

In 13 WNBA seasons, Lawson averaged 9.8 points, 2.6 rebounds, and 2.5 assists in 377 career games with the Sacramento Monarchs, Connecticut Sun and Washington Mystics from 2003 to 2015. Drafted No. 5 overall by the
Detroit Shock in the 2003 WNBA Draft, Lawson surpassed 3,000 points, 800 rebounds and 700 assists during her WNBA career. She won a WNBA championship with the Monarchs in 2005 and was tapped a WNBA All-Star
in 2007.

A four-time All-SEC selection and two-time All-America choice at Tennessee, Lawson played for the late Pat Summitt and led the Lady Vols to three NCAA Final Four appearances during her collegiate career. Lawson ap-
peared in 143 games, making 137 starts, and helped Tennessee to a 126-17 overall and 54-2 mark in the SEC over her four seasons. Lawson guided the Lady Vols to four straight SEC regular season and tournament crowns,
as well as 2000, 2002 and 2003 NCAA Final Four appearances.

Lawson currently ranks third all-time at Tennessee in three-point field goals made (256), second in three-point field goal percentage (.415) and also ranks third in career free throw percentage (.847). Lawson averaged 13.6
points and 4.3 rebounds per game while closing her career ranking sixth in career points with 1,950. Lawson also was stellar in the classroom and was a 2003 CoSIDA/Verizon First Team Academic All-America selection.

As a senior at West Springfield High School, Lawson was selected the 1999 Naismith High School Player of the Year while earning All-America accolades from USA Today, Parade and the WBCA. Additionally, she was the
1998 and 1999 Gatorade Player of the Year in Virginia and led her squad to two state championships.

Lawson graduated from Tennessee in 2003 with a degree in finance, and was one of seven recipients of the prestigious Torchbearer Award given by the university. Lawson is also a founding board member for the Boston
Celtics United for Social Justice group.

Tia Jackson rejoined the Duke women's basketball staff as an assistant coach in July of 2020. She was elevated to associate head coach on July 1, 2022.

Jackson is a coaching veteran with nearly three decades of experience, including four as a head coach. She makes Durham, N.C., home for a second
time, having spent the 2005-06 and 2006-07 seasons at Duke as an assistant coach. During her first stint at Duke, the Blue Devils compiled 63
victories and made a trip to the 2006 NCAA championship game.

Currently in her second stint with Duke, Jackson has aided the Blue Devils to a 68-33 overall record and back-to-back NCAA Tournament appearances
in 2022-23 and 2023-24 - the latter marking Duke's 18th trip to the NCAA Sweet 16.

One of the main architects of Duke's stout defense, the Blue Devils have boasted one of the nation’s most elite defenses the past two seasons.
The 2023-24 campaign saw the Blue Devils hold 33 of 34 opponents below their respective season scoring averages and lead the ACC in two cat-
egories - scoring defense and blocks. Duke also checked in at No. 2 in field goal percentage defense, rebounding defense and rebounding margin.
Nationally, the Blue Devils' defense checked in at No. 4 nationally per HerHoopStats, while ranking sixth in the NCAA in rejections and in the top
30 in both field goal percentage defense and rebounding margin. In 2022-23, Duke ranked third in the NCAA in scoring defense (51.0) and 10th in
field goal percentage defense (35.2). The team held each of its opponents below their season scoring average, including 17 to 50 points or less.

She helped coach Celeste Taylor to ACC Defensive Player of the Year honors - just the fifth Blue Devil to be bestowed the defensive crown, Naismith
Women's Defensive Player of the Year Finalist honors and All-ACC First Team and All-Defensive Team accolades.

Jackson returned to Durham after serving as an assistant coach at Miami from 2015-20, aiding the Hurricanes to four NCAA Tournament appearances.
This stretch for the Canes included an overall record of 109-53 and four straight 20-plus win seasons. The Hurricanes also advanced to the second
round of the NCAA Tournament on their home court twice (2017 and 2019).

Additionallyi, two players under Jackson's tutelage - Adrienne Motely (2017) and Beatrice Mompremier (2020) - were drafted to the WNBA while
five Hurricanes - Erykah Davenport, Emese Hof, Mompremier, Motley and Jessica Thomas - earned a total of six All-ACC accolades. Jackson also
helped coach two others players in Mydea Gray and Kelsey Marshall to ACC All-Freshman Team distinction.

Following the 2010-11 season, Jackson joined the Rutgers coaching staff and helped guide the Scarlet Knights to a trio of postseason appearances,
including two trips to the NCAA Tournament. In 2014-15, the team advanced to the second round for the first time since 2011. Jackson's first two
years at Rutgers, the Scarlet Knights also signed the nation's third-ranked recruiting class.

Jackson was the head coach at Washington from 2007-11. While with the Huskies, she signed a number of talented recruiting classes, including
the 2008 recruiting haul that was ranked No. 11in the nation.

In her first two seasons at Duke, Jackson helped land the No. 2 recruiting class in 2006 and No. 2 class in 2007. The Blue Devils won 31 contests in
2006 and advanced to the NCAA National Championship game. The following season, Duke became just the 14th team in NCAA history to register
an undefeated reqular season (29-0) and finished the year as the No. 1 ranked team in the final Associated Press poll.

Jackson also coached three Blue Devil All-America selections in Alison Bales, Monique Currie and Lindsey Harding during her two seasons in
Durham. Duke featured three WNBA Draft selections in 2006 - Currie (No. 3), Mistie Bass (No. 21) and Jessica Foley (No. 38) - along with two
selections in 2007 - Harding (No. 1) and Bales (No. 9).

Prior to her two-year stint at Duke, Jackson spent five seasons at UCLA, where she was an assistant coach and recruiting coordinator from
2000-05. In her time with the Bruins, Jackson helped the program sign a pair of top-10 recruiting classes and ink four McDonald's and/or WBCA
All-Americans. UCLA made the NCAA Tournament in 2004, its first appearance in four years.

After her three seasons at VCU, Jackson spent one year as an assistant coach at Stanford University, working under another Hall of Fame coach,
Tara VanDerveer, at one of the nation's most tradition-rich programs. The Cardinal made the second round of the NCAA Tournament in Jackson's
lone season in Palo Alto, Calif.

Following the 1996-97 season at VCU, Jackson spent the summer playing professionally in the WNBA in its inaugural season. She was the ninth
overall pick in the draft and played in 28 games that season for the Phoenix Mercury. The Mercury won the Western Conference Championship
under head coach Cheryl Miller. Jackson averaged 2.8 points and 2.1 rebounds, but was unable to continue her career due to injury.

Jackson began her coaching career as an assistant at Virginia Commonwealth University, just one year after graduating from college. She worked
for the Rams from 1996-99.

Jackson played for Hall of Fame coach C. Vivian Stringer at the University of lowa from 1990-1995. During her time as a Hawkeye, Jackson averaged

Kyra Elzy was hired to the Duke women'’s basketball staff in the summer of 2024 and serves as an assistant coach with the Blue Devils.

Regarded as one of the country's elite recruiters and player development coaches, Elzy has helped sign nine top-20 recruiting classes, including
four top-10 classes, since 2007 and helped develop some of the best talent in the SEC over the last decade.

Elzy comes to Duke after previously serving as the head coach at the University of Kentucky from 2020-24. Overall, she spent 12 seasons on the
UK sidelines, serving as an assistant coach and an associate head coach for the Wildcats (2008-12, 2016-20), before being named the eighth head

A four-year letterwinner and the 1997 Holly Warlick Defensive Player of the Year, Elzy was a member of two national championship teams in 1997
and 1998 and a national runner-up squad in 2000. She won four SEC regular-season championships and three SEC Tournament titles at Tennessee.
Elzy was just the fifth freshman in Tennessee history to start her first game as a Lady Vol.

Elzy owns two degrees from Tennessee, earning a bachelor's degree in psychology in 1999 then a master's degree in cultural studies and educa-
tion with an emphasis in sports psychology in 2001. She was the first Tennessee player to earn a master's degree while still playing.

Elzy married Dexter Lander - also a Kentucky native - in August 2012 and the couple has one son, Jackson. Elzy was inducted into the Kentucky

Karen Lange joined the Duke women's basketball staff in April of 2022 and serves as an assistant coach with the Blue Devils.

In two seasons with the Blue Devils, Lange has helped Duke compile a 48-19 record and make two NCAA Tournament appearances, including the
program'’s 18th Regional Semifinal in 2023-24. She has also been instrumental in helping orchestrate Duke's stout defense the past two years.

The 2023-24 campaign saw the Blue Devils hold 33 of 34 opponents below their respective season scoring averages and lead the ACC in two
categories - scoring defense and blocks. Duke also checked in at No. 2 in field goal percentage defense, rebounding defense and rebounding margin.
Nationally, the Blue Devils' defense checked in at No. 4 nationally per HerHoopStats, while ranking sixth in the NCAA in rejections and in the top
30 in both field goal percentage defense and rebounding margin. In 2022-23, Duke ranked third in the NCAA in scoring defense (51.0) and 10th in
field goal percentage defense (35.2). The team held each of its opponents below their season scoring average, including 17 to 50 points or less.

She has helped coach three players to All-ACC honors, most recently Oluchi Okananwa (2024 ACC Sixth Player of the Year, All-ACC Freshman Team)
and Reigan Richardson (AIl-ACC Second Team). In 2022-23, Lange helped Celeste Taylor capture ACC Defensive Player of the Year, All-ACC First
Team and All-Defensive Team accolades and be named a Naismith Women's Defensive Player of the Year Finalist.

Prior to joining the Duke staff, Lange spent seven seasons at the University of Georgia as associate head coach, where she helped lead the
Bulldogs to 140 victories, a .651 winning percentage and 64 wins in SEC play. Lange and the Georgia squad advanced to four NCAA Tournaments,
earning top-four seeds in 2018 and 2021.

Lange played a crucial role in developing Georgia's guards during her tenure - a group that finished near the top of the SEC in assists and among
the league’s best in assist-to-turnover ratio in each of her years. She helped lead the Bulldogs to a second-place ledger in the 2017-18 SEC standings
and a spot in the 2021 SEC Tournament finals.

Prior to her arrival at Georgia, Lange spent four seasons at Charlotte, including two years as associate head coach (2013-15), where she helped
lead the 49ers to the 2013 WNIT Round of 16. In addition, she served as an assistant coach at Virginia Tech for seven seasons from 1997-2004 and
at Kansas for six seasons from 2004-10, helping guide the Hokies to the program’s first NCAA Sweet 16 in 1999, and the Jayhawks to a runner-up
finish in the 2009 WNIT. Lange was head coach at MidAmerica Nazarene University in Olathe, Kansas, during the 2010-11 campaign.

Lange has enjoyed stellar success recruiting and developing perimeter players throughout her coaching tenure. She brought consensus high
school All-Americans such as Dawn Chriss and Angel Goodrich to Virginia Tech and Kansas, respectively. Such talent continued to blossom under
Lange's tutelage. Her work with guards has produced three All-Americans (Lisa Witherspoon at Virginia Tech and Goodrich and Danielle McCray
at Kansas), one freshman All-American (Carrie Mason at Virginia Tech), five conference end-of-season award winners, 21 all-conference honorees
and three future WNBA players (Kerri Gardin at Virginia Tech and Goodrich and McCray at Kansas).

Lange was a standout point guard at lowa from 1992-96 as the former Karen Clayton. She was a teammate of current Duke associate head coach
Tia Jackson during their collegiate days with the Hawkeyes, which included a trip to the program’s first NCAA Final Four in 1993. Lange was a
member of lowa teams that reached three NCAA Tournaments, following the 1993 Final Four appearance with trips to the 1994 second round and
1996 NCAA Sweet 16. She also helped lowa capture Big Ten Regular Season Championships in 1993 and 1996. She graduated from lowa with honors
in 1996, receiving her bachelor's degree in exercise science.

She and her husband Cory have two children -- daughter, Ashlyn and son, Ty.

Karen Middleton was hired to the Duke women’s basketball staff in May of 2023 and serves as an assistant coach with the Blue Devils.

In her first season at Duke, Middleton helped lead the Blue Devils to a 22-12 overall record and the program's 18th NCAA Sweet 16 appearance.
Additionally, under her guidance, she helped Oluchi Okananwa earn 2024 ACC Sixth Player of the Year honors and a place on the All-ACC Freshman
Team.

Middleton, a 30-plus-year coaching veteran with 13 years of head coaching experience, came to Duke after serving as head coach of the UW-La
Crosse women's basketball team from 2016-2023. During her seven-year tenure with the Eagles, Middleton compiled a 111-58 record (.657), coached
18 players to All-WIAC honors while leading the squad to an at-large bid to the 2020 NCAA Division Il Tournament.

A native of Jefferson, S.C., Middleton served as associate head coach at Cal State Fullerton University in 2015-16, overseeing the day-to-day aspects
of the women's basketball program for the Titans.

Prior to working at Cal State Fullerton, Middleton was the head women's basketball coach at Western Carolina University for six years from 2009-
15. Under Middleton's tutelage, three Catamounts earned SoCon All-Freshman Team honors while three players earned all-conference accolades,
including a pair of first-team choices. Western Carolina garnered Women's Basketball Coaches Association (WBCA) Academic National Top-25
finishes twice, including 13th in 2011-12 and 14th in 2012-13.

Middleton spent two years as an assistant coach at the University of lllinois from 2007-09, helping lead the Illini to a WNIT appearance in 2007-08.
She was instrumental in helping lllinois sign the No. 3 recruiting class in the country, while also working closely with two-time All-Big Ten First
Team selection Jenna Smith.

Before coaching at lllinois, Middleton served as an assistant coach at Stanford University from 1997-2007 under head coach Tara VanDerveer. The
Cardinal won eight Pac-10 conference titles and earned 10 consecutive NCAA Tournament appearances during her time at Stanford, including four
Sweet Sixteens and three Elite Eights. Middleton also coached three Kodak All-Americans and two Pac-10 Players of the Year.

Prior to arriving at Stanford, Middleton was an assistant coach at Eastern Washington from 1994-97. She started her coaching career at her alma
mater, South Carolina, as a volunteer assistant during the 1991-92 season, before being elevated to assistant coach - a role she served in from
1992-94. A member of the WBCA, Middleton was on the USA Basketball Olympic Festival Trials Staff in 1993 and the USA Basketball National Team
Training Camp Staff in 1994.

Middleton played for the Gamecocks for four years, scoring over 1,700 career points and setting a single-season school record with 115 three-point
field goals made.

Pierre Miller joined the Duke women's basketball staff in May of 2023 as the director of player development before being elevated to an assistant

coach on July 1.

In his first season at Duke, Miller helped lead the Blue Devils to a 22-12 overall record and the program’s 18th NCAA Sweet 16 appearance. Under
his tutelage, he helped Oluchi Okananwa capture 2024 ACC Sixth Player of the Year honors and a spot on the AlI-ACC Freshman Team.

Miller joined the Blue Devil family after serving as an assistant coach at Louisiana Tech during the 2022-23 season, where he assisted with all
aspects of the program, primarily with perimeter players and guards. In his lone year with the Lady Techsters, Miller helped guide the team to 19
wins, 12 in Conference USA, and an at-large selection to the WNIT. The 12 conference wins marked the most for the program since 2016.

Additionally, Miller worked on the defensive side of the ball and helped guide the LA Tech defense, which ranked No. 2 in C-USA in points allowed
per game (61.2) and opponent field goal percentage (.387), while checking in third in opponent three-point percentage (.298).

Miller coached the team'’s point guards and developed Salma Bates and Silvia Nativi into the best statistical point guard combo in the conference.
Bates (No. 4) and Nativi (No. 9) were the only two teammates to rank inside the top-10 in C-USA in assists and assists per game. Nativi also ranked

among the best guards in the country during the season in assist-to-turnover ratio, reaching as high as No. 2 in the NCAA.

Prior to his time at La Tech, Miller served a six-year stint on staff with Campbell women's basketball, working as an assistant coach for five
seasons before being promoted to associate head coach ahead of the 2021-22 campaign. During his time with the Camels, Miller helped the
team compile a 119-61 record (.661), win a pair of Big South regular season titles (2019-20, 2021-22) and make postseason appearances in the WBI
(2018-19) and WNIT (2021-22).

The Camels were also one of just five Division | programs to rank top-10 nationally in scoring defense in five of the past six seasons, including
the top-ranked defense in 2017. Miller worked closely with 16 All-Big South Conference players, including 2017 Defensive Player of the Year MaKala
Rouse.

Before Campbell, Miller spent three seasons (2013-2016) as an assistant coach for his alma mater Presbyterian. He assisted with all elements of
the program, including recruiting, scouting, and monitoring student-athlete progress rates. During his time with the Blue Hose, Miller helped
mentor four all-conference selections, including 2015 Big South Freshman of the Year Desean Murray.

Prior to joining the coaching ranks, Miller was a standout guard for the Blue Hose from 2007-2012. A 2012 graduate in sociology with an athletic
coaching minor, Miller finished his career just shy of 1,000 points while totaling more than 300 assists. He owned numerous records in the
Presbyterian record book at the time of his graduation, including program-bests in assists (328) and games played (119), while also ranking third
with 207 made three-pointers.

Miller is married to the former Maurissa Strickland, and the couple has three children - Julia, Noah, and Lilah.

» The 49th season of Duke women's basketball was an exciting one with the team posting its second straight 20-win campaign. The Blue Devils notched five victories over ranked opponents

en route to finishing the year with a 22-12 overall mark and a final Associated Press (AP) poll ranking of No. 17. The battle-tested group concluded the season with its Strength of Schedule

(SOS) checking in at No. 3 nationally.

Duke entered the NCAA Tournament as an at-large selection and earned the No. 7-seed in the Portland 3 Region. After dispatching Richmond in the opening round, the Blue Devils rallied

from an early 16-point deficit to punch their ticket to the Sweet 16, taking down host Ohio State in a thrilling, 75-63, victory.

Junior Reigan Richardson led the way for the Blue Devils in both games, erupting for 25 points against the Spiders before matching her career high with 28 points versus the Buckeyes.

Richardson's 28 points tied for the seventh-most in program history against a top-10 ranked opponent and tied former Duke great Alana Beard for eighth all-time on the Blue Devil NCAA

Tournament individual single-game scoring list. She was the first Duke player since Beard to have back-to-back NCAA Tournament games with 25-plus points.

» Duke featured one of the youngest rosters in the country with eight of its 11 players underclassmen. In ACC play, Duke led the league in average total team freshmen minutes played, with

the Blue Devils' rookie quintet averaging 61.8 minutes per contest (of a possible 200 minutes).

Compared to the average total number of minutes logged between freshmen and sophomores by the rest of the league, Duke checked in at No. 2 in that metric with an average of 132.9

minutes, trailing only Georgia Tech (137.3 minutes).

Duke also ranked third in the league in percentage of scoring by freshmen (30.7 %) and second in percentage of scoring by freshmen and sophomores combined (64.1 %). The only schools

with better production than the Blue Devils in those respective metrics were Virginia -- 37.0 percent and Notre Dame -- 31.1 percent (freshmen only), and Georgia Tech -- 78.0 percent (freshmen

+sophomores).

» With a priority on defense and rebounding, Duke held 33 of 34 opponents below their respective season scoring averages and led the ACC in two categories - scoring defense and blocks.
Duke also checked in at No. 2 in field goal percentage defense, rebounding defense and rebounding margin.

» Nationally, the Blue Devils' defense checked in at No. 4 per HerHoopStats, while ranking sixth in the NCAA in rejections and in the top 30 in both field goal percentage defense and rebounding
margin.

» Two players earned All-ACC honors for Duke as Richardson and freshman Oluchi Okananwa were recognized for their performance and efforts during the season. Richardson secured a spot
on the All-ACC Second Team while Okananwa was tapped ACC Sixth Player of the Year and received a nod to the AlI-ACC Freshman Team.

» Richardson started all 34 games for Duke and averaged a team-best 12.4 points, along with 2.5 rebounds and 1.6 assists per game. She scored in double figures 20 times during the season,
including seven contests with 20-plus points.

» A sparkplug off the Blue Devil bench, Okananwa injected a jolt of energy every time she stepped onto the floor. In 21.5 minutes per game, the Boston, Mass., product led Duke on the glass
with 6.1 rebounds per game and finished third on the team in scoring at 9.7. She reached double figures in 16 games and tallied three double-doubles on the year.

» Duke signed the nation's seventh-ranked recruiting class per espnW, with the haul comprised of three players in Toby Fournier (No.10), Arianna Roberson (No. 17) and Jenessa Cotton (No. 80).

There is no higher honor than having your basketball number and
jersey retired. A player must achieve at the highest national level.
What distinguishes Duke’s retired jersey players from many other

RETIRED JERSEYS

Duke has set aside a day to recognize one of its own on three (3) occasions. Three women's banners hang from the rafters of Cameron Indoor Stadium, honoring each of
those events. It's officially known as Retirement Day.

There is no higher honor than having your basketball number and jersey retired. The names, listed in alphabetical order, reverberate in prestige - Alana Beard, Lindsey
Harding and Elizabeth Williams.

Though there are no ‘official’ criteria to have a jersey retired at Duke, a player must achieve at a national level - earn National Player of the Year or National Defensive
Player of the Year honors, set an NCAA record, win a gold medal representing her country in the Olympics or earn All-America recognition. What distinguishes Duke's retired

jersey players from many other schools is the main criteria. No jersey will be retired at Duke unless the player has earned her degree.

ALANA BEARD

On Jan. 24, 2004, Alana Beard became the first women's
basketball player at Duke to have her jersey retired.

Asellout crowd of 9,314 packed Cameron Indoor Stadium to
view the ceremony in a contest versus Tennessee. Beard,
a native of Shreveport, La., joined the 11 men'’s basketball
players who have had their jerseys retired.

In attendance along with Alana were her parents LeRoy
and Marie Beard.

Over her career, Beard was the 2002-03 and 2003-04
National Player of the Year, a three-time ACC Player of the
Year, three-time Kodak All-American, three-time Associated
Press All-American, four-time All-ACC Defensive selection,
among numerous other accolades.

Beard left Duke scoring an amazing 2,687 points, which
is more than any women's player in Duke history. For
her career, Beard registered averages of 19.8 points, 5.8
rebounds, 3.7 assists, 3.0 steals and hit 52.7 percent of
her field goals.

Over her four years, she was selected ACC Player of the
Week an ACC-record 18 times, which is 11 more than any
other player in the history of the ACC. Beard was also the
first player in ACC history to be named ACC Player of the
Year for three straight years.

LINDSEY HARDING

When Lindsey Harding arrived at Duke, no Blue Devil had
ever had the honor of a retired jersey. She went on to
watch Alana Beard's jersey be hung in the rafters in 2004
and wanted to have hers next to Beard's one day.

This dream became a reality on Jan. 20,2008, as Harding's
jersey was raised among the other great Duke Basketball
players at halftime of the N.C. State game.

In attendance along with Harding were her father, Michael
Harding, her mom Lillian Andrews and her stepmom
Carlotta Harding.

Over her career, Harding scored 1,298 points, posted a
school-record 579 assists, 565 rebounds and 261 steals.

Harding, a product of Houston, Texas, became only the
second Duke player (Alana Beard) and sixth ACC player in
league history to notch over 1,000 points, 500 assists, 500
rebounds and 250 steals over their career.

As a senior, Harding earned the Naismith Award and ESPN.
com National Player of the Year, while also taking home
the inaugural Defensive Player of the Year award from
the WBCA. A first team All-America selection as a senior,
Harding also won the Nancy Lieberman Award as the
nation’s top point guard, the ACC Player and Defensive
Player of the Year awards and earned the Frances Pomeroy
Naismith Award.

ELIZABETH WILLIAMS

After coming in as a nation's No. 1 recruit, Elizabeth
Williams didn't dissapoint over her four years with the
Blue Devils.

0On Dec. 29, 2016, Williams had her jersey retired and in
attendance with her were her parents Dr. Alex & Margaret
Williams, brother (Mark) and sister (Victoria).

Williams, Duke's first four-time Associated Press All-
America and only the eighth NCAA player to earn those
honors each of her four years, earned the 2015 WBCA
National Defensive Player of the Year.

She became the first ACC player in history to register over
1900 points, 1,000 rebounds and 400 blocks and just the
second Duke player to post 1,000 rebounds in a career

Williams was the the second player in ACC history to be
named First Team All-ACC four straight years and was the
first four-time ACC Defensive Player of the Year.

A product of Virginia Beach, Va., Williams blocked a shot
in the first 91 games she appeared in at Duke, which is a
Duke and ACC record and became the fourth-quickest Blue
Devil to reach 1,000 points in 69 games. She was one of
only six Duke players to post a triple-double.

She finished her career ranking ninth all-time in NCAA
history in blocked shots with 426 and listed fifth in NCAA
Tournament history with 44.
