	» Duke men’s basketball won its 44th consecutive home opener, defeating Western Carolina, 95-54, Saturday, Nov. 8 at Cameron Indoor Stadium. 
	» The Blue Devils were led by Cameron Boozer, who posted 25 points, eight rebounds and five assists. 
	» Cayden Boozer, Maliq Brown and Patrick Ngongba II all reached double-figures as well, scoring 14, 10 and 10, respectively.
	» Cayden Boozer shared the team lead in assists with five, while also bringing in seven rebounds. Boozer finished the game with a game-high +/- of +32.
	» Brown added 10 points, his first double-digit performance as a Blue Devil and 26th in his career.
	» Ngongba scored 10 points for the second consecutive game, shooting 4-for-6 from the field, while also securing a season-high seven rebounds.
	» Caleb Foster scored nine points, distributed four assists and matched his career high with six caroms.
	» Isaiah Evans posted seven points, fueled by a perfect 5-for-5 day at the free throw line. The sophomore has now made 10 straight from the charity stripe, a new career long.

	» Evans has now made three or more triples 12 times in his Duke career. The Blue Devils are 12-0 in those contests.

	» The Blue Devils also welcome the nation’s No. 1-ranked recruiting class - the seventh top-ranked recruiting class for Duke since Scheyer joined the coaching staff.
	» The Blue Devils are the fourth-tallest team in the country - second among Power-4 programs behind Illinois (79.4”) - with an average height of 79.3 inches. (KenPom)
	» Duke is one of the youngest teams in the nation with an average of 0.80 years of Division I experience, according to KenPom.com, which ranks 311th out of 365.

	» Duke has sold out 542 consecutive games at Cameron Indoor Stadium. The last time Duke did not have a sellout at 

home was on Nov. 16, 1990, against Boston College. 
	» The sellout figure is the longest current streak (by time) in either men’s college basketball or the NBA.
	» Duke’s record at Cameron during the sellout streak is 493-49 (.910).

	» The weekly television show, “Duke All-Access with Jon Scheyer,” is back for its fourth season in 2025-26.

	» Entering his fourth season as Duke men’s basketball head coach, Jon Scheyer guided the 2024-25 Blue Devils to one of the most dominant 

seasons in program history and the school’s 18th Final Four appearance, becoming the youngest head coach to reach the Final Four since 2011.
	» Scheyer achieved a record of 89-22 for a winning percentage of .802 in his first three seasons as head coach.
	» Scheyer’s 89 victories exceed the standard set by Bill Guthridge (80, North Carolina, 1997-2000) for the most wins by an ACC coach in their 

first three seasons.
	» Scheyer’s 89 victories ties Brad Underwood and Brad Stevens for the most wins in the first three seasons as a Division I men’s basketball 

head coach. 
	» Scheyer became the first coach in conference history to win two ACC Tournament championships in his first three seasons as a head coach.
	» Scheyer, one of four finalists for the Naismith Coach of the Year award, was honored as the recipient of the 2024-25 John McLendon National 

Coach of the Year Award (presented by College Insider) and was named NABC South Atlantic District Coach of the Year.
	» He also became the youngest head coach to reach the Final Four since 2011.
	» Scheyer chalked up the most victories by any Duke head coach in their first 100 games, posting 79 victories, which tops Vic Bubas’s 76.
	» Under Scheyer, Duke posted a 35-4 overall record in 2024-25, joining a rare group as only the sixth team in school history to notch at least 

35 wins and the first in a decade to do so. The Blue Devils also captured both the ACC regular-season title (19-1) and the ACC Tournament 
championship – the 21st and 23rd such titles in program history, respectively – marking Scheyer’s second ACC Tournament crown in three years, 
a first in conference history for a head coach in their opening three seasons.

	» Ranked inside the AP Top 25 throughout the 2024-25 campaign, Duke spent two weeks at No. 1 and finished the season No. 3 in the final poll, 
marking the 41st top-10 finish in school history. The Blue Devils closed the year by winning 31 of their final 33 games, riding impressive win streaks 
of 16 and 15 games, and storming through the NCAA Tournament with an 86.80 points-per-game average – the second-highest by a Duke team in 
tournament history (min. five games), behind only the 2001 national champions.

	» Duke’s 2025 recruiting class, under the leadership of head coach Jon Scheyer, was recognized as the nation’s No. 1 class.
	» The top-ranked class marks the fourth consecutive top-two class for Scheyer, after inking the top class for 2022 and 2024, and the second-ranked group 

in 2023. 
	» During Scheyer’s tenure on Duke’s coaching staff, the program has signed a top-three class in each of the last 12 seasons. 
	» With the top-ranked class in 2025, Scheyer has been involved with recruiting a No. 1 class to Durham for the seventh time in the last 12 years.
	» The five-player class is led by No. 3 overall prospect Cameron Boozer (Columbus HS, Miami, Fla.), followed by No. 15 Nikolas Khamenia (Harvard-

	» Following the announcement of the 2025 McDonald’s All-American Game rosters, Duke has signed 95 McDonald’s All-Americans all-time -- the most of 

any NCAA program.
	» The Blue Devils’ most recent selections are Cameron Boozer, Cayden Boozer and Nikolas Khamenia.
	» Duke has added at least one McDonald’s All-American in 41 consecutive years.

NBA Champion Jayson Tatum Named Chief Basketball Officer
	» Duke men’s basketball head coach Jon Scheyer announced Tuesday the creation of a groundbreaking new opportunity within the men’s basketball program and within college 

basketball — Chief Basketball Officer. NBA Champion and former Blue Devil standout Jayson Tatum has been named to this first-of-its-kind responsibility.
	» As Chief Basketball Officer, Tatum will volunteer his time as a special advisor to Scheyer and the Duke program, bringing championship-level insight and professional basketball 

experience to player development, leadership, and life as an elite athlete. Tatum, who starred for the Blue Devils in 2016–17 before launching a decorated NBA career, will leverage the 
lessons he first learned in Durham to help prepare current Blue Devils for success both on and off the court.

	» The creation of the Chief Basketball Officer signals a bold and innovative step in college basketball. It underscores Duke’s deep connection to the NBA while affirming Scheyer’s vision 
for a program that not only develops champions in college, but also prepares players for life and success at the game’s highest level. By embedding a player of Tatum’s caliber directly 
into the program, Duke is redefining how alumni can actively shape the future of student-athletes.

	» The appointment of Tatum as Chief Basketball Officer further reinforces the power of The Brotherhood — Duke’s lifelong network of players, coaches, 
and alumni — and illustrates how Scheyer is reimagining the college basketball model. For current student-athletes, it offers a rare and invaluable 
opportunity: direct access to the mindset, standards, and habits required to excel at the game’s highest level.

NBA Season Begins with 24 Blue Devils on Opening Day Rosters
	» When the NBA season began on Oct. 21, Duke had 24 members of The Brotherhood on opening-day rosters.
	» The list was compiled from the NBA’s official opening-day rosters (including two-way and inactive lists) and includes any Blue Devil that played and 

finished their college basketball careers at Duke.
	» The Blue Devils have players at a total of 14 different franchises, including trios in Charlotte (Sion James, Kon Knueppel and Mason Plumlee), Dallas 

(Cooper Flagg, Kyrie Irving and Dereck Lively II), Orlando (Paolo Banchero, Wendell Carter Jr. and Tyus Jones) and Phoenix (Grayson Allen, 
Khaman Maluach and Mark Williams) along with duos in Atlanta (Jalen Johnson and Luke Kennard) and Toronto (RJ Barrett and Brandon Ingram).

	» Tyrese Proctor (Cleveland) rounds out Duke’s starting five from the 2024-25 Duke roster, with all five making their respective franchises’ roster. Tre 
Jones (Chicago) is scheduled to matchup against his brother, Tyus, four times during the regular season. Jayson Tatum, recently announced as Duke’s 
Chief Basketball Officer, continues to rehab from his injury suffered during the 2025 NBA Playoffs. In New Orleans, Zion Williamson enters his seventh 
season in the league, while Gary Trent Jr. (Milwaukee) and Marvin Bagley III (Washington) are each entering their eighth seasons. Former teammates 
and 2024 NBA Draft picks, Kyle Filipowski (Utah) and Jared McCain (Philadelphia) are each gearing up for their second year in the NBA.

	» Duke’s two dozen NBA players also join a long list of former players, coaches, managers and Duke graduates that serve on NBA coaching staffs or in 
front office roles for 17 of league’s 30 teams, and for the league office. That includes former Hall of Fame head coach Mike Krzyzewski, who joined the 
NBA in the summer of 2024 as a special advisor, 1984 Duke graduate Adam Silver (NBA Commissioner), Grant Hill (part owner of the Atlanta Hawks), 
Elton Brand (General Manager of the Philadelphia 76ers), Trajan Landon (President of Basketball Operations of the Detroit Pistons), Mike Dunleavy 
(General Manager of the Golden State Warriors), Quin Snyder (Head Coach of the Atlanta Hawks) and JJ Redick (Head Coach of the Los Angeles Lakers).

Scheyer is the 20th head coach in Duke University’s storied 
basketball history. He was named to the position on June 4, 2021, 
succeeding Hall of Fame head coach Mike Krzyzewski.
	 Scheyer, who enters his fourth season as head coach in 
2025-26, has vast experience on the Duke bench, having served 
on Krzyzewski’s staff since the 2013-14 season. His previous roles 
with the Blue Devils include special assistant, assistant coach and 
the previous three years as associate head coach. Scheyer and 
Duke agreed to a new contract in October of 2025, extending him 
through the 2030-31 season.
	 The 35-year-old Scheyer was among the youngest head 
coaches in Division-I men’s basketball, and the youngest at a 
power conference institution. He was named to The Athletic’s 40

	» The 2024-25 Blue Devils achieved a 35-4 overall record as one of six Duke teams to win at least 35 games in a season, and the first to do so in 10 years.
	» Duke made its 18th Final Four appearance - tied for second-most all time - with Scheyer becoming the youngest head coach in the Final Four since 2011 (Brad Stevens, Butler).
	» Duke secured the East Region title with top-25 victories over No. 21 Arizona (100-93) and No. 7 Alabama (85-65) in Newark, N.J., advancing to the Final Four at the Alamodome in San Antonio.
	» Duke achieved the second-highest net rating (39.29) and best offensive efficiency rating (130.1) in the history of KenPom (since 1996-97 season). Only the 1998-99 Duke Blue Devils achieved a higher net rating (43.01).
	» Duke tallied a 19-1 conference record to capture the school’s 21st ACC regular-season title.
	» The Blue Devils captured the ACC Tournament championship for the 23rd time in program history and the second time under third-year head coach Jon Scheyer.
	» Duke was ranked inside the top 25 for the entirety of the 2024-25 season, including two weeks at No. 1 and concluding at No. 3 in the final Associated Press poll - the 41st time Duke has finished in the top 10.
	» The Blue Devils won 31 of their last 33 games, including win streaks of 16 and 15 consecutive victories.
	» Duke led the nation in scoring margin (+20.5) and ranked third in the country in assist-to-turnover ratio (+1.82), fourth in field goal percentage defense (.384), fifth in effective field goal percentage (.579), seventh 

in field goal percentage (.493), seventh in scoring defense (62.8), eighth in turnovers per game (9.3), 10th in free throw percentage (.790), 11th in scoring offense (83.2), 11th in three-point percentage (.386), 13th 
in rebound margin (+7.2), 17th in assists per game (17.0) and 21st in three-pointers per game (10.1) - all top marks in the ACC.

	» Duke became the first team in ACC history to lead the conference in both scoring offense (83.2) and scoring defense (62.8).
	» Duke was the only team in the country ranked among the top-five in both offensive (1st) and defensive (5th) adjusted efficiency, according to KenPom.
	» Duke was the only Division I team to score 80 points or more per game (83.2) and hold its opponents to fewer than 63 points per game (62.8).
	» The 2024-25 Blue Devils tallied the best assist-to-turnover ratio (1.82) in program history and posted the best field goal percentage defense (.384) by any Duke squad since 1960.
	» Scheyer’s 89 career victories tied with Brad Underwood and Brad Stevens for the most wins among Division I head coaches in their first three seasons.
	» Scheyer, who received the 2024-25 John McLendon National Coach of the Year Award, is the first coach in conference history to win two ACC Tournament championships in his first three seasons as a head coach.
	» Cooper Flagg was named National Player of the Year by five of the six organizations recognized by the NCAA, taking home the honor from the United State Basketball Writers Associated (USBWA), National 

Association of Basketball Coaches (NABC), the Associated Press (AP), Wooden and Naismith. 
	» Flagg swept the ACC Player and Rookie of the Year awards and became Duke’s first consensus First Team All-American since 2019. 
	» Flagg became the first Blue Devil to lead the team in all five major statistical categories – scoring (19.2), rebounding (7.5), assists (4.2), steals (1.4) and blocks (1.4).
	» Kon Knueppel was named ACC Tournament MVP, averaging 21 points per game in Duke’s three games in Charlotte, while shooting 18-of-37 (.486) from the field.
	» All five Duke starters were selected in the 2025 NBA Draft with Cooper Flagg picked No. 1, Kon Knueppel at No. 4 and Khaman Maluach at No. 10, with Sion James and Tyrese Procter chosen in the second round.
