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OPENING KICKOFF

e Duke plays its final regular season game out of the state of North Carolina Saturday with a trip to Connecticut. Kickoff is set for
3:30 p.m. on CBS Sports Network. The Blue Devils had two open weeks in October and have played just one home game since
September 21.

e Saturday’s game will mark the fifth between Duke and Connecticut. The Blue Devils have captured the last two after the Huskies
won in 2004 and 2007. Duke claimed last year’s game, 26-21, and earned a 2023 road victory by a 41-7 margin.

e Saturday’s game is the latest regular season non-conference tilt for Duke since a November 11, 2017, clash at Army West Point.

e Following Duke's first victory at Clemson since 1980, quarterback Darian Mensah was named a Davey O'Brien National Quarter-
back Award Great 8 performer and Manning Award Star of the Week. Mensah completed 27-of-41 (.659) passes for 361 yards and
four touchdowns in leading Duke to a 46-45 victory against the Tigers.

e Last week at Clemson, Duke wide receiver Sahmir Hagans joined DeVon Edwards as the only Blue Devils in program history with
two or more touchdowns of 99 or more yards. Hagans has a 99-yard kickoff return and ran one back 100 yards versus the Tigers.

e Midseason honors were plentiful for the Blue Devils as offensive tackle Brian Parker Il was on five midseason All-America squads.
Defensive end Vincent Anthony Jr. was tabbed by ESPN.com as the No. 6 defensive player nationally at the midpoint. Running back
5 Nate Sheppard earned a place on the On3 Midseason True Freshman All-America Team.

Manny Diaz was named the 23rd head football coach at Duke
University on December 7, 2023.

In his first season with the Blue Devils, Diaz guided Duke to a 9-4
overall record including a 5-3 ledger in ACC action, highlighted by
victories over in-state rivals North Carolina and NC State.

Since 2016, Diaz’s defenses have been a force behind the line
of scrimmage, ranking among the nation’s top 10 in tackles for
loss per game each year: No. 2 in 2024 (8.9), No. 2 in 2023 (8.4),
No. 5 in 2022 (8.0), No. 9 in 2021 (7.8), No. 4 in 2020 (8.6), No.
4in 2019 (8.3), No. 1in 2018 (10.5), No. 4 in 2017 (8.5) and No.
5in 2016 (8.3).

Diaz, 50, has coached in 21 bowl games, including a pair of BCS
national championship games, and led the Miami Hurricanes to
three consecutive bowl appearances (2019 Walk-On’s Indepen-
dence; 2020 Cheez-It; 2021 Tony the Tiger Sun) during his time
as head coach.

Diaz took over the Duke program following two seasons as the
defensive coordinator at Penn State, where he helped the Nittany
Lions to a 21-4 (.840) record and back-to-back bowl appearanc-
es, including a 35-21 Rose Bowl win over No. 8 Utah to cap the
2022 season.

The 2022 Broyles Award semifinalist helped propel Penn State’s
defense into one of the top units in the nation. During Diaz’s
two-year stretch, the Nittany Lions ranked in the top 25 in third
down defense, fumbles recovered, passes intercepted, rushing
defense, scoring defense, sacks, tackles for loss, total defense,
turnover margin and turnovers gained.

Prior to his time at Penn State, Diaz spent six seasons at Miami,
three as the defensive coordinator and linebackers coach (2016-
18) and three as the head coach (2019-21). During his time at
the helm, Miami posted the second most ACC wins in the league,
trailing only Clemson.

Miami’s 2021 squad finished the regular season winning five of its
last six games, including victories over No. 18 NC State and No. 17
Pittsburgh. In addition, Diaz guided freshman quarterback Tyler

Van Dyke to ACC Rookie of the Year honors. The 2020 Hurricanes
finished 8-3 (7-2 ACC) overall and concluded the year standing
18th in the final College Football Playoff rankings.

Prior to taking over as head coach, Diaz directed a Hurricane
defensive unit which ranked fourth nationally in total defense
(278.90) in 2018, while also finishing that season first in tackles
for loss (10.5 per game), third down conversion defense (.253)
and passing defense (135.60).

Diaz joined Miami after serving as the defensive coordinator at
Mississippi State (2015), Louisiana Tech (2014) and Texas (2011-
13). He also had stops at Middle Tennessee (2006-09) and NC
State (2000-05) early in his career.

A native of Miami, Fla., Diaz graduated from Florida State with a
bachelor’s degree in communications in 1995.

Diaz is married to the former Stephanie Cerow of Melbourne,
Fla., and they have three sons, Colin, Gavin and Manny.

¢ Duke earned its fourth consecutive season-opening victory as the Blue Devils downed
Elon 45-17 at Brooks Field at Wallace Wade Stadium.

» The 45 points were the most in a season opener since the Blue Devils scored 60 in
the first game of the 2017 campaign.

¢ Redshirt sophomore quarterback Darian Mensah made his Duke debut and led
the offense by throwing for 389 yards and three touchdowns on 27-0f-34 (79.4%).

e Graduate wide receiver Sahmir Hagans hauled in two touchdown passes while
graduate Cooper Barkate posted 117 receiving yards in his Duke debut.

e Redshirt sophomore Que’Sean Brown had an explosive night with six receptions
for 93 yards and a 78-yard punt return to finish with 175 all-purpose yards, and the
rushing duo of Jaquez Moore and Peyton Jones each added a rushing touchdown of
their own to help propel the Duke offensive attack.

e Manny Diaz captured his 10th win as Duke’s head coach, making him one of 14 Blue
Devil football head coaches to reach double-digit wins.

e The Blue Devils’ 548 yards of total offense marked the most for Duke since 607
against Kansas on Sept. 25, 2021.

e Duke rushed for 159 yards, marking the first time the team reached 100 ground
yards since October 18, 2024, versus Florida State (35 carries — 110 yards).

e No. 11 Illinois used a 14-point third quarter to push past Duke for an eventual 45-19
final score at Brooks Field at Wallace Wade Stadium.

e Duke held Illinois to minus-five rushing yards in the first half and racked up 4.0 sacks
and 10.0 tackles for loss but committed five turnovers that led to 28 lllinois points
and had four penalties that led to Fighting lllini first downs.

¢ Wide receiver Andrel Anthony hauled in two touchdown passes, while 10 total
Blue Devils caught passes.

e Quarterback Darian Mensah became the first Duke quarterback to throw for 300
yards in consecutive games since Gunnar Holmberg in 2021 with his 334-yard day.

¢ Running back Jaquez Moore ended the game with career highs in receptions (four)
and receiving yards (44).

¢ Linebacker Nick Morris Jr. tallied 3.0 tackles for loss after entering the game with
3.5 TFL in his career.

e Linebacker Kendall Johnson posted 2.5 TFL after beginning the game with 2.0 in
his career.

o Kicker Todd Pelino collected seven points with two field goals and one extra point. He
pushed his career point total to 235 to move into fourth place on the Duke career chart.

¢ Tulane quarterback Jake Retzlaff scored four rushing touchdowns to lead the Green
Wave past Duke.

e Duke trailed by as much as 24-3 late in the opening half before cutting the deficit to
24-16 with 11:46 left in the third quarter. The Green Wave answered with the game's
next 10 points only to have Duke reply with the final 11, but Tulane recovered a Blue
Devil onside kick attempt to seal the victory.

e Redshirt sophomore quarterback Darian Mensah played against his former team
after arriving at Duke in January as a transfer from Tulane.

e Mensah threw for 313 yards to become just the fourth Duke quarterback with three
consecutive 300-yard games (Dave Brown/3/1989; Thaddeus Lewis/4/2009; Anthony
Dilweg/5/1988).

¢ Freshman running back Nate Sheppard turned in the best game of his young career
with 75 rushing yards on five carries. With a four-yard reception in the fourth quarter,
Sheppard became the first Duke true freshman to score in a game since Grayson Loftis
at North Carolina on November 11, 2023.

e Tight end Landen King tallied his first touchdown as a Blue Devil with a three-yard
grab in the third quarter. It was the first TD by a Duke tight end since Nicky Dalmolin’s
two against Middle Tennessee on September 21, 2023.

¢ A blocked field goal, another three-touchdown performance from quarterback
Darian Mensah and three rushing touchdowns from Anderson Castle helped propel
Duke past NC State.

e Duke trailed 20-7 before ripping off three touchdowns in 3:50 of game time spanning
the end of the second quarter and start of the third.

e The comeback marked the second time in as many ACC games Duke mounted a
13-point rally to secure a win.

¢ Duke extended its winning streak against NC State to three. It is just the second time
since 1963 and first since 1983 (27-26), 1984 (16-13) and 1985 (31-19) the Blue Devils
have won at least three consecutive games versus the Wolfpack.

e The Blue Devils extended their winning streak against in-state foes to six.

® Duke improved to 18-4 in home games since the start of the 2022 season

o Castle capped the game with a 66-yard rushing touchdown to set his career-long
rush. The three-touchdown game was the first by a Blue Devil since Riley Leonard
posted three scores on the ground against Miami on Oct. 22, 2022.

¢ DE Wesley Williams blocked a field goal in the third quarter and recovered a fumble
in the fourth quarter. He upped his career blocked kick total to five.

led Duke past Syracuse 38-3.

e The Blue Devils got a career-high 168 rushing yards, the fourth most by a Duke
freshman in program history, and two touchdowns from Sheppard, who ended the
game with 11.2 yards per rush, the most by a Duke freshman in a single game on a
minimum of 15 rushing attempts.

e Sheppard finished the game with 201 all-purpose yards, which tied for fifth most
by a freshman in a game.

¢ Duke forced two fumbles and intercepted a pass while playing turnover-free football
for the second consecutive contest.

¢ The Blue Devil defense held Syracuse without a touchdown, highlighted by a fourth-
down stop inside the five-yard line in the final seconds.

e The 35-point margin of victory in an ACC game was Duke's largest since defeating
Virginia Tech, 45-10, during the 2019 season.

e Duke improved to 2-0 in ACC play for the second time in three years and just the
eighth time since 1970: 1970, 1975, 1981, 1994, 2012, 2015, 2023 and 2025.

¢ The Blue Devils won their ACC road opener for the first time since a 45-10 victory
at Virginia Tech on September 27, 2019.

e Duke extended its streak of scoring a touchdown inside the final 2:20 of the first

e Trailing by 14 with less than eight minutes to play in the opening half, Duke used a
24-point outburst before halftime to take a lead it would not relinquish in topping Cal.
e Trailing 21-7, the Blue Devils calmly marched down the field on their final four drives
of the half with three touchdowns and a field goal to take control.

e Duke improved to 3-0 in ACC play for the first time under head coach Manny Diaz.
Since 1963, the Blue Devils have begun 3-0 in ACC play only six times: in 1963, 1970,
1975, 1994, 2015 and 2025.

e The Blue Devils won their fourth consecutive ACC road game. Duke had not won
four consecutive ACC road games since capturing four straight from October 11,
2014 — October 24, 2015, at Georgia Tech, Pittsburgh, Syracuse and Virginia Tech.

¢ The Blue Devils pushed their ACC winning streak to six consecutive games, the longest
since a six-contest stretch from October 12-November 30, 2013. Since Duke joined the
ACC in 1953, the program has just six league winning streaks of six games or more.
e Duke’s defense registered four turnovers and has 11 across the last three games
after creating one in the first three contests.

¢ The Blue Devils did not commit a turnover and have three consecutive games without
a turnover for the first time since October 3, 10 and 24 2015, versus Boston College,
Army West Point and Virginia Tech, respectively.

e Duke fell to No. 12 Georgia Tech as the Blue Devils led 10-7 shortly after halftime
but the Yellow Jackets responded with 20 consecutive points to pull away in the
fourth quarter.

¢ Duke quarterback Darian Mensah finished the game 32-of-44 with 373 yards through
the air, while wide receiver Cooper Barkate set career highs for receiving yards (172)
and receptions (13) to lead Duke's offense.

¢ The Blue Devils' defense finished with 6.0 tackles for loss and was led in overall stops
by Luke Mergott and Caleb Weaver with 11 and 10, respectively.

e Georgia Tech took a 7-0 lead with a 95-yard fumble return for a touchdown with 3:46
to play in the opening quarter. After Barkate helped Duke move from its own three
to the Yellow Jacket one-yard line with 71 receiving yards, the Blue Devils fumbled
and GT took advantage.

e The win was Duke’s first in Death Valley since 1980 and the first time the Blue Devils
had consecutive victories against Clemson since 1969 and 1970.

o Duke improved to 5-3 overall and 4-1 in ACC play for its best league start since 2014.
e The Blue Devils also extended their road ACC winning streak to five games, the
program’s longest since 1961-63.

e Blue Devil quarterback Darian Mensah tallied four passing touchdowns, three in
the first quarter, in the opening half and finished with 361 yards. He became just the
fifth quarterback in Duke history to throw for three or more scores in a quarter, joining
David Green, Ben Bennett, Dave Brown and Daniel Jones.

e Mensah, who engineered a game-winning drive by completing six-of-eight passes
for 83 yards and two third or fourth-down conversions, was named a Davey O'Brien
Award Great 8 performer following the victory.

e Duke’s Sahmir Hagans returned a kickoff 100 yards and joined DeVon Edwards as
the lone Blue Devils in program history with two or more scores of 99 or more yards.
