GRIZZLIES TOO MUCH FOR OREDIGGERS

MISSOULA, Mont. – Montana improved to 2-0 on the young season with a 79-55 
victory over Montana Tech on Monday night. The Grizzlies were paced by fi ve play-
ers in double fi gures and forced 20 turnovers on the defensive end.

The Grizzlies turned a 21-17 advantage midway through the fi rst half into a rout, 
using a 19-4 run to close the fi rst half and extending it to 29-6 to begin the second 
half. During that stretch, Montana held Montana Tech without a made fi eld goal for 
more than 10 minutes of acƟ on, with the Orediggers going 0-for-10 from the fl oor 
with six turnovers.

“I think we were a liƩ le fl at early, but that happens coming off  of a game like 
Friday,” head coach Travis DeCuire said. “We were trying some other things on ball 
screens, and they were geƫ  ng shots instead of us forcing turnovers. Once we went 
back to being aggressive and started forcing turnovers, that’s when we got going.”

More than half of the turnovers were in result of a Montana steal, led by four from 
Michael Oguine and three from Ahmaad Rorie. Rorie led all players with 20 points 
and six rebounds, while Kendal Manuel scored 17 points on 5-of-5 shooƟ ng.

Also in double fi gures were Donaven Dorsey (11), Timmy Falls (10) and Sayeed 
PridgeƩ  (10).

While the defense held Montana Tech to 37.3 percent shooƟ ng, the Grizzlies shot 
52.7 percent, making seven consecuƟ ve shots late in the fi rst half.

AddiƟ onal Notes
• Three days aŌ er a trio of players made their Griz debuts, three more saw 

their fi rst collegiate acƟ on: freshman Freddy Brown, freshman Ben Carter 
and redshirt freshman Peter Jones. Carter scored two points and grabbed a 
rebound in seven minutes of acƟ on. Jones had a rebound.

• AŌ er playing one minute on Friday night vs. Georgia State, redshirt freshman 
Kelby Kramer saw his fi rst signifi cant Ɵ me on the court, logging 16 minutes. 
The 6-10 big man had a two-handed dunk in the fi rst half – his fi rst career 
points – in addiƟ on to four rebounds, a blocked shot and an assist.

• Montana’s 20 turnovers led to 27 points off  turnover, including 13 fast-break 
points.

• Montana opened the game just 1-for-7 from three-point range, but fi nished 
the game by making seven of its fi nal 16 long-range shots (43.8 percent).

• Sophomore guard Timmy Falls earned his fi rst career start. The Grizzlies used 
an all-guard starƟ ng lineup.

• Montana has now won 17 consecuƟ ve home games daƟ ng back to the 2016-
17 season. It is the fourth-longest acƟ ve streak in the country.

• Montana Tech’s assistant coach is Derek Selvig, a former Griz star who played 
from 2007-12 and helped the Grizzlies to a pair of NCAA tournament appear-
ances.

QuoƟ ng DeCuire
(on Ahmaad Rorie, who led the Grizzlies with 20 points)
“He’s got it going. I thought he played tonight more like he has been pracƟ cing. He 
communicated and he got us in sync. I thought he played well.”

(on a smaller starƟ ng lineup)
“That’s where the Ɵ ming of this game is good for us. We didn’t get many paint 
touches early, so playing outside in, never really works percentage-wise for very 
many teams. Once we started touching the paint, our percentages jumped.”

(on the play of junior Kendal Manuel)
“I thought he played well. Not only is he making shots, but he’s helping us out in 
terms of stretching the fl oor.”

(on transfer Donaven Dorsey)
“Each game, I think he’ll conƟ nue to get beƩ er. In addiƟ on to geƫ  ng him closer to 
game shape, he’s seeing the ball go through the hoop, which creates confi dence.”

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GRIZ IN PARADISE FOR EARLY-SEASON TOURNAMENT
Just in the second week of the basketball season, Montana will get an 
early look as to what March will feel like. The stakes won’t be as high as 
when the Grizzlies travel to Boise, Idaho, for the 2019 Big Sky Champi-
onship, but the format will be the same.

Three games in three days. Survive and advance.

In some ways, this week’s trip to the Islands of the Bahamas Showcase 
will be more challenging, as Montana won’t have as much familiarity 
with its opponents. Contrast that to the Big Sky tournament in March, 
when the Grizzlies will have played each opponent twice already.

Head coach Travis DeCuire knew it would be a challenge, which is part 
of the reason he liked the idea of playing in this tournament.

“It’s an opportunity to fi ght through adversity,” DeCuire said. “It’s going 
to be a roller-coaster ride. Any Ɵ me you play three games in three days, 
guys are going to be Ɵ red and you’ve got to make adjustments from one 
game to the next with no pracƟ ces in between.”

The need for a quick recovery and to adjust on the fl y is precisely why a 
tournament like this is so valuable to a team. DeCuire preaches playing 
with the desperaƟ on of March during early-season games in November, 
and this will put that to the test.

Montana had originally fi lled its schedule with the Great Alaska 
Shootout, but when that tournament folded aŌ er three decades, it leŌ  
the Grizzlies scrambling. They took advantage of another team pulling 
out of the Islands of the Bahamas Showcase, giving the Grizzlies the 
chance to face a series of mid-major teams on a neutral court.

“It’s an opportunity to get a feel for what March is going to be like,” 
DeCuire said. “Our depth will be challenged and our versaƟ lity will be 
challenged. We’ll learn a lot about our team very quickly, and we’re 
excited for that.”

First up for the Grizzlies is Incarnate Word (Friday at 9 a.m. MT), a team 
from the Southland Conference that is off  to a 3-1 start to the year, 
winning three in a row on its home court aŌ er losing its opener at Texas 
Tech.

Should the Grizzlies win, they would advance to play the winner of 
Miami (Ohio)/North Dakota State (Saturday at 3 p.m. MT). The champi-
onship is set for Sunday at 6 p.m. MT against the winner of the boƩ om 
half of the bracket (Florida AtlanƟ c, Georgia Southern, Pepperdine or 
Towson). Each team is guaranteed three games, so the losers of each 
matchup will conƟ nue play in the consolaƟ on bracket. Fans can pur-
chase single-game or all-tournament video-stream access through bd 
Global.

SCOUTING INCARNATE WORD
• Following a 50-point loss at Texas Tech to open the season, UIW 

has won three consecuƟ ve home games against St. Francis-Illinois, 
Texas at Tyler and Texas Lutheran.

• The Cardinals are led by freshman Morgan Taylor, who averages 
15.5 points per game. He is connecƟ ng on 43 percent of his three-
point aƩ empts.

• Four of UIW’s main starters have been freshmen. The other is a 
sophomore. In UIW’s win over Texas Lutheran earlier this week, 
freshmen accounted for 51 of the Cardinals’ 70 points.

• Freshman Antoine Smith Jr. ranks second on the team for scoring 
(9.8) and fi rst for rebounding (6.8). He has also made all nine of his 
free-throw aƩ empts and is shooƟ ng 56.0 percent for the fl oor.

• While its off ense has struggled (59.0 points per game), UIW’s 
defense (62.3 points per game, 68th; .371 fi eld-goal defense, 68th) 
are among the naƟ on’s best.

• UIW has connected on 81.7 percent of its free-throw aƩ empts 
(17th in NCAA).

• As a team, UIW has made just seven three-pointers in four games.
• UIW returned three starters and six leƩ erwinners from last year’s 

squad that went 7-21.
• Carson Cunningham is in his fi rst season at UIW. He spent the fi ve 

previous seasons at Carroll College, earning 2017-18 FronƟ er Coach 
of the Year honors.

• Incarnate Word moved up to the Division-I level prior to the 2013-
14 basketball season and earned a CIT postseason invite just one 
year later.

SERIES VS. THE FIELD
Montana is 9-7 all-Ɵ me against the seven other teams in the tour-
nament. The Grizzlies are 6-3 vs. North Dakota State, 1-0 vs. Georgia 
Southern and 2-4 vs. Pepperdine. Montana has never played Florida 
AtlanƟ c, Incarnate Word, Miami (Ohio) or Towson.

STARTING STRONG
Montana is off  to a 2-0 start for the second consecuƟ ve season. A 
victory over Incarnate Word on Friday would be the team’s best start 
since 2009-10 (3-0). Overall, it would be Ɵ ed for the 11th-best start to a 
season in the last century.

TOUGH D
Montana ranked among the naƟ on’s leaders for mulƟ ple staƟ sƟ cal cat-
egories in 2017-18, and the Grizzlies are conƟ nuing that trend to begin 
2018-19. Neither of Montana’s fi rst two opponents have shot beƩ er 
than 40 percent, with the Grizzlies allowing 64.5 points per game on 
38.2 percent shooƟ ng.

STARTING THE YEAR WITH A WIN
Montana opened the 2018-19 season with a win over fellow NCAA 
tournament team Georgia State (Nov. 9):

• Montana broke a 58-58 Ɵ e with just under 6 minutes to play, using a 9-2 
run. The Grizzlies led by at least three points from that point forward.

• The two teams were Ɵ ed at 33-33 at halŌ ime, despite Montana 
holding the lead for 18:51 of the fi rst half.

• Georgia State used a 22-7 run, extending across both halves, to 
lead by as many as seven points. Montana responded with 12 of 
the next 16 points to regain the lead 3:33 later.

• The Grizzlies shot 63.3 percent from inside the arc.
• Senior Jamar Akoh led all Grizzlies with 22 points on 7-of-8 shooƟ ng, 

in addiƟ on to eight free throws. The senior also had eight rebounds.
• In addiƟ on to his 15 points, senior Michael Oguine had a team-high 

10 rebounds and a team-high-tying four assists and two blocks.
• Senior Ahmaad Rorie scored 14 points, dished out four assists and 

stole a pass, but the lasƟ ng images from the game were his two 
thunderous dunks.

• Sophomore Timmy Falls tallied 10 points and a team-high-tying 
four assists.

• Three players made their Griz debuts: Donaven Dorsey, Kelby Kram-
er and Kendal Manuel. For Kramer, it was his fi rst collegiate contest.

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NOTES

CLEARED TO PLAY
AŌ er transferring from Oregon State, Kendal Manuel was expected to 
sit out this season due to NCAA transfer rules. However, aŌ er submit-
Ɵ ng a waiver, his appeal was approved and he was able to make his Griz 
debut vs. Georgia State (Nov. 9). The junior hit a pair of three-pointers 
in the fi rst half, fi nishing with six points and a steal in 13 minutes off  
the bench. Three nights later vs. Montana Tech (Nov. 12), Manuel was a 
perfect 5-of-5 from the fl oor, scoring 17 points.

BACK ON THE COURT
Donaven Dorsey missed the 2016-17 season due to transfer rules aŌ er coming to Montana from 
the University of Washington. The 2017-18 season was lost due to a hip injury and cancer scare. 
Now, aŌ er more than two and a half years, Dorsey is back on the court, and his jumper in the 
fi rst half vs. Georgia State (Nov. 9) marked his fi rst made basket in 975 days. Three nights later vs. 
Montana Tech (Nov. 12), Dorsey had 11 points on 4-of-7 shooƟ ng.

TALENT IN MISSOULA
Nov. 9 vs. Georgia State marked the fi rst Ɵ me in four years that an NCAA tournament team from 
the previous season played a non-conference game in Missoula. Overall, it was the 37th Ɵ me it 
has ever happened, including the fourth Ɵ me in the past decade.

Even rarer, it marked the ninth Ɵ me in Dahlberg Arena history that two NCAA tournament teams 
played each other, and the fi rst Ɵ me since 2012-13.

HOME OPENERS
The Grizzlies are 16-3 in home openers since the turn of the century, including 4-1 under head 
coach Travis DeCuire.

EXHIBITION VICTORY
• Montana hosted Division-III power Whitworth on Nov. 2, cruising to a 90-58 victory.
• Montana shot 50.9 percent from the fl oor, including 44.0 percent from three-point range 

(11 makes).
• Five players scored in double fi gures, led by junior Sayeed PridgeƩ ’s 17 points, in addiƟ on to 

a team-high seven rebounds.
• Montana’s defense limited Whitworth to 35.0 percent shooƟ ng, including 3-of-20 from 

beyond the arc. Division-III fi rst-team All-America selecƟ on Kyle Roach was limited to two 
points on 1-of-6 shooƟ ng aŌ er averaging 18.7 points a year ago.

• The Grizzlies held an 11-point lead at halŌ ime (41-30) before scoring 22 of the fi rst 26 points 
to begin the second half.

• Several players unoffi  cially made their Division-I debuts, including Eddy Egun and Mack 
Ander-son, who both had breakaway dunks.

MONTANA BASKETBALL

RETURNING PRODUCTION
Montana graduated just one player a 
year ago, returning six of the seven play-
ers in the team’s regular rotaƟ on. The 
group was responsible for the majority 
of Montana’s producƟ on, including 
more than 86 percent of its scoring. Out 
of 353 Division-I teams, just 20 return a higher percentage of its scoring 
from 2017-18.

LOFTY EXPECTATIONS
With so much returning producƟ on, it came as no surprise when 
Montana was named the overwhelming favorite to repeat as Big Sky 
champions, by both the league’s coaches and media members. Among 
the coaches, Montana earned 10 of 11 fi rst-place votes (coaches 
weren’t allowed to vote for their own team), with Weber State earning 
the other top vote. In the media poll, Montana garnered 33 of 35 fi rst-
place picks.

“Survival mode is hard to sustain when the bullseye is on your back,” 
said Travis DeCuire, the 2018 Big Sky Conference Coach of the Year. “We 
have to fi nd ways in pracƟ ce every day to compete in a compeƟ Ɵ ve 
environment that forces us to get beƩ er. You know our moƩ o: Compete 
with desperaƟ on every day.”

The last Ɵ me a team earned as many fi rst-place votes was Weber State 
in 2013-14. The last Ɵ me Montana was picked to win the league was in 
2015-16 (fi rst in the media poll, Ɵ ed for fi rst in the coaches’).

HIGH PRAISE
If they didn’t before, the league’s head coaches have now fully appreci-
ated the value of Montana guards Ahmaad Rorie and Michael Oguine. 
And why wouldn’t they? The duo combined for 33 points per game 
while leading Montana to a Big Sky Ɵ tle in 2017-18.

Rorie and Oguine were two of six players recognized on the preseason 
all-conference team, with Rorie earning Big Sky Conference preseason 
player-of-the-year honors and Oguine being named to the preseason 
all-conference team. VoƟ ng was conducted by the league’s head coach-
es, sports informaƟ on directors and media members.

“I think it exemplifi es the things we talk about,” head coach Travis De-
Cuire said. “When you commit to the team, play together and win, good 
things will happen.”

An All-Big Sky fi rst-team honoree a season 
ago, Rorie earned a spot on his second 
consecuƟ ve preseason team aŌ er fi nishing 
seventh in the league for scoring last season 
with 17.2 points per game and ranking third 
for assists (3.7) and eighth for steals (1.2). He 
also came in third with a 2.1 assist-to-turn-
over raƟ o during league games, and made 85 
percent of his aƩ empts from the free-throw 
line. Rorie was named a Big Sky Championship 
all-tournament team selecƟ on as he helped 
the top-seeded Grizzlies earn a NCAA tournament berth by claiming the 
Big Sky Championship, fi nishing the season with a 26-8 overall record 
and 16-2 conference mark. He also captured NABC All-District 6 fi rst-
team honors.

NOTES

Oguine was just as valuable to the Griz-
zlies, being named the Big Sky Conference 
Defensive Player of the Year and earning Big 
Sky Championship MVP honors, helping the 
Grizzlies knock off  North Dakota, North-
ern Colorado and Eastern Washington on 
consecuƟ ve nights to earn a trip to March 
Madness. On the season, Oguine averaged 
15.8 points per game while ranking fi Ō h in 
the league with 1.4 steals. He was the only 
player in the Big Sky to rank in the top 20 
during league play for scoring, steals and rebounding.

Both players surpassed 1,000 career points scored last season and are 
expected to fi nish their careers ranked in the top fi ve in school history.

“It’s been a long road for Ahmaad, coming here from Oregon,” De-
Cuire said. “He’s worked on his skills on both sides of the ball, and has 
improved a lot and has become a lock-down defender. Mike’s explosive-
ness is something that everyone has respected, but his guard skills – his 
shooƟ ng and passing – have taken him to the next level.”

Since the league introduced the preseason poll prior to the 2015-16 
season, no team has had more selecƟ ons than Montana (fi ve). This is 
the fi rst Ɵ me a Grizzly has been selected as the preseason player of the 
year.

HOME COOKING
Montana owns the naƟ on’s fourth-longest acƟ ve home winning streak. 
The Grizzlies have won 17 consecuƟ ve home games daƟ ng back to the 
2016-17 season, trailing only South Dakota State (23), Houston (19) and 
Charleston (19).

Montana went a perfect 14-0 at home last season, marking the fi rst 
Ɵ me in 26 seasons and just the fi Ō h Ɵ me ever a Grizzlies team has gone 
undefeated at home (also: 1991-92 (18-0), 1949-50 (15-0), 1983-84 
(14-0) and 1974-75 (12-0)). The Grizzlies boast one of the naƟ on’s best 
home-court advantages, going 702-245 (.742) in their home arena, 
including 120-25 (.828) over the past decade.

• Jamar Akoh – All-Big Sky Conference third team... Started all 34 

games... Led UM with 6.6 rebounds... One of two Big Sky players to 
rank in the top 15 for scoring, rebounding and fi eld-goal percentage.

• Bobby Moorehead – Started all 34 contests... Led UM with 27 
steals in Big Sky play... Ranked second for three-pointers made and 
was in the top four for steals, blocked shots and assists.

• Sayeed PridgeƩ  – Ranked 11th in the Big Sky with 1.2 steals per 
conference game... Ranked in the top fi ve on the team for re-
bounding, assists, blocked shots and steals.

• Timmy Falls – Led UM with a .407 shooƟ ng percentage from be-
yond the arc... Held the team’s best assist-per-minute average (one 
assist every 9.1 minutes).

• Donaven Dorsey – Back aŌ er missing the past two seasons (red-
shirt and injury).

• Kelby Kramer – Redshirted in 2017-18.
• Peter Jones – Redshirted in 2017-18.

FRESH FACES
While Montana returns the bulk of last year’s producƟ on, the team 
welcomed six new players to its roster.

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• Bozeman, Mont., naƟ ve Mack Anderson earned numerous all-state 
honors as a senior, including the USA Today All-USA Montana Boys 
Basketball First Team. He led the state with 12.9 rebounds and 3.3 
blocks per game, also adding 16.6 points and helping the Hawks to 
a third consecuƟ ve state-Ɵ tle game appearance.

• Freshman guard Freddy Brown III won a naƟ onal championship 
as a junior, playing alongside McDonald’s All-American/fi rst-round 
NBA DraŌ  pick Michael Porter, Jr. As a senior, Brown moved into 
the spotlight and dominated, averaging 28.7 points, 8.4 rebounds, 
5.4 assists and 2.4 steals for Nathan Hale High School in SeaƩ le.

• Montana’s Australian pipeline conƟ nued with the signing of Ben 
Carter, a 6-10 big man from Adelaide. He competed on several 
naƟ onal teams abroad, including winning a silver medal at the 
under-20 Australian NaƟ onal Championship in March 2018, where 
he averaged 11.0 points and 9.0 rebounds per game.

• Eddy Egun was a two-Ɵ me All-CIF Los Angeles City SecƟ on Boys’ 
Basketball Team selecƟ on, playing in one of southern California’s 
top conferences. As a team captain, the guard led El Camino Real 
High School to the state tournament, where he scored 27 points. 
He was selected to several postseason all-star games, including 
being named MVP of the Collision All-Star Game.

• Billings naƟ ve Kendal Manuel returned to his home state aŌ er 
three seasons at Oregon State. As a redshirt freshman in 2016-17, 
he started 25 games and knocked down 52 three-pointers – the 
second-most ever by a Beaver freshman.

• Tony Miller will also have to sit out this season aŌ er transferring 
from SeaƩ le Pacifi c, where he led the Falcons for points per game 
in back-to-back seasons. The forward was named the 2016-17 
Great Northwest AthleƟ c Conference Freshman of the Year, nearly 
averaging a double-double.

CHALLENGING SCHEDULE
At fi rst glance, Montana’s schedule may lack the “big names” that 
liƩ ered the team’s slate a year ago, including trips to Penn State, PiƩ , 
Stanford, UCLA and Washington. However, when looking a bit deeper, 
this year’s lineup may be even more challenging.

Arizona fi nished last season with an RPI of 17, Creighton was at 50. Even 
more startling, South Dakota State, which owns the naƟ on’s longest 
home winning streak, was at 48, ahead of three of the Power-5 teams 
from last year’s schedule. The Jackrabbits were picked to win the Summit 
League and return to the NCAA tournament. North Dakota State, which 
Montana could potenƟ ally play twice this fall, was picked to fi nish third. 
UC Irvine, which returned all fi ve starters and 94 percent of its off ense, 
was picked to win the Big West. Last year’s Sun Belt champion Georgia 
State is the unanimous favorite to win again.

Of the 68 NCAA tournament teams from 2018, just seven are scheduled 
to play more tournament teams in non-conference than Montana (four: 
Arizona, Creighton, Georgia State, South Dakota State).

2017-18 HIGHLIGHTS
The 2017-18 men’s basketball season was record-seƫ  ng on many levels:

• Montana’s 26 wins were the third-most in school history, and the 
most in 26 seasons.

• The Grizzlies won the Big Sky Conference regular-season and tournament 
Ɵ tles, advancing to the NCAA tournament for the fi rst Ɵ me since 2013.

• It marked the fi Ō h Ɵ me in program history that a Montana team has 
won both the regular-season championship and tournament Ɵ tle.

• Montana reached 20 wins for the third Ɵ me in DeCuire’s four 
seasons. The Grizzlies have fi nished at least .500 all four seasons,

advancing to three postseason tournaments.
• The Grizzlies won their fi rst 13 conference games. The winning 

streak was one game shy of tying a school record and was the 
third-longest acƟ ve streak in the NCAA at the Ɵ me.

• Montana set a school record with seven consecuƟ ve true road wins 
from Dec. 28 through Feb. 3.

• Montana fi nished its home slate undefeated (14-0). It marked the 
fi rst Ɵ me in 26 seasons, and the fi Ō h Ɵ me ever, that the Grizzlies 
have posted a perfect home record.

• Montana fi nished the regular season ranked No. 14 in the College 
Insider Mid-Major Top 25.

• Montana posted its fi rst winning non-conference record since 
2011-12, including a win at PiƩ  – its fi rst over a Power-5 program 
since 2010 and fi rst over an ACC team since 1966.

• DeCuire was named the Big Sky Conference Coach of the Year aŌ er 
leading Montana to a 16-2 mark and an outright league Ɵ tle.

• DeCuire became the fastest coach in Big Sky history to win 50 con-
ference games, needing just 65 games.

• The Grizzlies had three of the 15 players named to the All-Big Sky 
Conference teams: Ahmaad Rorie (fi rst team), Michael Oguine 
(second team) and Jamar Akoh (third team).

• Rorie also earned NABC All-District 6 fi rst-team honors, while Ogu-
ine was named the Big Sky Conference Defensive Player of the Year 
and Big Sky Championship Most Outstanding Player.

• Montana was the only Big Sky team to have three players rank in 
the top 15 for scoring.

• Both Oguine (32nd member) and Rorie (33rd) joined Montana’s 
1,000-point scoring club.

• The Grizzlies were one of 17 schools naƟ onally to rank in the top 100 
for scoring off ense (78.1; 67th) and scoring defense (68.7; 80th).

• Montana’s defense ranked in the top 25 naƟ onally for turnovers forced 
(15.4; 21st), steals (7.8; 22nd) and turnover margin (+3.0; 27th).

IN THE RANKINGS
• Montana ranked in the top 15 percent naƟ onally with a +8.7 scoring margin.
• The Grizzlies were one of 17 teams naƟ onally to rank in the top 

100 for both scoring off ense (77.2 points per game; 78th) and 
scoring defense (68.5; 73rd). 

• Montana ranked in the top 100 naƟ onally for rebounding (37.0 per 
game; 92nd), including a +4.6 rebounding margin (47th).

• The Grizzlies forced at least nine turnovers in every game last season, 
averaging 12.4 per contest. That led to the naƟ on’s 23rd-best steals-
per-game average (7.8; 23rd) and 29th-best turnover margin (+3.0).

• Montana ranked in the top 10 percent of all NCAA Division-I teams 
for geƫ  ng to the free-throw line, averaging 23.3 free throws per 
game (27th in NCAA) and making an average of 16.5 (30th).

LEADING THE BIG SKY
It’s clear to see why Montana went 16-2 and won the Big Sky Confer-
ence regular-season Ɵ tle in 2018 – the Grizzlies are among the best 
staƟ sƟ cal teams on both sides of the ball. They fi nished the regular 
season ranked fi rst for:

• Scoring defense (67.1)
• Scoring margin (+13.3)
• Field-goal percentage defense (.402)
• Steals (8.2)
• Turnover margin (+3.1)

AddiƟ onally, Montana ranked second in the conference for three-point 
fi eld-goal defense (.330), rebounding (37.9), rebounding margin (+5.0) and 
off ensive rebounds (11.1), and ranked third for scoring off ense (80.4), fi eld-
goal percentage (.487), assists (13.7), and assist-to-turnover raƟ o (1.2).

 Travis DeCuire conƟ nues to rewrite Mon-
tana’s record books as he enters his fi Ō h sea-
son as head coach in 2018-19. During his four 
seasons, the former Griz player has led Mon-
tana to three postseason appearances and 20-
win seasons, including 2017-18 campaign that 
featured Big Sky Conference regular-season 
and tournament Ɵ tles and an appearance in 
the NCAA tournament.
 DeCuire (pronounced: dee-CURE) was 
tabbed as coach of the year by the Big Sky Con-
ference and the NABC (District 6) in 2018, and 
made league history by becoming the fastest 

coach ever to win 50 games (50-15). His current Big Sky winning percentage (55-17, 
.764) ranks third in league history and is best among coaches with at least 40 wins.
  The 2017-18 season was historic on many levels, with Montana posƟ ng 26 vic-
tories (third in program history), winning both the Big Sky Conference regular-sea-
son and tournament Ɵ tles, and advancing to the NCAA tournament. The 26-8 record 
included a 14-0 mark on their home court. In late December, Montana closed its 
non-conference slate with a winning record for the fi rst Ɵ me in six seasons – fea-
turing a signature victory at PiƩ  – before beginning Big Sky play 13-0. The 13-game 
winning streak was the third-longest in school history, in addiƟ on to the third-longest 
acƟ ve streak in the NCAA at the Ɵ me. The stretch also featured a program-record 
seven consecuƟ ve road victories.
  The Grizzlies fi nished the season ranked No. 14 in the fi nal College Insider 
Mid-Major Top 25 poll. Montana had three representaƟ ves on the All-Big Sky teams, 
including fi rst-team selecƟ on Ahmaad Rorie and Defensive Player of the Year Michael 
Oguine. During the 2017-18 season, both guards surpassed 1,000 career points, be-
coming the 32nd and 33rd players to join UM’s exclusive list. Rorie became just the 
third in UM history to reach the milestone in just his second season.
  Montana used the same starƟ ng lineup for all 34 contests, leading to a balanced 
eff ort. The Grizzlies led the Big Sky in fi ve staƟ sƟ cal categories and ranked in the top 
three in 14. NaƟ onally, the Grizzlies ranked in the top 80 naƟ onally for both scoring 
off ense (78th) and defense (73rd) – one of 15 schools to do so. On off ense, Mon-
tana shot beƩ er than 50 percent a dozen Ɵ mes, ranking 68th naƟ onally at .467 on

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the year. On defense, the Grizzlies were even beƩ er. They ranked in the 
top 30 naƟ onally for turnovers forced (15.4, 22nd), steals (7.8, 23rd) and 
turnover margin (+3.0, 29th).
 In his fi rst season at the helm of a program with a rich history of 
success, DeCuire’s Griz started the year picked to fi nish eighth in the con-
ference. Led by future European professional Jordan Gregory, UM would 
go on to defy expectaƟ ons and win the Big Sky regular-season champi-
onship and advance to the NaƟ onal InvitaƟ onal Tournament (NIT) before 
fi nishing the season 20-13 (14-4 BSC).
  At the Ɵ me, he became only the second coach in UM history to 
notch 20 victories in his fi rst season at the helm – a feat also accom-
plished by Blaine Taylor in 1991-92 (27-4).
  In DeCuire’s second year, he followed up with another 20-win sea-
son and another trip to the Big Sky championship game, this Ɵ me led by 
future European professional MarƟ n Breunig. DeCuire’s Grizzlies would 
once again advance to the postseason, compeƟ ng in the fi rst round of 
the CBI tournament against Nevada, fi nishing with a 21-12 (14-4 BSC) re-
cord. He is the only coach in UM history to win at least 20 games in each 
of his fi rst two seasons.
  Paced by 10 underclassmen and just two seniors who played signifi cant 
Ɵ me, the Grizzlies went 16-16 (11-7 BSC) in 2016-17, earning a fi rst-round 
bye in the Big Sky tournament. During the season, DeCuire became the sec-
ond-fastest UM head coach to reach 50 wins (doing so in 84 contests).
 The 2016-17 season was also the second consecuƟ ve year in which 
the Grizzlies have posted a team grade-point average above 3.0, earning 
NABC Team Academic Excellence recogniƟ on both seasons.
 Prior to returning to his alma mater as head coach, DeCuire spent six 
seasons (2008-09 through 2013-14) on the University of California coach-
ing staff  – including the fi nal four as associate head coach. Regarded as 
one of the top tutors in the game, DeCuire helped former Montana men-
tor Mike Montgomery – a member of the NaƟ onal Collegiate Basketball 
Hall of Fame – transform Cal into one of the winningest programs in the 
Pac-12 during his Ɵ me in Berkeley. The Bears reached the postseason all 
six years he was on the staff , including the NCAA tournament four Ɵ mes. 
The Golden Bears boasted 130 wins in his six seasons – the best six-year 
stretch in school history – winning the 2010 Pac-10 championship. He 
coached numerous all-conference selecƟ ons, including conference play-
ers of the year Jerome Randle (2010) and Jorge GuƟ errez (2012).
  DeCuire he spent fi ve seasons (2003-04 through 2007-08) as an as-

sistant coach at Old Dominion, under former Griz head coach and player 
Blaine Taylor. There, he helped the Monarchs to a combined record of 
117-53. The mark included 94 wins during his fi nal four seasons – the 
most in school history over a four-year stretch. ODU reached the postsea-
son each of those four seasons and advanced to the NCAA tournament 
in both 2005 and 2007 – winning a school-record 28 contests in 2005. 
AddiƟ onally, the Monarchs reached the NIT semifi nals in 2006 and the 
quarterfi nals of the College Basketball InvitaƟ onal in 2008.
  DeCuire, from SeaƩ le, Wash., also has head coaching experience 
from sƟ nts at Sammamish High School and Green River Community Col-
lege in Washington. At GRCC, DeCuire took over a last-place program 
and guided it to a conference championship and its fi rst 20-win season 
in more than 20 years, earning league coach-of-the-year honors in 2003 
– his second season. At Sammamish High School in Bellevue, DeCuire led 
his team to a pair of conference Ɵ tles, a state tournament appearance 
and three consecuƟ ve trips to the district tournament.
  As a point guard for Montana from 1992-94 DeCuire was named 
All-Big Sky Conference as a junior and senior. He set a school record in 
just three seasons with 435 career assists. He also established UM’s sin-
gle-season mark with 199 assists as a senior in 1993-94, when he was 
ranked 12th in the naƟ on, averaging 7.1 assists a game. He was the recip-
ient of the Grizzlies’ Carl Dragstedt Award (MVP) as a junior and senior, 
and received the John Eaheart Award (Outstanding Defensive Player) fol-
lowing his senior year.
  As a freshman at Chaminade-Hawaii, he was a starter and team 
MVP in 1990. He then transferred to Montana and redshirted in 1991. 
DeCuire aƩ ended Mercer Island High School (Wash.), where he was a 
three-year starter and all-state, team MVP, and a McDonald’s All-America 
honorable menƟ on pick as a senior.
  He has a strong commitment to community service and founded 
and acted as president of the Fastbreak Basketball AssociaƟ on – an or-
ganizaƟ on that assists in teaching life lessons and building self-esteem 
through basketball to more than 500 students in the SeaƩ le-Tacoma 
area. AddiƟ onally, he has extensive experience in counseling at the Echo 
Glen Children’s Center in Snoqualmie, Wash., from 1996-98, and with the 
Ryther Children’s Center in North SeaƩ le, from 1995-97.
  DeCuire graduated from Montana in 1994 with a degree in business 
markeƟ ng. He and his wife, Sabrina, have two daughters – Brianna (24) 
and Tamia (5).
