	 The Holy Cross men’s basketball team will begin the 2022-2023 
campaign when plays host to Siena at 7:00 p.m. on Monday, Nov. 7. The 
contest between the Crusaders and the Saints will be shown live by the 
Patriot League on ESPN+.
	 The Crusaders are entering their fourth year under head coach Brett 
Nelson, and are coming off a 2021-2022 season in which they went 9-22 
overall and placed seventh in the Patriot League with a 7-11 mark in 
conference games. Senior forward Gerrale Gates looks to lead the team 
this winter, after being named second team All-Patriot League a year ago. 
Gates led the team with averages of 16.2 points and 8.6 rebounds per game, 
while making 75.2 percent of his foul shots and posting 14 double-doubles. 
	 Several other key players from last year’s team are back, including 
junior guard Bo Montgomery (8.5 points, 2.8 rebounds per game), 
sophomore forward Caleb Kenney (4.1 points, 4.1 rebounds, 0.9 blocks 
per contest), junior forward Louth Coulibaly (3.2 points, 4.4 rebounds per 
game) and junior guard Nolan Dorsey (2.6 points, 1.6 rebounds per contest).
	 Siena is coming off a 2021-2022 season in which it went 15-14 overall 
and finished third in the Metro Atlantic Athletic Conference with a 12-8 
record. The Saints will be led by senior forward Jackson Stormo, who 
averaged 11.1 points and 6.8 rebounds per game last season while hitting 
53.6 percent of his field goal attempts. Sophomore guard Jared Billups is 
also back after putting up 5.7 points and 5.0 rebounds a year ago. 
	 After the contest with Siena, Holy Cross will remain at home to face 
Dean on Thursday, Nov. 10, at 7:00 p.m.

THE SERIES WITH SIENA: This will be the 18th meeting between the 
Crusaders and the Saints on the hardwood, with Siena leading the all-time 
series 11-6. The Saints have won the last two games in the series, but Holy 
Cross came out on top in the previous two meetings. The schools first 
played on Feb. 6, 1990, with Holy Cross winning 103-76 at the Hart Center.

FOR OPENERS: The Crusaders an all-time record of 71-32 in its opening 
game of the year, including a 6-4 mark over the last 10 seasons. This year 
will mark the 51st time Holy Cross has opened the year at home, with the 
Crusaders posting a 41-9 mark in the previous 50 contests. Over the last 
five years, Holy Cross stands 3-2 in season openers. During that time, Holy 
Cross has defeated Sacred Heart (69-64 in 2017-2018; 93-81 in 2018-2019) 
and Regis (98-51 in 2021-2022) on opening day, while falling to Maryland 
(95-71 in 2019-2020) and Boston University (83-76 in 2020-2021).

GATES LOOKS FOR ANOTHER STRONG SEASON: Senior forward 
Gerrale Gates looks to be one of the top players in the Patriot League this 
year, after earning all-conference honors in each of the last two seasons. 
In 28 games played last year, he averaged a team-best 16.2 points and 8.6 
rebounds per contest with 14 double-doubles. Gates stepped up his play 
against Patriot League opponents, putting up 18.6 points and 9.0 boards per 
game and hitting 75.0 percent of his free throws against conference foes. 
During the home game with Bucknell, he recorded a career-high 32 points, 
13 rebounds and five assists. Gates also totaled 27 points and a career-high 
14 boards during the victory over Lafayette, while posting 24 points, 12 
rebounds and three assists in the win at Navy. A few of his other top games 
last season came at Army (23 points, 10 rebounds, three assists), against 
Loyola (23 points, five rebounds, three assists), against Colgate (22 points, 
12 rebounds, five assists), at Lehigh (21 points, nine rebounds), against 
Siena (19 points, 13 rebounds), against Lehigh (19 points, 11 rebounds), at 
Bucknell (19 points, 10 rebounds), at American (18 points, 13 rebounds), 
against Army (18 points, 11 rebounds, three assists), against Mount St. 
Vincent (18 points, 11 rebounds), against American in the Patriot League 
Tournament (18 points, 10 rebounds) and at Lafayette (18 points, seven 
rebounds). In 2020-2021, Gates averaged a team-best 16.4 points and 7.6 
rebounds per contest, while hitting 74.3 percent of his free throws. During 
his time with the Crusaders, he has now totaled 684 points, 348 rebounds, 
84 assists and 37 steals. Gates came to Holy Cross after playing two seasons 
at the University of New Orleans, where he was named the 2019 Southland 
Conference Freshman of the Year. In his entire collegiate career, he has 
recorded 1,196 points and 669 rebounds.

HART IS WHERE THE HOME IS: Holy Cross currently owns an all-time 
record of 396-196 at the Hart Center at the Luth Athletic Complex, with 
a 5-9 mark last year. The Crusaders posted their 300th win in the building 
against Sacred Heart on Nov. 14, 2008. Holy Cross had a 23-game winning 
streak at the Hart Center from Feb. 15, 2006-Jan. 2, 2008, which was the 
longest streak in the history of the building and the sixth-longest home 
court winning streak in the nation at the time. In 2006-2007 the Crusaders 
posted a perfect 14-0 mark at the Hart Center, setting a school record for 
the most home victories since they moved into the building. During the 
Hart Center’s history, Holy Cross has posted a winning record at home 
in 37 out of 47 seasons, while recording double-figure home victories 18 
times. The Crusaders stand 182-103 at home since the beginning of the 
2000-2001 season, including a 118-68 record against Patriot League foes.

CRUSADERS AGAINST THE METRO ATLANTIC ATHLETIC 
CONFERENCE: Holy Cross has an all-time record of 113-89 against the 11 
schools which currently compete in the Metro Atlantic Athletic Conference. 
Over the last nine years, the Crusaders are 7-10 against MAAC foes. Holy 
Cross stands 14-7 all-time against Canisius, 22-21 vs. Fairfield, 16-16 
against Iona, 21-10 vs. Manhattan, 5-2 against Marist, 4-0 vs. Mount St. 
Mary’s, 8-7 against Niagara, 3-2 vs. Quinnipiac, 14-13 against St. Peter’s 
and 6-9 vs. Siena. The Crusaders played in the MAAC for seven seasons 
from 1983-1990, posting a 52-48 record in conference action. Holy Cross’ 
top season in the league came in 1989-1990, when it recorded a 14-2 mark 
to win the MAAC North Division title.

GATES NAMED PRESEASON ALL-PATRIOT LEAGUE: Senior for-
ward Gerrale Gates has been selected to the preseason All-Patriot League 
team, in voting by the conference’s head coaches and sports information 
directors. Gates was joined on the preseason all-conference team by Colgate 
senior guard Tucker Richardson, Army West Point junior guard Jalen Ruck-
er, Lehigh senior guard Evan Taylor and Boston University senior forward 
Walter Whyte. In addition, Richardson was selected as the preseason Patriot 
League Player of the Year.

HOLY CROSS IN HOME OPENERS: The Crusaders have an all-time 
record of 80-20 in their opening home contest of the season. Since moving 
into the Hart Center, Holy Cross has posted a 34-13 mark in its home opener, 
including a 15-7 mark over the last 22 years. The Crusaders defeated Regis 
98-51 in their first home game last season, to snap a two-game losing streak 
in home openers.

MONTGOMERY MAKES PRESENCE FELT IN BACK COURT: Junior 
guard Bo Montgomery should once again be among Holy Cross’ top 
players in the back court. Last year, he averaged 8.5 points, 2.8 rebounds 
and 0.7 steals per game. During the victory over Lafayette, Montgomery 
totaled a career-high 21 points and six rebounds. He also posted 19 
points, three rebounds and three steals against Regis, while posting his 
first career double-double with 15 points and 10 rebounds in the win at 
Navy. A few of Montgomery’s other top performances last season came 
at Boston University (16 points, six rebounds), against Mount St. Vincent 
(14 points, four assists, three steals), at Bucknell (13 points, five rebounds), 
against Loyola (13 points, five rebounds), at Fairfield (13 points), against 
Colgate (12 points, five assists), at Army (12 points, three rebounds), 
against American (11 points, four rebounds), at Lafayette (11 points, three 
rebounds, three assists) and at Quinnipiac (11 points, three rebounds). In 
2020-2021, he played in all 16 games for the Crusaders, starting four times 
and averaging 4.3 points and 1.3 assists per contest. Over the course of his 
Holy Cross career, Montgomery has now totaled 332 points, 105 rebounds, 
59 assists and 35 steals.

CRUSADERS LOOKING FOR SIXTH PATRIOT LEAGUE REGULAR 
SEASON TITLE: During the 2022-2023 campaign, Holy Cross will attempt 
to win the Patriot League regular season title for the sixth time in school 
history. The last championship for the Crusaders came in 2006-2007, when 
they tied for first place in the conference with Bucknell, as both teams posted 
13-1 records in league play. Prior to that, Holy Cross won outright Patriot 
League regular season titles in 2000-2001, 2002-2003 and 2004-2005, while 
sharing the regular season championship in 1993-1994. The Crusaders’ five 
total championships are the fourth most in conference history, behind only 
Bucknell (nine outright, four shared), Colgate (two outright, four shared) 
and Navy (two outright, four shared). 

PLENTY OF FRESH FACES: The Crusaders have several new players 
to their roster this season, with a talented group that is read to make a huge 
impact. The class includes three transfers in junior guard Joe Octave, junior 
guard Jade Tse and junior forward Simon Wilbar. They are joined by a pair 
of talented freshmen in guard Will Batchelder and guard Jaden Kirkwood.

HOLY CROSS PICKED NINTH IN PRESEASON POLL: In the 2022-
2023 Patriot League preseason poll, Holy Cross was picked to finish in ninth 
place in voting by the conference’s head coaches and sports information 
directors. Colgate placed first in the poll with 161 total points and 17 first-
place votes, followed by Boston University in second with 130 points and 
one first-place vote. Lehigh placed third with 128 points and two first-
place votes, while Navy was fourth with 121 points and Army West Point 
came in fifth with 92 points. The preseason rankings were rounded out by 
Loyola (sixth, 83 points), American (seventh, 68 points), Bucknell (eighth, 
52 points), Holy Cross (ninth, 35 points) and Lafayette (10th, 30 points).

THE LAST MEETING

Gerrale Gates totaled 19 
points and 13 rebounds, but 
the Crusaders were defeated 
by Siena 72-59 at the Hart 
Center at the Luth Athletic 
Complex on Dec. 11, 2021. 
Holy Cross finished the 
game with a 32-31 rebound-
ing advantage, but made just 
37.5 percent of its field goal 
attempts and 22.2 percent 
of its three-pointers. Siena 
was able to connect on 58.5 
percent of its shots from the 
floor and 44.4 percent of its 
attempts from beyond the 
arc. The game was close ear-
ly on, and the Crusaders held 
a 13-12 with 11 minutes left 
in the first half. The Saints 
then went on a 12-0 run to go 
in front by 11 (24-13). Siena 
would lead by as many as 17 
points late in the half, before 
taking a 38-23 advantage into 
the locker room. After the 
Saints extended their lead to 
18 (41-23) on the opening 
possession of the second half, 

Holy Cross used a 10-2 spurt to cut the gap to 10 points (43-33). 
The Crusaders eventually closed to within seven (54-47) with eight 
minutes left, before Siena went on a 14-2 run to regain control. Holy 
Cross would get no closer than 12 points the rest of the way, with 
the Saints going on to post a 13-point victory. Judson Martindale 
finished the day with 14 points and six rebounds, while Kyrell Luc 
totaled 13 points and four steals. Siena was led by Nick Hopkins 
with 17 points.

TRADITION OF EXCELLENCE: This year marks the 104th season 
of Holy Cross men’s basketball. The Crusaders own an overall record of 
1,435-1,067, while making 26 postseason tournament appearances — 13 
trips to the NCAA Tournament, 12 to the National Invitation Tournament 
and one to the CollegeInsider.com Tournament. In the history of collegiate 
basketball, Holy Cross is one of only 16 schools to have won the NCAA 
Tournament (1946-1947) as well as the National Invitational Tournament 
(1953-1954). Throughout its history, Holy Cross has had six first team 
All-America selections, sent 11 players to the National Basketball Associ-
ation, had four players and coaches inducted into the Naismith Memorial 
Basketball Hall of Fame, had 23 players drafted by professional teams, 
had three players go on to coach professionally and had 15 players who 
have coached in college.

HOLY CROSS KNOCKS DOWN THREE-POINTERS: The Crusaders 
were a solid three-point shooting team this year, hitting 181 of 527 attempts 
(34.3 percent) from three-point range. Holy Cross shot particularly well 
later in the year, making at least 40 percent of its three-pointers in six of 
its final 15 games. Overall last season, the Crusaders connected on at least 
40 percent of their three-point attempts 10 times. Holy Cross knocked 
down a season-best 14 three-pointers on 31 attempts (45.2 percent) against 
Mount St. Vincent, while hitting 10 of 22 three-point shots (45.5 percent) 
at Quinnipiac. 

KENNEY MAKING AN IMPACT: Sophomore forward Caleb Kenney 
developed into a key part of the Holy Cross frontcourt last season. He 
played in all 31 games with 21 starts, averaging 4.1 points, 4.1 rebounds 
and a team-best 0.9 blocked shots per contest while hitting 49.0 percent of 
his field goal attempts. During the Boston University game, Kenney scored 
a career-high 12 points and pulled down six rebounds. Previously against 
American, he tallied nine points and nine rebounds. Kenney also played 
well at Bucknell, recording 10 points, six rebounds and two steals. A few 
of his other top performances last year have come at Harvard (10 points, 
career-high 11 rebounds, three steals), against Mount St. Vincent (11 points, 
nine rebounds) and against Regis (11 points, nine rebounds). Kenney came 
to Holy Cross from Douglas Freeman High School in Richmond, Va., where 
he earned first team All-Metro and All-Region honors.

PULLING OUT THE CLOSE ONES: The Crusaders were a very clutch 
team last season, winning almost all of their games which came down to 
the final minute. Holy Cross owned a 6-1 mark in contests which were de-
cided by five points of less last year, with all seven of those games coming 
against Patriot League foes. The Crusaders defeated Lafayette (79-74), 
Lehigh (67-65), Boston University (75-70), Army (69-65), Loyola (68-64) 
and Navy (55-50), while falling to Bucknell (68-65).

SWATTING THINGS AWAY: The Crusaders were an excellent shot 
blocking team during the 2021-2022 season, averaging 3.8 blocked shots 
per contest. Holy Cross has blocked at least three shots in 25 of 31 games 
last year, with a high of 10 blocks at Boston University on Jan. 31. The 
Crusaders also blocked eight shots at Quinnipiac, while totaling seven 
blocks against American and Mount St. Vincent. Forward Caleb Kenney 
led the team with 28 blocked shots, followed by guard Judson Martindale 
(20 blocks), forward Gerrale Gates (16 blocks), forward Louth Coulibaly 
(14 blocks) and guard Bo Montgomery (10 blocks).

STEALING THE SHOW: Holy Cross totaled 184 steals last year, good 
for an average of 5.9 steals per contest. The Crusaders recorded a season-
best 13 steals against Mount St. Vincent, while totaling 10 steals against 
Regis and nine steals against Lafayette. Guard Kyrell Luc led the team 
with 45 steals, followed by forward Gerrale Gates (24 steals), guard Bo 
Montgomery (22 steals) and forward Caleb Kenney (20 steals). During the 
2020-2021 season, the Crusaders ranked fourth in the Patriot League with 
an average of 6.9 steals per game. In 2020-2021, the Crusaders recorded a 
season-high 17 steals against Army on Feb. 21, their most in a single game 
since totaling 18 steals against Iona on Jan. 18, 2005.

NELSON LEADS THE CRUSADERS: Brett Nelson is in his third season 
as the head men’s basketball coach at Holy Cross in 2021-2022, with an 
overall record of 17-62. This is the first collegiate head coaching position 
in the career of Nelson, who is the 18th head coach in program history. 
Nelson came to Holy Cross after spending five seasons on the coaching 
staff at Marquette University. During his five years at Marquette, including 
two seasons as associate head coach, Nelson helped the Golden Eagles to 
an overall record of 97-69 and two trips to the NCAA Tournament. Prior 
to his time at Marquette, Nelson was an assistant coach at Arkansas, Ball 
State, Drake and Marshall. A 2004 graduate of the University of Florida, 
Nelson was a three-year starter for the Gators and a member of four NCAA 
tournament teams. 

CRUSADERS IN THE NCAA STATISTICS: Three Holy Cross players 
finished the 2021-2022 season ranked among the NCAA Division I leaders 
in various statistical categories.

31, 2022, senior forward Gerrale Gates scored his 1,000th career point 
on a layup with 51.4 seconds remaining in the second half. Gates has now 
scored 1,196 points in 103 career games, good for an average of 11.6 points 
per contest. He has 684 points in 42 games as a Crusader, after totaling 512 
points in 61 games during two seasons at the University of New Orleans.

DRIBBLES: Junior forward Michael Rabinovich played for Team USA 
at the 2022 Maccabiah Games in Israel, winning a gold medal ... Former 
Crusader Bill Walker (Class of 1993) will be formally inducted into the 
Holy Cross Varsity Club Hall of Fame on Nov. 12. Walker totaled 1,337 
points, 291 rebounds, 182 assists and 117 steals during his collegiate 
career ... During last year’s game at Bucknell, Holy Cross took part in 
the Patriot League’s Pursuit of Anti-Racism Weekend. More than 1,600 
student-athletes, coaches and staff from nearly 50 Patriot League programs 
wore special warm-up shirts adorned with a black fist surrounded by 10 
stars to represent each of the League’s member institutions and the phrase 
“Pursuing Anti-Racism”  ... Junior guard Nolan Dorsey scored a career-high 
13 points on five of six shooting during last year’s with Bucknell. He fin-
ished last season averaging 2.6 points per game ... Junior forward Louth 
Coulibaly totaled 10 points and seven rebounds during last year’s Air Force 
game, then recorded seven points and 10 boards at Harvard. Overall last 
season, he averaged 3.2 points, 4.4 boards and 0.5 blocks per contest ... 
Sophomore forward Austin Lewis posted a double-double with 15 points 
and 10 rebounds during last season’s opener against Regis. He became the 
first Crusader to record a double-double in his collegiate debut in at least 
34 years ... Last year, Holy Cross added William Doherty as the newest 
member of its program. William came to Holy Cross through a partnership 
with Team IMPACT, whose mission is to improve the quality of life for 
children facing life-threatening and chronic illnesses through the power of 
team ... In the latest NCAA Graduation Success Rate Report, for the four-
class aggregate of entering classes from 2011 through 2014, the Crusader 
men’s basketball team posted a perfect 100 percent graduation rate. Holy 
Cross’ overall Graduation Success Rate for all student-athletes was 99 
percent, tied for the best mark among all Division I schools.
