LOWDOWN ON THE SHOWDOWN
BRANAGAN AND AGAIN: Junior forward Austin Branagan put the ball through the cylinder 
20 times (10 field goals and 10 free throws) on his way to 34 points Wednesday night against 
Trinity Christian. He was 10-of-16 from the floor and 10-of-13 at the foul line to account for 
his career high and the most points scored by a Maple Leaf this year. The Lowell, Michigan, 
native has 18.6 points per game to lead his team this season; he is also third on the team 
with 5.2 rebounds per game and second with 3 blocks.

NATIONAL LEADERBOARD: Goshen ranks 11th in the NAIA (newly combined into one divi-
sion) with 54 steals this season; senior guard Michael Bowers is also 11th among individuals 
with 13 takeaways while Tahj Curry is 41st with 10. GC also ranks among the national top 
50 in 3-pointers made, total points, assists, rebounds and blocks. Only 25 NAIA teams have 
played as many games as Goshen, so these positions are not based on per-game averages.

AND THEY’RE OFF: Saint Francis has averaged more than 92 points per game this season, 
hitting the century mark in each of its last two games. The team averages 82.3 possessions 
per game, which suggests that the ball changes hands about every 14 seconds.

UP NEXT: Goshen hosts Taylor in a second conference game at 8 p.m. next Tuesday before 
traveling to Indiana Tech for a non-conference matchup at 3 p.m. on Saturday, Nov. 28. As
