LOWDOWN ON THE SHOWDOWN
MR SANDERS: Sophomore Robert Sanders connected on a career-high 3 3-pointers Saturday, 
scoring 13 points in the loss to Saint Francis. Sanders is averaging 5.6 points per game this 
season and shooting 48.5 percent overall along with a 45.5 percent clip from downtown.

TRIFECTA: Three Goshen players average at least 5 rebounds per game this season, with Tahj 
Curry leading the way at 5.8. Phillip Hughes follows closely behind at 5.4 with Austin Brana-
gan at 5.2. That group accounts for 57 percent of Goshen’s 28.6 boards per game.

NATIONAL LEADERBOARD: Goshen ranks 12th in the NAIA (newly combined into one divi-
sion) with 59 steals this season; senior guard Michael Bowers is also 13th among individuals 
with 29. GC is also among the top 30 in total points and total 3-pointers.

AND THEY’RE OFF: Taylor opened its conference season Saturday against Grace in Winona 
Lake, winning 91-88 behind a double-double (21 points, 10 assists) from Jason Hubbard. 
Vincent Miranda also scored 21 points on 7-of-10 shooting, which led the team as they shot 
59 percent from the floor.

UP NEXT: Goshen plays a pair of road games, this Saturday at Indiana Tech and next Wednes-
day at Indiana Wesleyan. The Maple Leafs return to Gunden Gymnasium a week from Satur-
day to host Spring Arbor at 1 p.m. on December 5. Stay tuned to GoLeafs.net for the latest
