LOWDOWN ON THE SHOWDOWN
AS MIKE BREEN WOULD SAY, “BANG”: Goshen ranks 18th in the NAIA with a .388 shooting 
percentage from 3-point range; Indiana Wesleyan is not far behind, checking in at 22nd with 
a .378 mark. The Wildcats are in the top 35 in all three forms of shooting; they rank second 
in free-throw percentage (.873) and 33rd in overall field-goal percentage (.433)

CLAIRE AS A BELL: GC senior Claire Rauck came back from injury to make her first game of 
the season count last week, scoring 13 points including 3 3-pointers to post the third-best 
point total of her career and her best total since January 2018. A career .351 shooter from 
beyond the arc, Rauck has 11 career games with 3 or more triples.

DOUBLE TROUBLE: Junior forward TaNiece Chapman recorded her second double-double of 
the season and the 14th of her career on Tuesday when she scored 12 points and grabbed 11 
rebounds against Taylor. She is half a rebound per game short of averaging a double-double.

UP NEXT: Goshen will host Grace at 3 p.m. Saturday in a game that was moved up from Dec. 
12 when both teams lost their original opponents. The game is the second half of a double-
header, following the men’s game against Spring Arbor at its original time of 1 p.m.

SCHEDULE CHANGE: The game at Spring Arbor that was originally scheduled for Saturday 
will now be played on Tuesday, Dec. 15 at 4 p.m.; stay tuned to GoLeafs.net for the latest 
developments on schedule changes as they happen.
