RACKING UP NUMBERS: All 11 of Goshen’s appearances on NAIA statistical leaderboards 
are in counting statistics rather than per-game averages, a function of the team’s success at 
getting games in throughout the season. GC ranks 13th in the country with 122 steals and 
Austin Branagan is 17th with 285 points. On the individual ledger, Tahj Curry ranks 22nd in 
assists and 49th in steals, making him the only Maple Leaf to show up twice.

GIANT KILLERS: Grace is coming into tonight’s game off a pair of top-25 upsets, taking down 
top-ranked Indiana Wesleyan at the Manahan Orthopaedic Capital Center last Wednesday 
night and getting a last-second winner against then-no. 20 Saint Francis on Monday.

SERIES HISTORY: The Maple Leafs and Lancers met in the first game in Goshen College 
men’s basketball history when Goshen won 88-52 in Winona Lake on Nov. 17, 1956. The 
teams have played 129 times since that day, with Grace holding a 77-52 lead in the all-time 
series. Huntington (123 games) is the only other school GC has played at least 120 times.

UP NEXT: Goshen will hit the road for its next four games, beginning Saturday with its sec-
ond-shortest road trip of the season as it faces Bethel University in Mishawaka at 1 p.m. The 
game is also part of the U.S. Highway 20 Cup rivalry trophy series, which Goshen leads 31/4 
to 23/4 with 6 of this year’s 14 points awarded. Following three more road games, the team is
