LOWDOWN ON THE SHOWDOWN
NATIONAL RECOGNITION: The Maple Leafs received their first-ever votes in the NAIA 
national coaches poll last week. Goshen earned 19 points as it ended up fifth in the “others 
receiving votes” section of the poll, equivalent to the 20th-best team in the NAIA. Three 
Wolverine-Hoosier Athletic Conference opponents and seven Maple Leaf opponents overall 
received votes in the same poll.

LIFTING THE LID: Today marks the first competition for the first-year Cornerstone University 
men’s volleyball program. The Golden Eagles are the sixth school with full WHAC membership 
to add the sport: associate members Goshen and Mount Vernon Nazarene make eight schools 
competing in the conference this year.

SPIKED: GC’s Alexander Rabadzhiev ranked eighth in the nation with 4.13 kills per set last 
year and is Goshen’s all-time leader with 741 career winners. He also has 350 digs, 58 
assists, 93 blocks and 52 aces. Andy Bennett (192) and Michael Wahl (187) rank second and 
third respectively in kills in program history.

UP NEXT: When the dust settled on the ever-rearranging schedule for this year of COVID-19, 
the Maple Leafs did not have nay matches on the docket next week. They return to this court 
on Wednesday, Jan. 27, when they play Aquinas at 7 p.m. to start a spurt of three matches in 
three days.
