LOWDOWN ON THE SHOWDOWN
ANCIENT ACQUAINTANCES: Goshen holds a 33-27-3 lead in the all-time series against 
Grace, which dates back to the Lancer program’s inception in 1967, but Grace has an unde-
feated 4-0-1 mark in the last four seasons. Goshen’s last win came in 2016.
FOR THE RECORD: Tonight is the 45th time that Goshen men’s soccer has played on the 
same day as the U.S. men’s national team. GC is 26-12-6 in these games and the USMNT is 
22-15-7. Team USA’s match tonight, against Costa Rica in Columbus, Ohio, also starts at 7.
EARLY BRACKETOLOGY: Goshen enters the day in ninth place in the 10-team Crossroads 
League, but just three points (one win) away from a five-way tie for fourth place. The top 
four teams in the final conference standings host the conference quarterfinals, something 
GC has not done since it finished second in the league in 2009. 
UP NEXT: Goshen plays three of its four remaining matches at home, beginning Saturday 
when it hosts Taylor University. All three home matches kick off at 7 p.m.
