#FORTHECUP: Tonight’s match is for one of the 14 points in the U.S. Highway 20 Cup, 
the rivalry trophy that Bethel and Goshen have played for since 2019. Each sport that the 
schools share is worth a point. BU leads this year’s standings 2-1 with wins in women’s vol-
leyball and women’s tennis; Goshen has a win in men’s tennis under its belt.
LEADING SCORER: Paige Renshaw scored a goal last Saturday against Saint Francis to 
break a tie in the game and on Goshen’s scoring leaderboard with her fourth of the season.
SHUTOUT STREAK: Goshen’s five wins have all come in games in which the team posted 
a clean sheet and held the opposition off the scoreboard. (On the other side of the coin, in 
three of the remaining five games, Goshen has been shut out and thus not won the game.)
UP NEXT: The ebbs and flows of the Crossroads League schedule dealt the Maple Leafs 
a three-match homestand early in the season, but the team pays the price as it finishes 
with four of its last five matches on the road. Goshen will make its shortest road trip of the 
season to Grace on Wednesday before traveling to Taylor on Saturday. The team’s lone 
remaining home game is Saturday, Oct. 23, against Marian, which is Senior Night.
