BRACKETOLOGY: Goshen clinched a spot in the 2021 Crossroads League tournament on 
Saturday, despite losing at Marian, because Grace lost to Indiana Wesleyan. The Maple Leafs 
have the tiebreaker over Grace thanks to a head-to-head sweep. GC can still finish sixth, 
seventh or eighth. While this game is a non-conference matchup, there are three conference 
games scheduled for tonight, so the playoff picture may come further into focus by 9 p.m.

THE 17TH MILLENNIAL: Junior guard Graysen Cockerham scored her 1,000th career point 
in the second quarter Saturday against Marian, becoming the 17th GC women’s basketball 
player to reach that milestone. Head coach Stephanie Miller has coached six players out of 
that group, but Cockerham is the first Maple Leaf to join the club since Lynnia Noel in 2017. 
Cockerham will be presented with the game ball in a ceremony following tonight’s game.

SCOUTING GCU: Grace Christian is an NCCAA school from Wyoming, Michigan, near Grand 
Rapids. Their schedule includes a mix of NCCAA, NCAA and NAIA opponents; 12 of their 18 
games thus far have been against NAIA schools.

UP NEXT: Goshen returns to the road and to the Crossroads League schedule on Saturday at 
Mount Vernon Nazarene with a 1 p.m. tip-off. Their final three games are all in the league 
slate. The team’s next home game is Wednesday, Feb. 17, when they host Huntington at 7 
p.m. on Senior Night.
