31st in the NAIA in total scoring. He has 836 points in a Goshen uniform and 1,122 for his 
college career including two seasons at Ohio Dominican.

BRACKETOLOGY: Mount Vernon Nazarene is locked into the eight-team Crossroads League 
tournament that begins on Wednesday, Feb. 24. With the exception of conference champion 
Indiana Wesleyan, there is considerable flexibility in who will finish where: MVNU could finish 
anywhere from third to eighth. The regular season ends one week from this afternoon.

CONFERENCE STANDINGS UPDATE: Spring Arbor withdrew from the Crossroads League 
basketball season in January when it became clear that COVID-19 restrictions in Michigan 
left them with no way to equitably complete the conference schedule. Per a decision made 
by CL athletic directors this week, the standings used to seed the conference tournament will 
remove the games that SAU had played before withdrawing, including a Goshen victory on 
Dec. 5. The standings at left reflect this decision.

UP NEXT: Goshen plays its final road game of the regular season on Wednesday at 7 p.m. 
when it travels to Huntington to meet up with the Foresters at Platt Arena. The final game of 
the regular season comes three days later when the team defends Ruth Gunden Gymnasium 
from Bethel University in U.S. Highway 20 Cup action on Senior Day.
