SENIOR NIGHT: Tonight marks the final regular-season home game for Goshen’s three mem-
bers of the Class of 2021: Keyaira Murff, Claire Rauck and Mariah Roe. The trio, which has 
already made seven Goshen College record book entries among all three players, will be recog-
nized before the game at approximately 6:45 p.m. They will return to Ruth Gunden Gymnasi-
um for commencement exercises on Sunday, April 25, beginning at 3 p.m. EDT.

IT’S A SCHOOL RECORD SO WE SHOULD TALK ABOUT IT: Murff will graduate this spring 
with a program-record 130 blocks, which is a program record and also a number that will grow 
in the event that she stuffs any more poor souls before the season ends. She holds this record 
by a large margin: the previous record was 84, by Margene Murdent ’02, and Murff passed 
that in November of 2019. The 46-block gap between Murff and Murdent would rank eighth 
on the top-10 list, tied with Kristen Milton ’95, who was third in blocks when she graduated. 
Murff also has the second- and sixth- most blocks in a season from her freshman and sopho-
more campaigns.

UP NEXT: Goshen will traverse the U.S. 20 bypass, the Dean Mock Express Way and several 
other roads to visit Bethel University at 1 p.m. Saturday in a game that counts toward the 
U.S. Highway 20 Cup. That game is the regular-season finale, but GC has clinched its first 
postseason berth in four years and will play at Indiana Wesleyan, Taylor or Mount Vernon Naz-
