LOWDOWN ON THE SHOWDOWN
NATIONAL RECOGNITION: The Maple Leafs received their first-ever top-15 national ranking 
on Jan. 27 when they were tabbed 13th in the NAIA coaches poll, which was the fifth-highest 
ranking on record for any Goshen College athletic program. The team has since come in at 
14th with the next poll set to be released next Wednesday. GC has three matches remaining 
against ranked opponents — one against #5 Lourdes and two against #10 Indiana Tech.

THIS TIME IT COUNTS: This is the second meeting of the season between the Maple Leafs 
and Golden Eagles, who also played on Jan. 16 in Goshen’s second match of the season 
and the first match in Cornerstone program history. That was a non-conference match; this 
one, originally scheduled for Feb. 11, is the first WHAC meeting of the year between the two 
schools. Goshen also travels to Cornerstone on Saturday, March 27, for another WHAC match.

THE ACE OF GOSHEN: GC’s Alexander Rabadzhiev is ranked third in the NAIA with 21 ser-
vice aces at the time of publication. Goshen is fourth in that category with 75 as a team, with 
Lucas Sauder and Michael Wahl also in the top 20.

UP NEXT: This match starts a four-match homestand for the Maple Leafs, who will cross the 
midpoint of the Wolverine-Hoosier Athletic Conference schedule this week when they host 
Indiana Tech on Tuesday and Siena Heights on Friday. Both of those matches start at 7 p.m. 
The team will also host Maranatha Baptist of Wisconsin at 3 p.m. next Saturday.
