LOWDOWN ON THE SHOWDOWN
THIRD TIME’S THE CHARM: The Maple Leafs were ranked 15th in the nation in the NAIA 
coaches poll that came out Wednesday morning, marking the third straight time that Goshen 
has been in the national top 15. Men’s volleyball is the first GC sport on record to appear 
in the top 15 of three straight coaches polls, although not all sports have polls and in many 
cases the polls only started in the 1990s.

TRACKING MORE 1,000TH PRESENTATIONS: Alexander Rabadzhiev, who holds GC’s career 
record in kills, needs 85 more to reach the millennial mark after recording 23 last night 
against Siena Heights. At his current rate of 11.3 a match, he should get there yet this spring.

TODAY’S OPPONENT: Maranatha Baptist University is an NCAA Division III school from 
Watertown, Wisconsin, between Madison and Milwaukee, with approximately 900 students. 
The school opened in 1968 and also competes in the NCCAA in Division II. This is believed 
to be a match between the only school called the Maple Leafs and the only school called the 
Sabercats, in addition to being the first meeting between these two schools in any sport.

UP NEXT: Goshen hits the road Wednesday night to travel south to Fort Wayne and meet Indi-
ana Tech in a rematch of last Tuesday night’s match, which was reasonably epic (featuring the 
longest set in GC men’s volleyball history). First serve there is set for 7 p.m. in the Schaefer 
Center. GC’s next home match is next Saturday at 3 p.m. against Judson University.
