LOWDOWN ON THE SHOWDOWN
HIGH FIVE: Entering the week that marks the end of the regular season for most conferences 
around the NAIA, Goshen ranks fifth in the nation in total digs, total blocks and total service 
aces. Alexander Rabadzhiev is the only Maple Leaf to rank exactly fifth in an individual cate-
gory, kills, where he has 263 for the season and 974 for his career. Rabadzhiev is also the na-
tional leader with 37 aces, while Michael Wahl and Andy Bennett each have top-10 rankings.

OPPONENT SCOUTING REPORT: Mount Vernon Nazarene is one of two first-year programs in 
the WHAC for men’s volleyball this year, along with Cornerstone. The Cougars have conference 
wins against Cornerstone (twice), Siena Heights and Aquinas under their belts.

BRACKETOLOGY: The Maple Leafs are on track to qualify for their first Wolverine-Hoosier 
Athletic Conference tournament in program history, with either the third or fourth seed. Gosh-
en can clinch a spot today with a win and could also clinch a spot later this week by beating 
Cornerstone on Saturday and getting help. The winner of the Indiana Tech-Lourdes match, 
which is tonight in Sylvania, Ohio, will have the inside track on getting the number-one seed. 
If Goshen and Siena Heights both win tonight, the four qualifying teams will be set.

UP NEXT: The Maple Leafs will close out their regular season on Saturday at Cornerstone in a 
match set for 6 p.m., then wait to see where the fickle finger of fate casts them for the WHAC 
tournament, which is April 2 and 3 and hosted by the league champion (see above).
