LOWDOWN ON THE SHOWDOWN
ADVERSARIES ASUNDER: Mount Vernon Nazarene’s trip to Goshen is the second-longest 
trip between two Crossroads League schools, trailing only the team’s trip to Bethel. Over 
the course of a soccer season, MVNU’s men’s and women’s teams combine to make a road 
trip to each league foe, which is roughly the same distance — 3,348 miles — as a round trip 
from Goshen to Missoula, Montana (3,366 miles).
RUNNING THE GAUNTLET: The Maple Leafs’ schedule is good news in the short term, as 
the team plays three straight home matches against unranked opponents, but they finish 
the season with four of their last five games on the road and four of the last five against 
teams who have received votes in the NAIA coaches poll this season.
UP NEXT: Goshen continues its three-match homestand on the next two Saturdays with 
a pair of matches that have additional meaning on top of being conference competitions. 
This Saturday, Oct. 2, GC will host Saint Francis at 2 p.m.; that match is part of Homecom-
ing Weekend and will feature a reunion of the 1971 GC men’s team that qualified for nation-
als. Next Saturday, Oct. 9, GC hosts Bethel at 7 p.m. in the U.S. Highway 20 Cup.
