Western Illinois closes out the nonconference schedule the following weekend, 
traveling to Southern Utah. Southern Utah defeated the Leathernecks 17-10 in Macomb last fall.
 
After the bye week, the Leathernecks return to the MVFC schedule for the rest of the regular season, starting 
with a road trip to North Dakota on October 7. The Fighting Hawks and Leathernecks have not met since Octo-
ber or 2021. Western Illinois is back at home for Homecoming on October 14, hosting Missouri State. The game 
also serves as Athletics Hall of Fame Weekend. Western Illinois then heads back to North Dakota, taking on 
North Dakota State in Fargo on October 21. The Leathernecks host in-state rival Southern Illinois on October 
28. The game against the Salukis will be Protect and Serve Recognition Day.
 
Western Illinois then hits the road for two straight games, visiting Northern Iowa on November 4 and Indiana
