THE STARTING 5 - The Top 5 Storylines For This Game

1. WOLFPACK vs. TAR HEELS, NO. 229

Saturday’s contest is the 229th meeting between the two rivals, NC State’s third-most played rivalry in men’s basketball (behind Wake Forest and Duke). In the most
recent edition of the series, the Wolfpack went into the Smith Center last February and won 58-46, a victory that solidified the Pack’s postseason resume and propelled
the team to a Sweet 16 run. The 46 points scored by UNC-CH was the lowest offensive output by the Tar Heels in the Smith Center and UNC-CH shot just .345 on the
night. The Pack and the Tar Heels have played at least twice a year each season since 1919-20 and the series dates back to 1912.

2. POINT GUARD SHOWDOWN

Fans of standout point guard play are in for a treat this Saturday when two of the top point guards in the ACC take the court. Cat Barber is currently the ACC'’s leading
scorer (22.5 ppg) and ranks fourth in assists per game (4.88) while playing an ACC-high 38.65 minutes per contest. Across from Barber will be Marcus Paige, who
averages 15.1 points and 4.1 assists per game. In last year’s Wolfpack victory in Chapel Hill, Barber totaled 15 points, four rebounds and four assists against Paige’s
seven points and seven assists.

3. THIS IS JUST ROUND ONE

The two flagship universities of North Carolina will meet once more this season after Saturday’s game at the Smith Center. NC State, under the ACC’s current basketball
scheduling structure, NC State is paired with rivals UNC Chapel Hill and Wake Forest as home-and-home partners each year. The Wolfpack and Tar Heels will meet in
PNC Arena Wednesday, Feb. 24. Additionally, UNC-CH is the third consecutive home-and-home partner NC State has seen, following Wake Forest last weekend and
Florida State on Wednesday (State’s fourth travel partner is Duke). NC State is the ACC’s only team scheduled to play both UNC Chapel Hill and Duke twice this
season.

4. COIN TOSS GEAMES AGAINST TOUGH OPPONENTS

A reasonable mind could consider the Wolfpack's 0-4 ACC record as deceiving. The Pack has lost its four conference games by a combined total of 20 points, with
one setback coming in overtime. NC State led by 14 in the second half before falling in OT at Virginia Tech in the league opener, then had the ball in the final seconds
trailing by three points against both Louisville and Florida State. Last Sunday at Wake Forest, the Wolfpack owned a second-half lead before being edged 77-74. NC

State has been within one score of winning or tying the game in the final minute of each of its ACC games. Furthermore, NC State has no bad losses, with six of the

team’s seven sethacks coming against the top 70 of the ESPN.com Daily RPI. NC State’s doesn’t have a lost outside of the RP!I's top 115.

5. BOTH TEAMS WILL GO GET IT
Both NC State and UNC-CH crash the offensive boards at a prolific rate. The Wolfpack, which leads the ACC by collecting 15.82 offensive rebounds per game, grabs
38.5 percent of its missed shots (14th in the nation). The host Tar Heels grab 38.6 percent of its misses, which is the 13th-best rate in the country.

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WOLFPUPS GAINING EXPERIENCE

The experience gained this season by the young Wolfpack squad could pay dividends
for the program’s future. According to the popular basketball metrics website KenPom.
com, the Wolfpack stands as the 305th most-experienced team (or 46th least-expe-
rienced) in the country. The team, when minutes played are weighted by each player’s
eligibility class, averages just 1.27 years of experience. The national average is 1.70
and the average experience of the 15-team ACC is 1.48.

CAT’S CAREER

Cat Barber surpassed the 1,000-point mark in December, reaching the plateau in his
83rd game as a Wolfpacker. Barber now has 1,114 career points, ranking 41st in NC
State history. He needs 53 points to tie Lorenzo Brown for 40th place. Barber is eighth
among active players (and tops among non-seniors) in the ACC in career scoring.

LAST YEAR IN CHAPEL HILL

Never in Smith Center history have the Tar Heels scored less than the 46 points they
managed against NC State last season. Addtionally, UNC’s 18 points in the first half
tied the record for least points scored in a half at the Smith Center. The Wolfpack
led 34-18 early in the second half before a 14-2 run cut the Pack’s lead to 36-32. Later,
a game-finishing 8-0 run by NC State provided the final 58-46 margin.

ABUUUUUUUUUU

Wolfpack fans’ chants and cheers of ‘Abuuuuuu” for Abdul-Malik Abu have become
more more prevalent recently. The 6-8 sophomore forward is averaging 11.6 points
and 9.3 rebounds over the last seven games. That stretch includes four double-dou-
bles, highlighted by his 15 points and 12 rebounds vs. Louisville. Abu, who has started
every game this season, owns six double-doubles this year.

OFFENSIVE BOARD WORK

NC State hauls in a considerable rate of its offensive rebounds, grabbing 38.2 percent
of its missed shots, good for 18th in the nation. The Pack has nine games with 15+
offensive rebounds and has grabbed at least 10 offensive boards in every game this
season. NC State leads the ACC with 15.56 offensive rebounds per game.

STOP RIGHT THERE
Currently on a four-game losing streak, the Wolfpack has never had five straight
losses under Mark Gottfried. In 2012, the Pack lost four straight games before win-
ning four straight, two games to close the regular season and two games in the ACC
Tournament in Atlanta.

Head coach Mark Gottfried can accomplish something only one other
coach in ACC basketball history has matched. Gottfried has led his
program to the NCAA Tournament in each of his first four seasons,
which has only been accomplished by Skip Prosser (first 4 years)
and Roy Williams (first 6 years).

10 WINS OUTSIDE OF LEAGUE PLAY

NC State won 10 non-ACC games for the fourth time in five years under
Mark Gottfried. The Wolfpack won 11 non-conference games in each of
the coach’s first two seasons and won 10 in 2013-14, his third season.
Last season, NC State won nine non-ACC games and a rare early ACC
game with Wake Forest last December to reach 10 wins before the cal-
endar turned to 2015.

BEEJAY REJECTING OPPONENTS

BeeJay Anya, the current ACC leader with 2.76 blocks per game,
stands second on NC State’s all-time career blocks list. He enters Sun-
day with 184 career blocked shots, 23 short of the school record held by
Thurl Bailey (1979-83)

LENGTH AND (LESS) WIDTH

Beeday Anya is one of the largest players in college
basketball. He's actually trimmed down considerably,
having lost nearly 75 pounds since enrolling at NC
State in 2013. But it's his wingspan that sets him apart.
He has a measured wingspan of 7-9, the longest
wingspan recorded for a non-7-foot player in the
NBA Draft Express database for basketball pros-
pects. Only 7-6 Mamadou N’'Ddiaye (UC-Irvine) has a
longer listed wingspan.

LENNARD'S THE MAN OF STEEL

Lennard Freeman, NC State’s leading rebounder, is
rounding into form after missing several months of the
offseason healing a fracture in his lower right leg. He
had successful surgery in May, and now has a 14-inch
rod inserted in his lower right leg to heal a fracture.

LENNARD MAKES THE PACK GO

When Lennard Freeman plays and produces, the
Wolfpack usually wins. Over the past two seasons, NC
State has a 16-6 record when Freeman played 24 or
more minutes. In games where the junior grabs eight or
more rebounds, NC State is 20-5. The Pack is 11-0 in
Freeman’s career when he grabs 10 or more rebounds.

TOP GUN

A late addition to the roster this summer was Maver-
ick Rowan, a 6-7 freshman from Fort Lauderdale, Fla.
Rowan, whose father played college basketball at St.
John’s and was a fan of the Top Gun movie, is sec-
ond on the team with 13.5 points per game. Rowan,
who won a high school state title in both Pennsylvania
and Florida, has scored in double figures in 13 of the
first 17 games of his college career, including a 22-point
effort vs. Florida State.

Kirk scored three points in five minutes at Wake
Forest, his first game action since the USF game on
Dec. 13.

POSTSEASON ROTATION - ALREADY

It's not uncommon for a team to condense its rotation
at the end of the season, as conference and national
tournaments approach. NC State, however, has been
forced to go with a condensed lineup, playing essential-
ly a seven-player rotation. State’s seven main players
have played 3,417 of the team’s possible 3,450 min-
utes (99.04%).

Smith, from Fayetteville, is the nation’s top-
ranked point guard and No. 4 overall recruit in
the 2016 class. He enrolled at NC State for this
semester to rehab a torn ACL with NC State’s
medical staff.

PACK ADDS TOP PG DENNIS SMITH, JR.

FOUR HALL OF FAME VICTORIES

NC State gained some momentum for the future
when it signed Dennis Smith, Jr., the nation’s top
point guard, to a National Letter of Intent. Smith,
from Fayetteville, N.C. is ranked fourth in the
Class of 2016 by both ESPN.com and Rivals,
sixth by 247Sports.com and eighth by Scout.
Smith averaged 22.2 points per game as a junior
at Trinity Christian School last year. Smith has
enrolled at NC State and is with the Pack full-
time now.

GOTTFRIED SIGNS EXTENSION

On the day of his fifth season at the school, Mark
Gottfried and NC State announced a new con-
tract that will keep the coach in Raleigh through
the 2019-20 season. Gottfried’s annual compen-
sation increased from $2.06 million to $2.48 mil-
lion.

COME TO STATE, STAY AT STATE

Mark Gottfried was hired at NC State in April of
2011, and he built his staff. That staff has stayed
in place now going into its fourth season, with that
continuity playing a part in NC State’s success.
In the ACC, only Miami, Syracuse and Notre
Dame join NC State as schools that have had
their head coach and three main assistants
together the last four years.

Last season, in addition to the team’s run to the
Sweet 16, the Wolfpack defeated four coaches
who are currently members of the Naismith
Memorial Basketball Hall of Fame. Victories
over Duke and Syracuse at home and road wins
at UNC Chapel Hill and Louisville made Mark
Gottfried the nation’s only coach to own four wins
over Hall of Fame coaches last season.

NATIONALLY-RANKED IN 2014-15

After wins over LSU and Villanova landed the
Wolfpack in the Sweet 16, NC State was listed
in the season’s final ESPN/USA Today Coaches
Poll. The Pack was ranked No. 24 in the final poll.
It was the first time finishing the season ranked
since the team’s Sweet 16 run in 2012, which
landed the Pack at No. 20 in the final ranking.

WOLFPACK STAYS 3 STRIPE

Just as this basketball season tipped off, NC State
Athletics announced a six-year extension with ap-
parel company Adidas. The contract, which runs
to July 2022, with worth $38.7 million in footwear,
apparel and other financial considerations.

NC STATE AND THE PROGRAM

When NC State had the instructors from The Program come to campus this fall, the Wolfpack
players pushed themselves mentally and physcially to their limits. At the end of the grueling two
days, it was Caleb Martin who the instructors dubbed ‘The Spartan Warrior’. Martin was laud-
ed as the team’s best leader during the two days and demonstrated teamwork and mental
and physical toughness. That has translated onto the court for the 6-7 sophomore wing, who is
averaging 15.2 points per game and is fourth in the ACC in minutes played (36.2).

THE PROGRAM
