-NC State is 2-1 against Syracuse since HC Wes Moore took over 
the program. 
-The Wolfpack is 1-0 against the Orange in Raleigh. 

NOTING THE WOLFPACK  
-The Wolfpack owns the No. 39 RPI as of February 12 and is 
receiving two points in the latest USA Today Poll. 
-RPI records: vs. RPI 1-50 (1-5), vs. RPI 51-100 (5-2), vs. RPI 
101-200 (7-1), vs. RPI 201+ (4-0). 
-Best win: 65-62 at Duke (RPI 47) on January 14. 
-Worst loss: 63-58 at Wake Forest (123) on February 7. 
-Junior guards Miah Spencer and Dominique Wilson each 
recently scored 10+ points for the 50th time in their careers. 
They also each achieved 1,000 career points scored during the 
win over Virginia. 
-Wilson ranks sixth in the ACC points per game (15.8) and 
has scored 20+ points eight times this season. In conference 
games, she ranks third in the league with 18.2 points per 
game. 
-Wilson was named ACC Player of the Week on February 1. This 
was the first ACC POTW honor earned by a Wolfpack player 
since Markeisha Gatling in December 2013. 
-NC State is 13-1 this season when committing fewer than 
15 turnovers. 

-The Wolfpack has held 11 opponents this season to fewer 
than 60 points. 

STAND YOUR GROUND
NC State players have taken 60 charges through 25 games 
this season. Jennifer Mathurin (26) and Ashley Williams (17) 
are the team leaders. Of the 414 opponent turnovers forced 
by the Wolfpack this season, 14 percent have come from 
charging calls. 

NOT BAD LOSSES 
NC State’s eight losses this season have come to teams with 
an average RPI of 45 as of February 12. All but one of the 
Wolfpack’s losses have been to teams within the RPI top 75. 

IF THE SEASON ENDED TODAY...
NC State would sit sixth in the ACC standings and earn the No. 6 
seed in the ACC Tournament. The Wolfpack would receive a bye 
to the second round of the ACC Tournament on Thursday, March 
3 and await the winner of Virginia Tech and Boston College.  

NC STATE BY THE QUARTERS
1st: On average, the Wolfpack is outscoring opponents 18-14 in 
first quarters this season. 
2nd: NC State’s best second quarter of conference play was a 
28-point outburst against No. 23 Louisville. 
3rd: The Wolfpack has shot .600 or better in three ACC third 
quarters this season: Georgia Tech (7-11, .636), at Virginia Tech 
(9-15, .600), and vs. UNC (10-15, .667). 
4th: Miah Spencer has an assist-to-turnover ratio of 2.1 during 
fourth quarters this season. 

LOT OF BASKETBALL STILL TO BE PLAYED
Just 25 games into the 2015-16 season, NC State has already 
exceeded its regular-season win total (16) from last season. 
The Wolfpack is still guaranteed at minimum five more games 
this year (four regular season + one ACC Tournament).

(9-3 ACC). The Orange is receiving points in the AP Poll and is 
ranked 22nd in the USA Today Poll. 
-RPI records: vs. RPI 1-50 (3-5), vs. RPI 51-100 (4-0), vs. RPI 
101-200 (8-1), vs. RPI 201+ (4-0). 
-Best win: 57-51 at Miami (RPI 34) on February 1
-Worst loss: 73-77 at UNC (103) on January 7. 
-The Orange was selected to finish fifth in the ACC this season. 
-Syracuse ranks first nationally in turnover margin, second in 
steals per game, third in offensive rebounds per game, ninth 
in 3FGs made per game, and 18th in scoring margin. 

JUST THE 31ST
Nearly 200 student-athletes have suited up for the Wolfpack 
Women in 42 seasons of basketball. Miah Spencer became just 
the 31st player in program history to score 1,000 points in the 
Wolfpack Red and White on January 27 against Virginia. 

THE EVOLUTION OF MATHURIN
Year by year, junior forward Jennifer Mathurin has improved 
significantly. In addition to the impressive improvements 
below, she has hit three 3FGs five times this season.

STREAK STOPPER
NC State’s win at No. 22 Duke on January 14 marked the first 
time the Wolfpack had won in Durham since February 2, 1996. 
It also stopped a 152-game home winning streak for the Blue 
Devils against unranked opposition. 

50 TIMES
Junior guards Miah Spencer and Dominique Wilson recently 
surpassed impressive career scoring milestones. Spencer 
scored 10+ points in a single game for the 50th time on 
January 10 at Pittsburgh while Wilson matched this feat one 
game later at No. 22 Duke. 

REBOUND DOMINANCE
Jennifer Mathurin pulled down a career-high 17 rebounds 
in the 3OT win at Pittsburgh on January 10. In doing so, she 
became the first Wolfpack player to record 15+ rebounds 

since Kody Burke grabbed 16 in an ACC Tournament win 
over Syracuse on March 6, 2014. In the game at Pittsburgh, 
Mathurin’s defensive rebounding total (9) alone was higher 
than the combined rebounding totals of 17 of 19 players. 

RACE TO 50
NC State head coach Wes Moore is 60-31 in the midst of 
his third season at NC State. With the December 6 win over 
Charlotte, he ranks fourth among active ACC coaches for the 
fewest games required (75) to earn 50 wins at their current 
school. Only Jeff Walz (Louisville - 63 games), Joanne McCallie 
(Duke - 64), and Muffet McGraw (Notre Dame - 74) have 
achieved this feat quicker than Moore. 

EMPTY THE BENCH
All 15 available players took the court in NC State’s 86-55 win 
over Western Carolina on December 16 and 12 scored at least 
two points. The Wolfpack scored a season-high 34 points in 
a single quarter and a season-high 57 points in a single half 
during the victory. 

WHAT A GREAT WEEK
Mathurin had a terrific opening week for the Wolfpack Women. 
The junior forward averaged 16.0 points and 9.0 rebounds in 
wins over Villanova and High Point, teams which each achieved 
at least 20 wins during the 2014-15 season. 

STRONG EFFORT FROM DISTANCE
NC State shot .450 (9-20) from three-point range in the win 
over Villanova. Ashley Williams, in her first career start, led the 
team with a 4-6 success rate from beyond the arc. 

ALL MADE CONTRIBUTIONS
Though only eight Wolfpack players took the court in the win 
over Villanova, each and every one recorded at least one point 
and one rebound throughout the game. 

WOLFPACK QUICK FACTS (PRESEASON) 
During the 2015 Postseason WNIT, NC State head coach Wes 
Moore (601-192) became one of the fastest head coaches 
in NCAA Division I history to earn 600 wins in 800 or fewer 
games (791). The 2015-16 season will be Moore’s 27th as a 
head coach, during which he will be seeking his 26th winning 
season, his 23rd postseason appearance, and his 22nd season 
of 20+ wins.

NC State will debut a large class of six freshmen during the 
2015-16 season. The incoming Wolfpack class was ranked No. 

SYRACUSE, N.Y. - The NC State women’s basketball team (12-8, 
3-4 ACC) dropped a tough road contest on Sunday afternoon, fall-
ing to the No. 23 Syracuse Orange by a final score of 66-49.

NC State led by a 32-26 margin early in the second half, but was 
undone by a 23-0 Syracuse run over the course of 9:07 in the open-
ing stages of the second stanza.

Syracuse shot 16 first half free throws to NC State’s 0. The Orange 
would end the game 18-26 (.692) from the line while the Pack 
shot 5-10 (.500) from the charity stripe.

“First of all, we’ve got to figure out what we can do offensively to 
avoid those stretches,” NC State head coach Wes Moore said. “It’s 
happened to us in a few games, so we need to figure it out and 
find an identity offensively.We’ve also got to have some fun. That’s 
hard to say after a game like this. We were still right there in the 
game and we had a chance to maybe make a run, but just didn’t 
have enough energy and enthusiasm tonight.”

16 in the nation by ESPNW and features five McDonald’s 
High School All-American nominees. 

Due to the ongoing $35 million Reynolds Coliseum renova-
tion and Walk of Fame and History project, the Wolfpack 
will play two home games at PNC Arena and the remaining 
14 at Broughton High School’s Holliday Gymnasium. This 
will be the first time in program history when NC State has 
played a season away from Reynolds Coliseum. 

The Wolfpack roster features 16 student-athletes this sea-
son, making it the largest team since the 2003-04 squad 
featured the same number of players.  
NC State’s 2015-16 schedule features 17 teams which qual-
ified for the 2015 NCAA Tournament or Postseason WNIT. 

The 11th annual Hoops 4 Hope game will be played 
at Broughton High School on Sunday, Feb. 14 against 
Syracuse. Tipoff between the Wolfpack and Orange is set 
for 2 p.m. 

PLAY 4KAY WEEK
In addition to NC State’s annual Hoops 4 Hope game, the 
Wolfpack will be featured as a part of ESPN’s Play 4Kay 
Week on Feb. 21 at UNC-Chapel Hill. This game between 
the Wolfpack and Tar Heels will tip off at 1 p.m. and will be 
broadcast nationally on ESPN2. 

RICH TRADITION
The 2015-16 season is the 42nd in the history of the NC 
State women’s basketball program. It will be the program’s 
39th season competing in the Atlantic Coast Conference.  

OVERCOMING ADVERSITY
Due to injuries and the NCAA’s ruling on freshman center 
Sara Boric, NC State had five student-athletes on its team 
miss a combined 81 games during the 2014-15 season.

One of the top head coaches in NCAA women’s basketball, Wes Moore will begin his third season as the head coach of NC State 
with the start of the 2015-16 season.

In his first season at the helm of the NC State women’s basketball program (2013-14), Moore led the Wolfpack to the follow-
ing accomplishments:

His second season (2014-15) at the helm of the Wolfpack was also impressive, as his team struggled through the significant 
adversity of having five student-athletes miss a combined 81 games throughout the season as a result of multiple injuries 
and an NCAA ruling on freshman Bosnian center Sara Boric to still finish with an 18-15 record which ended in the Sweet 16 of 
the 2015 WNIT.

In a WNIT first-round win at East Tennessee State on March 19 of his second season at NC State, Moore earned the 600th win 
of his career. In so doing, he became one of the fastest coaches in NCAA history to earn 600 wins in 800 or fewer games (791).

NC State Director of Athletics Deborah A. Yow announced on April 5, 2013 that Wes Moore had been hired as NC State’s new 
head women’s basketball coach.

Moore spent 15 seasons (1988-2013) as the head coach at the University of Tennessee at Chattanooga (UTC) where he led the 
Lady Mocs to 12 Southern Conference (SoCon) regular season titles, nine SoCon tournament championships, and nine NCAA 
Tournament berths, while becoming the winningest coach in UTC and SoCon history. He came to Raleigh as the reigning 
SoCon Coach of the Year, an award he has earned on six separate occasions.
