THE STARTING 5  -  The Top 5 Storylines For This Game

1. QUICK TURNAROUND														            
NC State doesn’t have much time to rest on the laurels of its 99-88 win over Wake Forest. The Pack played at noon on Saturday and will fly to Charlottesville, Va., Sun-
day afternoon for Monday night’s game at UVa. It’s NC State’s second two-day turnaround in league play, with the previous stretch coming at the beginning of February. 
Both of those two-day turnarounds featured the second game on the road. 

2. BARBER IS OUR CAT-ALYST													           
Mark Gottfried on Saturday: He’s playing as well as anyone in this conference, for sure. We have other great players. It’s hard to argue he’s not playing better or as 
well as anyone in our league.” Cat Barber received a ringing endorsement from his coach after he scored a career-high 38 points (30 in the second half) against Wake 
Forest. The 6-2 junior is leading the ACC in scoring with 24.1 points per game and he’s on pace to become the second player in ACC history to average 24 ppg, 4.5 rpg 
and 4.5 apg (Kenny Anderson in 1990-91). Barber has a league-best seven games with 30 or more points, including five in ACC play. Additionally, he is also leading the 
conference in free throws made (189) and minutes per game (38.8) and is fourth in free throw percentage (.868) and fourth in assists (4.6).

3. BARBER IN LEAGUE PLAY													           
After 12 ACC contests, Cat Barber’s production has continued to soar. Barber is averaging 25.3 points per game in league play, 5.0 more than the second-best scorer. 
He’s shooting .418 from 3-point range and .897 at the foul line. While playing a league-high 39.2 minutes per game against ACC opponents and facing constant double 
teams and gimmick defenses, Barber leads the ACC in scoring, ranks fifth in assists and second in free throw percentage.

4. HISTORIC FREE THROW SHOOTING												          
Wake Forest coach Danny Manning spoke in understatements when he called Cat Barber a “tough cover.” Barber slashed and darted around the Demon Deacons to 
the tune of 17-for-20 free throw shooting, including 17-for-18 in the second half. His 20 attempts tied for fourth in school history. Earlier this season, he had a 19-for-22 
effort at the foul line against Winthrop. This season, Barber owns three of the ACC’s top four free throw shooting performances (19-22 vs. Winthrop, 17-20 vs. Wake 
Forest, 14-14 at Pittsburgh). As a team, the Wolfpack attempted 45 free throws, which is the second-most attempts in a game in the ACC this season (Virginia Tech 
shot 50 on Nov. 24).

5. SOMETHING HAS TO GIVE ON THE GLASS											         
Monday’s game features one of the best offensive rebounding teams in the ACC crashing the boards against the top defensive rebounding team in the conference. NC 
State grabs 37.2 percent of its misses, which stands fourth in the ACC and 18th in the country. The Pack will be going up against Virginia, which leads the league by 
grabbing 75 percent of possible defensive rebounds. Virginia’s defensive rebounding percentage ranks 21st in the nation.

CAT’S CAREER 							     
Cat Barber now has 1,334 career points, lifting him to 27th in NC State history. He 
needs 21 points to tie Kenny Inge for 25th on State’s all-time list. Barber is seventh 
among active players (and tops among non-seniors) in the ACC in career scoring. 
He is also now 10th in school history in career assists.

OFFENSIVE EXPLOSION	 					   
NC State tied its season scoring high on Saturday, tallying 99 points in the win vs. Wake 
Forest. NCSU also scored 99 in December vs. Bucknell. The 99 points was the most 
in a league game since Jan. 22, 1992 when NC State beat UNC 99-88. Tom Gugliotta 
scored 36 points in that contest. The two games with 99 points are the highest outputs 
since the Pack scored 100 against ECU in 2004.

CAT AND DAVID THOMPSON					   
Cat Barber scored “only” 26 points at Duke last week, snapping a streak of three 
straight 30-point performances. It was the first such streak since David Thompson 
in March 1975. Thompson scored 36 in the 1974-75 season finale and then 38 in the 
ACC Tournament against Virginia. The next day’s ACC semifinal saw DT go for 30. His 
streak was broken against UNC the next day in the 1975 tournament final, which was 
Thompson’s last college game. Barber has dropped 30 points in five of his last 
seven games.

Standing Vertical Jump; Approach Vertical Jump; 3/4 Court Sprint; Reaction Shuttle;  
4-Way Agility Drill.

At the end of the grueling two 
days, it was Caleb Martin who the instructors dubbed ‘The Spartan Warrior’. Martin was laud-
ed as the team’s best leader during the two days and demonstrated teamwork and mental 
and physical toughness. That has translated onto the court for the 6-7 sophomore wing, who is 
averaging 15.2 points per game and is fourth in the ACC in minutes played (36.2).

On the day of his fifth season at the school, Mark 
Gottfried and NC State announced a new con-
tract that will keep the coach in Raleigh through 
the 2019-20 season. Gottfried’s annual compen-
sation increased from $2.06 million to $2.48 mil-
lion.

OUT 3 MONTHS...AND A YEAR		
Originally thought to be out for 6-8 weeks, Satur-
day will mark three months since Terry Hender-
son injured his ankle during the season opener. 
Henderson tore a ligament in his ankle seven 
minutes into the season, meaning he played just 
seven minutes after sitting out the 2014-15 sea-
son.

FOUR HALL OF FAME VICTORIES		
Last season, in addition to the team’s run to the 
Sweet 16, the Wolfpack defeated four coaches 
who are currently members of the Naismith 
Memorial Basketball Hall of Fame. Victories 
over Duke and Syracuse at home and road wins 
at UNC Chapel Hill and Louisville made Mark 
Gottfried the nation’s only coach to own four wins 
over Hall of Fame coaches last season.
