4 ESPN ranked the top 100 players in NBA
history and North Carolina and UCLA shared
the top spot with six players apiece, including
UNC’s Michael Jordan, the No. 1 player, and the
Bruins’ Kareem Abdul-Jabbar, who was No. 2.

@ The other five Tar Heels who joined Jordan
on the list included: James Worthy (43), Bob
McAdoo (52), Vince Carter (69), Billy Cunning-
ham (88) and Bobby Jones (96).

@ Carolina’s six players equal the number of
other ACC players who made the list, including
Duke’s Grant Hill, Georgia Tech’s Chris Bosh and
Mark Price, N.C. State’s David Thompson and
Wake Forest’s Tim Duncan and Chris Paul.

@ The top five schools represented on the
list of top 100 NBA players included: North Car-
olina (6), UCLA (6), Georgetown (4), Houston (3)
and LSU (3).

TAR HEEL TIDBITS
TEAM NOTES

@ Carolina has won 11 ACC regular-season
games 11 times in Roy Williams’ 13 years as
UNC'’s head coach. (The Tar Heels have won 12
or more ACC games eight times, 13 or more six
times and 14 games four times under Williams.)

@ Close Losses: Carolina’s five losses this
year have been by a total of 17 points (four
at UNI, two at Texas, six at Louisville, four at
Notre Dame and one vs. Duke). That's UNC’s
lowest combined margin of defeat in five losses
to start a season since 1940-41 when the Tar
Heels lost by a combined 15 points (one, one,
one, four and eight).

€ Assist-Turnover Ratio: Carolina’s as-
sist-to-turnover ratio (1.71) ranks third in the
nation and is the best of any Tar Heel team
since turnovers were first recorded in 1981-82.
The second-best figure is 1.53 in 1985-86. Oth-
er top-five seasons include 1.45 (2008-09), 1.45
(2011-12) and 1.42 (1997-98).

4 UNC has four of the top 10 players in the
ACC in assist/turnover ratio in Marcus Paige
(fourth at 3.13), Justin Jackson (fifth at 3.07),
Joel Berry Il (seventh at 2.49) and Theo Pinson
(10th at 2.19). No other school with more than
one player in the top 10.

4 Cutting Down on Turnovers: UNC is aver-
aging 10.85 turnovers per game, the lowest fig-
ure of any Carolina team since turnovers were
first recorded in 1981-82. Last year, the Tar
Heels averaged nearly 13 turnovers per contest.

@ There have been seven seasons in which
UNC has committed fewer than 13 turnovers
per game. The current record was set in 2013-
14 (11.94 per game). The other seasons below
13 are 2011-12 (11.95), 2012-13 (12.3), 2008-
09 (12.4), 1994-95 (12.9) and 1981-82 (12.9).

€ Shooting 50 Percent: UNC is 16-1 this
year when shooting at least 50 percent from
the floor.

@ Carolina shot 52.9 percent in the first half
and 55.3 percent in the second half vs. Miami.
That was the eighth time this season and the
fourth time in ACC play UNC shot 50 percent or
@UNC_-Baskethall

@ Brice Johnson has scored 25 or more
points five times this season. That’s the most
25-point games in a season since Marcus Paige
had five in 2014. The last Tar Heel with more
than five 25-point games in a season was Tyler
Hansbrough, who had 10 such games in 2009.
Johnson has scored 39 at Florida State, 29 vs.

4 Johnson leads the ACC with 16 dou-
ble-doubles this season.

4 North Carolina State enters Wednesday'’s
game with a 14-13 overall record, 4-10 in the
ACC.

@ The Wolfpack has won two of its last three
games and beat Clemson, 77-74, on Saturday
afternoon in Raleigh.

@ In the KenPom.com adjusted efficiency
ratings, N.C. State ranks No. 64 overall, includ-
ing No. 31 offensively (112.6) and No. 146 de-
fensively (102.2).

SERIES HISTORY

@ The Tar Heels lead the all-time series with
North Carolina State, 152-77, and have won 18
of the last 20 games vs. NCSU.

@ Going further back, UNC also has won 24
of the last 27 and 41 of its last 51 games against
N.C. State.

@ Carolina is 60-45 against N.C. State in Ra-
leigh, including a 12-4 advantage in PNC Arena
(formerly known as the Raleigh Entertainment
and Sports Arena and the RBC Center).

@ Carolina has won 15 of its last 19 games
against the Wolfpack in Raleigh, losing in 2013,
2007, 2003 and 2002 since 1996.

€ Roy Williams is 29-3 as a head coach
against North Carolina State, including a 5-0
record at Kansas and a 24-3 mark at Carolina.

@ Carolina has swept the season series with
the Wolfpack nine times in Roy Williams’ 12
years as the Tar Heel head coach.

@ Carolina has swept the season series from
the Wolfpack in 2003-04, 2004-05, 2005-06,
2007-08, 2008-09, 2009-10, 2010-11, 2011-
12 and 2013-14 took two of three meetings
in 2006-07 (splitting in the regular season and
beating the Wolfpack in the ACC Tournament
title game).

@ Earlier this year, UNC beat NCSU, 67-55,
in Chapel Hill.

@ Last season, the Tar Heels won, 81-79, in
Raleigh on Jan. 14 and the Wolfpack won, 58-
46, in Chapel Hill on Feb. 24.

@ The Tar Heels won 13 in a row in the series
between 2007 and 2012.

@ UNC’s 13-game winning streak over NCSU
that ended with a loss in Raleigh on Jan. 26,
2013, was its longest in the series and its lon-
gest in the ACC era against a Big Four opponent.
The Tar Heels had a 12-game streak against
Wake Forest from 1982-87.

@ North Carolina’s top three scorers enter-
ing the game combined to shoot 6 for 24 with
15 points but the Tar Heels still picked up a 67-
55 win over North Carolina State on Jan. 16,
2015, in the Smith Center.

@ The Tar Heels scored 29 points in the first
half, which was its second-lowest half of the
season (26 in second half at Northern lowa)
and its lowest in a first half (previous low 30 vs.
Kansas State).

@ The Tar Heels were tied at the half for
the second game in a row and third time this
season. Carolina has won all three games when
tied at the half.

@ The Tar Heels shot 37.9 percent from the
floor.

@ It was the first time UNC has won a game
when shooting under 40 percent since shooting
38.3 against Holy Cross on Nov. 15, 2013.

@ Carolina shot 34.4 percent from the floor
in the first half.

@ N.C. State had seven offensive rebounds
to just one for UNC at one point in the first half
and had 15 offensive to UNC’s 10 defensive
mid-second half, but the numbers ended up
even at 17 for the game. Carolina out-scored
the Pack, 24-23 in second-chance points for the
game.

@ Carolina held the ACC’s leading scorer Cat
Barber to a season-low nine points on 4 of 11
shooting from the floor, a season-high tying five
turnovers and no free throw attempts. Barber
had been averaging 8.7 free throw attempts
this season.

@ Carolina’s 25 field goals were a season
low.

@ N.C. State’s 55 points were the fewest al-
lowed by the Tar Heels all season.

@ Carolina’s 21 offensive rebounds were
a season high, but its 17 defensive rebounds
were a season low.

€ N.C. State’s four three-point field goals
matched the season low against UNC and the
Pack’s 12 three-point attempts were the fewest
by an opponent all year.

PLAYER NOTES

€ Kennedy Meeks scored a game-high 23
points (one more than N.C. State’s top two
scorers combined in the game) and had six re-
bounds and three blocks.

@ Meeks was 10 for 16 from the floor for
the game, including 8 for 10 in the second half.
The rest of UNC’s starters made 11 field goals
for the game (5 by Berry); take out Meeks’ 10
for 16 and the rest of the Tar Heels shot 15 for
50 (30 percent).

@ Joel Berry Il scored 14 points and had four
assists. Berry was 5 for 9 from the floor. The rest
of UNC’s perimeter players made 4 of 28 shots
from the floor.

He’s a little
bit of a cross between Sean May as a junior and
Tyler Zeller in the way he runs the floor. He runs
extremely well, maybe not as well as Zeller, but
he’s in the top two or three for big guys for run-
ners that we’ve ever had. We’re really excited
about having him both as an individual and as a
basketball player.”

€ “Brandon is a unique young man who
reminds me a lot of Jackie Manuel,” says Wil-
liams. “The players used to think Jackie was my
son because of how much | bragged on Jack-
ie. Brandon has the same kind of build, maybe
even thinner right now at this stage than Jackie
was, but he’s going to be able to put on weight.
He’s a 6-5 swing player who can be really good
defensively, shoot the ball from the outside, get
some offensive rebounds, and come up with
some steals and loose balls. He also comes from
a wonderful family. Both his mom and dad care
about what he does in the classroom. When
| would go by his high school all the teachers
came out and wanted to say hello to me and
tell me what a great youngster he is and what
a quality student and a quality person we were
getting. He fits right in with the kind of young
men that we like to have.”

€ “Seventh is a very explosive player,” says
Williams. “With his speed he can play aggres-
sively and outrageously, but he’s so shy and qui-
et as a person, it’s almost two personalities that
he has (on and off the court). Again, his mom
and dad have done a great job of raising him.

The Hammond School is a very good school in
Columbia, S.C. The teachers and principals just
love him to death. But he’s got some explosive-
ness as a player that we have not seen here
since Ty Lawson.

Georgia Tech coach Bobby Cremins for the fourth-most by a coach at ACC
school (including all games as head coach at ACC schools). UNC’s win

at Florida State on 2/17/14 was Williams’ 300th at Carolina, setting an
ACC record for 300 wins in fewer games than any coach in ACC history
(previous fastest to 300 was Dean Smith in 406 games).

HONORS: Williams was inducted into the Naismith Memorial Basketball
Hall of Fame in 2007; was named the Coach of the Decade for 2000-2009
by ESPN, Sports lllustrated, The Sporting News and FoxSports; received
the John Wooden Legends of Coaching Award in 2003; has won national
coach of the year honors in 1990, 1991, 1992, 1997, 2005, 2006,
2009; and was named the conference coach of the year 1990, 1992,
1995, 1996, 1997, 2002, 2003, 2006, 2011.

PLAYER AWARDS: Williams has coached four national players of the year
(Drew Gooden, Nick Collison, Sean May and Tyler Hansbrough), 12 first-
team All-Americas, nine conference player or athletes of the year and 29
first-team all-conference players. He coached Tyler Hansbrough, named
college basketball’s player of the decade (2000s) by Sports Illustrated and
The Sporting News, coached three Bob Cousy Award winners (best point
guard) — Tar Heels Raymond Felton, Ty Lawson and Kendall Marshall. Has
coached 26 first-round NBA Draft picks, including 2008 NBA Finals MVP
Paul Pierce, and 15 Tar Heels.

ACADEMIC AWARDS: His players have won 39 academic all-conference
selections and two Academic All-Americas of the Year (Jacque Vaughn at
KU, Tyler Zeller at UNC). Tar Heels have won the Skip Prosser Award which
is given to the ACC Basketball Scholar-Athlete of the Year three times in
the last five years (Marcus Paige in 2015, Zeller in 2011 and 2012).

LIVE STATS: Are available at unc.statbroadcast.com

LIVE VIDEO STREAMING APPLICATIONS: Live video streaming applications,
such as Periscope and Meerkat, is not permitted at UNC men’s basketball media
functions, including practices, press conferences and coach and player inter-
views. ACC contracts prohibit the use of such applications during games.

MEALS: A light meal and beverages are provided for credentialed media be-
fore most games. Food and dining seats are located in the visiting team hallway.

MEDIA SEATING: Located in section 116 (three baseline rows near the UNC
bench) or in the press boxes at the back of sections 110 and 111.

MEDIA WORKROOM: Located in the home tunnel just off the entrance to the
court. Media must have a credential to enter. Most seats are reserved. Additional
seating for some games is located in the visiting team hallway.

The workroom is also the location of the postgame press conferences with
Coach Williams and ACC visiting head coaches. Some non-conference oppo-
nents may choose to conduct interviews with their head coach in the hallway by
their locker room.

Restrooms for the media are located in the media workroom. Game notes,
rosters and statistics are available in the workroom.

NON-GAMEDAY INTERVIEWS: Interview requests must be made through the
athletic communications office. Contact Steve Kirschner with interview requests
for Roy Williams. Media are encouraged to reach Williams through the ACC
teleconference and UNCs weekly press conferences.

Williams is, by contract, unable to participate in live radio call-in shows.
Media should make player interview requests to Matt Bowers. Player inter-
views typically occur before practice. Freshmen are available for interviews once

they've played in a regular-season game.

Players are not available for interviews on game day or on non-practice days.
Players will not participate in call-in shows, but are available to tape radio
interviews.

PARKING: Media gameday parking is located in the Bowles Lot on Skipper
Bowles Drive, adjacent to the driveway for the Kenan-Flagler Business School.
Most spaces are not reserved and are first-come, first-served.

Media parking for weekly press conferences is located in the Manning Lot off
Tar Heel Boulevard.

PHOTOGRAPHER/VIDEOGRAPHER GUIDELINES

e please shoot from your assigned location and hold extra cameras and lenses
in your lap; check with Kirschner if you wish to move to another seat

PHOTO SPOTS: Shooting locations around the court are assigned at all
games. Specific requests for locations and special camera placements should be
made in advance to Kirschner. Floor remotes must be removable. They may not
be fixed to the floor and will only be allowed if a photographer is seated with the
camera.

PHOTO WORKROOM: Photographers work in the “Orange” locker room in the
visiting team hallway. Wireless Internet and ethernet lines are available. Statis-
tics are brought to the photo compound at halftime and after the game.

POSTGAME INTERVIEWS: Coach Williams holds his postgame press con-
ference in the media room. Players are available in the lounge adjacent to the
locker room for 20 minutes following each home game.

SMITH CENTER ENTRANCE: The media entrance to the Smith Center is
located at Entrance B, up the stairs from the Bowles parking lot. All briefcases,
computer bags and photo equipment are subject to search.

SOCIAL MEDIA: Carolina’s official website is GoHeels.com, which features
the team yearbook, statistics, game notes, roster, schedule, past season archives
and other information. Video feeds of the weekly and postgame press confer-
ences are posted to the site.

VISITING RADIO: Radio network rights-holders for opposing teams are pro-
vided three (3) seats at the scorer’s table adjacent to the visiting team bench. A
stat monitor is available and printed stats are provided at each media timeout.
UNC provides two ISDN lines and two analog lines. The visiting team radio
network is expected to pay for any calls on the lines that are provided.

National radio broadcasts originate from booth 111 located at the back of
section 111.
