THE STARTING 5 - The Top 5 Storylines For This Game

1. HIS NAME IS CAT BARBER

Cat Barber is having a season that would rank among the all-time great performances in school and ACC history. In addition to leading the ACC in scoring with 23.4
points per game, he’s on pace become the second player in ACC history to average 23 ppg, 4.5 rpg and 4.5 apg (Kenny Anderson in 1990). Barber has a league-best
six games with 30 or more points, including four in ACC play. His 15 games with 20 or more points is far and away the best in the ACC, as nobody else has more than
10. Additionally, he is also leading the conference in free throws made (165) and minutes per game (38.7) and is fourth in both assists (4.6) and free throw percentage
(.868). For his efforts, Cat Barber was last week’s ACC Men'’s Basketball Player of the Week this week and has captured that award three times this season.

2. THREE STRAIGHT 30-POINT EXPLOSIONS

Cat Barber has scored 30 or more points in each of the last three games, a feat that hadn’t been accomplished at NC State since David Thompson in 1975. Barber has
scored 97 points over the last three contests: 36 vs. Georgia Tech, 30 vs. Miami and 31 at Florida State. Thompson had such a three-game streak in March of 1975.
Barber has scored at least 30 points in four of the last five games, a stretch that was last matched in NC State history by T.J. Warren (2014), Rodney Monroe (1991) and
Kenny Carr (1977).

3. NC STATE-DUKE HISTORY

Saturday’s contest at Cameron Indoor Stadium is the 243rd meeting between the two long-time Tobacco Road rivals. It is NC State’s 74th trip to the stadium built in
1940 that inspired the construction design of NC State’s legendary Reynolds Coliseum. Reynolds, currently under renovation, was designed similarly to the blueprint of
then-Duke Indoor Stadium in 1940. Reynolds, after delays due to World War II, opened in 1949 and was the Pack’s men’s basketball venue for 50 seasons.

4. 22 MILES WEST, BUT SO FAR AWAY

NC State’s PNC Arena and Duke’s Cameron Indoor Stadium are located 22.6 miles apart, but for many of the Wolfpack players it will be new territory. Of the current
State roster, only Cat Barber (31 minutes) and BeeJay Anya (9 minutes) have played at Duke. In January 2014, Lennard Freeman missed the game at Duke due to
injury. From 2011-14, there was a stretch where four of the five meetings in the series were played at Cameron.

5. NC STATE AGAINST UNRANKED DUKE

The last time NC State and Duke played while Duke was not ranked in the AP poll was Feb. 17, 1996 in Durham. Duke edged the Pack 79-76 in overtime. Todd Fuller
had 25 points and 11 rebounds for NC State and Jeff Capel scored 27 for Duke. While Duke is unranked for the first time since 2007, the Blue Devils were indeed
ranked No. 21 that year when they faced the Wolfpack. NC State has faced an unranked Duke team coached by Mike Krzyzewski 11 times dating back to the 1980-81
season.

WOLFPUPS GAINING EXPERIENCE

The experience gained this season by the young Wolfpack squad could pay dividends
for the program’s future. According to the popular basketball metrics website KenPom.
com, the Wolfpack stands as the 305th most-experienced team (or 46th least-expe-
rienced) in the country. The team, when minutes played are weighted by each player’s
eligibility class, averages just 1.27 years of experience. The national average is 1.70
and the average experience of the 15-team ACC is 1.48.

CAT’S CAREER
After scoring 97 points over the last three games, Cat Barber now has 1,270 career
points, ranking 31st in NC State history. He needs 18 points to tie Charles Shackleford
for 28th on State’s all-time list. Barber is seventh among active players (and tops
among non-seniors) in the ACC in career scoring. He is also now 11th in school history
in career assists.

CAT AND DAVID THOMPSON

Cat Barber owns three straight 30-point performances, the first such streak since David
Thompson in March 1975. Thompson scored 36 in the 1974-75 season finale and then
38 in the ACC Tournament against Virginia. The next day’s ACC semifinal saw DT go
for 30. His streak was broken against UNC the next day in the 1975 tournament final,
which was Thompson'’s last college game.

Lennard Freeman, NC State’s leading rebounder, is rounding into form
after missing several months of the offseason healing a fracture in his
lower right leg. He had successful surgery in May, and now has a 14-
inch rod inserted in his lower right leg to heal a fracture.

LENNARD MAKES THE PACK GO

When Lennard Freeman plays and produces, the Wolfpack usually
wins. Over the past two seasons, NC State has an 18-7 record when
Freeman played 24 or more minutes. In games where the junior grabs
eight or more rebounds, NC State is 20-5. The Pack is 11-0 in Free-
man’s career when he grabs 10 or more rebounds.

Dorn, sitting out after transferring from Charlotte,
was the Conference USA Freshman of the Year
after scoring 12.0 ppg for the 49ers last year.
Smith, from Fayetteville, is the nation’s top-
ranked point guard and No. 4 overall recruit in
the 2016 class. He enrolled at NC State for this
semester to rehab a torn ACL with NC State’s
medical staff.

FOUR HALL OF FAME VICTORIES

NC State gained some momentum for the future
when it signed Dennis Smith, Jr., the nation’s top
point guard, to a National Letter of Intent. Smith,
from Fayetteville, N.C. is ranked fourth in the
Class of 2016 by both ESPN.com and Rivals,
sixth by 247Sports.com and eighth by Scout.
Smith averaged 22.2 points per game as a junior
at Trinity Christian School last year. Smith has
enrolled at NC State and is with the Pack full-
time now.

GOTTFRIED SIGNS EXTENSION

On the day of his fifth season at the school, Mark
Gottfried and NC State announced a new con-
tract that will keep the coach in Raleigh through
the 2019-20 season. Gottfried’s annual compen-
sation increased from $2.06 million to $2.48 mil-
lion.

COME TO STATE, STAY AT STATE

Mark Gottfried was hired at NC State in April of
2011, and he built his staff. That staff has stayed
in place now going into its fourth season, with that
continuity playing a part in NC State’s success.
In the ACC, only Miami, Syracuse and Notre
Dame join NC State as schools that have had
their head coach and three main assistants
together the last four years.

Last season, in addition to the team’s run to the
Sweet 16, the Wolfpack defeated four coaches
who are currently members of the Naismith
Memorial Basketball Hall of Fame. Victories
over Duke and Syracuse at home and road wins
at UNC Chapel Hill and Louisville made Mark
Gottfried the nation’s only coach to own four wins
over Hall of Fame coaches last season.

NATIONALLY-RANKED IN 2014-15

After wins over LSU and Villanova landed the
Wolfpack in the Sweet 16, NC State was listed
in the season’s final ESPN/USA Today Coaches
Poll. The Pack was ranked No. 24 in the final poll.
It was the first time finishing the season ranked
since the team’s Sweet 16 run in 2012, which
landed the Pack at No. 20 in the final ranking.

WOLFPACK STAYS 3 STRIPE

Just as this basketball season tipped off, NC State
Athletics announced a six-year extension with ap-
parel company Adidas. The contract, which runs
to July 2022, with worth $38.7 million in footwear,
apparel and other financial considerations.

When NC State had the instructors from The Program come to campus this fall, the Wolfpack
players pushed themselves mentally and physcially to their limits. At the end of the grueling two
days, it was Caleb Martin who the instructors dubbed ‘The Spartan Warrior’. Martin was laud-
ed as the team’s best leader during the two days and demonstrated teamwork and mental
and physical toughness. That has translated onto the court for the 6-7 sophomore wing, who is
averaging 15.2 points per game and is fourth in the ACC in minutes played (36.2).
