THE STARTING 5 - The Top 5 Storylines For This Game

1. ‘MARCH’ GOTTFRIED

Now is the time of year when, if history is any indication, Mark Gottfried will have the Wolfpack at its best. Under the fifth-year coach, the Wolfpack boasts a 21-11
record during the month of March. That total includes five NCAA Tournament victories and an 8-4 ACC Tournament record. Dating back to 2014, NC State has a 12-5
record in March contests.

2. CAT’S A FIRST-TEAMER

After posting a season rarely seen in ACC history, Cat Barber was voted first team All-ACC by both the media and the conference’s coaches. The 6-2 junior leads the
ACC in scoring with 23.3 points per game (league-best 23.6 ppg in ACC play) and is on pace to become the second player in ACC history to average 23 ppg, 4.5 rpg
and 4.0 apg (Kenny Anderson in 1990-91). Barber has a league-best eight games with 30 or more points, including six in ACC play. In NC State’s last game against
Wake Forest on Feb. 13, Barber exploded for a career-high 38 points. Additionally, he is also leading the conference in free throws made (232) and minutes per game
(38.7) and is third in free throw percentage (.869) and seventh in assists (4.38).

3. IN THE ACC TOURNAMENT

NC State, a charter member of the ACC, owns a 71-52 all-time record in the league tournament. Mark Gottfried is 8-4 in the ACC Tournament as head coach at NC
State and owns a career record of 22-15 in conference tournament play (OVC, SEC, ACC). The Pack has won two tournament games in three of Gottfried’s four sea-
sons, and has won at least one ACC Tournament game every season. Duke has been the most common opponent for NC State in the Pack’s ACC Tournament history,
with Wednesday’s game being the 26th tourney game between the two schools.

4. PACK-DUKE, EPISODE 244

Wednesday'’s contest at the Verizon Center will be the 244th meeting between the two long-time Tobacco Road rivals. The two schools, located 22 miles apart, played
at least twice each season from 1925-26 until the 2005-06 season. A victory for NC State would not only put the Pack in the tournament quarterfinal, but it would be its
100th all-time win over Duke. There is a history in the D.C. area for State and Duke, as the Pack won 71-64 in overtime over the Blue Devils in the 1987 ACC Tourna-
ment final.

5. MEETING FOR THE THIRD TIME THIS SEASON

NC State and Duke met twice this season, with Duke winning both contests. On Jan. 23 at PNC Arena, the Wolfpack led Duke 43-36 at halftime before the visiting team
shot 70.8 percent in the second half to edge the Wolfpack 88-78. Five players were in double figures that day for the Pack - led by Cat Barber’s 19 points. Two weeks
after that, NC State visited Cameron Indoor Stadium and lost 88-80. The Pack trailed just 79-76 with 3:40 left in the game and actually led early in the second half.
Barber scored 26 points and had six assists and Maverick Rowan chipped in 17 points.

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TOURNEY TIME IN THE NATION'S CAPITAL

This is the fifth time the Washington, D.C. area has hosted the ACC tourney. The event
was held in Landover, Md., three times and once in Washington, D.C. In 1987, the Wolf-
pack was the No. 6 seed in Landover and won three games to capture the league
tournament title. The last time the tournament was in Washington, D.C., was in 2005
and the Pack advanced to the semifinal before falling to Duke.

CAT KEEPS GOING AND GOING

Cat Barber leads the ACC in minutes played and has been on the floor for 95.9 percent
of NC State’s available minutes, which ranks second-highest in the nation. Barber
has played 39 minutes or more in 23 games and hasn’t come out of 14 contests this
season.

AT THE LINE SHOOTING 2..CAT BARBER

Wake Forest coach Danny Manning wasn't lying when he called Cat Barber a “tough
cover.” On Feb. 13, Barber slashed and darted around the Demon Deacons to the tune
of 17-for-20 free throw shooting, including 17-for-18 in the second half. Barber has
made 226 foul shots this season, a new single-season NC State record. His 226 made
foul shots ranks fourth in the nation.

7TH IN THE NATION

Cat Barber ranks seventh in the nation in scoring and second among all players playing
for Power 5 schools. Only Buddy Hield of Oklahoma (25.1) averages more points
than Barber.

RECORD-BREAKING WOLFPACK

Sammy Ranzino made 224 foul shots in 1950-51, and that record stood until Cat Barber
beat that mark with 226 this season. BeeJay Anya now owns 208 career blocked shots,
passing Thurl Bailey’s mark of 207 blocks. Anya collected his 208th block at the 12:53
mark in the second half against Boston College, his 99th career game.

STORIED CONFERENCE TOURNEY HISTORY

When the ACC was born, NC State was in charge. The Pack won the
first three ACC titles (1954-56) and four of the first six. The ACC Tourna-
ment was held in Raleigh for the first 13 years of its existence. NC State
has 10 ACC Tournament titles in its history, the last coming in 1987.

CAT’S CAREER

Cat Barber now has 1,449 career points, lifting him to 20th in NC State
history. He needs 18 points to tie Scott Wood for 18th on State’s all-time
list. Barber is sixth among active players (and tops among non-se-
niors) in the ACC in career scoring. He is also ninth in school history in
career assists.

In six ACC Tournament games, Cat Barber is averaging 12.8 points
and shooting 6-for-13 from 3-point range with 25-for-26 shooting at the
foul line. He scored 34 points in a second-round win over Pittsburgh
last season, but was injured and didn't finish last year’s quarterfinal vs.
Duke.

LENNARD’S THE MAN OF STEEL

Lennard Freeman, a starter for 15 games, had suc-
cessful surgery in May, and now has a 14-inch rod
inserted in his lower right leg to heal a fracture. He
has a reocurring stress reaction in his leg and will be
available to play, but limited.

ACADEMIC ALL-ACC

Maverick Rowan, second on the team with points per
game, was voted Academic All-ACC this year. Rowan
is the first Pack player in seven years to be academic
all-league (Johnny Thomas, 2009).

LENGTH AND (LESS) WIDTH

BeeJay Anya has lost nearly 75 pounds since enroll-
ing at NC State in 2013. But it's his wingspan that sets
him apart. He has a measured wingspan of 7-9, the
longest wingspan recorded for a non-7-foot play-
er in the NBA Draft Express database for basketball
prospects. Only 7-6 Mamadou N'Ddiaye (UC-Irvine)
has a longer listed wingspan.

THEY SHOULD STILL BE IN HIGH SCHOOL
Maverick Rowan, a 6-7 freshman wing, and reserve
Shaun Kirk should both be preparing for their high
school prom. Rowan and Kirk both classified up to the
2015 class, and could both be competing in high school
ball.

‘ROWAN-ISIMOY

Maverick Rowan, second on NC State in scoring as a
freshman, is the son of Ron Rowan, who played in the
1980s for Notre Dame and St. John’s and had a long
pro career overseas. Maverick’s family lived in Italy un-
til Maverick was eight years old.
