STARTING FIVE
1. Minnesota welcomes Maryland to Williams Arena for a 1 p.m. 
game on Saturday. This will be Minnesota’s third game in a 14 days. 
The Gophers played at Iowa on Jan. 10 before hosting Michigan on 
Jan. 16. Minnesota was scheduled to play at Nebraska on Jan. 20, 
but that game was postponed as the Huskers respond to positive 
Covid-19 tests in their program. Minnesota’s next scheduled game is 
at Purdue on Jan. 30, meaning the Gophers will play four games in 
21 days. This is a change to the start of the season when Minnesota 
had stretches of six games in 16 days and six games in 18 days. 
2. The Gophers are ranked No. 17 in the AP Poll and have been 
ranked for four straight weeks, which is tied for the 15th longest 
streak in school history. Minnesota entered the AP Top 25 for the 
first time since Dec. 4, 2017, when it was ranked No. 21 on Dec. 
28, 2020. Minnesota has appeared in the AP Top 25 ten times 
under head coach Richard Pitino, with four coming this season. 
Minnesota’s current four-week stretch is the longest since it was 
ranked five weeks in a row from Nov. 1 – Dec. 4, 2018. That 2018 
stretch, which included a preseason ranking, is the longest under 
Pitino. Minnesota’s highest ranking under Pitino is No. 12 (11/27/18).
3. This will be the 13th all-time meeting between Minnesota and 
Maryland, but the first when the Gophers are ranked. The Terrapins, 
who are currently not ranked, have been ranked for seven of their previous 12 games against Minnesota. 
Maryland was No. 9 when it won 74-73 win at Minnesota last season. Minnesota is 2-10 all-time vs. Maryland, 
posting wins on Feb. 22, 2017 (89-75 at No. 24 Maryland) and Feb. 18, 2016 (68-63 vs. No. 6 Maryland).  
4. Minnesota’s game against Maryland will be its first against a non-ranked opponent since it beat St. Louis 
90-82 on Dec. 20. Since then, Minnesota played seven straight Big Ten ranked opponents and posted a 4-3 
record (wins against No. 4 Iowa, No. 17 Michigan State, No. 25 Ohio State and No. 7 Michigan and losses to No. 
6 Wisconsin, No. 10 Michigan and No. 5 Iowa). The historic seven-game stretch against ranked opponents is a 
school record (previous was four and happened in 2014, 1996 and 1987) and was the most daunting stretch in 
college basketball since 2011 when St. John’s faced eight straight ranked opponents. 
5. Minnesota has wins against No. 4 Iowa and No. 7 Michigan this year. This season is the first that Minnesota 
has beaten two top-10 teams since 2010-11 when it beat No. 8 North Carolina (72-67) and No. 8 Purdue (70-67).

SCOUTING THE TERRAPINS
�• Maryland is 8-7 overall and 2-6 in Big Ten play this  
year. The Terrapins have road wins at No. 6 Wiscon-
sin and at No. 12 Illinois. They also have had four 
nonconference games cancelled and one Big Ten 
game (Nebraska) postponed this year. 

• The Terrapins are led by Eric Ayala and Donta Scott. 
Ayala averages 13.8 points per game, while Scott 
averages 12.9 points per game and 6.6 rebounds. 
Darryl Morsell leads Marland in assists with 38.

• Maryland averaged 73.0 points per game and al-
lows 68.7. In Big Ten games, the Terpas are averag-
ing 65.8 points per game and allowing 72.8. 

RANKED CONVERSATION
�• Minnesota beat St. Louis when it was unranked, 
but receiving votes, meaning that Minnesota faced 
a ranked team or a receiving votes team in nine-
straight games. That streak started on Dec. 15, 
2020 at No. 13 Illinois and ran through Jan. 16, 2021 
against No. 7 Michigan. 

• The Gophers have four ranked wins this year, as 
they have beaten No. 4 Iowa, No. 17 Michigan State, 
No. 25 Ohio State and No. 7 Michigan. That is tied 
for the most in the nation with No. 1 Gonzaga, No. 4 
Iowa and No. 9 Kansas. Minnesota handed Iowa (12-
2), Michigan (12-1) and St. Louis (7-1) their first loses 
of the season. The combined record of those three 
schools is 31-4. No other schools have beaten Michi-
gan or St. Louis and the only other team to down the 
Hawkeyes was No. 1 Gonzaga. 

• Minnesota has won 11 games against ranked op-
ponents during the last three seasons, which is the 
most in a three-season span in program history. The 
Gophers are 11-19 against ranked teams in that span. 
Richard Pitino has won 19 games versus ranked 
teams during his tenure at Minnesota (19-45). 

• Minnesota has played eight ranked opponents 
(tied with Northwestern for most in the nation) al-
ready this year after facing only eight ranked teams 
last season. Maryland enters Saturday having played 
six ranked opponents. Minnesota is 4-4 against 
ranked opponents while Maryland is 2-3. 

• Overall, Minnesota is 11-8 under head coach Rich-
ard Pitino when ranked and 4-6 in Big Ten play.

QUAD WORKOUT
• Minnesota is the only school to have played eight 
games against Quad 1 teams in the NCAA Net Rank-
ings this year, owning a 4-4 record. Illinois, Mary-
land, Seton Hall and Washington have played seven 
games against Quad 1 teams. The Gophers are one 
of four teams with four Quad 1 wins joining Gonzaga, 
Missouri and Oklahoma State.

SOMETHING ABOUT HOME 
• Minnesota is 11-0 at home this year and averages 

84.5 points per game, while allowing only 69.5. In 
scoring 930 points at Williams Arena, Minnesota has 
303 field goals, 84 3-pointers and 240 free throws 
(opponents have attempted only 221 free throws at 
Williams Arena). Minnesota also has lopsided home 
numbers in blocks (55-20) and steals (75-53) and is 
averaging just 11.5 turnovers per game compared to 
14.6 for its opponents. 

• Minnesota’s 11-0 start at Williams Arena is its best 
since 2016-17 when it was also 11-0 at home. Mich-
igan State handed Minnesota its first home loss 
that season in the twelth game at Williams Arena, 
defeating the Gophers 75-74 in overtime. Minnesota 
would finish the 2016-17 campaign with a 17-3 mark 
at home. This year, the Gophers are scheduled to 
play only 17 homes games. 

• Dating back to last season, Minnesota has won 12 
straight home games. That is the longest stretch for 
the Gophers since they won 12 straight home games 
more than a decade ago. Minnesota ended the 
2007-08 season going 3-0 at home and started the 
2008-09 season with a 9-0 home record. 

GOPHERS IN THE CLASSROOM
• Minnesota recorded a 3.18 term GPA last semester. 
In also held a 3.05 cumulative GPA, with a majority of 
the players posting a 3.0 GPA or higher. 

• It marked the third-straight semester where the Go-
phers had a term and cumulative GPA of at least 3.0.

• The Gophers also held its highest multiyear APR 
(Academic Progress Report)  this past year at 990. 

GOPHERS AND PLAYERS OF THE WEEK
• Minnesota has had three Big Ten Players of the 
Week (Marcus Carr, Liam Robbins 2X). Liam Robbins 
has also been named USBWA National Player of the 
Week (Jan. 5) and Naismith Trophy Award Player of 
the Week (Jan. 18). 

• Robbins averaged 19.0 points per game and 10.7 re-
bounds per game against Michigan State/Wisconsin/
Ohio State. In the win over Michigan State, Robbins 
had 18 points and added nine rebounds. Robbins 
scored 22 points and grabbed eight rebounds in a 
win against N. 7 Michigan. 

• Marcus Carr was named the Big Ten Player of the 
Week after posting 30 points against the then-No. 
4 Hawkeyes when he went 6-for-13 shooting from 
3-point range and eight assists.

CARR REACHES 1,000 CAREER POINTS
• Marcus Carr (ranks second in the B1G in assists 
with 5.5/game and third in scoring at 20.6/game) 
scored his 1,000th career point against Iowa on 
Christmas. He had 320 points in his 2017-18 year 
with Pittsburgh. At Minnesota, Carr has scored 787 
points, including 309 this year.

FROM THE LINE
• Minnesota has made 289 free throws (most in the nation) this season in 380 attempts (second most 
in the nation).

• Minnesota has made 34 free throws in a game twice this season. The first game was against Kansas 
City when the Gophers went 34-44. The second game was against Saint Louis when Minnesota went 
34-41 from the line.  

ATTACKING THE BOARDS 	  
• Minnesota held a season-best 52 rebounds against Michigan State. It marked the first time the 
Gophers had 50 rebounds in a game since Jan. 2, 2020 against Purdue. 

• Liam Robbins and Brandon Johnson average 7.1 rbg in conference play, ranked ninth in the league. 
Robbins leads the team with an average of 7.3 rebounds per game and has 109 rebounds this year. 

RECORDS FALL AGAINST IOWA ON CHRISTMAS
• In the win against Iowa on Christmas, Brandon Johnson set a school record for 3-point field goal 
accuracy (.889, 8-9) and tied a school record for 3-pointers made in a game (fourth player to make 8).

• The Gophers attempted 43 3-pointers, which was seven more than the previous school (36). Minne-
sota made 17 3-pointers, which was one shy of the school record 18 (vs. Nebraska on 3/8/20). 

• Marcus Carr’s 13 3-point field goal attempts tied a school record for attempts in a Big Ten game 
(Blake Hoffarber vs. Penn State, 2/17/11).

GOPHERS & SOCIAL JUSTICE
• Minnesota will wear a ‘Love Us’ BLM patch on its uniforms and will wear a ‘Unity’ warm up shirt. In 
addition, Lift Every Voice and Sing will be played prior to the National Anthem at home games. 

OH CAPTAIN, MY CAPTAIN
• Minnesota’s captains for 2020-21 is redshirt junior Marcus Carr, junior Gabe Kalscheur and redshirt 
senior Eric Curry. The trio was chosen based on player voting.

• It marks the second time Carr has been named a captain and first for Kalscheur and Curry.

GOPHERS ON WATCH LISTS	  
• Marcus Carr and Liam Robbins were named to presaeson watch lists. Carr was named to the John R. 
Wooden Award Preseason Top 25 Watch List. He’s also named to the Naismith Trophy list. He is one of 
50 players on list, including one of eight from the Big Ten. 

• Robbins was named to the preseason watch list for the 2020 Kareem Abdul-Jabbar Center of the 
Year Award. After spending his first two seasons at Drake, Robbins transferred to Minnesota in April 
and was granted immediate eligibility in September. 

PRESEASON ALL-BIG TEN
• Marcus Carr has was named to the Preseason All-Big Ten Team. Carr is the first Gopher to make the 
preseason team since Jordan Murphy in 2018-19 and the first Minnesota guard since Amir Coffey and 
Nate Mason in 2017-18. An All-Big Ten Third Team selection last year, Carr set school records with 207 
assists, including 130 during conference action. He finished the year second in the conference and 
ninth nationally with 6.7 assists per game, and tied for second with an assist/turnover ratio of 2.5.

OMERSA OPTS FOR SEASON
• Jarvis Omersa opted out of the remainder of the 2020-21 season due to personal health concerns 
surrounding COVID-19. Cach Richard Pitino issued the following statement: “We support Jarvis and his 
decision to opt out for the rest of the season due to personal health concerns surrounding COVID-19.” 

SUPPORT STAFF CHANGES
• Head coach Richard Pitino added Jeff Mailhot as an assistant coach prior to the seaon. Mailhot, a 
native of Minneapolis and graduate of Hopkins High School, was an assistant at Iona College last year. 

• Former Gopher student-athlete Jarvis Johnson is in his second year with the team as a graduate 
manager, while Gopher alum Andre Hollins is in his first year as graduate manager.

PITINO RECOGNIZED BY AMERICAN CANCER SOCIETY
• Minnesota men’s basketball coach Richard Pitino was honored earlier this year as the Spirit of Hope 
Community Honoree at the Minnesota Made Extravaganza, a gala held virtually to benefit the Amer-
ican Cancer Society.

• Pitino was recognized for the work he has done over the past five years to raise money for the Min-
neapolis Hope Lodge, a facility for cancer patients and their caregivers, through his annual Coaches 
vs. Cancer Tip-Off Reception. According to the ACS, the reception has helped raise over $500,000 
dollars over the last five years. Pitino and the men’s basketball program have also donated their time 
as volunteers at the Hope Lodge, cooking dinner and providing entertainment and encouragement 
to the guests.

Richard Pitino is in his eighth season as the 17th 
head coach of the University of Minnesota’s Golden 
Gopher men’s basketball team. 

Pitino’s seventh season at the helm of the Golden 
Gophers was cut short as COVID-19 resulted in the 
cancellation of the season as Minnesota was pre-
pared to play in the second round of the Big Ten 
Tournament and sitting on the bubble for the NCAA 
Tournament. Daniel Oturu earned numerous awards 
for his play, including NABC All-District, Sporting 
News and CBS Sports All-America Third Team hon-
oree, as well as a Associated Press All-America 
honorable mention. At the conference level, Oturu 
earned All-Big Ten Second Team honors from the 
coaches and media, along with Big Ten All-Defen-
sive Team recognition and a spot on the USBWA 
All-District Team. Marcus Carr also got conference 
recognition as  he earned a spot on the All-Big Ten 
third team by the media vote.

Pitino guided the Gophers to their second NCAA 
Tournament bid in three seasons in 2018-19, along 
with just the second tournament victory in nearly 30 
years. The Gophers won 22 games, finished sev-
enth in the Big Ten and upset the No. 7-seed Louis-
ville Cardinals in the NCAA first round. Two Gophers 
in Jordan Murphy and Amir Coffey earned All-Big 
Ten nods, the former also earning NABC All-District 
honors. 

In his fifth season, Pitino saw the Gophers achieve 
several notable achievements. The Gophers were 
ranked nationally to begin the season and as high 
as 12th, while two individuals picked up All-Big Ten 
honors. Jordan Murphy earned his third straight All-
Big Ten nod after a year in which he led the confer-
ence in rebounding and tied for the nation’s lead in 
double-doubles (24). Nate Mason received All-Big 
Ten honorable mention after capping a career in 
which he ranked among the all-time Gophers.

The 2017 Big Ten Coach of the Year as voted by the 
league’s media and head coaches, Pitino led the 
Gophers to a school-record 23 regular season wins 
and an NCAA appearance for the first time since 
2013. Earning a No. 5 seed in the tournament - the 
Gophers’ highest since 1982 - Pitino guided the Go-
phers to an 11-win Big Ten season, the most since 
the 1990 campaign. Four Gophers received All-Big 
Ten honors, including First Team selection Nate 

Mason and Defensive Player of the Year Reggie 
Lynch along with third teamer Jordan Murphy and 
All-Freshman selection Amir Coffey. 

The 2016-17 season saw several accomplishments, 
including the selection of freshman Jordan Murphy 
to the Big Ten All-Freshman Team. He was the Go-
phers’ first honoree since 2005 and only the third 
ever. The Gophers also picked up signature victories 
over No. 6 Maryland at home, along with improving 
to 3-0 under Pitino in the Big Ten/ACC Challenge af-
ter a home victory over Clemson in November.

In 2015-16, the Gophers set a new school sin-
gle-season record with 313 steals, passing the 
previous mark of 297 set in 2007-08. The team 
averaged 74.2 points per game, the highest since 
the 2001-02 season and the second straight season 
under head coach Richard Pitino that the Gophers 
have averaged more than 71 points per game. Two 
of his players garnered All-Big Ten honorable men-
tions in guard Andre Hollins (coaches & media) and 
Maurice Walker (media). In February, the Gophers 
defeated then-#25 and eventual Final Four team 
Michigan State in East Lansing for the first time 
since 1997 (later vacated) – the team’s first road win 
over a top-25 team since 2012.

Pitino came to Gold Country after spending one 
season at the helm of the Florida International Uni-
versity (FIU) basketball program. 

Prior to leading FIU, Pitino served as the Associate 
Head Coach for one season and an assistant for two 
other seasons under his father, Rick, at Louisville. 
In three years overall with the Cardinals, he helped 
the program to a combined 88-25 record, a pair of 
NCAA Elite Eight berths (2008 and 2009) and one 
NCAA Final Four appearance (2012). His efforts also 
helped the Cards land two of top 15 recruiting class-
es in his three years (2007-08 and 2008-09).  Piti-
no also spent time as an assistant for two seasons 
under Billy Donovan at Florida. In his time with the 
Gators, the club was a combined 50-20 with back-
to back NCAA Tournament appearances, including 
reaching the 2011 NCAA Southeast Regional finals 
before falling to NCAA runner-up Butler.
