STARTING FIVE

1. After a five-day, two-game road trip, the Gophers return home to
host No. 5 lllinois. Minnesota is 13-1 at Williams Arena this season
(17th time in school history with 13 home wins) and averages 80.6
points, while allowing only 68.3. In scoring 1,129 points at Williams
Arena, Minnesota has made 371 field goals, 104 3-pointers and
283 free throws (opponents have attempted only 291 free throws
at Williams Arena). Minnesota also has lopsided home numbers in
assists (230-185), blocks (70-35) and steals (88-70).

2. The Gophers are 66-116 all-time against lllinois, but are 45-44
against the lllini at home. Minnesota has won the last two games
between the schools at Williams Arena (86-75 in 2019 and 77-67 in
2018) and Minnesota’s last home loss to lllinois was 76-71in 2016.
3. Minnesota is 5-4 against ranked opponents this year. The
Gophers, who played only eight ranked opponents last season,
have beaten No. 4 lowa, No. 7 Michigan, No. 17 Michigan State, No.
24 Purdue and No. 25 Ohio State this year. The five ranked wins
also ties a school regular-season record, as Minnesota also beat
five ranked opponents in 2012-13. That year, Minnesota beat No. 1
Indiana, No. 12 at lllinois, No. 18 Michigan State, No. 19 vs. Memphis

and No. 20 Wisconsin (OT). The Gophers picked up a sixth ranked win in the NCAA tournament when it beat
No. 24 UCLA. The previous high under Coach Pitino was four ranked wins in the regular season and came in
2018-19. That year, Minnesota played 11 raked opponents (Pitino-era high) and beat No. 11 Purdue, No. 19 lowa,
No. 22 at Wisconsin and No. 24 Nebraska. The Gophers earned a fifth ranked win in the Big Ten tournament
by beating No. 13 Purdue. Minnesota has never beaten three top-10 teams in a regular season (did beat No.
4 Illinois and No. 10 Purdue in the 1989-90 regular season and beat No. 6 Syracuse in the NCAA Tournament).
4. Marcus Carr played in his 53nd game as a Gopher at Indiana. Carr averages 17.1 points per game and 6.03
assists per game as a Gopher. At this point in his career, his 17.1 points per game would rank tenth in school
history (minimum 40 games played) and would be the best career scoring average since Mychal Thompson
averaged 20.8 points from 1975-78. His average of 6.03 assists per game would rank first in school history
(minimum 40 games played) ahead of Ray Williams who averaged 5.7 from 1976-77.

5. Marcus Carr banked in a three with 7.0 seconds left to beat Purdue 71-68 on Feb. 11. It was the last field
goal attempt of game by Minnesota and was Carr’s fourth game winner or game-tying basket of his career.
This season he is 12-28 from the field in end of half situations (under a minute to play) and 6-17 from three. He
has 14 field goals in the final 20 seconds of halves and eight field goals in the final ten seconds of his career.

MINNESOTA BASKETBALL

KALSCHEUR OUT

« Gabe Kalscheur broke a finger in his right hand
(shooting hand) when the team was practicing at
Maryland on Feb. 16. Kalscheur, who started the first
88 games of his career, did not play at Indiana and
is out indefinitely. The junior ranks sixth in school
history in made threes (180) and attempted threes
(521). Kalscheur has scored 916 points for Minnesota
and is 84 shy away of scoring 1,000 for his career.

TEST DRIVE

« Marcus Carr scored six points at Purdue (1/30),
which was his lowest output of the season (also
snapped an 18-game streak for Carr scoring in dou-
ble figures). Carr scored 18 points at Rutgers, which
was Minnesota’s next game after Purdue. Carr
scored only nine points at Maryland and then scored
19 at Indiana. The bounce-back performances are
typical for Carr. Prior to the game at Purdue, his last
sub-10 point-performance was at Indiana (3/4/20).
Carr scored less than 10 points in seven games last
season and never consecutively. He typically fol-
lowed up a less than 10-point game with a memora-
ble output, averaging 20.28 points per game in the
next game last season.

CAREER HIGHS

« Jamal Mashburn Jr., made his first career start
at Indiana and scored a career high 19 points in35
minutes. Tre” Williams also totaled a career high 11
points at Indiana. Isaiah lhnen scored a career high
12 points at Maryland, which was the first game of
Minnesota’s five-day road trip.

SOMETHING ABOUT HOME

« Minnesota started 11-0 this season at Williams Are-
na. That mark was its best since 2016-17 when it was
also 11-0 at home. Michigan State handed Minnesota
its first home loss that season in the twelfth game,
defeating the Gophers 75-74 in overtime. Minnesota
would finish the 2016-17 campaign with a 17-3 mark
at home. Minnesota’s first home loss this year was
63-49 to Maryland. Minnesota plays only 17 home
games this year and has games left against lllinois,
Northwestern and Rutgers.

« Minnesota won its first four Big Ten home games,
as it beat No. 4 lowa, No. 17 Michigan State, No. 25
Ohio State and No. 7 Michigan. The 4-0 conference
start at home tied the team’s best mark under Coach
Pitino, which it also accomplished last season.

- Dating back to last season, Minnesota had won 12
straight at home before falling to Maryland on Jan.
23. That was the longest stretch for the Gophers
since they won 12 straight at more than a decade
ago. Minnesota ended 2007-08 going 3-0 at home
and started 2008-09 with a 9-0 home record.

15 AND 5

- Liam Robbins had 11 points and 10 rebounds against
Purdue (2/11) for his third double-double. Robbins has
scored in double figures 15 times and has grabbed five

or more rebounds 16 times. He has totaled at least 15
points and five rebounds in seven games this season.
The U is 5-2 when he hits those benchmarks.

BLOCKED AND REPORTED

« Liam Robbins averages 2.64 blocks per game,
which leads the Big Ten and ranks 13th in the nation.
The 7-0 center is the first Gopher to total more than
five blocks in one game (six at Purdue on 1/30) since
Daniel Oturu had five against Northwestern (1/5/20).
Robbins has 58 blocks this season and needs nine
more to crack the top 10 in school single-season his-
tory (Damian Johnson is currently tenth after record-
ing 67 blocks in 2009-10). Robbins’ average of 2.64
blocks per game places him sixth in the school sin-
gle-season record books, just behind Randy Breuer
(3.0 bpg in 1982-83) and ahead of Kevin McHale (2.6
bpg in 1979-80) and Breuer (2.6 bpg in 1981-82).

DOUBLE FIGURES

- Minnesota had four players (Marcus Carr, Jamal Mash-
burn Jr., Brandon Johnson and Tre’ Williams) score in
double-figures at Indiana (2/17). It was the 11th game
this season (7th in B1G play) where four players scored
10 points or more. Minnesota has two games this year
— wins against Ohio State and St. Louis — where five
players scored in double figures.

CURRY PROVIDES RELIEF

« Eric Curry, who has overcome two significant ACL
injuries during his career, is averaging 12.6 minutes,
3.5 points and 2.1 rebounds. He scored six points
and had three steals in a home win against Michigan
and then added 10 points at Purdue. The 10 points
were the most for Curry since he scored 11 against
Penn State on Jan. 19, 2019.

NEW STARTER

« Tre’ Williams has started the last six games. As a
starter he is averaging 22.6 minutes, 7.0 points and
2.1 rebounds per game.

FIRST DOUBLE-DOUBLE

« Brandon Johnson recorded his first double-double
as a Gopher (13 points, 10 rebounds) against Nebras-
ka. He has scored at least 10 points nine times this
season and has grabbed at least 10 rebounds twice.

AT THE HALF

« Minnesota was winning three of its last four road
games at the half (35-30 at Purdue, 37-35 at Rut-
gers and 37-35 at Indiana). These are the only three
games this season that Minnesota did not win when
it was leading at the half. Minnesota is 11-3 when
leading after 20 minutes and 2-6 when trailing. Min-
nesota’s wins came against Boston College (trailed
31-30, won 85-80 in OT) and at home against Purdue
(trailed 32-30, won 71-68).

CLOSE WINS
« Minnesota is 3-1in games decided by five points or
less and 6-2 in games decided by 10 points or less.

Richard Pitino is in his eighth season as the 17th
head coach of the University of Minnesota’s Golden
Gopher men’s basketball team.

Pitino’s seventh season at the helm of the Golden
Gophers was cut short as COVID-19 resulted in the
cancellation of the season as Minnesota was pre-
pared to play in the second round of the Big Ten
Tournament and sitting on the bubble for the NCAA
Tournament. Daniel Oturu earned numerous awards
for his play, including NABC All-District, Sporting
News and CBS Sports All-America Third Team hon-
oree, as well as a Associated Press All-America
honorable mention. At the conference level, Oturu
earned All-Big Ten Second Team honors from the
coaches and media, along with Big Ten All-Defen-
sive Team recognition and a spot on the USBWA
All-District Team. Marcus Carr also got conference
recognition as he earned a spot on the All-Big Ten
third team by the media vote.

Pitino guided the Gophers to their second NCAA
Tournament bid in three seasons in 2018-19, along
with just the second tournament victory in nearly 30
years. The Gophers won 22 games, finished sev-
enth in the Big Ten and upset the No. 7-seed Louis-
ville Cardinals in the NCAA first round. Two Gophers
in Jordan Murphy and Amir Coffey earned All-Big
Ten nods, the former also earning NABC All-District
honors.

In his fifth season, Pitino saw the Gophers achieve
several notable achievements. The Gophers were
ranked nationally to begin the season and as high
as 12th, while two individuals picked up All-Big Ten
honors. Jordan Murphy earned his third straight All-
Big Ten nod after a year in which he led the confer-
ence in rebounding and tied for the nation’s lead in
double-doubles (24). Nate Mason received All-Big
Ten honorable mention after capping a career in
which he ranked among the all-time Gophers.

The 2017 Big Ten Coach of the Year as voted by the
league’s media and head coaches, Pitino led the
Gophers to a school-record 23 regular season wins
and an NCAA appearance for the first time since
2013. Earning a No. 5 seed in the tournament - the
Gophers’ highest since 1982 - Pitino guided the Go-
phers to an 11-win Big Ten season, the most since
the 1990 campaign. Four Gophers received All-Big
Ten honors, including First Team selection Nate

Mason and Defensive Player of the Year Reggie
Lynch along with third teamer Jordan Murphy and
All-Freshman selection Amir Coffey.

The 2016-17 season saw several accomplishments,
including the selection of freshman Jordan Murphy
to the Big Ten All-Freshman Team. He was the Go-
phers’ first honoree since 2005 and only the third
ever. The Gophers also picked up signature victories
over No. 6 Maryland at home, along with improving
to 3-0 under Pitino in the Big Ten/ACC Challenge af-
ter a home victory over Clemson in November.

In 2015-16, the Gophers set a new school sin-
gle-season record with 313 steals, passing the
previous mark of 297 set in 2007-08. The team
averaged 74.2 points per game, the highest since
the 2001-02 season and the second straight season
under head coach Richard Pitino that the Gophers
have averaged more than 71 points per game. Two
of his players garnered All-Big Ten honorable men-
tions in guard Andre Hollins (coaches & media) and
Maurice Walker (media). In February, the Gophers
defeated then-#25 and eventual Final Four team
Michigan State in East Lansing for the first time
since 1997 (later vacated) — the team’s first road win
over a top-25 team since 2012.

Pitino came to Gold Country after spending one
season at the helm of the Florida International Uni-
versity (FIU) basketball program.

Prior to leading FIU, Pitino served as the Associate
Head Coach for one season and an assistant for two
other seasons under his father, Rick, at Louisville.
In three years overall with the Cardinals, he helped
the program to a combined 88-25 record, a pair of
NCAA Elite Eight berths (2008 and 2009) and one
NCAA Final Four appearance (2012). His efforts also
helped the Cards land two of top 15 recruiting class-
es in his three years (2007-08 and 2008-09). Piti-
no also spent time as an assistant for two seasons
under Billy Donovan at Florida. In his time with the
Gators, the club was a combined 50-20 with back-
to back NCAA Tournament appearances, including
reaching the 2011 NCAA Southeast Regional finals
before falling to NCAA runner-up Butler.
