MINNESOTA BASKETBALL

TEST DRIVE

« Marcus Carr scored only six points at Purdue, which
was his lowest output of the season (also snapped an
18-game streak for Carr scoring in double figures). Carr
scored 18 points at Rutgers, which was Minnesota’s
next game after playing Purdue. The bounce-back per-
formance is typical for Carr. Prior to the game at Purdue,
his last sub-10 point-performance was at Indiana on
March 4, 2020. Carr scored less than 10 points in seven
different games last season and never in consecutive
games. He typically followed up a less than 10-point
game with a memorable output, averaging 20.28 points
per game in the next game.

15 AND 5

« Liam Robbins had 16 points and 10 rebounds at Rut-
gers. It was his second double-double of the season, as
he had 27 points and 14 rebounds in a win against Ohio
State. Robbins has scored in double figures 14 times
this season and he has grabbed five or more rebounds
15 times. Robbins has totaled at least 15 points and
five rebounds the same time in seven games this sea-
son. Minnesota is 5-2 (wins: Kansas City, lowa, Michi-
gan State, Ohio State, Michigan; losses: at Purdue, at
Rutgers) when its center hits those benchmarks.

DOUBLE FIGURES

- Minnesota had four players (Marcus Carr, Liam Rob-
bins, Brandon Johnson and Jamal Mashburn Jr.) score in
double-figures at Rutgers. It was the eighth game this
season (fourth in B1G play) where four players scored 10
or more points and the first playing at lowa on Jan. 10.
Minnesota has two games this year — wins against Ohio
State and St. Louis — where it had five players score in
double figures.

CURRY MAKES SPICY PLAYS

« Eric Curry has provided Minnesota with some valu-
able minutes off the bench this season. Curry, who
has overcome two significant ACL injuries during his
career at Minnesota is averaging 12.4 minutes per
game and is contributing 3.8 points per game and
1.9 rebounds per game. He scored six points and
had three steals in 15 minutes in a home win against
Michigan and then added 10 points at Purdue. The
10 points were a season high and were the most for
Curry since he scored 11 against Penn State on Jan.
19, 2019.

NEW STARTER

« Tre’ Williams replaced Both Gach in the starting
lineup the last two games. At Purdue, he had eight
points and five rebounds in 23:35 of action. It was
his first start this season and the fifth of his career.
The eight points and five rebounds were both sea-
son highs for the sophomore. Williams was 3-of-4
from the field and made both of his 3-point attempts.

RARE SETBACKS

« Minnesota led Purdue 35-30 at the half and was
winning 37-35 at the half at Rutgers. However, the
Gophers dropped both road contests. These are the

only two times this season that Minnesota did not
win when it was leading at the half. Minnesota is
now 10-2 when leading at the half and 1-5 when trail-
ing. Minnesota’s lone win when trailing at the half
came against Boston College. The Gophers trailed
the Eagles 31-30, but won 85-80 in overtime.

DOUBLE DIGITS

« Brandon Johnson scored 10 points at Rutgers,
hitting the double-figure mark in points for the sixth
time this season.

TWO IN THE TOP 10

« Marcus Carr and Liam Robbins were both recently
names top ten candidate for the Bob Cousy Point
Guard of the Year Award (Carr) and the Kareem
Abdul-Jabbar Center of the Year Award (Robbins).
Minnesota and lllinois (Ayo Dosunmu - Cousy, Kofi
Cockburn - Abdul-Jabbar) are the only schools with
a student-athlete on each list.

RANKED CONVERSATION

«» Minnesota beat St. Louis when it was unranked,
but receiving votes, meaning that Minnesota faced
a ranked team or a receiving votes team in nine-
straight games (Gophers went 5-4). That streak start-
ed on Dec. 15, 2020 at No. 13 lllinois and ran through
Jan. 16, 2021 against No. 7 Michigan.

« The Gophers have four ranked wins this year, as
they have beaten No. 4 lowa, No. 17 Michigan State,
No. 25 Ohio State and No. 7 Michigan. Minnesota
handed lowa (13-6), Michigan (13-1) and St. Louis
(8-3) their first loses of the season. The combined
record of those three schools is 34-10. Add in Ohio
State and the record of the four schools is 49-14,
meaning that Minnesota is responsible for 28% of
the losses of those four teams.

« Minnesota has played eight ranked opponents
this season (first eight games in Big Ten play) and
was 4-4 in those games. The Gophers played only
eight ranked opponents last season after facing 11 (a
high in the Pinto era) in 2018-19. Minnesota faced six
ranked opponents in 2017-18, five in 2016-17, six in
2015-16, six in 2014-15, and nine in 2013-14 (Pitino’s
first season at Minnesota).

« Minnesota has won 11 games against ranked op-
ponents during the last three seasons, which is the
most in a three-season span in program history.

GOPHERS IN THE CLASSROOM

« Minnesota recorded a 3.18 term GPA last semester.
In also held a 3.05 cumulative GPA, with a majority
of the players posting a 3.0 GPA or higher. It marked
the third-straight semester where the Gophers had a
term and cumulative GPA of at least 3.0. The Gophers
also held its highest multiyear APR (Academic Prog-
ress Report) this past year at 990.

Richard Pitino is in his eighth season as the 17th
head coach of the University of Minnesota’s Golden
Gopher men’s basketball team.

Pitino’s seventh season at the helm of the Golden
Gophers was cut short as COVID-19 resulted in the
cancellation of the season as Minnesota was pre-
pared to play in the second round of the Big Ten
Tournament and sitting on the bubble for the NCAA
Tournament. Daniel Oturu earned numerous awards
for his play, including NABC All-District, Sporting
News and CBS Sports All-America Third Team hon-
oree, as well as a Associated Press All-America
honorable mention. At the conference level, Oturu
earned All-Big Ten Second Team honors from the
coaches and media, along with Big Ten All-Defen-
sive Team recognition and a spot on the USBWA
All-District Team. Marcus Carr also got conference
recognition as he earned a spot on the All-Big Ten
third team by the media vote.

Pitino guided the Gophers to their second NCAA
Tournament bid in three seasons in 2018-19, along
with just the second tournament victory in nearly 30
years. The Gophers won 22 games, finished sev-
enth in the Big Ten and upset the No. 7-seed Louis-
ville Cardinals in the NCAA first round. Two Gophers
in Jordan Murphy and Amir Coffey earned All-Big
Ten nods, the former also earning NABC All-District
honors.

In his fifth season, Pitino saw the Gophers achieve
several notable achievements. The Gophers were
ranked nationally to begin the season and as high
as 12th, while two individuals picked up All-Big Ten
honors. Jordan Murphy earned his third straight All-
Big Ten nod after a year in which he led the confer-
ence in rebounding and tied for the nation’s lead in
double-doubles (24). Nate Mason received All-Big
Ten honorable mention after capping a career in
which he ranked among the all-time Gophers.

The 2017 Big Ten Coach of the Year as voted by the
league’s media and head coaches, Pitino led the
Gophers to a school-record 23 regular season wins
and an NCAA appearance for the first time since
2013. Earning a No. 5 seed in the tournament - the
Gophers’ highest since 1982 - Pitino guided the Go-
phers to an 11-win Big Ten season, the most since
the 1990 campaign. Four Gophers received All-Big
Ten honors, including First Team selection Nate

Mason and Defensive Player of the Year Reggie
Lynch along with third teamer Jordan Murphy and
All-Freshman selection Amir Coffey.

The 2016-17 season saw several accomplishments,
including the selection of freshman Jordan Murphy
to the Big Ten All-Freshman Team. He was the Go-
phers’ first honoree since 2005 and only the third
ever. The Gophers also picked up signature victories
over No. 6 Maryland at home, along with improving
to 3-0 under Pitino in the Big Ten/ACC Challenge af-
ter a home victory over Clemson in November.

In 2015-16, the Gophers set a new school sin-
gle-season record with 313 steals, passing the
previous mark of 297 set in 2007-08. The team
averaged 74.2 points per game, the highest since
the 2001-02 season and the second straight season
under head coach Richard Pitino that the Gophers
have averaged more than 71 points per game. Two
of his players garnered All-Big Ten honorable men-
tions in guard Andre Hollins (coaches & media) and
Maurice Walker (media). In February, the Gophers
defeated then-#25 and eventual Final Four team
Michigan State in East Lansing for the first time
since 1997 (later vacated) — the team’s first road win
over a top-25 team since 2012.

Pitino came to Gold Country after spending one
season at the helm of the Florida International Uni-
versity (FIU) basketball program.

Prior to leading FIU, Pitino served as the Associate
Head Coach for one season and an assistant for two
other seasons under his father, Rick, at Louisville.
In three years overall with the Cardinals, he helped
the program to a combined 88-25 record, a pair of
NCAA Elite Eight berths (2008 and 2009) and one
NCAA Final Four appearance (2012). His efforts also
helped the Cards land two of top 15 recruiting class-
es in his three years (2007-08 and 2008-09). Piti-
no also spent time as an assistant for two seasons
under Billy Donovan at Florida. In his time with the
Gators, the club was a combined 50-20 with back-
to back NCAA Tournament appearances, including
reaching the 2011 NCAA Southeast Regional finals
before falling to NCAA runner-up Butler.
