GOPHERS GEAR UP FOR 2022 SEASON

Minnesota is in its 134th season in program
history in the spring of 2022. The Golden Gophers
are looking to bounce back from an arduous
2021 season when it dealt with injuries, COVID
stoppages and much more.

ANDERSON ENTERS YEAR 41 AT THE ‘U’

John Anderson enters his 41st year at the helm of
Gopher Baseball and holds a 1,333-933-3 (.594)
overall record. This includes a 598-383 (.610) Big
Ten record. Under Anderson’s watch, the Gophers
have won 11 Big Ten titles and have made the NCAA
Tournament 19 times.

KEY RETURNERS MIX WITH BEVY OF NEWCOMERS
Minnesota returns 23 players, including seven
position player starters and eight pitchers who
appeared in games last year. The ‘U’ also brought
in 15 newcomers, including 11 freshmen, to make
up its 37-player roster. Five Division | transfers:
Randon Dauman (RHP; Saint Louis), Joe Hauser
(SS; Arizona State), Richie Holetz (RHP; Nebraska-
Omaha), Aidan Maldonado (RHP; lllinois) and Will
Semb (RHP; lowa) are all expected to contribute
immediately to Minnesota’s lineup.

TOP-50 RECRUITING CLASS

Minnesota’s nine-member 2021 recruiting class
ranked No. 49 in the College Baseball News top-
50 class rankings this past fall. Shortshop Brady
Counsell (Milwaukee, Wis.) was ranked as the No.
479 player in the country by Perfect Game and No.
2 middle infielder in Wisconsin. Third baseman
Chase Becker (Coralville, lowa) and right-handed

pitcher Seth Clausen also appeared right arount the
top 500.

TWO COACHNG STAFF MEMBERS JOIN THE FOLD
Head coach John Anderson added two new
members to the coaching staff this season in Trey
Vavra (volunteer assistant) and Tom Windle (student
assistant). The older brother of former Gopher and
Orioles prosect Terrin Vavra, Trey spent the last few
seasons coaching at St. Thomas. He helped lead
UST to the Division IIl world series in 2021. Windle
pitched for the ‘U’ from 2010-12 and was a second
round pick of the L.A. Dodgers. He’s pitched in the
minor leagues for the past nine seasons.

BIG TEN PLAYERS TO WATCH

Three Gophers were named as 2022 Big Ten
‘Players to Watch’ heading into the season. Senior
catcher Chase Stanke, senior first baseman Ronnie
Sweeny and junior right-handed pitcher Sam Ireland
all made the list. Stanke ranked second among
Gophers in batting average last year while Sweeny
led the squad with nine home runs and 30 RBI.
Ireland is projected to be the Friday starter in 2022.

BERTRAND EARNS PRESEASON HONORS IN OUTFIELD
Gophers redshirt senior outfielder Easton Bertrand
was named as a top-150 (No. 110) outfielder in the
country by D1Baseball.com. The lllinois native led
Minnesota with a .295 batting average last season
while hitting five home runs with 13 RBI.

-Left-handed pitcher Lucas Gilbreath continued
his meteoric rise through the Rockies minor league
organization this season and ended up making his
MLB debut in May. He was impressive in his first
MLB season, tallying a 3-2 record with a 3.38 ERA in
42.2 innings pitched over 47 games. He struck out
44, walked 23 and allowed just 16 earned runs.
-2020 No. 3 overall MLB Draft pick Max Meyer is
also cruising through the Marlins minor league
system. He had a fantastic summer in AA, making
20 appearances (all starts) and posting a 6-4 record
with a 2.27 ERA in 111.0 innings pitched. He made
two starts at AAA and will likely start there this
summer.

-Current Gophers student assistant Tom Windle
made 22 appearances for the Syracuse Mets
(Triple-A), going 1-4 with a 5.48 ERA in 23.0 innings.
He made two saves and struck out 14.

-2018 Gophers All-American shortstop Terrin Vavra
spent most of his season with the Orioles Double-A
team, the Bowie Baysox. He hit .248 (37-for-149)

with five home runs, 20 RBI, one triple and 10
doubles with 29 walks.

-Minnesota has multiple other alumni playing rookie
league, A, AA and AAA ball.

BATEMAN SETS THE TONE

-Sophomore centerfielder Brett Bateman has a team-
best six-game hitting streak entering Tuesday’s
game against St. Thomas. He’s had multiple hits in
three of the past five games, including two three-hit
games in the past two.

GOPHERS HITTING THE LONG BALL

-Minnesota ranks first in the Big Ten and No. 22 in
the nation with 10 home runs in eight games this
season. Chase Stanke is tied for the conference lead
with three while Easton Bertrand has two. Kyle Bork,
Joe Hauser, Jack Kelly, Ronnie Sweeny and Andrew
Wilhite have hit one each.

MINNESOTA SWIPING BASES EARLY

-The Gophers have been aggressive on the base
paths through the first two weeks of the season,
swiping 11 bases in 15 attempts. The ‘U’ ranks fifth
in the conference in stolen bases and have gotten
contributions from six different players. Both
Bateman and Bertrand have stolen three bases
each.

BERTRAND STARTING OUT HOT
-The redshirt senior, who led the team with a .295
batting average last season, has started out the

2022 right where he left off.

-He led the Gophers offensive attack on opening
weekend, hitting .500 (6-for-12) with a pair of home
runs, 6 RBI and six runs scored. He hit two home
runs and had 5 RBI alone in a Feb. 21 game at FAU.

IRELAND FINDING HIS STUFF

-Junior Friday starter Sam Ireland picked up the first
win of his career on opening day, a 9-1 victory over
FAU. He pitched 5.0 innings, striking out five and
giving up just one earned run. He was even better
against Northeastern on Feb. 25, striking out 10 to
tie his career-high while pitching 7.1 innings.
-Ireland made it halfway through last season before
missing the rest because of injury. His health and
continued progression is key for the Gophers, who
are happy to have their ace back.
