WEEKLY NOTES

HISTORICAL NOTES

-The ‘U’ is in its 136th year in program history in the
spring of 2024.

-John Anderson is in his 43rd year at the helm of
the Gopher baseball program and has compiled a
1,365-997 career record. This includes a 612-413
record in Big Ten play.

-On April 22, 2022, Anderson became the first B1G
coach to ever surpass 600 wins in conference play.
He looks to add to that total this season.
ANDERSON'S FINAL RIDE

-The 2024 season will be head coach John
Anderson’s 43rd and final year leading the
Gophers. He announced in December that he will
retire at the conclusion of the season.

-Anderson has led Minnesota to 11 Big Ten titles
and have made the NCAA Tournament 19 times. He
is an eight-time Big Ten Coach of the Year honoree
and was named Mideast Region Coach of the Year
three times.

-Anderson’s career began as a player for the
Gophers in 1974 before he became a student
assistant from 1976-77 and graduate assistant
in 1978. From 1979-81, he served as an assistant
coach before being hired as the head coach in ‘81.

JUNIOR LEADERSHIP

-Minnesota’s roster consists of 12 juniors that
have gained valuable experience in their first two
seasons as members of the youngest team in the
Big Ten in 2023.

-Eight of the 12 juniors saw regular playing time
last season in key roles. Brady Counsell, Jake Perry
and ke Mezzenga made up the Minnesota infield

for most of the season, while Jake Larson found his
way into 32 games. Tucker Novotny was the Friday
starterin 2023 and Connor Wietgrefe, Noah Rooney,
and Seth Clausen played prominent roles in the
Gopher bullpen.

SOPHOMORE SLUGGERS

-Named 2025 MLB Top Prospects by D1 Baseball,
Weber Neels and Kris Hokenson have picked up
right where they left off as prominent freshmen.
-The two sophomores lead the team in RBIs with
Neels at 22 and Hokenson at 20.

-Neels has split time at catcher and first base and is
second on the team in on base percentage (.437),
hits (26) and doubles (6). He is third on the team in
average (.313) and fifth in slugging (.494).

-Neels came up clutch in two games at lowa over
the weekend. On Friday night, Neels hit a two-RBI
double to extend the Gophers lead to three. On
Sunday, Neels hit a go-ahead three-run home run.
-Hokenson is slashing .274/.391/.534 for the year.
He is third on the team in slugging percentage and
home runs (4), and fourth in on base percentage and
walks (12).

OFFENSIVE OUTPUT

-The Gophers scored 26 runs in their three-game
series at lowa last weekend, averaging 8.67 runs
per game in that span.

-On Friday night, the Minnesota offense exploaded
for 16 runs in a come-from-behind win over the
Hawkeyes. Six different Gophers collected multiple
RBIs in the win, led by Jake Perry and Josh Fitzgerald
with three each.

PRODUCTIVE PITCHING

-The Gophers’ pitching staff has put together
impressive numbers among Big Ten ranks to begin
the season. The Gophers have allowed the second-
fewest runs (142) and earned runs (115) in the Big
Ten. As a team, the ‘U’ ranks sixth in the Big Ten
in ERA (5.13) and fourth in opponent hitting (.254).
The team also ranks second in the conference in
strikeouts per nine innings (10.2) and is in the top 40
in the country in that statistic.

-Junior Connor Wietgrefe leads Minnesota starters
with a 4.06 ERA, which ranks 12th in the Big Ten
this season. In his start at lowa, he tallied seven
strikeouts in 4.2 innings.

-All three Gopher starters rank in the top 15 in the
Big Ten in strikeouts. Junior Will Semb leads the way
for Minnesota with 39 (7th), followed by Wietgrefe
with 36 (12th) and junior Tucker Novotny with 35
(14th).

-In13.1innings, junior Seth Clausen has struck out 19
batters. He picked up his first save of the season in
San Francisco, striking out three in 1.1 innings.

-Kyle Remington was named Big Ten Freshman of
the Week on Mar. 11. Since Mar. 4, Remington has
worked 12.0 innings, striking out 11 batters. He has
allowed just three earned runs and two extra base
hits and has an ERA of 2.25 in that span.

-Tyler Hemmesch has pitched 13.2 innings in seven
appearances for the Gophers in his rookie season.
He’s tallied 13 strikeouts with a 3.29 ERA.

-Charlie Sutherland has appeared in 14 games this
season with two starts. He has emerged as one of
the Gophers’ go-to hitters off the bench. In 24 at
bats, he is slashing .292/.393/.458 with a home run,
a double, six RBIs and four runs scored.

-Will Whelan worked his longest outing of the year
last weekend against lowa. In 3.0 innings, he moved
down the first six batters he faced, striking out all
six. He allowed just one run and walked one without
giving up a hit.

FITZGERALD ON FIRE

-Redshirt junior Josh Fitzgerald continued swinging
a hot bat this weekend at lowa.

-He collected five hits in 10 at bats, five RBIs and
three runs scored, including the game-tying home

-In the past two weekends, the Mason City, lowa
native is slashing .550/.640/1.000 with three
doubes, two home runs, six RBIs and eight runs
scored. He has also walked three times, been hit
by two pitches, stolen two bases and struck out just
three times in 25 plate appearances.

WEEKEND RECAP

-Minnesota began Big Ten play with a win on Friday
night at lowa. After falling behind 7-0 through two
innings, the Gophers’ offense came storming back.
-The ‘U’ scored 16 unanswered runs in the next four
innings, including seven in the third and five in the
sixth to coast to a 16-9 victory.

-All nine starters got on base and scored a run in
the win.

-The Gophers struck first on Saturday, scoring two in
the top of the first but lowa was able to answer with
two of their own.
