FIVE THINGS TO KNOW

University of Minnesota football begins its 142nd season, and the ninth

under head coach P.J. Fleck, Thursday, Aug. 28, as it hosts Buffalo at

Huntington Bank Stadium. Kickoff is scheduled for 7 p.m. on FS1 and
the Gopher Radio Network.

Minnesota is 98-37-6 all-time in season openers, including wins in two

of its last three openers (5-3 under Fleck). The Golden Gophers are

102-32-7 all-time in home openers with an identical stretch of two wins
in their past three home openers (also 5-3 under Fleck). Minnesota, which is
opening a season at home for the 13th straight year, is 10-6 in home openers
since Huntington Bank Stadium opened in 2009. The kickoff date of Aug. 28
is tied for the earliest in program history, matching the 2014 opener against
Eastern lllinois for earliest start date to a season.

True sophomore Koi Perich has been placed on

preseason watch lists for seven major awards, as well
as nine preseason All-America teams.

Heralded recruit Koi Perich more than lived up to the hype in his true

freshman season last year and now the accolades are rolling in for

the sophomore safety and return specialist. The Esko, Minn., native
has been named to numerous watch lists, including the Walter Camp Player
of the Year Award, Bednarik Award, Nagurski Trophy, Thorpe Award and
Hornung Award, and has been named a preseason All-American by multiple outlets including Walter Camp, ESPN, The Athletic, PFF and
Phil Steele. In 2024, Perich was named a Sporting News Second Team All-American to become the first Minnesota freshman to be named
an All-American since 1972 when the NCAA allowed freshmen to play to college football. Perich was also placed on the 2024 Freshman
All-America Team by the Football Writers Association of America (FWAA), earned a spot on the All-Big Ten First Team on defense and was
All-Big Ten Second Team as a return specialist. He was also one of five national finalists for the Shaun Alexander Freshman of the Year
Award. Perich played in all 13 games for Minnesota last season and excelled on defense and special teams and even played a few snaps
on offense. He finished fifth on the team with 46 tackles and had 2.5 tackles for loss. Perich led the Big Ten with five interceptions, setting
a Minnesota freshman record in the process, and broke up three
passes with one forced fumble. On special teams, he returned 16
kickoffs for 314 yards and 20 punts for 188 yards to become the
only freshman in all of FBS since 1976 to have recorded more than
100 punt return yards, 100 kick return yards and five interceptions

true freshman, completing 4-of-5 passes for 50 yards and a touch-
down. His most extensive action came in a win over Rhode Island
where he was 3-of-4 for 35 yards and an 8-yard TD strike, while

in the 2025 Duke's Mayo Bowl he completed a 15-yard pass. A three-star prospect coming out of Fayetteville High School, Lindsey was
named the state's Gatorade Player of the Year and the 7A Offensive Player of the Year. Lindsey helped lead his team to a 13-0 record and
a state championship in which he was named MVP. On the year, Lindsey threw for 3,941 yards while completing 69 percent of his passes
(264-for-383) as he tossed 54 touchdowns against just three interceptions for a TD:INT ratio of 18-to-1.

The 2025 campaign is the ninth for P.J. Fleck at Minnesota, making him the fifth-longest tenured coach in program history (see box

above). His record stands at 58-39, putting him fifth in program history in overall wins and games coached (97), in addition to ranking

fourth in Big Ten wins (34). Fleck's .598 win percentage is third best among Minnesota coaches with at least 45 games under their
helm behind only Henry L. Williams (.786, 1900-21) and Bernie Bierman (.716, 1932-41, ‘45-50). In his 13th season overall as a college
head coach, Fleck is 88-61 (.591).

FACING BUFFALD

P Minnesota and Buffalo are meeting for the third time
ever when they open the 2025 season Thursday night. The
Gophers won the previous two matchups behind a 41-17
victory in 2002 and a 17-7 win to open the 2017 campaign,
which was P.J. Fleck's first game as head coach of
Minnesota. Like Thursday's game, the prior contests both
took place in Minneapolis.

P Including that win over the Bulls in 2017, Fleck is

2-1 all-time against Buffalo including his time at Western
Michigan.

P Thursday night also marks the third time that Fleck

will battle a team coached by Pete Lembo. The two faced
off three times from 2013-15 when Fleck was at WMU and
Lembo helmed Ball State. Fleck's Broncos went 2-1 in those
contests, including wins in the past two meetings.

P All-time against schools in the Mid-American
Conference, the Golden Gophers are 35-5-1. Minnesota has
won two in a row and 10 of its last 11 against MAC schools
dating back to 2011.

P Minnesota has two native New Yorkers on its roster in
redshirt freshmen Jaylin Hicks and Samuel Madu. Hicks, a
defensive lineman, is from Harlem, while Madu, a defensive
back, is from the Bronx. Both are located in the southeast
corner of the state. It's the opposite corner of the state from
Buffalo, roughly a seven hour drive away.

» Buffalo has no Minnesotans on its roster, but sixth-year
defensive back Solomon Brown spent the 2019-21 seasons
with the Gophers, appearing in seven games.

P> Gopher redshirt junior wide receiver Javon Tracy
played against the Bulls in 2023 when he was at Miami
(OH), catching five passes for a career-high 123 yards.

P Minnesota tight ends coach Eric Koehler and Buffalo
defensive coordinator/linebackers coach Joe Bowen were
both on staff at Miami (OH). In 2022, Koehler was the
offensive coordinator/quarterbacks coach and Bowen the
Redhawks' linebackers coach and run game coordinator.
Bowen was also a GA at Miami (OH) from 2015-16 and an
offensive intern from 2013-15, while Koehler took over as
the OC/QBs coach in 2014.

P Koehler also overlapped at Miami (OH) with Buffalo
defensive line coach Isiah Dunning, who was a Redhawks
GA with the defensive line from 2017-18. In addition,
Dunning was a defensive lineman at Grand Valley State
from 2011-14, while Koehler was the school's OC/QBs
during Dunning's first two seasons as the school.

»  Buffalo is coming off a 9-4 season in 2024, including a
6-2 record in the Mid-American Conference. It marked just
the third time in program history the Bulls won nine games in
a season, and they ended the year on a five-game winning
streak for the first time since 1959. Last year's campaign
was capped off with a 26-7 win over Liberty in the 2025
Bahamas Bowl.

P Lastyear's QB1, C.J. Ogbonna, entered the transfer
portal which leaves an opening under center. The only other
quarterback to record stats last year for Buffalo was Gunnar
Gray, who was 4-of-11 for 41 yards and an interception.

P Top rusher Al-Jay Henderson returns after gaining
1,078 yards and nine touchdowns on 204 carries. He
averaged 82.9 yards per game and 5.3 yards per rush.
Henderson's rushing average per game was second in the
MAC last year, while his total rush yards and rushing touch-
downs ranked third. In addition, his 101.9 all-purpose yards
per game ranked fifth.

» Buffalo's top receiver, Victor Snow, also returns in
2025. He led the Bulls in receptions (55), receiving yards
(651) and touchdown catches (6) last year, averaging 50.1
receiving yards per game and 11.8 yards per reception.

» Linebacker Red Murdock is Buffalo's top returning tack-
ler, finishing second in the country a year ago with 156 tack-
les and 12.0 tackles per game. He led the FBS with seven
forced fumbles and was 13th in tackles for loss (16.5).

P Returning edge rusher Kobe Stewart led the MAC with
9.5 sacks in 2024, while teammate Dion Crawford tied for
second at 8.5. The team's top returning interception leader
is Marquis Cooper, who had two picks last year to go with a
team-high eight pass breakups.

» Like Minnesota, Buffalo is also replacing its entire punt-
ing and kicking units from last year as punter Ethan Duane
exhausted eligibility and kicker Upton Bellenfant transferred.
»  Snow averaged 14.5 yards on 15 punt returns, while
primary kick returner Terrance Shelton Jr., is also back after
tallying 16.3 yards on 13 returns.

LAST TIME VS. THE BULLS

P With assistance from the AP: Tyler Johnson had a
61-yard touchdown reception from Conor Rhoda in the first
quarter to give Minnesota a spark in coach P.J. Fleck's first
game as the Gophers grinded out a 17-7 victory over Buffalo
in the 2017 season opener.

» Rhoda started the game and went 12 for 21 for 176
yards with a touchdown and one interception. Johnson
racked up 141 yards on six catches, all in the first half.

» Rodney Smith and Shannon Brooks were able to

find enough room to wear down the Bulls and run out the
clock. Brooks scored on a short run near the end of the first
quarter, while Emmit Carpenter's 43-yard field goal with two
minutes left in the fourth gave the Gophers a cushion.

»  Safety Antoine Winfield Jr. had a sack, a blocked field
goal and two pass breakups for Minnesota. The Gophers
forced eight punts and held the Bulls to 51 yards on 22 rushes.
P Anthony Johnson finished with 11 grabs for 140 yards
for Buffalo, including a 50-yard completion that set up his
16-yard touchdown catch from Tyree Jackson on the next
play for the Bulls to tie the game late in the first quarter.
Jackson finished 22 for 42 for 211 yards and one intercep-
tion. Khalil Hodge had 20 tackles on defense.

MILESTONE WATCH

»  With 1,785 career rush yards, Darius Taylor is current-
ly 23rd at Minnesota. He is 65 yards away from Minnesota's
top 20 and 215 yards from becoming the 18th player in
program history to reach 2,000 career rush yards.

P The next 100-yard rushing game would be the 10th of
Taylor's career, giving him sole possession of 10th place in
program history.

D Atrue junior, Taylor has 65 career receptions, put-
ting him one back of reaching the all-time top three at
Minnesota. He's also 111 receiving yards away from reach-
ing the top five in that category, as well.

P Already with four career games of at least 200+ all-pur-
pose yards, Taylor is one performance away from tying for
second in team annals.

P Fellow running back A.J. Turner ran for 984 yards in
three seasons at Marshall, putting him 16 away from 1,000
for his career.

»  Sitting at 1,314 career receiving yards, all recorded at
UCLA, wide receiver Logan Loya is 186 yards away from
1,500 for his career.

» Minnesota and Buffalo both received votes in the
Preseason Coaches Poll, but did not appear in the
Preseason AP Poll. The Gophers' 11 votes in the Coaches
Poll put them 46th, while the Bulls' one vote slotted them 51st.
P Two Gopher opponents are in the top 25 of both pre-
season polls, while three more appear in at least one.

P Defending national champion Ohio State is ranked
third by the AP and second by the Coaches, while Oregon
sits seventh in each poll.

P Nebraska and lowa are both receiving votes in each
poll, while Buffalo appears in the Coaches Poll.

P Minnesota went 2-2 against AP Top 25 teams last
year, losing at then-No. 12 Michigan on Sept. 28, 27-24,
before returning home the following week to beat then-No.
11 USC on Oct. 5, 24-17 and winning on the road at No.
24 lllinois, 25-17, on Nov. 2. The Gophers also fell to No. 4
Penn State, 26-25, on Nov. 23.

P The four ranked foes last year tied for the most in one
season since playing five ranked teams in 2015.

P Minnesota recorded two wins over AP top-25 teams
in the regular season for the first time since 2000 when it
beat No. 6 Ohio State and No. 22 lllinois.

P The Gophers' win over the Trojans was their first
against a team ranked 11th or better since beating No. 9
Auburn in the 2020 Outback Bowl and the first such win at
home since topping No. 5 Penn State in 2019.

P The win against the lllini was the first top-25 road win
for Minnesota since taking down No. 24 lowa in 2023.

THURSDAY NIGHT FOOTBALL

P Minnesota is opening the season on a Thursday
night, something it has done 16 times previously in its
history, all since 2001. In fact, the Golden Gophers have
opened on a Thursday for the last 12 full seasons since
2012 (excluding the 2020 COVID season).

P The Gophers are 21-11 all-time in program history
on Thursdays, including 20-7 in the regular season.
Minnesota has won seven of its last nine games on the
day and is 6-2 under P.J. Fleck on Thursdays.

P The Gophers have a .665 winning percentage in their
history when playing on days other than Saturday, going
61-30-3. Under Fleck, the team is 14-4 on non-Saturdays.
P  Alist of Thursday games can be found on Page 4.

AUGUST ACTION

P Thursday marks the 15th game in program history
to occur in the month of August. The Gophers have gone
11-3 in their previous August matchups, including wins in
11 of their past 12 contests in the month.

P Under P.J. Fleck, the Gophers are 4-1 in August.

LOOKING AT THE '25 SLATE

P Minnesota's 2025 opponents combined to go 79-76
in 2024. The .510 win percentage ranks fifth lowest among
the 18 Big Ten teams.

»  Two of the Gophers' 2025 opponents reached the
College Football Playoff last year, including national cham-
pion Ohio State. Five other opponents reached a bow!
game. The seven combined postseason opponents ties for
fifth fewest in the conference.

P The Golden Gophers have one new opponent on the
slate as they match up with Northwestern State for the first
time ever on Sept. 6.

P In addition, the non-conference sees Minnesota play
Buffalo for the first time since 2017 on Aug. 28 and face
Cal for the first time since 2009 on Sept. 13. Il mark the
Gophers first trip to Berkeley since 2006.

P Within the Big Ten, Minnesota meets Oregon as con-
ference foes for the first time on Nov. 14. It will be the first
meeting overall since 2003, first regular season contest
since 1975 and first ever trip to Eugene for the Golden
Gophers.

P Longstanding rivalries will continue as the Gophers
take on Wisconsin for the 118th straight season (every year
since 1907) and lowa for the 95th season in a row (every
year since 1931).

P The Gophers will also play their first ever game at
Wrigley Field when they visit Northwestern on Nov. 22. It'l
be the third time in the last five seasons that Minnesota
will have played in an MLB Stadium after playing in bowl
games at Chase Field (Arizona) in 2021 and Yankee
Stadium (New York) in 2022.

P lllinois is not on the Minnesota schedule this season,
marking the first time since 2013 that the teams will not
meet.

DYNAMIC DARIUS

» A two-time honorable mention All-Big Ten honoree,
junior running back Darius Taylor has established himself
as one of the top running backs in the Big Ten.

P Entering this year, he's been placed on watch lists

for the Doak Walker and Maxwell Awards, and he's been
named a Fourth Team All-American by Athlon.

» Last season, Taylor played in 12 of 13 games,
missing only the season opener. He rushed 205 times

for 986 yards and a career-high 10 touchdowns, and he
caught 54 passes for 350 yards and two scores. His 1,336
all-purpose yards led the Gophers and rank 26th in Gopher
single-season history.

»  Taylor was fifth in the Big Ten in rushing yards per
game (82.2) and all-purpose yards per game (111.33),
seventh in total touchdowns (12), ninth in rushing touch-
downs and 10th in total rushing yards.

P Inhis career, Taylor ranks fourth in program history
in career rushing yards per game (99.2) and 23rd in career
rushing yards (1,785).

P The Detroit native also emerged as strong threat

in the receiving game as his 54 receptions set a school
record for the position and nearly quintupled his reception
total from 2023 (11), while his receiving yardage of 350
almost quadrupled his total (92) from 2023.

P Taylor finished the season third among Power 4 run-
ning backs and fourth nationally at the position with his 4.5
receptions per game this season. His 54 receptions led Big
Ten running backs and were third nationally, while Taylor's
350 receiving yards were third among Big Ten running
backs and 13th in the country.

P Taylor has one catch in 17 straight games and two
receptions in each of his past 15 games. He had five
games last year with at least five receptions, tied for the
third highest total in the nation for a running back, and

he became one of two RBs since 2021 to have multiple
9-catch games in a season.

P He led Minnesota with 330 yards after catch and 27.5
YAC per game. Taylor was also second on the Gophers in
receptions, and third in receiving yards, receiving yards per
game (30.3), targets (67) and targets per game (5.58).

P With 65 career receptions for 442 yards, Taylor is tied
for fourth in program history for receptions by a running
back, and he's 111 yards away from entering the school's
all-time top-five for receiving yards at the position.

»  PFF ranked Taylor as the No. 17 receiving running
back in the country last season and second best in the Big
Ten with a 78.1 grade.

P Taylor added to his repertoire in the 2025 Duke's
Mayo Bowl as he ran for 113 yards (ninth career 100-

yard rushing game) and a touchdown on 20 carries and
caught four passes for 17 yards. He also threw a 10-yard
touchdown pass, the first non-QB touchdown pass for
Minnesota since 2015. Taylor's 28-yard touchdown run
was the second longest in Gopher bow! history.

P In the regular season finale at Wisconsin, Taylor's
day included 32 rushes for 143 yards (one off his season
high) and two receptions for 13 yards. It was his eighth
career game with 150+ all-purpose yards.

P Inthe team's upset win at No. 24 lllinois, Taylor ran
for 131 yards and one touchdown on 22 attempts and
caught nine passes for a career-high 58 yards. His nine
receptions were one off a career high, which is also the
Minnesota single-game record for a running back.

» At UCLA, Taylor scored once on the ground and once
through the air, the latter of which was the game-winning
score with 27 seconds left. It was his fourth career game
with multiple touchdowns and second with both a rushing
and receiving score.

P In the upset of then-No. 11 USC on Oct. 5, he ran for
a season-high 144 yards on 25 carries. Taylor also led the
Gophers with five catches for 56 yards. It was his fourth
career game with 200 all-purpose yards, tying for fourth in
program annals.

» At Michigan, Taylor ran for 36 yards and two touch-
downs on 13 carries and had a career-high 10 catches for
52 yards. The 10 catches tied a Minnesota running back
record set by Chuck Rios vs. San Diego State in 1994.

P Against lowa, Taylor pushed his career rushing total
over the 1,000-yard mark. He got there in just nine career
games, making him the second-fastest Gopher (by games)
to get there since 1955. Only Darrell Thomspon did it fast-
er, getting there in seven games in 1986.

P Against Nevada, Taylor tallied 11 rushes for 124
yards and two TDs on the ground, plus five receptions for
37 yards and another TD for his first career 3-TD game.
Taylor scored on an 80-yard TD run in the third quarter
that tied for the sixth longest in program history and was
the longest since Laurence Maroney’s 93-yarder in 2005.

P As a true freshman in 2023, despite missing seven
games and receiving just one carry for three yards in the
season opener, Taylor rushed 138 times for 799 yards
(5.8 per carry) and five touchdowns. He also caught 11
passes for 92 yards. His rushing yardage total was the
fifth most ever by a freshman in school history.

» He averaged 133.2 rushing yards per game, which
was the third most in school history and the best by an
FBS freshman since 2021. Taylor did not play in enough
games to be listed in the NCAA stat rankings last season,
but if he were eligible he would have led the nation.

» Inaddition, Taylor's 148.5 all-purpose yards per
game would have been the most of any Power 5 player
and be third nationally had he played enough.

» He had three games in 2023 with 200+ all-purpose
yards, tied for the second most in program history.

P Taylor was the first Gopher ever to receive Big Ten
Freshman of the Week three straight weeks and only the
second ever to be honored three times in a season, joining
Shannon Brooks, who did it in 2015. Taylor was the first
Big Ten player to receive the honor three straight weeks
since Wisconsin's running back Jonathan Taylor in 2017.

RB REINFORCEMENTS

» Inaddition to Taylor, Minnesota's backfield includes
a pair of standout transfers plus an intriguing returner.

» A.J. Turner spent the previous three seasons (2022-
24) at Marshall where he played in 22 games and rushed
127 times for 984 yards and six touchdowns and also
caught 13 passes for 94 yards and three touchdowns.
He'll have two years of eligibility remaining.

P In 2024, Turner rushed 104 times for 864 yards and
six touchdowns, while also catching eight passes for 68
yards and two scores to earn All-SBC Second Team hon-
ors. His 8.3 rush yards per carry was the best for any FBS
player with at least 70 carries on the year, thanks in part to
two touchdown runs of more than 80 yards. In addition, he
had four 100-yard rushing games

» Cam Davis is spending his final season at Minnesota
after six years (2019-24) at Washington where he played
in 41 career games and rushed 253 times for 1,093 yards
and 15 touchdowns, while also catching 52 passes for 434
yards and returning 10 kicks for 183 yards. His top season
came in 2022 as he played in 11 games with 107 rushes
for 522 yards and 13 touchdowns.

»  Redshirt freshman Fame ljeboi got a taste last

year with two rushes for 13 yards in two games. He was

a consensus three-star prospect out of high school and
touted as the No. 8 recruit in Pennsylvania and the No. 31
running back in the nation by On3.

MOST 100/200-YARD RUSHERS

»  Since 2021, Minnesota has seen seven different
running backs combine for 32 100-yard rushing games:
Mohamed Ibrahim (10), Darius Taylor (9), Ky Thomas
(5), Bucky Irving (3), Trey Potts (3), Jordan Nubin (1) and
Bryce Williams (1).

»  Within the Big Ten, Minnesota's 32 100-yard per-
formances are tied with Michigan for the most in the
conference since 2021, and only Oregon (8) has had more
individuals run for 100+ yards in a game in that span.

» Ibrahim (2), Nubin (1) and Taylor (1) have also com-
bined for four 200-yard games since 2021.

»  No other Big Ten school has had more than two 200-
yard games since 2021 and Michigan (2) is the only other
B1G school to have multiple players rush for 200+ yards.

WR SPOTS WIDE OPEN

»  With the graduations of Daniel Jackson (75 catches
for 863 yards, 4 TD) and Elijah Spencer (52 for 684,

6 TD), spots and catches are up for grabs among the
Minnesota wide receiving corps in 2025.

D The top returning wideout is redshirt senior Le'Meke
Brockington. Ranked No. 28 on this year's 'Freaks List'
by The Athletic, Brockington was fifth on the team a year
ago in receiving yards (282) and sixth in receptions (18),
adding one touchdown.

P Asnoted in the Freaks article, "the 6-0, 195-pounder,
who has made a remarkable recovery from a broken leg
in 2023, squatted a Gophers wide receiver record 664
pounds, breaking his own record from a year ago by 50
pounds. He vertical jumped 42 inches, broad jumped 11-4
1/4 (an improvement of five inches from last year), ran a
4.19 shuttle time and had a 10-yard split of 1.43.

P Minnesota brought in three wideouts from the trans-
fer portal in Javon Tracy (Miami (OH)), Logan Loya
(UCLA) and Malachi Coleman (Nebraska).

P Placed on the preseason watch list for the Biletnikoff
Award, Tracy played three seasons for the Redhawks,
appearing in 29 career games and making 79 catches

for 1,166 yards and nine scores. In 2024, he played in 13
games and had 57 receptions for 818 yards and seven
touchdowns to earn First Team All-MAC recognition. He
has two years of eligibility left.

D Loya stayed in the Big Ten for his final season after
playing for UCLA the past five seasons. He played in 47
career games for the Bruins and made 109 catches for
1,314 yards and 12 touchdowns to go with 33 punt returns
for 255 yards. A team captain last year, he started five of
the 12 games he played in and made 29 catches for 348
yards and a team-best four touchdowns.

»  With three years of eligibility left, Coleman played
the last two years at Nebraska where he produced eight
receptions for 139 yards and a touchdown in 12 games.
A 6'5, 200-pound receiver, Coleman redshirted a year
ago but was a four-star prospect out of high school who
was selected to play in the 2023 All-American Bowl and
regarded as the No. 1 recruit in Nebraska and the No. 60
recruit in the nation according to On3.

P Internally, there are a handful of returning Gophers
that could produce, as well. Among the names are redshirt
sophomores Donielle Hayes (two catches for 22 yards
last year) and Kenric Lanier Il (one for 17) and redshirt
freshman Jalen Smith, who made his collegiate debut in
last year's bowl game.

HITTING ANOTHER GEERIS]

P Minnesota's tight end room is highlighted by the
return of redshirt senior Jameson Geers, a member of the
Mackey Award Preseason Watch List. Last year, he tied
for second on the team with four TD receptions and was
fourth in both catches (28) and receiving yards (282).

P Within the Big Ten, his four TD catches a year ago
are tied for the most of any returning tight end and ranked
third overall in 2024. He also tied for 10th in receptions
and 11th in receiving yards last season.

NEW LOOK O-LINE

P Minnesota's offensive line will have a fresh look to it
in 2025 as the Gophers are expecting to have a new start-
er at each position. The unit won't be lacking experience
though, as the room has combined for 81 starts and 155
games played.

P Two returners are expected to fill two of the slots
with junior Ashton Beers at center and fellow junior Greg
Johnson at left guard. Johnson started all 13 games last
year for Minnesota at center, while Beers also played in
every game with six starts at right guard and three at left
guard.

P According to PFF, Johnson gave up just one sack

in 457 opportunities last season, while Beers (396) was
credited with six allowed.

P Three transfers are expected to compete for starting
spots, as well, in sixth-year senior Marcellus Marshall
(UCF), fifth-year senior Dylan Ray (Kentucky) and redshirt
sophomore Kahlee Tafai (Washington).

P Marshall has the most career starts of any player on
the Minnesota roster with 36 over his time at both UCF
(2023-24) and Kent State (2020-22), while his 42 career
games played ranks second among Minnesota offensive
players to wideout Logan Loya's 47.

P Astarter at every position along the line in his career,
Marshall started at right guard last season at UCF and
played 782 snaps with only three sacks and 12 quarter-
back pressures allowed per Pro Football Focus. His pass
blocking grade of 76.4 last season with the Knights was
the best among any member of current o-line.

P Like Marshall, Minnesota is also the third school for
Ray, who was at Kentucky (2023-24) and West Virginia
(2021-22) previously. Ray's 65.0 run-blocking grade in
2024 was best among current Gopher o-linemen.

P Tafai played in eight games a year ago for
Washington, registering four starts at left tackle.

P Other Gopher returners pushing for a starting gig
include redshirt senior Aluma Nkele, who played in four
games last season, redshirt junior Tony Nelson, who
played in 10 games a year ago and made his first career
start in the Duke's Mayo Bowl at left guard, redshirt fresh-
man Nathan Roy, who appeared in two games in 2024.

FIRST ON 4TH DOWN

P For each of the last two years, no team in the country
has been better on fourth downs than Minnesota. In fact,
the Gophers are the only team in the FBS to finish with a
fourth-down conversion rate better than 75 percent in both
2023 and 2024.

P Minnesota was back at the top spot on fourth downs
for the second year in a row in 2024 at 90.9 percent, con-
verting 10-of-11 fourth-down tries. lowa State (80.0) was
the only other team in the country above 79 percent, while
Penn State (72.0) was the next closest Big Ten program.
» By converting 14-0f-17 fourth down attempts in 2023,
Minnesota led the nation in fourth-down conversion rate at
82.4 percent.

COLLINS TAKES OVER AS DC

P Over the offseason, Danny Collins was promoted to
defensive coordinator. Collins, who will still coach the safe-
ties, has been at Minnesota since 2017 and most recently
served as the safeties coach / pass game coordinator.

P The 2025 season will be the ninth at Minnesota for
Collins. It will be his first as defensive coordinator, his fourth
as coach of the safeties and his 13th year with P.J. Fleck.
P Collins came to Minnesota with Fleck in 2017 and
served as the team's defensive quality control. He was

a graduate assistant in 2018 before returning to quality
control in 2019. In 2020, he was named senior defensive
analyst before being promoted to safeties coach in 2022.
» At Minnesota, Collins has coached All-Americans Koi
Perich and Tyler Nubin and has seen two of his safeties
— Nubin (New York Giants) and Jordan Howden (New
Orleans Saints) — drafted into the NFL. This past season,
safeties Perich and Kerry Brown were both named semi-
finalists for the Shaun Alexander Freshman of the Year
Award and Perich was one of five finalists.

P The first game of the 2025 season will mark the sec-
ond time that Collins has called the Minnesota defense, as
he also did so in Minnesota's 2023 Quick Lane Bowl win
against Bowling Green.

»  Since Collins has been at Minnesota, the Gophers
have turned in some stellar defensive performances. In
2024, the team ranked fifth in the nation in total defense,
seventh in team passing efficiency defense and ninth in
scoring defense.

P In 2022, Minnesota ranked eighth in total defense,
fourth in scoring defense and seventh in team passing effi-
ciency defense. In 2021, the Gophers ranked third in the
nation in total defense and tied for sixth in scoring defense.

GOPHERS 'D' BACK AMONG
THE BEST

P Minnesota finished 2023 with the No. 56 total defense
in the country, allowing 368.4 yards per game. It was

a step back from 2022 when the Gophers were ninth
(294.7) and 2021 when they finished third (278.8). They
righted the ship a year ago by allowing 285.7 yards of total
offense, which ranked fifth nationally. It was the 10th best
figure in program history and the second best since 1966.
P Ranking in the top-12 of total defense, scoring
defense, passing defense and rushing defense, Minnesota
joined Ohio State and Indiana as the only teams to accom-
plish the feat last year.

P The 16.9 points allowed per game last year was ninth
nationally and the team's second best mark since 1999
behind only 2022 (13.8).

P The Gophers allowed just 176.1 passing yards per
game, 10th-best in the FBS and the fifth time in eight sea-
sons under P.J. Fleck that they've held opponents under
200 yards passing for a season.

P The team's rushing defense finished at 109.6 yards
per game, a number that was 12th in the country and sixth
in program history.

D The Gophers' INT:TD ratio of 17:11 (1.55 INT per
TD) was third best in the country behind only Texas (2.44)
and BYU (1.69).

P Allowing just 10.40 yards per completion was third
best in school history behind the record of 9.97 set in 2017
and 10.28 yards in 2015.

»  With records available back to 1977, the Gophers
broke up 59 passes last year, just one off the record of 60
setin 1999.

D Itwas a group effort defensively as 15 players had

at least 20 tackles, 10 had 30 or more and nine had at
least 40. In addition, 18 players had at least 0.5 tackles for
loss, 16 had at least one pass breakup, 10 had at least 0.5
sacks and nine had at least one intereception.

P The Gophers did not give up more than 200 yards
passing in any of the first six games last season. It was the
first time since at least 2000 that Minnesota had gone six
games in a row keeping opponents under 200 pass yards.
P Minnesota held Wisconsin to season-low totals of 36
rushing yards, 166 total yards, and 12 first downs. The 166
total yards were the second fewest for Wisconsin since
2000, while the 36 rushing yards were the 10th fewest for
the Badgers since 2000.

P Penn State entered its game against Minnesota
ranked fifth in the country by converting 52.5 percent of

its third-down attempts. The Gophers limited the Nittany
Lions to just 1-of-11 on third downs, including 10 straight
3rd-down stops after an opening conversion.

P The Gophers limited lowa (62) and Michigan (86) to
less than 100 yards passing in consecutive games at the
end of September. The last time Minnesota held consec-
utive opponents under 100 yards passing came in 2021,
while the 148 passing yards allowed in the two-game span
was the best for the team since at least 2000.

P Rhode Island was limited to 135 total yards, including
just 18 on the ground, then only 172 yards were allowed

to Nevada, including 58 rushing. UCLA became the third
team to be held under 100 yards rushing when they tallied
just 36 on Oct. 12.

P According to Big Ten Network, Minnesota logged four
sacks and three interceptions against Nevada, the first time
reaching those numbers in a game since doing so against
Kent State in 2006.

TURNOVER TIME

P An opportunistic Minnesota defense forced 21 turn-
overs last season with 17 interceptions and four fumble
recoveries. The Gophers forced at least one turnover in 10
of 13 games and had six games with at least two turnovers
forced. The Gophers forced a season-high four against
Rhode Island and had three each versus Nevada, USC
and UCLA.

P The 17 interceptions tied for seventh nationally and
tied for fifth among Power 4 teams. The 17 picks tied for
fifth most in Gopher program history and were the most
since also recording 17 in 2006.

P The 21 turnovers forced ranked fourth in the Big Ten
behind Penn State (26), Indiana (24) and lowa (24). With
12 giveaways and 21 takeaways, the Minnesota turnover
margin of +9 ranked tied for 18th in the FBS and fourth in
the Big Ten behind the Hoosiers (+15), Hawkeyes (+12)
and Nittany Lions (+11).

P Minnesota capitalized on its 21 takeaways by turning
them into 72 points, or an average of 3.43 points per
turnover.

P Minnesota committed zero turnovers in a three-game
stretch against UCLA, Maryland and lllinois, marking the
first time since 2003 that the Gophers went three games in
a row without turning the ball over.

P Seven of Minnesota's 17 interceptions came in the
first four games, its most in that span since 2014.

»  Minnesota had two interceptions against Maryland
after recording three at UCLA and two versus USC. It was
the first time since 2019 (Rutgers, Maryland and Penn
State) that the Gophers had multiple interceptions in three
straight games.

P The three interceptions against Rhode Island, Nevada
and UCLA all tied for the most in the Fleck era, as did the
four turnovers forced against the Rams with an additional
forced fumble.

P With three interceptions against both Nevada and
Rhode Island, Minnesota logged six picks in a two-game
span for the first time since seven total were recorded in
2008 against Montana State (3; 9/13/2008) and Florida
Atlantic (4; 9/30/2008).

P Koi Perich led the Big Ten and tied for fourth in the
country with five interceptions. In addition, Ethan Robinson
had three interceptions, and Kerry Brown and Justin
Walley both had two. Four players with at least two picks
ties the Gophers for ninth most in the country.

P The Gophers had multiple pick-sixes last season, the
first time that happened since 2017.

PERIGH JUST MAKES PLAYS

P Asnoted on Page 1, Koi Perich made an immediate
impact for Minnesota last season a true freshman. For his
performance, he earned Second Team All-America honors
from The Sporting News and was named a finalist for the
Shaun Alexander Freshman of the Year Award.

P As a safety, he made 46 tackles to go with a Big Ten-
best five interceptions (tied for fourth most nationally), 2.5
tackles for loss, three pass breakups and a forced fumble.
P His five picks, including four in a three-game span
against USC, UCLA and Maryland, were the most ever by
a Gopher freshman. The Esko, Minn., native also became
the first true freshman to lead Minnesota in interceptions
since Kyle Theret in 2007.

P Two of his interceptions came at UCLA, joining Perich
with teammate Kerry Brown as the only Gopher freshmen
since at least 1990 to have multiple interceptions in a
game. For his efforts versus the Bruins, Perich was named
Big Ten Defensive Player of the Week, just the second
Gopher freshman to ever win the award.

P Perich led Minnesota and all FBS freshmen with a
grade of 88.9 from Pro Football Focus last season. That
also put him 12th among all defensive backs in the country
and seventh for FBS safeties. His grade led all Big Ten
defensive backs and was seventh overall in the league.

»  Perich also led Minnesota with a coverage grade of
88.9. The grade was tied for 31st overall in the country and
tied for 14th among FBS safeties. He was third in the Big
Ten overall and led all league defensive backs.

P On special teams, Perich returned 20 punts for a total
of 188 yards last season, which was the most by a Gopher
since Dominic Jones had 218 in 2006. Perich's average of
9.4 yards per punt return ranked fourth in the Big Ten and
24th nationally.

> Of his 20 punt returns last season, four went for at
least 20 yards, tying for 12th in the country and third in the
Big Ten.

P In addition, Perich had a team-high 16 kick returns
for 314 yards, putting him fourth on the team in all-pur-
pose yards at 565. In addition, that ranked fourth among
all defensive players in the nation last year and was the
highest all-purpose yardage total by a defensive player at
Minnesota since Troy Stoudermire had 936 yards in 2010.
p  Perich became just one of 12 players overall since
2000 to hit his total of punt return yards (188), kick return
yards (314) and interceptions (5) in one season.

P Perich returned two punts for 82 yards at Michigan
on Sept. 28, the most punt return yards by a player in eight
years under P.J. Fleck.

P One of Perich's returns at Michigan was a 60-yarder
that was Minnesota’s longest since Demetrius Douglas had
a 69-yard return for a TD at Wisconsin in 2018. Perich's
return was the third longest of the Fleck era, and, in 13
career games, he’s got two of the five longest punt returns
in the Fleck era, including a 28-yarder vs. Rhode Island.

»  Perich made his first career start against Penn State
and posted a career-high 13 tackles. It was the highest
tackle total by a Minnesota freshman since at least 2000.
P> Perich had six tackles, forced his first career fumble
and had a game-sealing interception against USC. The
performance earned him weekly honors from both the
Shaun Alexander Award and Paul Hornung Award.

»>  Perich was tabbed B1G Freshman of the Week after
he posted his Big Ten-leading fifth interception of the sea-
son, which he returned 45 yards, to go with three tackles
and 31 yards on three punt returns against Maryland.

P He was also the B1G Defensive Player of the Week
on Oct. 14. Perich became just the second player in league
history to win the Big Ten's Freshman and Defensive
Player of the Week honors in the same season, joining
Northwestern's Godwin Igwebuike in 2014. Of note, Perich
did it in separate weeks, while Igwebuike's honors came in
the same week.

Nincludes games at Oklahoma State; # includes games at
Miami (OH); ~ includes game at Marshall; * includes games at

STRONG AWAY FROM HOME

Dating back to a 37-15 win at Wisconsin on Nov. 24,
2018, Minnesota has gone 24-12 (.667) away from
home, including six bow! wins. Of the 12 losses,

seven were against ranked teams and three more
went to overtime. Since the date of Minnesota's win

at Wisconsin, the Gophers rank second in the Big Ten
in winning percentage away from home and are tied
for third in wins in such games. Only Ohio State (.816)
has a better win percentages away from home, and
the Buckeyes (31) and Oregon Ducks (27) are the only
teams with more wins over that time.
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BROWN PLAYING BEYOND
HIS YEARS

P Gopher defensive back Kerry Brown had an elite
season as a redshirt freshman last year for Minnesota.

P Playing in 12 of 13 games, he was third on the team
in tackles (63) and tied for third in interceptions (2). He
also has 3.0 tackles for loss and four pass breakups.

»  For his efforts, he was touted as a Second Team All-
American by Sports Info Solutions and was a semifinalist
for the Shaun Alexander Freshman of the Year Award.

»  Brown's overall defensive grade of 76.7 from Pro
Football Focus was second on the team and 10th among
Big Ten safeties.

» Inaddition, Brown led the team with a rush defense
grade of 83.9 that was fifth among Big Ten safeties and
12th amongst all of the league's defensive backs.

P Brown's tackling grade of 73.9 was also second on
the Gopher roster and 20th among league safeties.

»  Brown was named Big Ten Freshman of the Week
following his standout performance against Nevada last
season. The redshirt freshman recorded two interceptions
— the first two of his career — and added four tackles as
Minnesota shut out the Wolf Pack, 27-0.

P Brown joined current teammate Koi Perich and
Justin Walley (2021) as the only Gopher defensive players
to be named Big Ten Freshman of the Week.

P It was the first multi-interception game for a Gopher
since Tyler Nubin did so in the 2023 opener against
Nebraska, and the first by a Minnesota freshman since at
least 1990.

P Brown was one of four Power 4 freshmen, along with
Perich, to have a multi-interception game last year.

SMITH SET UP FOR SUCCESS

»  Defensive lineman Anthony Smith has been placed
on preseason watch lists for the Lott Trophy, Shrine Bowl
1000 and Wuerffel Trophy. In addition, he was placed

on preseason All-Big Ten teams by The Athletic (second
team) Athlon (third team) and Phil Steele (fourth team).

P Last year, Smith led Minnesota in tackles for loss
(11.5) and quarterback hurries (10) last season and tied
for the team lead in sacks (6.0).

P His TFL total was the highest for a Gopher since
linebackers Blake Cashman and Carter Coughlin both had
15.0in 2018 and the most by a Minnesota lineman since
Ra'Shede Hageman tallied 13.0 in 2013.

P AtUCLA, Smith set a career high with 2.5 tackles
for loss, the most by a Gopher since Coughlin had 3.0
against Penn State in 2019. They were also the most by

a defensive lineman, and tied for the fourth most overall,
under head coach P.J. Fleck. Smith matched that number
against Penn State with 2.5 tackles for loss once again.

BARANOWSKI BACK

P Minnesota's top returning tackler is redshirt junior
linebacker Maverick Baranowski. He had 65 stops a year
ago to rank second on the team behind departed line-
backer Cody Lindenberg (94), who was drafted by the Las
Vegas Raiders.

P Baranowski added 5.0 tackles for loss to go with 1.0
sacks, two pass breakups and a fumble recovery.

SPECIALIST SHAKE-UP

P With the graduation of kicker Dragan Kesich and
punter Mark Crawford, Minnesota needs to replace two
of its specialists in 2025. Kesich held both kickoff and
placekicking duties each of the last two seasons, while
Crawford was the punter since 2020.

P The kicking competition likely comes down to senior
Syracuse transfer Brady Denaburg and true freshman
Daniel Jackson.

P Denaburg was the Orange's primary kickoff specialist
for three seasons and also did placekicking duties for two
seasons. He made 13-of-22 career field goals (career long
of 46 yards) and recorded 156 touchbacks on 198 kickoffs.
P Anative of Alexandria, Minn., Jackson was rated as
a three-star prospect, the No. 29 kicker in the nation and
as the No. 11 player in Minnesota by ESPN.

P Inhis senior season, he made a 54-yard field goal,
which tied for the second-longest make in MSHSL history.
He also made a 44-yard field goal in the Class AAAAA
state championship game, which was a Prep Bowl record.
» Jackson also competed in track and field where he
was a member of the Class AA state championship relay
teams in the 4x200 (1:26.91) and 4x100 (41.74s). He also
finished fourth in the 100m at state with a time of 10.91s
(personal record in the event was 10.65s).

»  All four punters on the roster are expected to com-
pete for the starting job in 2025.

P Caleb McGrath is the lone returner, though the
redshirt sophomore from Apple Valley, Minn., has not
seen game action yet in his Gopher career. A three-star
prospect by ESPN and the No. 8 punter in the country
according to 247 coming out of high school, McGrath was
also selected for the Under Armour All-American game his
senior season.

P True freshman Luke Ryerse, also a right-handed
pitcher on the Gopher baseball team, was rated as a five-
star prospect and the No. 4 punter in the nation by Chris
Sailer Kicking. The Woodbury, Minn., native averaged
45.4 yards on 19 punts in his senior season. His brother,
Grant, was a kicker at Minnesota from 2017-20.

P Minnesota is the third stop for Brody Richter, who
played at Northern Arizona in 2023 and last season at
UCLA and has two years of eligibility left. With the Bruins,
Richter punted 40 times for 1,712 yards (42.8 yards per
punt). He placed 17 punts inside the 20-yard line and

15 were fair caught. He posted five punts of 50 yards or
greater, including a season-long 61-yarder.

P Also transferring in was redshirt sophomore Tom
Weston, a native of Perth, Australia, who spent the past
two seasons at Ouachita Baptist University in Arkadelphia,
Ark. After not seeing game action as a true freshman in
2023, Weston punted 51 times and averaged 44.2 yards
per kick last year. He had 11 punts of 50 yards or more,
including a career long of 76 yards, placed 23 punts inside
the 20-yard line and had 21 punts fair caught.

AMONG LEAST PENALIZED

P Historically, Minnesota has been one of the least
penalized teams in the country under P.J. Fleck.

P InFleck's previous eight seasons as head coach,

the Gophers led the country in fewest penalties per game
three times, including each of the last two years, and the
team has never finished lower than 18th.

P Minnesota has ended the season averaging fewer
than four penalties per game four times.

P In addition, the Gophers have placed 10th or better in
penalty yards per game in six of Fleck's seasons, including
four finishes in the top five and leading the country in
2017. They finished second in 2023 and third in 2022.

»  Six times Minnesota has ended the season averag-
ing fewer than 40 penalty yards per game.

D> Last season, the Gophers ranked ninth in penalty
yards per game at 37.54 and 18th in penalties per game
at4.85.

PROMOTIONS/ADDITIONS TO
COACHING STAFF

P In addition to the promotion of Danny Collins to
defensive coordinator, P.J. Fleck made other moves to his
coaching staff in the offseason.

»  Mariano Sori-Marin will coach the linebackers and
Dennis Dottin-Carter will coach the defensive line. He also
announced the hiring of Kevin Kane as nickels / outside
linebackers coach and C.J. Robbins as rush ends coach.
On the offensive side of the ball, Fleck announced Jayden
Everett as the team's running backs coach.

P Sori-Marin knows the Minnesota linebacker position
better than most, as he played the position for the Maroon
and Gold from 2018-22. The Mokena, IlI., native played

in 58 career games for the Gophers and ended his career
with 274 tackles and 14.5 tackles for loss. He also broke
up 10 passes, forced three fumbles and made one inter-
ception. Sori-Marin was honored as All-Big Ten Third Team
in 2022 and was Honorable Mention in 2021. He was also
named Academic All-Big Ten four times and was a Big Ten
Distinguished Scholar.

»  Sori-Marin joined the Minnesota staff prior to the 2023
season as a defensive analyst before being promoted to
nickels / assistant linebackers coach in January 2024. Last
year, with Sori-Marin coaching, three of the team's top six
tacklers played either linebacker (Cody Lindenberg and
Maverick Baranowski) or nickel (Jack Henderson) and

the unit finished the year ranked fifth in the nation in total
defense and 12th in rushing defense.

P Dottin-Carter joined the Gopher staff in January 2023
as a senior defensive analyst. In addition, he has worked
closely with the team's defensive line and is one of the
main reasons the team's sack and tackles for loss totals
increased year-over-year.

P In 2022, the year prior to Dottin-Carter's arrival,
Minnesota had 19 sacks and 47 tackles for loss. Last sea-
son, the Gophers totaled 28 sacks and 66 tackles for loss.
In 2022, the Gopher defensive line broke up seven passes,
and in 2024 it broke up 14.

P The 2025 season will be the first in Maroon and Gold
for Kane, who comes to Minnesota after two seasons at
Purdue as defensive coordinator. Kane has also worked at
Illinois, SMU, Northern lllinois, Kansas and Wisconsin, and
in addition to Purdue, he previously served as the defen-
sive coordinator at SMU and Northern lllinois.

P Kane brings plenty of defensive coaching experience
with him to Dinkytown, as he has worked exclusively on
the defensive side of the ball since 2012 when he started
coaching linebackers at Northern lllinois. He has also
coached linebackers at Purdue, lllinois, SMU and Kansas.
P Robbins comes to Minnesota from Central Michigan
where he had a brief stint leading the defensive line. He
spent the 2023-2024 seasons at Kent state. In 2023 he
coached the rush ends and was also the co-special teams
coordinator as well as the defensive recruiting coordinator.
Prior to the 2024 season, Robbins was moved to lineback-
ers coach and was promoted to special teams coordinator
and the assistant head coach. In 2022, he coached the
outside linebackers at the University of South Dakota.

P Robbins was a graduate assistant at Minnesota
during the 2020 and 2021 seasons. In his first stint with
the Gophers he helped mentor Boye Mafe (7.5 sacks) and
Thomas Rush (5.5 sacks), who lead the Gophers in sacks
in 2021. Both Mafe and Rush earned All-Big Ten honors in
their careers.

P Everett has been coaching running backs his entire
career, which includes on-field coaching experience at
Michigan, Vanderbilt, Tulsa, Akron, Central Michigan,
Indiana State and Hutchinson Community College.

Everett spent the 2024 season at Michigan where he
assisted the running backs. He then briefly accepted the
running backs coach position at South Alabama before
joining the Gophers.

» At Michigan, Everett helped mentor Kalel Mullings and
Donovan Edwards who combined for 1,537 rushing yards
and 16 touchdowns in 2024. Prior to Michigan, Everett
spent the 2023 season at Vanderbilt. There he helped
Sedrick Alexander earn SEC All-Freshman honors, as he
led all SEC freshmen in rushing yards and was the only
freshman in the league with four or more rushing touch-
downs. Everett spent the 2021-22 seasons at Tulsa and the
2019-20 seasons at Akron.

D Keegan O'Hara enters his third season at Minnesota
in 2025 and has been promoted to assistant quarterbacks
coach this season after being hired as offensive analyst

in January 2023. O'Hara has been with Gopher offensive
coordinator Greg Harbaugh even longer, though, as the two
worked together at Western Michigan during the 2020 and
2021 seasons. O'Hara was working with the tight ends and
wide receivers as an undergraduate and a graduate assis-
tant and Harbaugh was the receivers coach.

P Last season, with O'Hara on staff, Minnesota quarter-
back Max Brosmer led a potent Gopher offense and set a
single-season school record with 268 completions for 2,828
yards (third most in single-season school history) and 18
touchdowns (tied for eighth most in school single-season
history). Brosmer ranked second in single-season school
history with a completion percentage of 66.5% and his
217.54 passing yards per game is eighth in single-season
school history.

P Fleck also announced the hirings of Nick Faus
(Assistant Wide Receivers Coach), Jordan Hendy
(Offensive Analyst) and Christian Pawola (Assistant
Defensive Backs Coach). Faus (2022 season) and Pawola
(2022-23) both worked at Minnesota previously, while
Hendy joins the Gophers from Pittsburg State.

THREE SELLOUTS IN 2024

P Minnesota announced sellout crowds in three of

the seven home games this season, bringing the total to

24 sellouts in the 16 years of Huntington Bank Stadium,
including eight under P.J. Fleck.

»  Attendance for the Gophers' season opener versus
North Carolina was 50,805, while the lowa game brought in
52,048, the 10th largest crowd in HBS history, and the USC
game featured an attendance of 50,913.

»  With back-to-back sellouts against lowa and USC, it
was the first time since the final two home games of 2019
that Minnesota had back-to-back sellouts.

P This marked the third season in the history of the facil-
ity that the Gophers had three sellouts in one year, joining
the opening season of 2009 and 2015.

BEST YEARLY SPANS

P As noted on Page 1, the Gophers are in their ninth
season under P.J. Fleck. Entering the 2025 campaign,
Fleck was 58-39 overall and 34-36 in the Big Ten. He had
the most Big Ten wins, the second most overall wins and
the third-best overall winning percentage (.598) of any
Minnesota coach through his first eight seasons. Below is a
look at how his yearly spans compare in Gopher history.

P Last 8 Years (2017-24; 58-39 overall, 34-36 B1G,

6 bow! trips, 6 bow! wins): The 58 wins are tied for fourth
most in an eight-year span since 1910. The 34 B1G wins
are tied for fifth most in an eight-year span in program his-
tory and tied for the most since winning 36 from 1961-68.

D Ersery was the third Gopher offensive lineman to be
drafted in the last four years, joining John Michael Schmitz
(second round to the New York Giants in 2023) and Daniel
Faalele (fourth round to the Baltimore Ravens in 2022).
Prior to Faalele, Minnesota last had an offensive line-
man drafted in 2006 when both Greg Eslinger and Mark
Setterstrom were selected.

P The last time Minnesota had three offensive lineman
drafted in a four-year span or less was in 2001-02 when
Matt Anderle was drafted in the sixth round in 2002 and
Ben Hamilton and Adam Haayer were drafted in the fourth
and sixth rounds in 2001, respectively.

P As the 48th overall selection, Ersery was the highest
drafted Gopher lineman since center Brian Williams was
taken 18th overall by the New York Giants in 1989 and the
highest drafted Gopher offensive tackle since John Williams
was taken 23rd overall by the Baltimore Colts in 1968.

P  Walley was the seventh Gopher defensive back
taken since 2020. That's the most in a six-year span in
program history since at least 1965.

P Lindenberg was the first Gopher ever to be taken

by the Raiders in the NFL Draft. Previously, Mike Wright
was selected in the 1960 AFL Draft by the then-Oakland
Raiders.

SCORIGAMI

»  Scorigami is a concept developed by Jon Bois at SB
Nation that tracks final scores that have never happened
before in NFL history.

P InMinnesota's 1,333 all-time games, there have
been 569 unique scores, including four times last season.
P The most common overall score is 6-0, which has
happened 25 times, though none have taken place since
1963. The next most common is 13-7, which has occurred
18 times, most recently in 1985.

P Minnesota's most common result is a 13-7 victory,
which it has done 13 times.

Drake Lindsey is making his first career start for the Gophers Thursday. He'll become the 34th different starting quarterback for Minnesota since the 1977 season and the seventh to
debut under P.J. Fleck. Minnesota is 20-12-1 in those prior 33 games overall (4-2 under Fleck). The last freshman QB to make his first start for the Gophers in a season opener like
Lindsey was Zack Annexstad in 2018. Below is a list of how all Gopher QBs have fared in their first starts with Minnesota since 1977 (highs marked in bold).

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P.J. Fleck was named head football coach at Minnesota on January 6,
2017. Fleck, 44, is the 30th head coach in the program’s history. He has a
career record of 88-61 and is 58-39 at Minnesota.

In eight years, Fleck has established himself as one of the most success-
ful coaches ever to lead the Minnesota program.

Fleck is fifth in program history for overall wins (58) and games coached
(97) and he is fourth in program history in Big Ten wins (34). Fleck's .597 win
percentage is third best among Minnesota coaches with at least 45 games
under their helm behind only Henry L. Williams (.786, 1900-21) and Bernie
Bierman (.716, 1932-41, 45-50).

Fleck and Williams are the only two Gopher coaches to record nine or
more wins in a season three times, as Minnesota posted 11 wins in 2019
and nine in 2021 and 2022 under Fleck (Williams posted at least nine wins in
six straight seasons from 1900-1905). Minnesota has won eight games in a
season four times under Fleck (2019, 2021, 2022 and 2024), which is tied for
the most in program history under one coach.

The 11 wins in 2019 were the most for a Minnesota team since 1904
when that year's team went 13-0 under Williams. Fleck is 6-0 in bowl games,
and his six bowl wins are the most in school history by a coach. His six bowl
wins represent 46% of Minnesota's overall 13 bowl wins as a program.

Fleck guided the Gophers to a 6-3 Big Ten record in 2021 and a 7-2
mark in 2019, making him the first Minnesota coach since Murray Warmath
(1960, 1961 and 1967; six wins each) to win at least six conference games more
than once.

At Minnesota, Fleck has coached eight All-Americans (Antoine Winfield
Jr., Rashod Bateman, John Michael Schmitz, Tyler Nubin, Aireontae Ersery,
Koi Perich and Mohamed Ibrahim twice), 10 Academic All-Americans (Blaise
Andries three times, Sam Renner twice, Ashton Beers, Schmitz, Jack
Gibbens, Payton Jordahl and Gary Moore) and 438 Academic All-Big Ten
performers.

He was named Big Ten Coach of the Year in 2019, guided Minnesota
to two top-10 wins (Penn State and Auburn) in the same season since 1956
and led Minnesota to its first New Year's Day bowl win (2020 Outback Bow!
against Auburn) since 1962. He has also had 19 players selected in the NFL
Draft while at Minnesota. Minnesota is one of only nine schools in the nation
that can claim the distinction of having a first or second round draft pick in
each of the last six years (2020-2025).

In 2024, Minnesota went 8-5 overall, 5-4 in the Big Ten and defeated
Virginia Tech in the Duke's Mayo Bowl. The Gophers reclaimed Paul
Bunyan's Axe with a road win at Wisconsin and posted ranked wins at home
against No. 11 USC and on the road at No. 24 lllinois. Minnesota also won at
UCLA to earn a victory at the historic Rose Bowl Stadium.

Quarterback Max Brosmer left his mark during his one season in the the
Maroon and Gold. The signal-caller threw for 2,828 yards and 18 touchdowns
and also completed a school record 268 passes. With Brosmer at the helm,
Minnesota had three players catch more than 40 passes in a season for the
first since 1956 (far back as specific records exist) as Daniel Jackson (75),
Darius Taylor (54 and a single-season program record for a running back)
and Elijah Sepncer (52) all eclipsed the 50-catch mark.

Offensive lineman Ersery was named an All-American and was the Big
Ten Offensive Lineman of the Year. He helped anchor a line that allowed for
Minnesota to average 26.15 points per game, 115.6 rushing yards per game

and 222.15 passing yards per game. The balanced Gopher offense rushed
for 18 touchdowns and threw for 20.

Minnesota fielded a staunch defense, which was ended the season
ranked in the top 15 in the nation in the following categories: Passes
Defended/Game, Total Yards Allowed, Passes Defended, Interceptions/
Game, Total Defense, Pass Breakups, Touchdowns Allowed, Opp. Pass
Efficiency Rating, Interceptions Recorded, First Downs Allowed/Game,
Scoring Defense, Passing TDs Allowed, Passing Yards Allowed, Pass Yards
Allowed/Attempt and Yards Per Play Allowed.

Defensive back Perich was recognized as an All-American and was
named All-Big Ten First Team (first Gopher freshman to be named All-Big
Ten First Team since running back Darrell Thompson in 1986) after leading
the Big Ten with five interceptions and making 46 tackles. Since 1976, Perich
was the only freshman in all of FBS to have recorded more than 100 punt
return yards, 100 kick return yards and five interceptions in a season. He was
just one of 23 players overall since 1976 to hit his current total of punt return
yards, kick return yards and interceptions in one season.

Perich was named a finalist for the Shaun Alexander Freshman of
the Year Award, while fellow defensive back Kerry Brown was named a
semifinalist (Minnesota was the only school to have two players named a
semifinalist).

The 2023 season saw Minnesota beat rival lowa on the road to reclaim
Floyd of Rosedale and win its fifth straight bowl game under Fleck (beat
Bowling Green in the Quick Lane Bowl). Defensive back Nubin was named
an All-American as he set a school record for most career interceptions with
13 and Dragan Kesich was recognized as the Big Ten Kicker of the Year.

Minnesota set a program record as nine Gophers were named Big Ten
Player of the Week (previous record of eight was set in 2018 and tied in
2019) and then-true freshman Taylor established himself as one of the best
running backs in the nation. Taylor rushed 138 times for 799 yards and five
touchdowns in six games of action. He was named Big Ten Freshman of the
Week three times and set a school record for most yards by a true freshman
when he ran for 208 yards in the Quick Lane Bowl victory.

The 2022 season saw Minnesota post nine wins as the Gophers went 9-4
overall, which included a bowl win against Syracuse and a road win at rival
Wisconsin. Minnesota, which went 5-2 at home, 3-2 on the road and 1-0 in
neutral site games, was paced by a stout, family-room defense and a bruising
offense that featured two All-Americans.

Minnesota ended the season ranked No. 4 in the nation in scoring
defense (13.85), No. 5 in third-down conversion defense (.279) and No. 9 in
the nation in total defense (295.1 yards per game).

The 13.85 points allowed per game were the fewest that Minnesota
has permitted since 1967 when it allowed 10.6 points per game during the
10-game season. Minnesota posted two shutouts during the season (38-0
against New Mexico State and 31-0 against Rutgers), which it had not done
since 2006 and the Gophers were the only team in the nation to shutout
two FBS teams in 2022 (Alabama, Georgia and Kansas State each had two
shutouts, but one each came against an FCS foe).

First-Team All-American center Schmitz and Second-Team All-American
running back Ibrahim led the Gopher offense, which ranked No. 17 in the
nation with 207.3 rushing yards per game. With Schmitz anchoring an offen-
sive line that featured four new starters, Ibrahim set single season records in
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rushing attempts (320), rushing yards (1,665), rushing touchdowns (20), total
touchdowns (20), total points (120) and 100-yard rushing games (10).

The 2022 season also saw three Gophers named either a semifinalist,
finalist or winner of a national award. Ibrahim was named Comeback Player
of the Year and was also a semifinalist for the Doak Walker Award. Schmitz
was a finalist for the Rimington Trophy and was also a semifinalist for the
Outland Trophy and the Rotary Lombardi Award. Quarterback Tanner
Morgan was a finalist for the Wuerffel Trophy and was a semifinalist for the
Jason Witten Collegiate Man of the Year Award.

On the field in 2021, Fleck led Minnesota to a 9-4 record and a 6-3 Big
Ten mark. The Gophers beat Wisconsin for the first time at home since 2003
to reclaim Paul Bunyan's Axe and picked up a postseason win against West
Virginia in the Guaranteed Rate Bowl.

Minnesota's dominant defense and offensive depth were the stories of
the season, as the Gophers won their final three games of the year for the
first time since 1973.

The Gophers ended the season with the nation's No. 3 total defense
(278.8 yards per game) and the nation's No. 6 scoring defense (17.3 points
per game). Minnesota also ended the year ranked fourth in first downs
defense (202), eighth in rushing defense (97.5) and eighth in passing yards
allowed (181.2). Minnesota held eight opponents to 14 points or less and
recorded its first shutout (30-0 road win at Colorado) since 2006 (62-0 against
Temple) and its first road shutout of a Power 5 opponent since 1977 (21-0
at lllinois).

On offense, the Gophers boasted the most experienced offensive line
in the nation and were a force rushing the ball, despite losing All-American
Ibrahim in the first game of the season and playing much of the season with-
out five scholarship running backs. Still, the Gophers were the only team in
the nation to have five different running backs all record at least one 100-yard
rushing game. In total, Minnesota rushed for 2,575 yards and 27 touchdowns
and passed for 2,106 yards and 12 scores.

In 2021, Fleck also became a Wall Street Journal best-selling author
when his Row The Boat book, which was co-authored with Jon Gordon,
peaked at No. 2 on the list in June.

In 2020, Fleck guided the Gophers to a 3-4 record as Minnesota played
an all-Big Ten schedule in the midst of the global Covid-19 pandemic. The
Gophers posted road wins at Nebraska and lllinois and beat Purdue at home.
They suffered overtime setbacks at Maryland and at Wisconsin. The season
was highlighted by Big Ten Running Back of the Year Ibrahim, who set
school records in season rushing yards per game (153.7) and touchdowns in
consecutive games (8). He tied school records in most rushing touchdowns
in a game (4), most rushing touchdowns in a first half (4), most rushing touch-
downs in one half (4) and consecutive 200-yard rushing games (2).

Ibrahim, who was named Third-Team All-America, rushed 201 times for
1,076 yards and 15 touchdowns (most ever for a junior at Minnesota) in the
abbreviated and unusual season. He led the Big Ten in the following catego-
ries: rushing attempts (201), rushing yards (1,076), rushing yards per game
(153.7), rushing touchdowns (15), scoring (90), points per game (12.9) and
all-purpose yards per game (168.4).

In 2019, Fleck led Minnesota to historic heights as the Gophers won
11 games for the first time since 1904. Minnesota also won seven Big Ten
games for the first time in school history, beat two top-10 teams, won a Jan. 1
bowl game and ended the season ranked No. 10.

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Fleck was voted Big Ten Coach of the Year
by his fellow conference head coaches and was
named AFCA Region 3 Coach of the Year. He
was also named a finalist for the George Munger
Award, Dodd Trophy, Eddie Robinson Award,
Bear Bryant Award and AFCA National Coach
of the Year.

Minnesota won four Big Ten games by at
least 20 points for the first time since 1934 and
beat No. 5 Penn State at home and No. 9 Auburn
in the Outback Bowl. That was the first time that
Minnesota beat two top 10 teams in the same
season since 1956. It was also the first time that
Minnesota won a Jan. 1 bowl game since 1962.

The Penn State win was Minnesota’s first win
against a top-five team since it beat No. 2 Penn
State on the road in 1999. It was Minnesota’s first
home win against a top-five team since it beat
No. 1 Michigan 16-0 in 1977. The Outback Bow!
victory against Auburn was Minnesota's best-
ranked nonconference win in school history.

The Gophers ascended to No. 7 in the
AP Poll, which was the team's highest ranking
since it was No. 5 on Nov. 19, 1962. Minnesota
was also ranked No. 8 in the College Football
Playoffs, which is its highest CFP ranking in
school history. The Gophers ended the year
ranked No. 10, which was their best ranking to
end a season since 1962.

Minnesota averaged 34.1 points per game,
which was the third most in school history, while
the defense allowed only 306.6 yards per game.

On offense, Minnesota was led by quar-
terback Morgan (All-Big Ten Second Team),
running back Rodney Smith (All-Big Ten Second
Team) and receivers Tyler Johnson (All-Big
Ten First Team) and Bateman (All-Big Ten First
Team). Johnson and Bateman became the first
teammates ever to both be named All-B1G First
Team wide receivers.

Morgan set a slew of single-season school
records, including passing yards, passing
touchdowns and consecutive games with a
touchdown. Smith rushed for more than 1,000
yards and became Minnesota's career leader in
all-purpose yards. Johnson set single-season
school records in receptions, receiving yards
and receiving touchdowns and left Dinkytown
as the school's career record holder in receiving
yards and touchdowns. Bateman was named
Big Ten Receiver of the Year and was one of 12
semifinalists for the Biletnikoff Award as he set
program records for a sophomore in receiving
yards and touchdowns.

Minnesota's defense was anchored by
Winfield Jr. (All-Big Ten First Team) and Carter
Coughlin (All-Big Ten Second Team). Winfield
was named the program's seventh Unanimous
All-American and was a finalist for the Bronko
Nagurski Award, which is presented to the best
defensive player in the nation. He led Minnesota
in tackles and tied a school modern-era record
with seven interceptions. Coughlin ended his
career as one of the best to ever wear the
Maroon and Gold, and he ranks third all-time in
sacks and fourth in tackles for loss.

In 2018, Fleck led Minnesota to a 7-6 record
and regular-season wins against Wisconsin,
Purdue, Indiana, Fresno State, Miami (Ohio) and
New Mexico State. The Gophers beat Georgia
Tech 34-10 in the Quick Lane Bowl and the
24-point margin of victory was the largest bow!
win in school history.

Minnesota also made history when it won
the final game of the regular season (Wisconsin)
and its bowl game (Georgia Tech), as that was
the first time ever that the Gophers won the final
game of the season and a bowl game.

Under Fleck, a young Minnesota team beat
rival Wisconsin for the first time since 2003 and
for the first time on the road since 1994 to claim
Paul Bunyan's Axe. The Gophers also downed
Purdue’s potent offense, as they held the Boilers
to a season low in points (10) and yards (233).
Minnesota also beat Fresno State, which finished
the season ranked No. 18, to give the Bulldogs
one of their two defeats on the season. The win
against Fresno State also marked the first time
that Minnesota beat a team ranked in the final
AP poll since 1999.

The Gophers had 112 players on the roster
and 58 (51.7%) were freshmen, which was the
most in the nation in 2018. The Gophers had 78
underclassmen (69.6%), which ranked tenth in
college football.

Fleck played two freshmen quarterbacks
(Zack Annexstad, Morgan) and both threw for
more than 1,200 yards and seven touchdowns.
Minnesota’s two leading rushers were both fresh-
men and three of Minnesota top-four receivers
were freshmen. On defense, freshman Terell
Smith led Minnesota with eight pass breakups.

In 2017, Fleck led a young and inexperi-
enced Gopher squad, as 49 of Minnesota’s 110
players (44.5%) were freshmen or redshirt fresh-
men and 76 (69%) were underclassmen. Fleck
guided Minnesota to a 5-7 record and those five
wins were the most by a first-year Gopher head
coach new to the program since the legendary
Murray Warmath won seven games in 1954.

Fleck won his Gopher debut against Buffalo,
which made him the school's first head coach
to win his debut since John Gutekunst in 1986
(before Fleck, Minnesota’s six most recent head
coaches all lost their first game). Minnesota then
posted a dominating 48-14 win at Oregon State,
which made Fleck the first Gopher coach to win a
true road opener since 1954 when Warmath and
the Gophers won 46-7 at Pittsburgh.

Minnesota's 34-point win at Oregon State
was the Gophers' 11th largest margin of victory
in a road game since 1920 and largest since
2006. The 48 points were the most the Gophers
scored on the road since they beat Northwestern
49-21in 1980.

Minnesota posted three 30-point wins in
2017, as it beat Oregon State by 34, Nebraska
by 33 and Middle Tennessee by 31. The last time
Minnesota won three games by 30 points in the
same season was 2005 when it started the year
with three straight 30-point wins.

The Gophers beat Nebraska 54-21 in Fleck's
first season. The 54 points were the most that
the Gophers scored in a Big Ten game since
they beat Indiana 63-26 in 2006. The 54 points
were the 14th most scored by Minnesota since
1946 and were the fifth most against a Big Ten
opponent in the same timeframe.

Off the field, Fleck and his team can often be
found supporting the M Health Fairview Masonic
Children's Hospital and the program also hosts
an annual diaper drive during training camp
and an annual turkey drive during teh week of
Thanksgiving. Minnesota has also hosted a
canned food drive and school supplies drive
under Fleck. In the classroom, Minnesota has
posted program record GPAs under Fleck.

Fleck came to Minnesota after spending four
years as the head coach at Western Michigan,
where he was 30-22 overall and 21-11 in the
Mid-American Conference. While leading the
Broncos, Fleck authored one of the most memo-
rable turnarounds in college football history. The
Broncos were 1-11 in his first year in 2013, but
ended the 2016 season with a No. 12 ranking, a
13-1 record, a conference championship and a
berth in the Cotton Bowl.

The Broncos were 12-0 in the 2016 reg-
ular season and posted wins against Big Ten
opponents Northwestern and lllinois. Fleck then
led his team to a 29-23 win against Ohio in the
Mid-American Conference championship game
before ending the season with a narrow bow!
game defeat to Wisconsin.

Fleck was named MAC Coach of the Year
in 2014 and 2016 and in 2016 he the Broncos to
their first MAC Championship since 1988.

Earning FBS Region 3 Coach of the Year
from the American Football Coaches Association,
Fleck was also named a finalist for the Eddie
Robinson Award and the George Munger Award
after Western Michigan became the first team
in MAC history to win each of its eight league
games by 14 or more points.

Fleck turned Western Michigan into a pipe-
line for the NFL as well, as seven of his players
were taken in NFL Drafts.

Fleck coached receiver Corey Davis and
offensive lineman Taylor Moton while at Western
Michigan. Davis, who was the first Consensus
All-American in Western Michigan history, caught
91 passes for 1,427 yards and 18 touchdowns
in 2016. He ended his career with 5,212 yards in
four seasons, which made him the Football Bow!
Subdivision all-time career receiving record hold-
er. Davis, who was selected fifth overall in the
2017 NFL Draft, joined Randy Moss as the only
Mid-American Conference receiver to be drafted
in the first round. Moton signed one of the NFL's
most lucrative contracts (four-year, $72 million)
for an offensive lineman in July 2021.

Off the field, Western Michigan had a pro-
gram-record seven student-athletes named to the
2016 MAC Distinguished Scholar Athlete team
and the Bronco team posted a 3.14 program
GPA in Fleck's last semester at the school.

Prior to his time at Western Michigan, Fleck
served as the wide receivers coach for the NFL's
Tampa Bay Buccaneers in 2012 and coached the
receivers at Rutgers from 2010-11. He coached
receivers and was the recruiting coordinator at
Northern lllinois in 2009 and tutored the receivers
for the Huskies from 2007-08. Fleck's coaching
career began at Ohio State as a graduate assis-
tant in 2006.

Fleck played receiver at Northern lllinois
from 1999-2003 and helped lead the Huskies to
aNo. 10 ranking, a 10-2 record and wins against
Maryland, Alabama and lowa State in his final
season. He ranks in the top five in Northern
lllinois history in career receptions (179) and
receiving yards (2,162). Fleck holds the school
record for punt returns (87) and ranks second in
punt return yards (716). He earned First Team
All-Mid-American Conference in 2003 and was
named Academic All-MAC and Second Team
CoSIDA Academic All-American. He graduated
in 2004 with a bachelor's degree in elementary
education.

Fleck played the 2004-05 seasons with the
NFL's San Francisco 49ers. He signed with the
49ers as a free agent in 2004 and spent most
of his time on the practice squad before seeing
action against New England late in the season.
He spent the 2005 season on the injured reserve
roster and in 2006 he stopped playing profes-
sionally and started his coaching career.

Fleck and his wife, Heather, have four chil-
dren, Gavin, Carter, Paisley (P.J.) and Harper.
