Ty McDevitt was named the 16th head coach in program history on May 22nd, 2024 
following the retirement of John Anderson, who coached the Gophers for 43 seasons.

Throughout his first season at the helm of Gopher Baseball, McDevitt tallied a 24-28 
overall record (10-20 Big Ten) and finished 16th in the final Big Ten Conference stand-
ings. He picked up his first win in the Gophers’ season opener against the University of 
Houston, collecting a 14-3 victory on the road against the Cougars.

McDevitt is entering his ninth season on the staff and second at the helm of the program. 
Prior to being named skipper, McDevitt served as the teams pitching coach from 2019-
2024 and was a volunteer assistant from 2017-2018.

The Gophers pitching staff had a resurgent 2024 season under his tutelage, ranking first 
in the Big Ten in fewest earned runs and home runs allowed, third in ERA, K/H per nine 
innings and hits allowed and fourth in strikeouts. 

He joined the Gopher baseball coaching staff after playing five seasons in the program as 
one of the staple pieces of the Minnesota bullpen. As a player (2012-16), McDevitt made 
45 appearances for the Golden Gophers, including five starts. He posted a 9-4 career 
record and had an era under 4.00 in three of his seasons. During his senior year in 2016, 
McDevitt earned a 3.77 ERA with a 4-1 record, totaling 23 strikeouts in 28.2 innings 
pitched out of the bullpen. Minnesota went on to win the 2016 Big Ten Championship, 
the program’s first league title since 2010. The team also went on to the NCAA Tourna-
ment for the first time in six seasons.

-Alec Crawford joined the Golden Gophers staff as the director of pitching development in the fall of 2022. He moved to the interim 
pitching coach role when McDevitt went on medical leave. in 2023 and was named pitching coach when McDevitt transitioned to head 
coach.
-A 2014 MLB Draft pick of the Rockies, Crawford pitched for two years (2013-14) at Minnesota. He was an All-Big Ten Third Team selection 
and named the Gophers’ David Winfield Pitcher of the Year as a senior. 
-Crawford is wearing No. 64 this season in honor of the 1964 National Championship team.

-Connor Gandossy joined the Gopher staff as an assistant coach in June of 2024. He focuses on hitters and catchers at Minnesota. He 
comes to Minnesota after spending the last seven seasons as hitting coach and recruiting coordinator for the Creighton Baseball pro-
gram. He was also responsible for the Bluejay catchers. Prior to Creighton, he spent the 2012-2016 seasons at Saint Louis. Prior to Saint 
Louis he was an assistant coach at Jefferson College. Gandossy was a fromer catcher at Saint Louis University.
-Gandossy was an instrumental part of Creighton’s success and their NCAA Regional Finals and Big East regular and tournement titles 
in 2019. In his first season with the Bluejays he helped bump up the teams batting average by 11 points from .256 to .267, raised the 
squads slugging percentage .370 to .412. He also helped increase their runs per game from 4.3 to 6.1 throughout his six seasons. 
-Connor also made an impact on the recruting trail, recruiting classes consistently in the top 100.

-Sean Moore joined the Gopher staff as an assistant coach in June of 2024. Prior to coming to Minnesota he spent two seasons as a 
volunteer assistant at Iowa (2017-2018) then five seasons at Penn State (2018-2023), one being as the director of operations/player devel-
opment (2023). At Iowa he helped lead the program to 72 wins, the first Big Ten Tournement title in school history and an apperance in 
the 2017 Houston Regional. In his four seasons at Penn State as an assistant, they improved in runs (4.3 to 7.1), home runs (24 to 44, RBIs 
(193-316), and on base percentage (.332 to 3.72). During he collegiate career he played two seasons at DMACC where he helped lead the 
Bears to an NJCAA World Series berth in 2011 before earning All-Region XI honors in 2012. He then spent the 2013 season at Whicita State 
before wrapping up his career at Iowa in 2015. 

-Nolan Summerfield enters his second season as the director of operations for Gopher Baseball after previously serving as the assistant 
director of operations.
-Summerfield first joined the Gopher Baseball program in the fall of 2020 as a student manager and bullpen catcher. In the summer of 
2022, he was promoted to Head Student Manager for the 2023 season. During his three seasons, he assisted in the day-to-day opera-
tions of the program.
-While pursuing his undergrad degree, he spent time working with the Wareham Gateman of the Cape Cod League and Pierre Trappers of 
the Expedition League.

Jake Larson joined the Minnesota coaching staff as the Director of Player Devlopment in the summer of 2025, shortly after graduating 
from the university.

Larson spent his collegiate baseball career playing for the Gophers from 2022-25. On the field, the maroon and gold infielder collected 60 
hits in 300 career at bats, including 40 RBI’s and six home runs. On defense, Larson tallied a .910 career fielding percentage with 95 outs 
and 159 assists over 279 total chances.
