+ Evansville and Indiana State are meeting for
the 58th time with the Sycamores owning a
39-18 advantage in the series.

+ The Aces and Sycamores met earlier this
season at the Hulman Center as Indiana State
picked-up a 68-58 win over Evansville.

+ Evansville last defeated the Sycamores less
than a year ago, earning a 59-56 win over
Indiana State on March 3, 2019, the Aces’ last
conference victory.

+ The last time the Aces earned a win over
Indiana State in Evansville was on Dec. 30,
2016, whe UE captured a 57-41 win over the
Sycamores at the Ford Center.

+ Freshman Abby Feit continued her excep-
tional freshman campaign, scoring 16 points
against SIU on Sunday. The double-digit scor-
ing performance was Feit’s third in her last four
games and her 21st on the season.

+ Against the Salukis, Evansville hit just four
three-pointers, tied for the second-lowest
amount of triples the Aces have hit in a game
this season. In Evansville’s three victories, the
Aces hit six-or-more threes, including a high of
10 made three-pointers against Marshall on
Nov. 24.

+ Junior Lola Bracy poured-in double-digits
in both of this past weekend’s games. Bracy
scored 12 points at No. 18 Missouri State and
led the team with 17 points on the road at SIU
on Sunday. Bracy sits second on the team
averaging 11.2 points per game.

+ The Sycamores enter Friday’'s matchup with a
4-23 overall record and a 2-13 mark in confer-
ence play. Indiana State’s two wins have come
over Evansville and UNI, both at home.




TEAM NOTES
Back-fo-Back 60s

Evansville enters the weekend after scoring
60-or-more points in back-to-back games.
The Aces scored 62 against No. 18 Missouri
State on Friday and hit the 60-point mark with
60 against SIU on Sunday. The back-to-back
60-point performances marks the first time
since Jan. 17 that Evansville has scored 60
points.

Attempting the Three

So far this season, Evansville has attempted
a total of 621 three-pointers in 25 games,

an average of 25 three-point attempts per
contest. Comparatively, Evansville averaged
22 three-point attempts in 2018-19 and 22.1
in 2017-18. In head coach Matt Ruffing’s first
season at the helm, the team averaged 20.8
three-point attempts per game.

39 is the Magic Number

Four times this season the Aces have
recorded 39 or more rebounds. In three of
the four games, Evansville has won, includ-
ing a season-high 45 boards against Brescia
on Nov. 5. The lone loss when tallying 39

or more rebounds came in a narrow 72-64
defeat to Miami (Ohio) on Dec. 22.

Double-Digit Triples

In 25 games this year, Evansville has hit 10 or
more three pointers in three games. The Aces
hit a season-high 12 triples against SIUE on
Nov. 13 and recorded 10 threes in a 66-62
overtime win over Marshall and 10 more
against Valparaiso last Thursday.

Limited Free-Throw Attempts

One of the keys to Evansville’s three wins was
getting to the charity stripe. In all three of
UE's victories, the Aces attempted 15 or more
free throws. Over the last 10 games, the Aces
have been held to six attempts at the line five
times.

Playing with Pace

One of the focuses for the Aces this season
has been increasing its pace and the num-
ber of possessions. The plan seems to be
working as Evansville is 71st in the nation in
possessions per game with 73.5 possessions
per contest. In recent seasons, the Aces have
finished in 187th (69.8 possessions per 40
minutes, 2018-19), 168th (70.0 ppm, 2017-
18), and 183rd (69.8 ppm, 2016-17).
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INDIVIDUAL NOTES
Sultan of Swat

Freshman Abby Feit has made a name for
herself with her scoring, rebounding, and
minutes averages, but Feit has also been a
force as a rim protector. Feit is averaging 1.5
blocks per game, the 88th-best blocking aver-
age in the nation.

High-Volume Shooter

Junior Lola Bracy sits second on the team in
scoring average with 11.2 points per game.
Bracy is a high-volume shooter, averaging
11.9 field-goal attempts per contest, sitting
in the top 300 in the nation in field-goal at-
tempts.

Feit versus the Sycamores

Freshman Abby Feit is looking forward to a
second-chance to take on Indiana State. In
the first meeting between the two sides, Feit
scored a team-high 16 points and went 6-12
from the floor.

Logging Minutes

Freshman Abby Feit has logged some seri-
ous minutes on the court this season. Feit is
averaging 36.7 minutes per game, playing a
total of 953 minutes. Feit's minutes per game
average leads the MVC and is 28th-best in
the nation and is second amongst freshmen
in minutes per game. Feit is also one of four
players taller than 6’0" in the nation averaging
over 36.5 minutes per game.

Thomas Focuses on 3s

This season, junior Alexis Thomas has been

a three-point specialist for the Aces. Thomas
is shooting 33.3% from beyond the arc, hitting
25 three-pointers, second-best on the team
for three-pointers made behind Abby Feit's

40 threes. Thomas has stayed around the arc
for most of the season as only three of her 78
shot attempts have come from inside the arc,
where Thomas is 0-3 from the field. Thomas’
93.5% three-point rate (amount of total field
goal attempts that are three-point attempts)
is third-best in the nation.

Assist Rate

Helping to fuel the Aces’ offense, sophomore
Anna Newman has been the primary facilita-
tor for Evansville. Newman is in the top 150 in
the nation in assist rate as Newman has as-
sisted on 27.5% of her teammates field goals.

Feit and Poland Lead the Way
Through 25 games this season, Evansville
has used plenty of different starting lineup
combinations. In all, 12 unique starting
lineups have been used by the Aces. Despite
all the different lineups, both Abby Feit and
Jada Poland have started all 25 contests for
the Aces.

This season has been especially strong for
the Missouri Valley Conference. Currently,

six of the league’s 10 teams sit inside the top
80 in RPI, with two of those six currently in
the NCAA Tournament according to ESPN's
bracketology. According to ESPN, Missouri
State is the No. 6 seed in the Fort Wayne
region, while Evansville’s opponent this week-
end, Drake, is the No. 9 seed in the Portland
region. Interestingly, if ESPN’s bracketology
were to correctly predict the seeding and
matchups, Drake would open against No. 8
seed Tennessee, coached by former Missouri
State head coach Kellie Harper, presenting a
rematch on the head coaching side from the
2019 Hoops in the Heartland championship
game that saw Harper and her Lady Bears
captured the championship and a berth into
the 2019 NCAA Tournament.

LAST TIME OUT

CARBONDALE, lll. - In its final road game of the regular sea-
son, the University of Evansville women'’s basketball team fell
to SIU, 99-60, in Carbondale, lll. on Sunday afternoon.

Junior Lola Bracy (17 points) and freshman Abby Feit (16)
closed-out impressive weekends, combining for 33 of Evans-
ville’s 60 points. Four Salukis finished in double-figures with
Nicole Martin pacing SIU with 19 points in 18 minutes. Coming
off the bench, Payton McCallister provided an extra spark for
SIU, hitting five three-pointers and finishing with 15 points.

SIU's efficiency and ability to get shots at the rim powered the
Salukis to the victory.

The Salukis racked up 36 points in the first quarter, the most
scored against the Aces in a quarter this season and limited
Evansville to 17 points. SIU was 14-20 (70%) from the field in
the first stanza with 22 points coming in the paint.

The second quarter saw more of the same from SIU, but this
time it was the outside shot that propelled the Salukis. SIU hit
five of its nine attempts from beyond the arc in the second peri-
od as the Salukis grew their lead as large as 30 at 53-23 before
taking a 60-31 advantage to the locker room.

Both teams’ offenses were similarly luke warm in the third
quarter, as the two sides both shot under 40% from the field.
For Evansville, Feit and Bracy each led Evansville with four
points in the period as the Salukis narrowly out-score UE in the
quarter, 16-15.

In the fourth, the Salukis reached 20 points in a quarter for the

third time in the game, scoring 23 points and pushing their lead
as high as 43 before closing the contest with the 99-60 win.

TERRE HAUTE, Ind. - In an in-state showdown, the University of
Evansville women'’s basketball team fell to Indiana State, 68-58,
on the road in Terre Haute on Friday evening.

A pair of Aces finished in double-figures for Evansville, as
freshman Abby Feit tied for a game-high with 16 points, while
pulling down six boards and blocking three shots. Sophomore
A'Niah Griffin also recorded a double-digit scoring performance
with 12 points on an efficient 5-10 shooting night. Dejanae Wil-
liams scored 16 points to lead the Sycamores, hitting a game-
high four three-pointers.

Rebounds were the defining statistic of the night as the Syca-
mores grabbed 12 more boards than the Aces and attempted
six more shots than Evansville. Despite a late positive stretch
from the free-throw line, Evansville also struggled at the charity
stripe on the night, shooting 12-25 (48%) from the stripe.

Evansville never truly let its deficit get out-of-hand, but the
Aces never led on the evening. On multiple occasions down the
stretch, the Aces cut the Sycamores’ lead to four or less, twice
moving within three points during the fourth quarter. The Aces
never drew closer than three in the final period and Indiana
State scored five-straight points during the mid-point of the
fourth to secure its lead en route to the 10-point win.
