TEAM NOTES
GETTING TO THE LINE

Continuing what has been a trend this
season, Evansville again pulled away in

a game thanks to its ability to get to the
free-throw line. Against SEMO on Dec. 18,
the Aces attempted 41 free throws, the
most by an Evansville team since at least
2012-13 and the second time this season
UE has attempted 40-or-more free throws
in a game. The Aces are number one in the
nation in free-throw attempts, averaging
just shy of 30 per game and also sit first in
free-throw makes at nearly 21 per game.

PRODUCING A POST PRESENCE

As much as the fast-paced, high-scoring of-
fense has been lauded for the Aces this sea-
son, Evansville has also excelled at protecting
the rim. UE has relied on four rim protectors
this season in senior Abby Feit, redshirt ju-
niors Barbora Tomancova and Celine Dupont,
and fifth-year guard A'Niah Griffin. The group
has combined for 24 of Evansville’s 29 blocks
on the season and has helped UE to average
3.6 blocks per contest this year, the 105th-
best average in the nation. Feit's team-high
10 blocks this season gives her 115 in her
career and puts her just 16 from moving

The Aces
secured a winning record in non-conference
play for the third-straight season with the win
over SEMO, tying the program record for most
consecutive season with a winning record in
non--conference action, most recently done in
2006-07,2007-08, and 2008-09.

INDIVIDUAL NOTES
ANNA TIES CAREER HIGH

In her final MVC opener, graduate point
guard Anna Newman rose to the occas-
sion. Against the Salukis, Newman tied
her career high with 17 points against the
Salukis, providing an efficient perfor-
mance for UE, making six of her eight
attempts from the field and dishing out
seven assists.

CLARK REACHES 1,000

Against SEMO on Dec. 18, fifth-year
guard Myia Clark reached a career
milestone. With her five points against
the Redhawks, Clark surpassed the
1,000-point mark, becoming the third Ace
to do so in the last five seasons, follow-
ing teammate Abby Feit who reached the
mark last season. In her career, Clark has
scored 454 points at Evansville and 548
points in three previous seasons at SLU.

KNOCKING-DOWN SHOTS AT THE LINE
In her first season in white and purple,
redshirt-junior center Barbora Tomanco-
va has been a key addition for the Aces.
Along with her scoring and rebounding
ability and rim protection, Tomancova
has also converted at the charity stripe
at a high-rate. Tomancova is averaging a
team-best 92.9% (26-28), good enough
for 18th in the nation.

KYNIDI MAKES EARLY IMPACT

Making the transition from prep basket-
ball to the college game has seemed to
be relatively smooth for freshman point
guard Kynidi Mason Striverson. Just
eight games into her collegiate career,
Mason Striverson is averaging over eight
points and three rebounds, while sitting
second on the team with over two assists
per game.

SOME OF THE HOOSIER STATE'S BEST

Evansville welcomes a pair of freshman
guards who stayed in-state to join the
Aces. Kynidi Mason Striverson and Rayah
Kincer were both named Indiana All-Stars
during their high school careers with
Kincer earning it her junior season before
an injury ended her senior campaign
early in the year and Mason Striverson
captured all state honors as a senior,
leading her team to the 2022 State Cham-
pionship game.

SPRINGFIELD, Mo. - Despite an impressive first half effort, the
University of Evansville women’s basketball team dropped a
weekend-opening contest at Missouri State, 99-57, on Thurs-
day night in Springfield, Mo.

Seniors A'Niah Griffin and Myia Clark finished in double-fig-
ures to power the Evansville offensive effort. Griffin continued
a strong string of performances, pouring-in a team-high 14
points in 24 minutes of action, while Clark did most of her
scoring in the second half, finishing with 13 points with eight
coming in the final 20 minutes. In all, five Aces finished with
seven-or-more points on the night. For the Bears, Abi Jackson
led the way, scoring 31 points on 13-22 shooting.

Evansville kept pace with the Lady Bears for much of the
opening half of competition. The first 20 minutes of play was
hallmarked by each side trading baskets back-and-forth. The
Lady Bears lead grew as large as seven in the first quarter,

but the Aces battled back with a triple by junior Abby Feit
cutting the deficit to just two at 16-14 with under one minute
remaining in the period. A run during the middle portion of the
second quarter lifted Missouri State’s lead to double-digits, but
the Aces kept it manageable as the quarter pushed on. Eight
points each from Feit and Griffin helped keep Evansville in it at
the break, trailing by 13 at 47-34.

In the second half, the Lady Bears offense continued to hit
shots at a high rate. Missouri State shot 50% (21-42) from the
field in the final 20 minutes, while Evansville’s efficiency from
the first half was not the same in the second half, where the
Aces shot 25% from the field. A plus for Evansville offensively
in the second half was its ability to continue to get to the free
throw line, one of its biggest strengths this season, getting 13
attempts at the charity stripe to MSU'’s five. The hot-shooting
from Missouri State allowed the Lady Bears to continue push-
ing their advantage en route to a 99-57 win.

ROBYN SCHERR-WELLS

HEAD COACH (SECOND SEASON)

Robyn Scherr-Wells enters her second season at the helm of the Purple Aces women'’s basket-
ball program and the rebuild is well underway.

On April 20,2021, Scherr-Wells, who had shown a knack for revitalizing programs and devel-
oping talent, was named as the 11th head coach in Evansville women'’s basketball program
history. Since then, Scherr-Wells has made plenty of progress in rebuilding the Aces program,
beginning with the 2021-22 season.

In her first season, Scherr-Wells led the Aces to eight wins, the most by an Evansville team
since winning 14 games in 2016-17. Capturing a pair of victories in MVC play, Scherr-Wells’ side
earned the no. 9 seed at Hoops in the Heartland, its highest seed since 2016-17.

One of the hallmarks of head coach RobynScherr-Wells system at UE has been playing fast.
Installing a new system, Scherr-Wells achieved her goal of getting the Aces to play fast as
Evansville finished 35th in the nation with 74.4 possessions per 40 minutes in her first season
at the helm. The Aces averaged over 65 points per game in 2021-22, a nine-point increase from
the 2020-21 campaign.

Scherr-Wells came to the River City with head coaching experience, coaching for seven seasons
in the NAIA with Roosevelt University and Davenport University, winning six conference cham-
pionships, while also helping rebuild programs at Florida International University and Davidson
College as an assistant coach at the NCAA Division | level. Scherr-Wells spent the 2020-21
season as assistant coach at Florida International University, where she was part of a staff that
helped lead the Panthers to their best record in nearly a decade.

A native of Glen Ellyn, Illinois, Scherr-Wells attended the University of Michigan where she joined
the women'’s basketball team. With the Wolverines, Scherr-Wells started as a manager/practice
player during her freshman season and eventually earned an athletic scholarship as a sopho-
more for her role in that capacity for the squad. As a member of the Wolverines, Scherr-Wells
was part of a team that earned three NCAA Tournament berths and made the postseason in
each of her four seasons.

A 2001 graduate of the University of Michigan, Scherr-Wells finished with distinction and earned
a Bachelor’s Degree in Movement Science and Athletic Training. She went on to earn a Master’s
Degree of Business Administration from Roosevelt in 2014. She is married to Ryan Wells and
the two have one son, Jett.
