Series History
Southeast Missouri leads its all-time series 
against SIU Edwardsville by a count of 21-12. 
SEMO has won six of the last 10 meetings 
between the teams. The Redhawks are 13-4 
all-time against the Cougars at the Show Me 
Center. 

Longest Homestand
The Redhawks open a five-game homestand 
and will be at the Show Me Center for eight 
of their next 10 games. The five-game stretch 
is Southeast Missouri’s longest Ohio Valley 
Conference homestand in program history. 
It also matches the longest homestand in 
SEMO’s NCAA Division I era. The other time 
the Redhawks played five home games in a 
row since moving to Division I was in 1997-98 
(vs. Central Methodist, vs. Bradley, vs. Oakland 
City, vs. Tennessee State, vs. Austin Peay). 

Redhawks to Play Eastern Kentucky 
Twice at Home in February
Southeast Missouri will now host Eastern 
Kentucky twice at the Show Me Center in late 
February. SEMO faces EKU on Saturday, Feb.  
20 (5 p.m.) and Monday, Feb. 22 (6 p.m.) as 
part of the recent schedule change. 
The Redhawks initial home date against the 

Colonels scheduled for Feb. 18 will move to 
Saturday behind SEMO’s women’s game vs. 
Morehead State. The Redhawks original road 
game at EKU on Jan. 23 that was postponed 
due to COVID-19 protocols in the Colonels 
program has been rescheduled for Feb. 22 in 
Cape Girardeau. 

COVID Protocols
The Redhawks have had six of of their initially 
scheduled dates (Dec. 12, Jan. 9, Jan. 11, Jan. 
14, Jan. 16, Jan. 23) this season affected by 
COVID protocols this season. All of those 
games were rescheduled.

Current Road Stretch
Southeast Missouri returns home from a 
three-game road trip. SEMO went 1-2 during its 
lengthy stretch with a win at Tennessee State 
(63-59) on Jan. 19 and losses at Morehead 
State (76-65, Jan. 21) and UT Martin (69-66, 
Jan. 26). The Redhawks dropped to 1-7 in true 
road games this year.

Last Time vs. SIUE
The Redhawks and Cougars split their 
two-game series a year ago with each team 
winning on their home floor. SIUE won, 84-65, 

Southeast Missouri or SEMO is the 
preferred reference for Southeast 
Missouri State University athletic teams. 
Southeastern Missouri State is not an 
acceptable reference.

Going for Fifth NCAA Division I Win 
Southeast Missouri presently has four wins 
over NCAA Division I teams this season. Last 
year, the Redhawks recorded five victories 
against such teams. SEMO’s fifth Division I win 
came against SIU Edwardsville (75-71, Feb. 20) 
in 2019-20.

About SIUE
SIUE has played just four Ohio Valley 
Conference games, fewest of any team 
in the league. The Cougars head to Cape 
Girardeau at 5-5 overall and 3-1 in OVC play. 
All of SIUE’s games have been on the road 
thus far. The Cougars beat Morehead State 
(69-65), Tennessee State (67-65) and Eastern 
Illinois (87-74) for their conference victories. 
Statistically, SIUE is third in the OVC in field 
goal percentage (.453), second in field goal 
percentage defense (.413), second in 3-point 
field goal percentage (.352) and first in blocks 
(6.1 per game). Sydney Wilson (12.8 ppg) and 
Mike Adewunmi (12.4 ppg) lead the Cougars in 
scoring. Lamar Wright is the Cougars top shot 
blocker with 15 swats. 

Last Time Out
Nana Akenten scored 18 points and Southeast 
Missouri was within a point with a little over a 
minute left, but UT Martin escaped with a 
69-66 win Tuesday. UTM ended a nine-game 
losing streak, as both of its Ohio Valley 
Conference wins came against the Redhawks 
this year. SEMO was again in striking distance 
down 67-66 with 1:23 to go. Nolan Taylor 
later went to the free throw line after Ajani 
Kennedy was charged with a flagrant 1 foul. As 
a result, Taylor was awarded two shots and the 
Redhawks would get the ball. Taylor, however, 
missed both of his attempts with 11 seconds 
remaining. On the ensuing possession, Chris 
Harris drove the lane and UTM was initially 
called for a blocking foul. After the officials 
reviewed the play, the call was reversed and 
Harris was charged with an offensive foul 
instead. DQ Nicholas fouled Kenton Eskridge, 
who made two free throws to seal the win with 
six seconds. SEMO had one last chance, but 
Akenten missed a 3-pointer at the buzzer.

Getting to the Free Throw Line
In its game at Morehead State (Jan. 21), 
Southeast Missouri shot 18-of-27 free 
throws, marking the sixth time this season it 
had 27 or more free throw attempts. In the 
last six games alone, SEMO has shot a total 
of 156 free throws for an average of 26 per 
contest. In two games against Tennessee 
State, the Redhawks shot 86 free throws and 
matched a single-game program record with 
40 makes in 51 attempts vs. the Tigers on Jan. 
2. SEMO outscored its last five opponents by 
a combined 107-89 for a +18 margin at the free 
throw line. 

Nicholas Grabs Career-High in 
Rebounds
DQ Nicholas recently established a new 
career-high with nine rebounds at UT Martin 
(Jan. 26). Nicholas is now tied for third on the 
team with 4.4 rebounds per game.

First Road Win
Southeast Missouri picked up its first true road 
victory of the Brad Korn era when it defeated 
Tennessee State, 63-59, in the only Ohio Valley 
Conference game played Tuesday. The 
Redhawks ended a 23-game losing streak in 
true road games. SEMO’s last true road win 
came at Eastern Illinois (88-79) on 
Feb. 23, 2019.

Season Sweep
With its 63-59 win on Jan. 19, Southeast Mis-
souri completed a two-game sweep of Tennes-
see State this season. The Redhawks 

won both games by four points. SEMO 
defeated TSU, 83-79, in double overtime on 
Jan. 2 (Cape Girardeau) before winning in 
Nashville this week. It was the first time SEMO 
beat the Tigers twice in a season since 
1998-99. 

Nicholas Paces Redhawks
DQ Nicholas led Southeast Missouri with 
17 points against Morehead State (Jan. 21). 
Nicholas shot 5-of-9 from the field, hit 4-of-7 
free throws and tied a career-high with three 
3-pointers made. It marked his sixth game 
scoring in double figures this year.

Harris Sends Redhawks to Victory
Chris Harris led Southeast Missouri with 17 
points and made two huge free throws with 
14 seconds left against Tennessee State (Jan. 
19). Harris made a career-high 10-of-12 free 
throws and pulled up to bury a huge 3-pointer 
to make it a two-possession game with 2:28 on 
the clock after TSU pulled within three. Harris 
has a team-high 11 double-digit scoring games 
this season.

Patterson Nets Season-Best
Manny Patterson gave the Redhawks some 
strong minutes off the bench at Tennessee 
State (Jan. 19). Patterson dropped in a 
season-high 10 points during his first 
double-digit scoring performance as a 
Redhawk. He shot 3-of-3 from the field and 
4-of-6 at the free throw line. Patterson also 
had six rebounds and three blocks in 15 
minutes.
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Nicholas For Three
DQ Nicholas made only three 3-pointers 
through his first 11 games this season, but has 
matched that number in two of his last three 
starts. Nicholas shot 54.5 percent (6-of-11) 
from beyond the arc going 3-of-6 at 
Tennessee State (Jan. 19) and 3-of-5 at 
Morehead State (Jan. 21).

Redhawks Resume Play
Southeast Missouri’s Department of 
Athletics paused men’s basketball activities 
due to COVID-19 protocols on Jan. 8. As a 
result, SEMO did not play its originally 
scheduled Ohio Valley Conference games at 
Tennessee State (Jan. 9) and UT Martin 
(Jan. 11). The Redhawks are making up those 
games during their current road trip. SEMO 
beat TSU, 63-59, on Jan. 19 and  will play at 
UTM on Jan. 26. 

Akenten Playing Well
Nana Akenten led Southeast Missouri with a 
double-double 20 points and 11 rebounds at 
Belmont (Jan. 7). Akenten then topped the 
Redhawks with 14 points vs. Morehead State 
(Jan. 16). He made four 3-pointers against the 
Eagles, marking the third time he drained four 
in a game this year. Most recently, Akenten led 
SEMO with 18 points at UT Martin (Jan. 26). 
He stands third on the team in scoring (9.6 
ppg) and leads SEMO with 6.3 rebounds per 
contest.

Leading at Halftime
The Redhawks have either led or been tied 
at halftime in 10 of its 14 games this season. 
Southeast Missouri held a 35-33 edge at the 
intermission at Ohio Valley Conference leader 
Belmont (Jan. 7). It was the first time SEMO 
led at the half in 10 meetings with the Bruins. 
All four of the Redhawks wins have come when 
they led at the half this year.

Homecourt Success
Two of Southeast Missouri’s three wins have 
come at the Show Me Center this season. The 
Redhawks beat Lipscomb, 82-77, on Dec. 7 and 
Tennessee State, 83-79, in double overtime 
on Jan. 2. SEMO is averaging 82.5 points per 
game on its homecourt this year. The 
Redhawks are 2-3 overall at home this year.

Harris Returns
Chris Harris, Southeast Missouri’s top scorer, 
returned from a thumb injury vs. Morehead 
State (Jan. 16). Harris scored five points in 28 
minutes against the Eagles. He was out of the 
starting lineup for the only time this season at 
Belmont (Jan. 7).

Long Ruled Eligible
On Jan. 14, the NCAA ruled nearby Sikeston 
native Parker Long eligible to play. Long 
logged six minutes in his first career game at 
Southeast Missouri vs. Morehead State 
(Jan. 16). Twelve of the 14 players on SEMO’s 
roster have now played this season.

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First Double-Double Goes 
to Akenten
Nana Akenten became the first Southeast 
Missouri player to record a double-double 
this season when he scored a season-high 
20 points and pulled down a season-best 11 
rebounds at Belmont (Jan. 7). Akenten shot 
7-of-17 from the field, made three 3-pointers 
and hit a near-perfect 3-of-4 free throws in 
that contest. It was the first time he scored 20 
points in a game wearing a Redhawk uniform. 

First Career Start for Branson
Freshman Dylan Branson logged his first 
career start for the injured Chris Harris at 
Belmont (Jan. 7). Branson made 3-of-3 free 
throws and finished with four rebounds 
against the Bruins. Prior to that, he came off 
the bench in nine-straight games.

First OVC Win
The Redhawks gave Brad Korn his first career 
Ohio Valley Conference win when they pulled 
out a gritty 83-79 double overtime victory over 
Tennessee State (Jan. 2). Southeast Missouri 
started a New Year with a win for the first time  
since 2013 when it beat Austin Peay, 86-84, 
on Jan. 3. Last year, SEMO did not get its first 
league win until Feb. 6, 2020 (76-72, vs. 
Jacksonville State).

Free Throws Everywhere
Southeast Missouri tied a single-game 
program record when it made 40 free throws 
in 51 attempts to key its double overtime win 
over Tennessee State (Jan. 2). The Redhawks 
outscored the Tigers, 40-22, in that contest. 
SEMO’s 40 free throws made and 51 attempts 
are both second in the nation behind Georgia 
Tech’s 41 free throws made and 59 attempts 
vs. Georgia State on Nov. 25.

Nicholas Rises
Guard DQ Nicholas scored a season-high 21 
points and made a career-best 17-of-19 free 
throws to lead Southeast Missouri against 
Tennessee State (Jan. 2). Nicholas made his 
first 15 free throws of the game and did not 
miss his first free throw until the 3:51 mark of 
the first overtime period. His 17 free throws 
made are most of any NCAA Division I 
basketball player in a game this season.

We Did It!
After losing three games in overtime and one 
on a last second shot, Southeast Missouri went 
to overtime again, but this time came out 
victorious. The Redhawks overcame a nine-
point deficit with 2:03 left in regulation and 
tied the game on a pair of DQ Nicholas free 
throws to force overtime against Tennessee 
State (Jan. 2). It took a second overtime period 
to decide SEMO’s dramatic 83-79 win that was 
capped by a pair of free throws from Nana 
Akenten with one second on the clock. 

Close Games
Southeast Missouri, which has been outscored 
by a tight 3.9 margin, dropped three contests 
in overtime and one on a last second shot 
since its 2020-21 campaign began on Nov. 28. 
SEMO has lost three times by double figures 
(77-66, at Belmont, Jan. 7; 64-50, vs. Morehead 
State, Jan. 16; 76-65 at Morehead State, Jan. 
21) and won four games by no more than five 
points. SEMO also dropped three games by 
three points or less.
  
Reed Jr. Back in the Starting Lineup
Eric Reed, Jr. scored double figures in two of 
his last four games since rejoining the 
starting lineup on Dec. 30 (at Tennessee 
Tech). Reed, Jr. scored 14 points at Tennessee 
Tech and followed that up with 13 vs. 
Tennessee State (Jan. 2). He enters 
Thursday’s game at fifth on the team in 
scoring with 9.1 points per game.

Multiple Threes
Eric Reed, Jr. has gone eight of his last 10 
games with at least two made threes. Reed, 
Jr. has made multiple 3-pointers in 10 of his 
14 contests this year. He buried a season-high 
three 3-pointers vs. Southern Illinois (Dec. 2), 
Lipscomb (Dec. 7) and at Evansville (Dec. 15). 
Reed, Jr. ranks first on the team with 23 
three-pointers in 2020-21.

Over 80
Southeast Missouri scored over 80 points for 
the second time this season in its 83-79 double 
overtime win over Tennessee State (Jan. 2). 
SEMO’s season-high 83 points came after the 
Redhawks went four-straight games scoring 
67 or less points.

Honors & Awards
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3-Point Percentage
Southeast Missouri ranks fourth in the Ohio 
Valley Conference with a .341 3-point field goal 
percentage. The Redhawks have made 
104-of-305 three-pointers through 14 
contests. SEMO is averaging 7.4 
three-pointers a game. 

+18 Free Throw Margin
In their win over Tennessee State (Jan. 2), the 
Redhawks held a +18 margin at the free throw 
line. Southeast Missouri outscored TSU, 40-22, 
at the charity stripe. The last time the Red-
hawks outscored an opponent by a +18 
margin at the free throw line was vs. 
Mid-Continent (42-24) on Nov. 22, 2013. 

Top Scorer
Chris Harris scored double figures for the 
11th time in 13 starts this season when he 
finished with 12 points at UT Martin (Jan. 26). 
Harris, who leads Southeast Missouri and 
ranks 10th in the Ohio Valley Conference with 
14.5 points a game, has scored over 20 points 
twice this year. He also ranks tied for second 
on the team with 25 three-pointers made. 
Harris finished as SEMO’s leading scorer six 
times thus far. 

Agnew Checks In
Forward Darrious Agnew saw his first action of 
the 2020-21 season when he logged 12 minutes 
off the bench at Indiana State (Dec. 22). 
Agnew scored two points, grabbed two 
rebounds, gathered a block and collected one 
steal. It was the first game he played since Feb. 
29, 2020 (at UT Martin).

Give it Up for the Freshman
Freshman Dylan Branson scored double 
figures for the first time in his college career 
when he dropped in 12 points at Indiana State 
(Dec. 22). Branson made a perfect 3-of-3 
three-pointers and added 3-of-4 free throws in 
a season-high 20 minutes against the 
Sycamores. He also had four rebounds. 
Branson has played in all 12 games this season.

Patterson Takes the Court
A day after the NCAA voted all Division I 
transfers could play immediately, forward 
Manny Patterson took the court for the first 
time in a Redhawk uniform. A transfer from 
Green Bay, Patterson grabbed four rebounds 
in five minutes off the bench. In six games, 

Patterson is averaging 4.5 points and 3.3 
rebounds, and leads the team with 10 blocks.

Russell Clears 200 Rebounds
Nygal Russell grabbed five rebounds vs. UT 
Martin (Dec. 18) and, as a result, surpassed 
200 rebounds in his career (224). 
A redshirt-junior, Russell recently reached 100 
career assists vs. Tennessee State (Jan. 19).

Working Overtime
The Redhawks went to overtime four times in 
10 games this year. Southeast 
Missouri lost at home to Southern Illinois (87-
79) on Dec. 2 and at Lipscomb (80-74) on Dec. 
9. The Redhawks also fell to Evansville (66-63) 
on the road on Dec. 15 and beat Tennessee 
State (83-79) at home on Jan. 2. SEMO was 
involved in only one overtime game in 31 
contests last season. SEMO’s three overtimes 
against non-conference foes were the most in 
program history. The Redhawks four overtimes 
overall are their most in a season since they 
played five overtime games in 1997-98.

Board Certified
The Redhawks outrebounded their 
opponent nine times this season. Southeast 
Missouri ranks fifth in the Ohio Valley 
Conference with a +3.1 rebounding margin and 
is outrebounding its opponents, 496-452. The 
Redhawks are also averaging 9.2 offensive 
rebounds per contest.

First Home Win for Korn
Head Coach Brad Korn earned his first career 
win at the Show Me Center when Southeast 
Missouri beat Preseason Atlantic Sun 
Conference favorite Lipscomb (Dec. 7). The 
Redhawks led for the final 11:04 of the tight 
contest after Eric Reed, Jr.’s jumper gave them 
a 56-55 edge. SEMO then fought off the Bisons 
who pulled to within a point six times in the 
last 10 minutes of the game.

Strong Start
Southeast Missouri started a season at 2-1 
for the first time since 2016-17. That year, the 
Redhawks dropped its season-opener at 
Illinois before beating Hannibal-LaGrange 
(86-54) at home and Western Illinois (74-71) 
on the road. SEMO already has two wins over 
NCAA Division I opponents this young season 
-- 71-66 at Kansas City (Nov. 28); 82-77 vs. 
Lipscomb (Dec. 2). The Redhawks had only 

five wins against NCAA Division I foes in 
2019-20. 

Give it to the Big Man
Redhawks big man Nolan Taylor ranks second 
on the team in scoring (9.7 ppg) and second in 
rebounding (4.8 rpg). Taylor has scored 
double figures in seven of his 14 starts and 
just missed a double-double with 13 points 
and nine boards at Evansville (Dec. 15). Taylor 
established season-bests in points (16), assists 
(5) and minutes (28) against Lipscomb (Dec. 
7). He previously scored 10 points vs. Kansas 
City (Nov. 28) and 14 vs. Southern Illinois (Dec. 
2). Taylor is also the Redhawks fifth-
best free throw shooter with a 64.4 percent 
clip (38-of-59). SEMO is the third Division I 
school Taylor has played basketball at. Prior to 
joining the Redhawks, he spent two seasons 
at Pepperdine and two at Cal Poly. Taylor’s 
2019-20 campaign was limited to 14 games 
due to injury.

Seeing Double
Chris Harris is the only Redhawk averaging 
double figures in the scoring column. Harris 
leads the team with 14.5 points a game.

10 Again
For the second this season, Southeast 
Missouri made 10 three-pointers. The 
Redhawks shot 10-of-26 from 3-point range 
with Chris Harris, Nana Akenten and Eric Reed, 
Jr. knocking down three apiece vs. Lipscomb 
(Dec. 7). SEMO had 10 made threes in a game 
only one time in 2019-20. That happened 
exactly one year ago Dec. 7 -- 10, at Drake in 
2019. 

Four in Four
Four Redhawks have scored double figures in 
four games this 2020-21 season. Most recently, 
DQ Nicholas (21), Chris Harris (17), Nolan Tay-
lor (14) and Eric Reed, Jr. (13) accomplished 
the feat vs. Tennessee State (Jan. 2).

Spark Plug
Eric Reed, Jr. notched a season-best 19 points 
off the bench vs Lipscomb (Dec. 7). Reed, Jr. 
shot 8-of-10 from the field and a near-perfect 
3-of-4 from 3-point range in 23 minutes. He led 
the Redhawks with 16 points off the bench at 
Evansville (Dec. 15) and followed that up with 
10 points vs. UT Martin (Dec. 18) three 
days later. 
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OVC Top-Five
The Redhawks rank among the top five Ohio 
Valley Conference teams in several 
categories thus far. Southeast Missouri is 
fourth in 3-point field goal percentage (.341), 
fourth in rebounding defense (32.3 rpg), fifth in 
rebounding margin (+3.1), fifth in assists (13.2 
apg) and first in defensive rebound 
percentage (.805). 

Did You Say 50?
Southeast Missouri grabbed 50 rebounds 
against Southern Illinois (Dec. 2). SEMO 
outrebounded the Salukis 50-37 for a +13 
margin. The Redhawks man-handled SIU, 18-4, 
on the offensive glass. SEMO last had 50 or 
more rebounds in a game vs. Southeastern 
Louisiana (50) on Dec. 6, 2014. The Redhawks 
became the third Ohio Valley Conference team 
to get 50 rebounds in a game this year.

Sharing the Basketball
The Redhawks assisted 21 of their 31 made 
field goals against Southern Illinois (Dec. 2). 
It was Southeast Missouri’s highest number 
of assists in a game in 37 contests. The last 
time SEMO had over 20 assists was at Eastern 
Illinois (23) on Feb. 16, 2019. SEMO has had 17 
or more assists in three games this season.

Career High in Rebounds
Southeast Missouri’s third-leading 
rebounder with five boards per game, Nygal 
Russell established a new career-high with 
11 rebounds vs. Southern Illinois (Dec. 2). For 
Russell, it was the first double-digit rebound 
game of his career. The 11 boards surpassed 
his previous career-best of eight vs. Belmont 
on Mar. 2, 2019.

Experienced Russell
Nygal Russell has the most experience on 
Southeast Missouri’s 2020-21 roster. Russell 
is playing his third season with the Redhawks 
as a redshirt-junior. He has scored 396 points, 
dished out 100 assists, knocked down 45 
three-pointers, made 79 free throws, grabbed 
224 rebounds and collected 47 steals in 73 
games and 23 starts during his career.

First Career Points
Eric Reed, Jr., Nate Johnson and Dylan 
Branson scored their first career points at 
Southeast Missouri vs. Southern Illinois 
(Dec. 2). Reed, Jr. notched 17 points, Johnson 

had six points, two blocks and three rebounds, 
and Branson added two points, four rebounds 
and three assists. 

Korn Gets First Win
Brad Korn picked up his first career win as a 
head coach when Southeast Missouri hung 
on to beat Kansas City, 71-66, at the Negro 
Baseball League Museum Tip-Off Classic on 
Nov. 28. Korn became the first to win his debut 
game as a SEMO head coach in the Redhawks 
NCAA Division I era (since 1991-92). Carroll 
Williams was the last to win his first game as a 
SEMO head coach vs. Missouri Baptist (96-65) 
on Dec. 1, 1976.

Welcome to SEMO
Five players took the court for the first time at 
Southeast Missouri at Kansas City (Nov. 28). 
Eric Reed, Jr., Nolan Taylor, Nana 
Akenten, Nate Johnson and Dylan Branson 
each made their SEMO debuts. Taylor, Reed, 
Jr. and returnee Chris Harris all made their 
first career starts against the Roos.

Russell Seals It
Nygal Russell made two huge 3-pointers in 
the last 57 seconds and scored the final eight 
points of the game to nail down Southeast 
Missouri’s first win of the season over Kansas 
City (Nov. 28). Russell drained the first of that 
pair of clutch threes to put the Redhawks 
ahead, 68-64, after KC made it a one-point 
game. Then, following two made free throws 
by the Roos which narrowed SEMO’s lead to 
68-66 with 33 seconds remaining, Russell 
delivered the knockout punch with his long 
3-pointer as the shot clock expired. That make 
gave the Redhawks a 71-66 lead with two 
seconds left. On the final play of the game, 
Russell intercepted the inbounds pass to 
put the win on ice. For the game, he scored 14 
points on 3-of-5 from the field and 5-of-8 from 
the free throw line. He also grabbed seven 
rebounds, had two blocks and collected two 
steals. 

Harris Nets Game-High
In his first career start and his first 
basketball game in 384 days, guard Chris 
Harris put up a game-high 18 points at Kansas 
City (Nov. 28). Harris shot 5-of-9 from the 
field, knocked down three 3-pointers and made 
5-of-11 free throws in his 2020-21 debut. He 
also dished out four assists and grabbed three 

rebounds in 35 minutes. Harris last played on 
Nov. 10, 2019 -- vs. Purdue Fort Wayne -- a 
game which he scored 16 points and made the 
game-winning 3-pointer off the bench. Harris 
was limited to just two games due to a knee 
injury in 2019-20. 

Akenten Debut
Nebraska transfer Nana Akenten, who sat out 
the 2019-20 season due to NCAA Division I 
transfer regulations, gave Southeast Missouri 
a huge lift off the bench during his first game 
in a Redhawk uniform. Akenten scored 16 
first-half points, made a game-high four 
3-pointers and banked in a beyond halfcourt 
shot at Kansas City (Nov. 28). He shot 50 
percent (6-of-12) from the field, grabbed six 
rebounds, dished out two assists, collected 
three steals and had two blocks in 32 minutes. 
Akenten finished with 17 points for the game.  

Season-Opening Win Away 
from Cape
For the first time in its NCAA Division I era, 
Southeast Missouri won a season-opener 
outside of Cape Girardeau when it beat Kansas 
City, 71-66, on Nov. 28. SEMO started a season 
with a win over an NCAA Division I opponent 
for the first time in 16 years. The last time that 
happened was when the Redhawks edged 
Green Bay, 63-62, on Nov. 21, 2003.

Season 114
The Redhawks are in their 114th season of 
basketball. This year marks Southeast 
Missouri’s 30th as an NCAA Division I program. 
The Redhawks are 347-515 since joining the 
Division I ranks in 1991-92.

Roster Talk
Southeast Missouri’s 2020-21 roster consists 
of 13 players, including one returning starter, 
six returnees and seven newcomers. Five new 
transfers are among that group, as well. 
Sophomore guard DQ Nicholas is the 
Redhawks only starter back from last season.

	 Korn is the seventh head 
coach in SEMO’s NCAA Division 
I era (since 1991-92). He spent 
five years at Big 12 Conference 
member Kansas State working 
the last four seasons as an 
assistant coach and one as 
the program’s Director of 
Operations.
	 In four years back at K-State 
after returning following a 
three-year stint at Missouri 
State (2013-16), Korn helped the 
Wildcats to 82 wins and three-
straight NCAA Tournament 
appearances. K-State posted 
back-to-back 25-win campaigns

 	 During his first year back
