About Austin Peay

Austin Peay and Murray State were picked as
the Ohio Valley Conference preseason
favorites. The Governors enter Saturday’s
contest at fifth in the league standings with a
13-8 overall record and 9-6 mark in OVC play.
APSU has the reigning OVC Player of the Year

Terry Taylor. Taylor leads the league in scoring
and rebounding with 21.7 points and 11
rebounds per game, respectively. The
Governors lead the OVC with 12.5 offensive
rebounds. Taylor scored 32 points and had 14
rebounds against the Redhawks on Feb. 13.

Looking for a Win

The Redhawks are looking to snap a three-
game losing streak. Southeast Missouri is 1-4
in February with all four of its losses by double
figures. SEMO fell to Jacksonville State
(66-54) at home on Feb. 6 and Murray State
(80-60, Feb. 11) and Austin Peay (78-63, Feb.
13) on the road in its previous three contests.

Three Games in Five Days

Southeast Missouri is in a stretch of playing
three games in five days. The Redhawks
dropped road matchups at Murray State (Feb.
12) and Austin Peay (Feb. 14). After a two-day
break, SEMO turns around to face Austin Peay
again on Feb. 16.

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Back-to-Back Days

Southeast Missouri played back-to-back days
for the first time this season. The Redhawks
suffered an 80-60 loss to Murray State (Feb.
12) and a 78-63 loss to Austin Peay (Feb. 13).
Both of those losses were on the road. SEMO
and MSU were initially supposed to play on
Feb. 11, but that game was postponed a day
later due to a winter storm that covered the
region in sleet and snow.

Reed, Jr. Nets Career-High

Eric Reed, Jr. finished with a career-high 21
points at Austin Peay (Feb. 13). Reed, Jr. shot
9-0f-16 from the field and knocked down three
3-pointers. He also grabbed five rebounds and
dished out two assists in 33 minutes. Reed, Jr.
is the fourth different Redhawk to score over
20 points in a game this season. He moved to
second on the team in scoring with 9.4 points
a game following that performance.

Taylor Returns

Forward Nolan Taylor, who missed four games
with a knee injury, returned to score 10 points
off the bench at Murray State (Feb. 12). Taylor
shot 5-of-9 from the field and grabbed three
rebounds in 13 minutes.

Love Leads the Way

Jordan Love scored 11 points and pulled down
five rebounds to lead Southeast Missouri
against Murray State (Feb. 12). Love, who
scored double figures for the second time

in three games, made a perfect 4-of-4 free
throws. He also had three steals and two
assists. Love has scored double figures a total
of four times this season.

See You Again Soon

Austin Peay will return the trip to Cape
Girardeau three days after Saturday’s contest.
APSU and Southeast Missouri were originally
scheduled to play at the Show Me Center back
on Jan. 16, but that game was rescheduled on
Feb. 16 because due to COVID-19 protocols in
the Governors program.

Home Stand Ends

The Redhawks season-long five-game

home stand ended with a 66-54 loss to Jack-
sonville State (Feb. 6). Southeast Missouri
went 3-2 over its stretch that began on Jan.
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28. It was SEMO’s longest home stand in Ohio
Valley Conference play in program
history.

Three of Five

Southeast Missouri won three of its last five
games at the Show Me Center. SEMO beat SIU
Edwardsville, 64-62, on Jan. 28, Eastern lllinois,
75-44, on Jan. 30 and Tennessee Tech, 68-64,
on Feb. 4.

Big Second Half Propels Redhawks
The Redhawks trailed by 16 points with 9:28
remaining the first half and 13 at halftime in
their game vs. Tennessee Tech (Feb. 4).
However, the second half was a different story.
Southeast Missouri outscored the Golden
Eagles, 42-25, and didn’t miss a free throw
(14-0f-14) in the final 20 minutes en route to
its 68-64 come-from-behind win. It was the
sixth time SEMO outscored its opponent in the
second half this season.

Season-High Free Throw Percentage
Southeast Missouri shot a season-high 94.7
percent at the free throw line against
Tennessee Tech (Feb. 4). The Redhawks
missed only one free throw going 18-0f-19 at
the charity stripe. SEMO made its last 15 free
throws of the game and went a perfect 14-of-
14 in the second half. Five different players
went without missing a free throw, including
Manny Patterson (2-of-2), Dylan Branson (2-of-
2), Eric Reed, Jr. (2-0f-2), Chris Harris (5-0f-5)
and Jordan Love (7-of-7). The Redhawks also
made six free throws in the final eight seconds
to seal their win over TTU.

Redhawks Match Win Total

With its win over Tennessee Tech (Feb. 4),
Southeast Missouri claimed its seventh victory
of the season. As a result, the Redhawks
matched their total number of wins in 2019-20.
SEMO’s seventh win came 11 days earlier than
it did a year ago. The Redhawks picked up
their seventh and final victory of the 2019-20
campaign vs. SIU Edwardsville on Feb. 15.

Season 114

The Redhawks are in their 114th season of
basketball. A win Thursday will give Southeast
Missouri its 350th victory as an NCAA Division
| program. This year is the Redhawks 30th as
an NCAA Division | program. SEMO is 349-519
since joining the Division | ranks in 1991-92.

Patterson Goes OFF

In just his third start, Manny Patterson
notched a season-high 22 points and grabbed
six rebounds to lead the Redhawks against
Tennessee Tech (Feb. 4). Patterson shot 10-
of-14 from the field in 26 minutes. He became
the third Redhawk this season to score over
20 points in a game. Patterson started the last
four games for Nolan Taylor who is out with a
knee injury. He scored double figures in two of
those starts.

Love Steps Up

Jordan Love scored 14 second-half points to
help key Southeast Missouri’s big comeback
win over Tennessee Tech (Feb. 4). Love scored
eight points in a row to single-handedly get
the Redhawks back in the game. He made a
layup, was fouled and converted a 3-point play

Largest Victory

The Redhawks put together a dominating
complete game 75-44 victory over Eastern
lllinois (Jan. 30). Southeast Missouri won a
game by double figures for the first time this
season. The 31-point victory marked the first
time SEMO won an Ohio Valley Conference
home game by more than 30 points since
2016-17. SEMO beat Eastern Kentucky, 81-48,
on Dec. 31 that year.

.500 ]January

Southeast Missouri finished January with a
500 record (4-4). SEMO ended the month on
a two-game winning streak with victories in
three of its last five January matchups. The
Redhawks scored 75 or more points for the
fourth time when it blew out Eastern lllinois,
75-44, on Jan. 30.

Dominating the Glass

In its win over Eastern Illinois (Jan. 30),
Southeast Missouri outrebounded the
Panthers, 50-25. SEMQ’s +25 rebounding
margin was its largest in an Ohio Valley

Conference game since it outrebounded
Austin Peay, 50-26 (+24) at home on
Jan. 26, 2012.

More on the Win Over Eastern lllinois
The Redhawks 75-44 win was their
second-largest in 57 games against Eastern
lllinois. Southeast Missouri took control of the
game early and never let up. SEMO
man-handled the Panthers in points in the
paint (32-2), points off turnovers (20-6),
second chance points (17-3) and fast break
points (12-0).

Rebounding Binge

Point guard DQ Nicholas led Southeast
Missouri in rebounds four of his last

seven games. Nicholas averaged 5.9 rebounds
per game in his last eight starts. He is the
Redhawks second-leading rebounder with an
average of 5.6 per contest. Nicholas grabbed a
total of 45 rebounds in that span.

Long Gets First Points

Sikeston native Parker Long scored the first
points of his NCAA Division | career vs. Murray
State (Feb. 1. Long’s first points came on a
3-pointer with 14:55 remaining in the game. He
also drained a 3-pointer vs. Tennessee Tech
(Feb. 4).

Edwardsville (Jan. 28). SEMO never led in the
game until Reed, Jr. made his big free throws.
The Redhawks erased a 13-point deficit en
route to their fifth win of the season. SEMO’s
three wins in January are its most in a month
this year.

Where The Stand

The Redhawks enter the weekend at eighth in
the Ohio Valley Conference standings with five
games to go. Southeast Missouri (5-10), UT
Martin (6-11), Eastern Illinois (4-12, Tennessee
Tech (3-12) and Tennessee State (2-14) occupy
the 8-12 spots in the standings. The top eight
teams go to this year’s OVC Tournament in
Evansville, Indiana.

Big Seven

DQ Nicholas had seven huge points in the
second half in Southeast Missouri’s latest win
over SIU Edwardsville (Jan. 28). Nicholas made
the game-tying 3-pointer with 16 seconds left
to set things up for Eric Reed, Jr’s last second
free throws. Nicholas also led the Redhawks
with seven rebounds. Nicholas is SEMO’s
third-leading scorer with 9.2 points a game.

Seven NCAA Division | Wins
Southeast Missouri picked up its seventh
NCAA Division | win this season with its 68-64
victory over Jacksonville State (Feb. 4). SEMO
surpassed its number of wins (5) over NCAA
Division | teams a year ago. The seven
Divisision | wins are SEMO’s most in a season
since it had eight in 2018-19.

Nice Defense

For the second time this season, Southeast
Missouri forced over 20 turnovers in a game
when it smothered SIU Edwardsville into
committing 21 on Jan. 28. SEMO forced 14
turnovers in the second half and turned those
miscues into 15 points. At one time, the
Redhawks forced five turnovers in a span

of 3:41.

Redhawks to Play Eastern Kentucky
Twice at Home in February

Southeast Missouri will now host Eastern
Kentucky twice at the Show Me Center in late
February. SEMO faces EKU on Saturday, Feb.
20 (5 p.m.) and Monday, Feb. 22 (6 p.m.) as

part of the recent schedule change.

The Redhawks initial home date against the
Colonels scheduled for Feb. 18 will move to
Saturday behind SEMO’s women’s game vs.
Morehead State. The Redhawks original road
game at EKU on Jan. 23 that was postponed
due to COVID-19 protocols in the Colonels
program has been rescheduled for Feb. 22 in
Cape Girardeau.

COVID Protocols

The Redhawks have had six of of their initially
scheduled dates (Dec. 12, Jan. 9, Jan. 11,

Jan. 14, Jan. 16, Jan. 23) affected by COVID
protocols this season. All of those games were
rescheduled.

On the Road

Southeast Missouri is back on the road for the
first time since Jan. 26. The Redhawks are 1-9
in true road games this year. SEMO has lost
26 of its last 27 road games dating back to the
2018-19 campaign.

Getting to the Free Throw Line

In its game at Morehead State (Jan. 21),
Southeast Missouri shot 18-of-27 free

throws, marking the sixth time this season it
had 27 or more free throw attempts. In the last
13 games alone, SEMO has shot a total of 288
free throws for an average of 22 per contest.
In two games against Tennessee State, the
Redhawks shot 86 free throws and matched
a single-game program record with 40 makes
in 51 attempts vs. the Tigers on Jan. 2. SEMO
outscored its last nine opponents by

a combined 195-160 for a +35 margin at the
free throw line.

First Road Win

Southeast Missouri picked up its first true road
victory of the Brad Korn era when it defeated
Tennessee State, 63-59, in the only Ohio Valley
Conference game played Tuesday. The
Redhawks ended a 23-game losing streak in
true road games. SEMO’s last true road win
came at Eastern lllinois (88-79) on

Feb. 23, 2019.

Season Sweep

With its 63-59 win on Jan. 19, Southeast
Missouri completed a two-game sweep of
Tennessee State this season. The Redhawks
won both games by four points. SEMO
defeated TSU, 83-79, in double overtime on
Jan. 2 (Cape Girardeau) before winning in
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Nashville this week. It was the first time SEMO
beat the Tigers twice in a season since
1998-99.

Nicholas Paces Redhawks

DQ Nicholas led Southeast Missouri with

17 points against Morehead State (Jan. 21).
Nicholas shot 5-of-9 from the field, hit 4-of-7
free throws and tied a career-high with three
3-pointers made. Nicholas scored double
figures nine times this year.

Harris Sends Redhawks to Victory
Chris Harris led Southeast Missouri with 17
points and made two huge free throws with

14 seconds left against Tennessee State (Jan.
19). Harris made a career-high 10-of-12 free
throws and pulled up to bury a huge 3-pointer
to make it a two-possession game with 2:28 on
the clock after TSU pulled within three. Harris
has a team-high 14 double-digit scoring games
this season.

Nicholas For Three

DQ Nicholas made only three 3-pointers
through his first 11 games this season, but
matched that number late last month. Nicholas
shot 54.5 percent (7-of-14) from beyond the
arc going 3-of-6 at Tennessee State (Jan. 19),
3-of-5 at Morehead State (Jan. 21) and 1-of-3
vs. SIU Edwardsville (Jan. 28).

Redhawks Resume Play

Southeast Missouri’s Department of
Athletics paused men’s basketball activities
due to COVID-19 protocols on Jan. 8. As a
result, SEMO did not play its originally
scheduled Ohio Valley Conference games at
Tennessee State (Jan. 9) and UT Martin
(Jan. 1. The Redhawks are making up those
games during their current road trip. SEMO
beat TSU, 63-59, on Jan. 19 and will play at
UTM on Jan. 26.

Leading at Halftime

The Redhawks have either led or been tied

at halftime in 12 of its 21 games this season.
Southeast Missouri held a 35-33 edge at the
intermission at Ohio Valley Conference leader
Belmont (Jan. 7). It was the first time SEMO
led at the half in 10 meetings with the Bruins.
Five of the the Redhawks seven wins have
come when they led at the half this year.

Homecourt Success

Five of Southeast Missouri’s seven wins have
come at the Show Me Center this season. The
Redhawks beat Lipscomb, 82-77, on Dec. 7,
Tennessee State, 83-79, in double overtime
on Jan. 2, SIU Edwardsville, 64-62, on Jan. 28,
Eastern lllinois, 75-44, on Jan. 30 and
Tennessee Tech, 68-64, on Feb. 4. The
Redhawks are 5-5 at home this year. SEMO
had six wins at the Show Me Center last
season.

Harris Returns

Chris Harris, Southeast Missouri’s top scorer,
returned from a thumb injury vs. Morehead
State (Jan. 16). Harris scored five points in 28
minutes against the Eagles. He was out of the
starting lineup for the only time this season at
Belmont (Jan. 7).

Long Ruled Eligible

On Jan. 14, the NCAA ruled nearby Sikeston
native Parker Long eligible to play. Long
logged six minutes in his first career game at
Southeast Missouri vs. Morehead State

(Jan. 16). Twelve of the 14 players on SEMO’s
roster have now played this season.

First Double-Double Goes

to Akenten

Nana Akenten became the first Southeast
Missouri player to record a double-double
this season when he scored a season-high

20 points and pulled down a season-best 11
rebounds at Belmont (Jan. 7). Akenten shot
7-0f-17 from the field, made three 3-pointers
and hit a near-perfect 3-of-4 free throws in
that contest. It was the first time he scored 20
points in a game wearing a Redhawk uniform.

First Career Start for Branson
Freshman Dylan Branson logged his first
career start for the injured Chris Harris at
Belmont (Jan. 7). Branson made 3-of-3 free
throws and finished with four rebounds
against the Bruins. Prior to that, he came off
the bench in nine-straight games.

First OVC Win

The Redhawks gave Brad Korn his first career
Ohio Valley Conference win when they pulled
out a gritty 83-79 double overtime victory over
Tennessee State (Jan. 2). Southeast Missouri
started a New Year with a win for the first time
since 2013 when it beat Austin Peay, 86-84,

NCAA TOURNAMENT | 1999-2000
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on Jan. 3. Last year, SEMO did not get its first
league win until Feb. 6, 2020 (76-72, vs.
Jacksonville State).

Free Throws Everywhere

Southeast Missouri tied a single-game
program record when it made 40 free throws
in 51 attempts to key its double overtime win
over Tennessee State (Jan. 2). The Redhawks
outscored the Tigers, 40-22, in that contest.
SEMO’s 40 free throws made and 51 attempts
are both second in the nation behind Georgia
Tech’s 41 free throws made and 59 attempts
vs. Georgia State on Nov. 25.

Nicholas Rises

Guard DQ Nicholas scored a season-high 21
points and made a career-best 17-of-19 free
throws to lead Southeast Missouri against
Tennessee State (Jan. 2). Nicholas made his
first 15 free throws of the game and did not
miss his first free throw until the 3:51 mark of
the first overtime period. His 17 free throws
made are most of any NCAA Division |
basketball player in a game this season.

We Did It!

After losing three games in overtime and one
on a last second shot, Southeast Missouri went
to overtime again, but this time came out
victorious. The Redhawks overcame a
nine-point deficit with 2:03 left in regulation
and tied the game on a pair of DQ Nicholas
free throws to force overtime against Tennes-
see State (Jan. 2). It took a second overtime
period to decide SEMQ’s dramatic 83-79 win
that was capped by a pair of free throws from
Nana Akenten with one second on the clock.

Close Games

Southeast Missouri, which has been outscored
by a tight 3.9 margin, dropped three contests
in overtime and one on a last second shot
since its 2020-21 campaign began on Nov. 28.
SEMO has lost seven times by double figures
(77-66, at Belmont, Jan. 7; 64-50, vs. Morehead
State, Jan. 16; 76-65 at Morehead State, Jan.
21; 77-60 vs. Murray State, Feb. 1; 66-54 vs.
Jacksonville State; 80-60 at Murray State, Feb.
12; 78-63 at Austin Peay, Feb. 13) and won six
games by no more than five points. SEMO also
dropped three games by three points or less.
Additionally, the Redhawks been involved in
seven games decided by no more than

four points.
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Reed Jr. Back in the Starting Lineup
Eric Reed, Jr. scored double figures three
times since rejoining the starting lineup on
Dec. 30 (at Tennessee Tech). Reed, Jr. scored
14 points at Tennessee Tech and followed that
up with 13 vs. Tennessee State (Jan. 2).

Multiple Threes

Eric Reed, Jr. has gone 12 of his last 17 games
with at least two made threes. Reed, Jr. has
made multiple 3-pointers in 14 of his 21
contests this year. He buried a season-high
four 3-pointers vs. Murray State (Feb. 1).
Reed, Jr. ranks first on the team with 40
three-pointers in 2020-21.

Over 80

Southeast Missouri scored over 80 points for
the second time this season in its 83-79 double
overtime win over Tennessee State (Jan. 2).
SEMO’s season-high 83 points came after the
Redhawks went four-straight games scoring
67 or less points.

+18 Free Throw Margin

In their win over Tennessee State (Jan. 2), the
Redhawks held a +18 margin at the free throw
line. Southeast Missouri outscored TSU, 40-22,
at the charity stripe. The last time the Red-
hawks outscored an opponent by a +18

margin at the free throw line was vs.
Mid-Continent (42-24) on Nov. 22, 2013.

Top Scorer

Chris Harris scored double figures for the
14th time in 19 starts this season when he
finished with 13 points vs. Tennessee Tech
(Feb. 4). Harris, who leads Southeast Missouri
and ranks 17th in the Ohio Valley Conference
with 12.3 points a game, has scored over 20
points twice this year. He also ranks third on
the team with 29 three-pointers made. Harris
finished as SEMQO’s leading scorer six times
thus far.

Agnew Checks In

Forward Darrious Agnew saw his first action of
the 2020-21 season when he logged 12 minutes
off the bench at Indiana State (Dec. 22).
Agnew scored two points, grabbed two
rebounds, gathered a block and collected one
steal. It was the first game he played since
Feb. 29, 2020 (at UT Martin). He most recently
scored a season-high ninepoints at Austin
Peay (Feb. 13).

Give it Up for the Freshman

Freshman Dylan Branson scored double
figures for the first time in his college career
when he dropped in 12 points at Indiana State
(Dec. 22). Branson made a perfect 3-of-3
three-pointers and added 3-of-4 free throws in
a season-high 20 minutes against the
Sycamores. He also had four rebounds.

Branson has played in all 12 games this season.

Patterson Takes the Court

A day after the NCAA voted all Division |
transfers could play immediately, forward
Manny Patterson took the court for the first
time in a Redhawk uniform. A transfer from
Green Bay, Patterson grabbed four rebounds
in five minutes off the bench. In 14 games,
Patterson is averaging 5.9 points and three
rebounds, and leads the team with 11 blocks.

Russell Clears 200 Rebounds

Nygal Russell grabbed five rebounds vs. UT
Martin (Dec. 18) and, as a result, surpassed
200 rebounds in his career (237).

A redshirt-junior, Russell reached 100 career
assists vs. Tennessee State (Jan. 19).

Working Overtime

The Redhawks went to overtime four times in
10 games this year. Southeast

Missouri lost at home to Southern lllinois (87-
79) on Dec. 2 and at Lipscomb (80-74) on Dec.
9. The Redhawks also fell to Evansville (66-63)
on the road on Dec. 15 and beat Tennessee
State (83-79) at home on Jan. 2. SEMO was
involved in only one overtime game in 31
contests last season. SEMO’s three overtimes
against non-conference foes were the most in
program history. The Redhawks four overtimes
overall are their most in a season since they
played five overtime games in 1997-98.

Board Certified

The Redhawks outrebounded their

opponent 12 times this season. Southeast
Missouri ranks fifth in the Ohio Valley
Conference with a +2.3 rebounding margin
and is outrebounding its opponents, 734-685.
The Redhawks are also averaging 9.2 offensive
rebounds per contest.

First Home Win for Korn

Head Coach Brad Korn earned his first career
win at the Show Me Center when Southeast
Missouri beat Preseason Atlantic Sun

Conference favorite Lipscomb (Dec. 7). The
Redhawks led for the final 11:04 of the tight
contest after Eric Reed, Jr’s jumper gave them
a 56-55 edge. SEMO then fought off the Bisons
who pulled to within a point six times in the
last 10 minutes of the game.

Give it to the Big Man

Redhawks big man Nolan Taylor ranks second
on the team in scoring (9.2 ppg) and third in
rebounding (4.3 rpg). Taylor has scored double
figures in seven of his 15 starts and just missed
a double-double with 13 points and nine
boards at Evansville (Dec. 15). Taylor estab-
lished season-bests in points (16), assists (5)
and minutes (28) against Lipscomb (Dec. 7).
He previously scored 10 points vs. Kansas City
(Nov. 28) and 14 vs. Southern Illinois (Dec. 2).
Taylor is also the Redhawks fourth-

best free throw shooter with a 62.9 percent
clip (39-0f-62). SEMO is the third Division |
school Taylor has played basketball at. Prior to
joining the Redhawks, he spent two seasons

at Pepperdine and two at Cal Poly. Taylor’s
2019-20 campaign was limited to 14 games
due to injury.

Seeing Double

Chris Harris is the only Redhawk averaging
double figures in the scoring column. Harris
leads the team with 12.1 points a game.

10 Again

For the second this season, Southeast
Missouri made 10 three-pointers. The
Redhawks shot 10-0f-26 from 3-point range
with Chris Harris, Nana Akenten and Eric Reed,
Jr. knocking down three apiece vs. Lipscomb
(Dec. 7). SEMO had 10 made threes in a game
only one time in 2019-20. That happened
exactly one year ago Dec. 7 -- 10, at Drake in
2019.

rad Korn was named
head coach at Southeast
Missouri on Mar. 23, 2020.

Korn is the seventh head
coach in SEMO’s NCAA Division
| era (since 1991-92). He spent
five years at Big 12 Conference
member Kansas State working
the last four seasons as an
assistant coach and one as
the program’s Director of
Operations.

In four years back at K-State
after returning following a
three-year stint at Missouri
State (2013-16), Korn helped the
Wildcats to 82 wins and three-
straight NCAA Tournament
appearances. K-State posted
back-to-back 25-win campaigns
for the first time in school
history (2017-18, 2018-19).

During his first year back
in 2016-17, the squad won 21
games, including eight over
teams that advanced to the

postseason, and knocked off
Wake Forest in the NCAA
First Four before losing to #18
Cincinnati in the NCAA South
Regional First Round.

Working primarily with the
post players, Korn was a big
influence on the development
of two-time All-Big 12 First
Team selection Dean Wade,
who became the fourth Wildcat
to earn All-Big 12 First-Team
honors in 2018 and just the
second to do so in back-to-
back seasons. Wade is one of
just three players to rank in the
school’s Top 10 in both career
scoring (1,510) and rebounding
(685). He was instrumental in
the progress of Makol Mawien,
who has started all 103 games in
his K-State career and emerged
as one of the top big men in the
Big 12.

Korn was also key in the
growth of All-Big 12 selections

Wesley Iwundu and D.J. Johnson
during his first season as
an assistant coach in 2016-
17. lwundu, who was twice
named Third Team All-Big 12,
became the first Wildcat since
2008 to be taken in the NBA
Draft when he was selected
with 33rd overall pick by the
Orlando Magic. Johnson, an
honorable mention all-league
selection, broke the career
field goal percentage record
at 59.5 percent, while setting
the single-season mark for the
second consecutive season at
62.3 percent in 2016-17.

Korn spent one season
on Bruce Weber’s inaugural
staff at K-State as Director of
Operations in 2012-13, helping
the Wildcats to a 27-8 overall
record and their first-ever Big 12
regular-season title. It was the
school’s first conference title
since 1977, while the 27 wins

rated second-most in school
history.

Overall, he has 15 years of
Division | experience, which
includes time at his alma mater
- Southern lllinois (2004-12).

Korn has extensive ties to
Weber after playing his first four
years (1999-2003) for him at
Southern lllinois. He redshirted
in 1999-2000 before playing the
next three years for Weber. He
concluded his playing career for
(current Purdue head coach)
Matt Painter in 2003-04 before
spending the next eight years
(2004-12) at SIU as an assistant
for then-Saluki head coach and
current K-State associate head
coach Chris Lowery.

Korn returned to Manhattan
in May 2016 after three seasons
at Missouri State, where he
served as an assistant coach to
then-head coach Paul Lusk from
2013-16. At MSU, he helped the

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Bears to 44 wins, including a
20 -win season and a trip to the
Collegelnsider.com Tournament
in 2013-14.

Korn helped mentor a number
of All-Missouri Valley honorees
during his stay at Missouri
State, including 2014 All-MVC
Second-Team selection Jarmar
Gulley and 2016 MVC Newcomer
of the Year Dequon Miller. In
addition, he coached three MVC
All-Freshman Team honorees
in Austin Ruder in 2014 and
Obediah Church and Jarred
Dixon in 2016 as well as two
Most Improved Team members
(Dorrian Williams in 2015 and
Chris Kendrix in 2016).

Prior to his first stint at
K-State, Korn spent eight years
(2004-12) at Southern lllinois,
including his final six years as a
full-time assistant under Lowery.
He helped the Salukis post a
145-116 (556) overall record with
four postseason appearances,

two Missouri Valley Conference
championships and one

State Farm Missouri Valley
Conference Tournament title.
The squad won 20 or more
games and advanced to the
NCAA Tournament on three
occasions (2005, 2006, 2007)
during his tenure as an assistant
coach, including a 2007 trip to
the Sweet 16. He was a graduate
assistant at SIU his first two
years before being elevated to a
full-time assistant coach on Jan.
31,2006.

A native of Plano, lllinois,
Korn helped the Salukis through
one of their greatest periods
of success from 1999 to 2004.
The squad went from 16 wins
his redshirt-freshman season
to three consecutive NCAA
Tournament appearances under
Weber and Painter. He was also
a part of three Missouri Valley
regular season championships
as a player.
