Starting with the first-ever
meeting between the teams this year, the
game will be known as the “Game Ball
Brawl.” A traveling trophy will be created

that will feature the game ball from the
first meeting between the two programs.
SEMO and Lindenwood are the only
Division | schools in Missouri that are
conference rivals. The Redhawks have had
football at the NCAA Division | level for
over 30 years, while the 2022 campaign
marks Lindenwood’s first as a Division |
program.

// New to the OVC

On Feb. 23, 2022, Lindenwood University,
located in St. Charles, Missouri, officially
joined the Ohio Valley Conference. LU marks
only the 24th full-time member in the
74-year history of the OVC. The Lions, who
are in their reclassfication to Division |, are
eligible to win the OVC Championship, but
cannot earn the league’s automatic bid to
the FCS Playoffs. Should LU claim the
regular season title, the runner-up (as
determined through a tiebreaker to address
the unbalanced schedule), would earn the
automatic berth.

// Series History

This year marks the first meeting between
Southeast Missouri and Lindenwood. LU is
the only Missouri school on SEMO’s
11-game schedule this season.

Southeast Missouri is 12-19 all-time in Ohio
Valley Conference openers. SEMO is 6-2
in such games under Head Coach Tom
Matukewicz. The Redhawks started league
play with a win in each of their
previous three seasons. SEMO last began
OVC play with a road victory in 2016 (17-16,
at Murray State, Sept. 24).

// Hess Two Touchdowns Away from
Breaking Program’s Career Total
Touchdowns Record
Geno Hess is only two touchdowns away
from breaking Southeast Missouri’s all-time
career record in total touchdowns. Hess
has 35 touchdowns (33 rushing, 2 receiving)
in his career. He trails only Walter
Smallwood (36 touchdowns, 1965-68) in
that category. Smallwood’s record has stood
for b4 years.

// 100 Tackles in Sight

Sophomore linebacker Bryce Norman is
coming up on 100 career tackles. Norman,
who leads the team and ranks sixth in

the Ohio Valley Conference with 32 tackles,
has 98 stops. He averaged 12.5 tackles per
game in his last two starts alone.

// Defensive Touchdown

Southeast Missouri scored its first defensive
touchdown of the season when Henry
Pickens lll put a big hit on Central Arkansas
quarterback Will McElvain. Bryce Norman
recovered the fumble and ran three yards
into the end zone to give SEMO a 7-0 lead
with 9:44 left to play in the first quarter.

It was the first career touchdown for
Norman.

// Touchdown Streak

First-year Southeast Missouri wide receiver
Ryan Flournoy has caught a touchdown
pass in three-straight games. Flournoy

had a 4-yard touchdown reception at

#17 Southern lllinois (Sept. 10), an 18-yard
touchdown catch vs. Nicholls (Sept. 17)
and a season-long 62-yard touchdown
reception vs. Central Arkansas (Sept. 24).
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His 62-yard catch is SEMO’s longest
completion of the season so far.

// Dangerous Duo

Southeast Missouri’s receiving duo of
Johnny King and Ryan Flournoy have been
tough for opponents to handle this season.
Both King and Flournoy are identical in
receiving yards, receiving touchdowns

and receiving yards per game

through four starts. They each have 321
receiving yards, three touchdowns and
80.2 receiving yards per contest. King

and Flournoy are tied for third in the

Ohio Valley Conference in receiving yards
per game.

// Run it Back McDonald

After Central Arkansas pulled to within
four points (21-17) late in the first half,
Dalyn McDonald ran the ensuing kickoff
back 97 yards for a touchdown. McDonald
became the first player in the Ohio Valley
Conference to return a kickoff for a
touchdown this season. His 97-yard kickoff
return tied for the second-longest in
program history. He became the first
Redhawk to run back a kickoff for a
touchdown since Shabari Davis (86 yards,
vs. Eastern lllinois, Oct. 30, 2021). It also
marked the second-straight game where
Southeast Missouri scored a touchdown on
special teams.

// McDonald and DeLaurent Honored

Dalyn McDonald was named Ohio Valley
Conference Specialist of the Week and
quarterback Paxton DelLaurent won his
third-straight OVC Newcomer of the Week
honor on Sept. 25. McDonald ran back a
kickoff 97 yards for a touchdown and
finished with 192 all-purpose yards in
Southeast Missouri’s 35-27 win over Central
Arkansas (Sept. 24). Meanwhile, DeLaurent
accumulated 312 yards of total offense and
three touchdowns against UCA. He
completed 17-of-31 passes for 252 yards and
two touchdowns and ran for 60 yards and
another score.

// 18 in a Row

Kicker DC Pippin has not missed an extra
point in his Southeast Missouri career.
Pippin is a perfect 18-0f-18 in PATs dating
back to last season. He made 16-0f-16
through four games in 2022 and is tied for
first in the Ohio Valley Conference in

PAT kicking percentage.

// Hess Springs for Over 100 Yards

Geno Hess ran for over 100 yards for the
first time this season when he gained

123 and averaged 6.2 yards on 20 carries
against Central Arkansas (Sept. 24). Hess
ran for 100 or more yards for the 11th time
in his career. He is now tied for second
all-time in program history in career
100-yard games.

// Nice Defense

Southeast Missouri’s defense limited
Central Arkansas to a mere 16 rushing yards
in its latest win on Sept. 24. The Redhawks
held the Bears to less than a yard (0.7) per
rush on 24 attempts in the game. The 16
yards were the fifth fewest by any opponent
against the Redhawks during SEMO’s NCAA
Division | era.

SEMO picked up its first win of the season
in the final seconds when Paxton DeLaurent
threw a 2-yard touchdown pass to Damoriea
Vick with 11 ticks on the clock. SIU
committed pass interference penalties on

incompletions twice on fourth down during
the Redhawks game-winning drive.

// Another Brickyard Win
Southeast Missouri’s win over #17 Southern
lllinois (Sept. 10) marked Tom Matukewicz’s
eighth against a ranked opponent as the
Redhawks head coach. The Redhawks have
a total of 12 wins over ranked FCS or FBS
foes. Those victories are laid to rest in the
Brickyard that resides in SEMO’s locker
room.

Kicker DC Pippin shared Ohio Valley
Conference Specialist of the Week honors
on Sept. 11. Pippin scored 10 points on 2-of-3
field goals and a perfect 4-of-4 extra points
against #17 Southern lllinois (Sept. 10). He
split the uprights from 50 and 45 yards,
respectively. Pippin’s 50-yard field goal tied
the game with 4:19 remaining in the third
quarter. His 45-yard kick then gave
SEMO the lead five seconds into the fourth
period. Pippin also kicked off five times for
294 yards, averaging 58.8 yards per kickoff.

// 100-Yard Tandem
Johnny King and Ryan Flournoy each
finished with over 100 receiving yards
at #17 Southern lllinois (Sept. 10).
King caught 14 passes for 125 yards and
two touchdowns, while Flournoy made
10 catches for 145 yards and one
touchdown. It was the first time
Southeast Missouri had a pair of 100-yard
receivers in a game since 2018
(Jerrick Orr 121 yards and Colby Cornett
115 yards at Tennessee Tech). It also marked
the second time King scored multiple
touchdowns in a game.

// It’s Been Awhile

Paxton DeLaurent’s 332 passing yards
against #17 Southern lllinois (Sept. 10)
were the most by a Southeast Missouri
quarterback in four years. That total

is the highest since Daniel Santacaterina
threw for 386 yards at UT Martin during
the 2018 season.

// Vick Does it Again

Missouri State transfer Damoriea Vick
caught a touchdown pass in each of
Southeast Missouri’s two games this
season. Vick caught the game-winning
2-yard touchdown pass against #17
Southern lllinois (Sept. 10). He previously
faced the Salukis three other times

in his career, but never scored a
touchdown against them until this year.

There, he
earned Heart of America All-Conference
honors after completing 171-0f-349 passes
for 2,499 yards and 25 touchdowns in 2021.

DelLaurent was also the Eagles top rusher

with 553 yards and seven more touchdowns.

Southeast Missouri’s offensive line is
polished, poised and confident behind
Preseason All-Ohio Valley Conference
selections and returning starters Nate
Korte and Zack Gieg. Korte begins his
sixth year (due to COVID-19) as the
mainstay at right tackle.

Cole Cook, who
isn’t too far removed from his playing days
at North Carolina State (2014-17), is
relishing his role as Redhawks first-year
tight ends coach. Senior Will Weidemann
is back as SEMO’s starting tight end.

A two-time
First-Team All-OVC pick, Haynes led
the OVC with 66 punts and ranked
third in punting average (41.2 ypp)
a year ago. Adam Krause shared
kickoff duties in 2021. As far as
placekicking goes, newcomer Jorge
Figueroa is projected to assume
starting duties.

// Secondary Preview
The backend of Southeast Missouri’s
defense is loaded with experience
and when the secondary is at the top
of its game, it can be one of the best
in the country. Seven of the eight
defensive backs on SEMO’s two-deep
saw significant reps last season and
four return with starting experience
between the safety and cornerback
spots. Lawrence Johnson is one of
the more prominent threats.
Johnson played in the first six games and
made three starts at strong safety. He
finished with 23 tackles before sustaining
a season-ending shoulder injury.

Ty Leonard and Trai Hodges are also back
after each started 10 games in 2021.

// Receivers Preview

Southeast Missouri has an exciting group
of wide receivers with the playmaking
ability and athleticism to take this year’s
offense to a whole new level. Five of the
six listed on the depth chart are
upperclassmen. Preseason All-Ohio
Valley Conference senior Johnny King
is SEMO’s top receiver. King caught

24 passes for a team-high 449 yards
and five touchdowns last season.
Alongside King in the Redhawks three-
receiver set will be newcomers
Damoriea Vick and Ryan Flournoy.

Vick transferred to SEMO from Missouri
State where he played three seasons.
Flournoy was lowa Western Community
College’s leading receiver with

32 catches for 545 yards and five
touchdowns in 2021.

// Linebackers Preview

The Redhawk linebackers have gone
through a bit of transition with Connor
Benado and Tim Billings coaching those
areas for the first time. Benado takes over
the inside linebackers and Billings is in his
first year overseeing the outside. Southeast
Missouri returns its top defensive player at
middle linebacker in sophomore Bryce
Norman. Norman, a Preseason All-Ohio
Valley Conference pick, started the final
seven games of last season and led the
Redhawks with 66 stops. He also ranked
second on the team with 7.5 tackles for loss
and claimed HERO Sports and Phil Steele
Freshman All-America accolades. Mali
Walton or Christian Fuhrman could start

at the other inside linebacker spot. Northern
lllinois transfer Jordan Cole, Mike Matthews
and Keilyn Tyus vye for the starting job

at field outside linebacker. At the rush
position, senior Keandre Booker has

the edge. Billings is back in Cape Girardeau
for his second coaching stint. With over 40
years of experience, he was SEMO’s head
coach from 2000-05 and returns following
five seasons at Southern Mississippi.

Southeast Missouri’s backfield features one
of the nation’s best in senior Geno Hess.
Hess, the Preseason Ohio Valley Conference
Offensive Player of the Year, was the
league’s leading rusher with 1,116 yards, 14
touchdowns and 111.6 yards per game in
2021. He is on pace to become SEMO’s
all-time leading rusher. Complementing
Hess at tailback is Shamenski Rucker.
Newcomer Darrell Smith is also getting
reps.

// Quarterbacks Preview
The Redhawk quarterbacks are used to
dealing with lots of pressure. How they
embrace it and go about their business is
what’s going to give this year’s team the
best chance to do something special.
Junior Paxton DelLaurent will start under

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First Phase of Construction for Houck Multiuse Complex Moves Forward

outheast Missouri State University’s

Board of Governors authorized the

administration to proceed with awarding
a contract to Fager-McGee Commercial Con-
struction during its meeting on Aug. 23 for the
first phase of a new transformational Houck
multiuse complex.

The $15,978,100 contract includes the con-
struction and replacement of the south sideline
and grandstand of Houck Field as well as new
seating, turf replacement, concession stands,
restrooms, ADA access, and associated HVAC,
mechanical and other systems work.

“We are thrilled to move forward with the
first phase of this project that will improve our
football and soccer facilities which were over
90 years old,” said SEMO Director of Athletics
Brady Barke.

Barke says in addition to benefitting the
football and soccer programs, the new facility
will increase the fan experience as well. The
full Houck Project will offer not only improved
athletic facilities but also needed academic
spaces.

“When we talk about the Houck Project, we
aren’t just talking about the stadium,” said Dr.
Carlos Vargas, president of Southeast Missouri
State University. “It is a multiuse complex that
will include a facility with classrooms, labs, and
offices to support STEM, health, life, and
allied health sciences research, and
academic programs.”

More specifically, potential laboratories
incorporated into the new facility may include
an allied health laboratory, a biology (physiolo-
gy) lab, a virtual anatomy laboratory, and a life
science (biomechanics) laboratory.

Last fall, the University and the Southeast
Missouri University Foundation identified ap-
proximately $12 million to initiate the project.
This summer, Southeast received $11 million
from the State of Missouri approved by Gover-
nor Mike Parson for the complex.

Vargas says an economic impact study
completed last year by an international labor
market analytics firm (EMSI) found the invest-
ment won’t only benefit Southeast but also the
region in significant ways.

“The study found the multiuse complex would
add $31 million to the economy including

the construction spending impact as well as
the long-term visitor spending impact which
is projected to increase by nearly a quarter
million dollars per year,” said Vargas.

Barke said, “Once construction is underway,
discussions will begin on design of the remain-
ing phases, which will give us additional details
on cost, so we can start work to fully fund the
complete project.”

Phase one of the project has an anticipated
completion date of August 2023.

The Redhawks
put together back-to-back nine-
win campaigns for the first time
in program history when they
finished at 9-4 each of the 2018
and 2019 seasons. SEMO went a
combined 12-1 at home over that
span, as well.

A year ago, the Redhawks tied
for second in the OVC with a 4-2
record marking the third time in

the last four seasons where they
finished either first or second in
the league standings.

SEMO led the OVC in kick
returns (25.7 ypr), fourth down
conversions (10-of-15, 66.7
pct.), opponent fourth down
conversions (10-o0f-23, 43.5,
pct.), red zone offense (33-
of-33, 1.00 pct.) and red zone
defense (31-of-40, 77.5 pct.).
The Redhawks led the FCS in
red zone offense as one of only
two teams in the country that
converted all of its chances
inside the 20-yard line.

The Redhawks also ranked
second among OVC leaders
in rushing offense (1951 ypg),
punting (38.8 ypp), PAT kicking
(36-0f-37, 97.3 pct.) and turnover
margin (+6).

In a challenging year brought
on by a global COVID-19
pandemic, SEMO finished its
abbreviated 2020 season with
an overall record of 4-4 and took
fourth in the OVC with a 4-3
mark.

Under Matukewicz, SEMO
has ranked among the nation’s
Top-25 teams in the FCS
STATS Media or American
Football Coaches Association
(AFCA) Polls a total of 18
weeks, including two in 2020,

13 in 2019 and three in 2018.

The Redhawks achieved their
highest ranking of #12 in the
Sept. 2 and Nov. 25 STATS
Media Polls during the 2019
campaign. SEMO ranked #13
and #17 in the final STATS
Media Polls in 2018 and 2019,
respectively.

Every year that Matukewicz
has been head coach at SEMO,
the Redhawks finished among
the top two in the OVC in
either red zone defense, sacks,
turnover margin, third down
defense or interceptions.

In 2020, SEMO led the OVC
and rated eighth in the nation
in red zone defense. The
Redhawks also ranked eighth in
the FCS with 10 interceptions.

The 2019 Redhawks topped
the OVC and ranked 20th
nationally in interceptions (14).
SEMO rated second in the
league in red zone defense and
had 24 takeaways, which ranked
third among conference foes.

Matukewicz’s 2019 squad
claimed a share of the OVC
title and advanced to the FCS
Playoffs for the second-straight
year. The Redhawks went 7-1
in conference play en route to
just their second OVC crown in
school history and first since
2010.

The Redhawks upended then-
#14 Jacksonville State on the
road becoming the first team
to beat JSU in Jacksonville,
Alabama in SEMO’s Division
| era. Matukewicz became
the first head coach to knock
off the Gamecocks in back-
to-back seasons during the
school’s entire Division | tenure
(since 1991). Additionally, the
Redhawks ended JSU’s 36-game

winning streak in OVC play and
32-game winning streak in home
regular-season contests.

SEMO’s lone conference
blemish that year came on
the road at Austin Peay,
which shared the regular-
season championship with the
Redhawks. After that, SEMO
won its final six games of the
season and hoisted the trophy
following a 31-24 home victory
over rival Murray State. The
Redhawks closed out 2019 with
a loss to lllinois State during the
first round of the FCS Playoffs in
Cape Girardeau.

In 2018, SEMO’s program
turned the corner with a historic
season that saw Matukewicz
guide the Redhawks to a 9-4
overall record, second-place
finish in the OVC and the
school’s first NCAA FCS Playoff
berth in eight years..

The Redhawks knocked off
two ranked opponents and
posted their first postseason
victory when they toppled
#15 Stony Brook in the first-ever
NCAA Playoff game played at
Houck Field.

The Redhawks nearly swept
the league’s coveted specialty
awards as Matukewicz was
named OVC Coach of the Year,
linebacker Zach Hall was tabbed
Defensive Player of the Year and
running back Marquis Terry was
selected Offensive Player of
the Year.

Statistically, the Redhawks
led the FCS in turnover margin
(+1.85), turnovers gained (36),
interceptions (23), blocked
punts allowed (0) and fumbles
lost (1. SEMO also led the OVC
in 13 different categories.
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Along the way, SEMO broke
six single-season school
records, including points scored
(482), points per game (37.1),
touchdowns (63), total plays
(891) and all-purpose yards
(7,094).

Six players earned All-
America recognition. Hall, who
became SEMO’s first player to
win the Buck Buchanan National
Defensive Player of the Year
award, was named to eight All-
America teams alone. Forbes,
Terry, Bydarrius Knighten, DJ
Freeman and Zion Custis were
the Redhawks other All-America
honorees.

Nine individuals garnered
All-OVC accolades. Daniel
Santacaterina, Terry, Forbes,
Hall and Knighten were first-
team selections, while Clarence

Thornton, Justin Swift, Kristian
Wilkerson and Lucas Orchard
were second-team picks.

SEMO went a perfect 6-0 at
home and later won 13 in a row
at Houck Field prior to its first-
round FCS Playoff loss to lllinois
State (Nov. 30, 2019).

Following the 2018 campaign,
Matukewicz received a contract
extension through Jan. 31, 2023.

“Coach Matukewicz has a
special ability to develop young
men both on and off the field,
said Director rof Athletics
Brady Barke. “He is building a
championship caliber football
program, and we have a great
opportunity to build upon our
recent success. We have seen
firsthand the positive impact
that a successful football
program can have on our

University and community and
I'm excited to have him lead our
program into the future.”

SEMO led the OVC and
ranked sixth in the FCS with 37
sacks in 2017. The Redhawks
also finished among the top four
teams in the league in scoring
defense (21.8 ppg allowed),
rushing offense (4th, 137.7 ypg),
kickoff returns (3rd, 22.8 ypr),
punt return average (3rd, 101
ypn), sacks allowed (3rd, 14),
fourth-down conversions (3rd,
50 pct.), turnover margin (t2nd,
+3) and red zone defense (4th,
75 pct.).

Four Redhawks, including
Kendall Donnerson (first-team),
Terry (first-team), Hall (second-
team) and Forbes (second-team)
garnered All-OVC accolades.
Donnerson was later drafted
by the Green Bay Packers,
becoming the first SEMO player
to be drafted in 14 years.

In 2016, SEMO lost four games
by a combined 12 points en
route to finishing with an overall
record of 3-8.

The Redhawks ranked third in
the OVC in both scoring defense
(24.4 ppg allowed) and rushing
defense (138.5 ypg allowed),
and boasted the league’s
second-best red zone defense.
Five Redhawks, including Chad
Meredith (first-team), Alex
Knight (first-team), Cameron
Sanders (first-team), Will Young
(second-team) and Jesse
Hosket (all-newcomer) earned
All-OVC honors.

SEMO completed its 2015
campaign ranked among the
top three teams in the OVC in
rushing offense (2nd, 182.9 ypg),
kickoff returns (20.6 ypr), punt
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return average (3rd, 9.6 ypn),
kickoff coverage (2nd, 40.6 net
avg.), sacks (2nd, 31, fourth
down conversions (2nd, 60
pct.) and turnover margin (Ist,
+10). The Redhawks 31 sacks
were third-most in a season. In
addition, SEMO led the league
in turnover margin after ranking
last in that category the year
before. The Redhawks faced
four ranked teams and lost four
games by a combined 14 points
last season, as well.

Individually, Dante Vandeven,
Tremane McCullough, Paul
McRoberts, Garret Baker, Mike
Ford, Knight and Roper Garrett
earned All-OVC honors in 2015.

Vandeven was the league’s
Freshman of the Year,
McCullough and McRoberts
were first-team selections and
Baker, Garrett, Knight and Ford
were second-team picks.

McRoberts went on to sign
as an undrafted free agent
with the Los Angeles Rams
and was then signed to the
team’s active roster on Dec. 23,
2016. McRoberts was on the
practice squad for the Canadian
Football League’s Saskatchewan
Roughriders from 2019-21.

Six others who played
under Matukewicz at SEMO
are or were in the professional
football ranks. Josh Avery
(Seattle Seahawks) and Kristian
Wilkerson (Tennessee Titans,
New England Patriots) signed
as undrafted free agents shortly
after the 2019 NFL Draft. Mike
Ford (Detroit Lions, Denver
Broncos, Atlanta Falcons), Drew
Forbes (Cleveland Browns) and
Wilkerson are currently on
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active NFL rosters. Forbes was
SEMO’s second-highest draft
pick in program history.
Presently a free agent, Kendall
Donnerson had stints with the
Green Bay Packers, Las Vegas
Raiders, Cincinnati Bengals and
Carolina Panthers. Meanwhile,
Shabari Davis signed as an
undrafted free agent with the
Jacksonville Jaguars following
the 2022 NFL Draft.

A native of Silver Lake,
Kansas, Matukewicz hit the
ground running during his head
coaching debut in 2014.

That year, SEMO celebrated
two wins over ranked
opponents, beating then-

#3 Southeastern Louisiana and
then-#20 Tennessee State.
Southeastern Louisiana was
the highest-ranked opponent
SEMO has ever beaten and the
2014 campaign marked the first
time the Redhawks knocked off

two ranked opponents in one
season.

After those wins, SEMO
moved to No. 23 in the
Oct. 6, 2014 Sports Network
Poll, claiming its first Top 25
ranking since the end of the
2010 season.

Statistically, the Redhawks
led the OVC in third down
conversion percentage (45.7),
fourth down conversion
percentage (66.7) and sacks
allowed (9).

SEMO was also sixth in the
FCS in sacks allowed, 13th
in fourth down conversion
percentage and 14th in third
down conversion percentage.

As a team, the Redhawks
scored 384 points, their most in
a season since 2002.

The excitement of
Matukewicz’s brick-by-brick
approach generated an increase
in home attendance during two

of his first three seasons as
head coach.

Matukewicz coached a total
of 36 All-OVC performers,
including one OVC Offensive
Player of the Year (Terry), one
OVC Defensive Player of the
Year (Hall), one OVC Freshman
of the Year (Vandeven), 19 first-
team selections and 17 second-
team picks during his first seven
years as SEMO’s head coach.
McRoberts became the first
Redhawk player invited to the
Reese’s Senior Bowl, as well.

Off the field, Matukewicz’s
program is highly visible in the
community and often engages
in random acts of kindness. He
simply uses goodwill to teach
his players valuable life lessons.

SEMO teamed up with
the Cape Girardeau Police
Department to raise money for
the Minority Police Academy
Scholarship Fund on Oct.

10, 2020. The event raised
$13,000, which helped fund two
scholarships.

In 2015, SEMO partnered with
Saint Francis Medical Center to
announce a new collaboration,
taking the Redhawks’ Pink Up
efforts to a new level.

As part of a Pink Up Jersey
Auction, the football team raised
over $75,000 for breast cancer
awareness over a four-year
period. The Redhawks donned
special pink jerseys, each
personalized with a name in
honor or memory of a survivor
or loved one during this special
initiative.

Before its 2016 season-
opener at Memphis, SEMO
visited St. Jude Children’s
Research Hospital. Redhawk

players, coaches and support
staff toured the amazing facility
that leads the way the world
understands, treats and defeats
childhood cancer and other
life-threatening diseases. SEMO
donated teddy bears and other
items along with a check for
over $500 to St. Jude Children’s
Research Hospital.

On July 21, 2016, Matukewicz
organized a Cops and Hawks
flag football game which
brought a whole community
together in light of shootings
in the United States. Redhawk
players and local law
enforcement officials were
teammates in the event which
raised $4,500 for BackStoppers,
a non-profit organization that
provides needed financial
assistance and support to the
spouses and dependent children
of fallen and injured service
members in the line of duty.

During SEMO’s 2014 season-
opener against Missouri Baptist,
the Redhawk captains took a
No. 14 jersey to midfield for the
coin toss to honor the memory
of Kaden Robert. Robert was
a Kelly High School football
player who died in an accidental
shooting on June, 2014.

A week later, Michael Douglas,
a 16-year old from Kansas,
accompanied the Redhawks
on the sideline for their game
against the Jayhawks on Sept.
6, 2014. Douglas was diagnosed
with an interstitial lung disease
when he was a year old and
has to use an oxygen tank. The
teenager initially contacted
wide receiver Mike Cyliax for
an autograph the summer
before the 2014 campaign. Once
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Matukewicz heard the story,
he wrote Douglas a letter and
invited him to the game.

SEMOt’s football program
generously donated to the Nolan
Weber Believers 5K & Fun Run/
Walk in nearby Jackson. Weber
was a soccer player at Jackson
High School who fought brain
cancer for almost three years
(doubling the life expectancy
of what his illness normally
came with) before he passed
away. The contribution went
to the Believing Beyond Nolan
Weber Foundation that provides
financial and/or spiritual/
emotional support to children
and their families battling
cancer and other catastrophic
illnesses.

Matukewicz also presented a
check to the parents of Dominic
Hooper -- a Scott City teen
who tied in February, 2014 from
injuries sustained in an ATV
accident -- during the team’s
annual spring game.

A tireless worker, Matukewicz
brings energy and passion
unlike any other. His
commitment to excellence and
brick-by-brick mantra have
the Redhawks soaring to new
heights.

Popularly known as “Coach
Tuke,” Matukewicz was
introduced as SEMO’s 13th head
coach on Dec. 18, 2013.
Matukewicz is used to
transforming programs into
winners and he did just that as
an assistant coach at Northern
lllinois and Southern Illinois.

While at NIU, Matukewicz
helped lead the Huskies to the
Mid-American Conference West
title in 2010 and an outright

MAC Championship in 2011.
Matukewicz was the linebackers
coach in 2011 after serving as
defensive run-game coordinator
for three seasons under then-
head coach Jerry Kill.

Matukewicz reached the
pinnacle of his NIU stint when
he was interim head coach for
the Huskies’ trip to the 2010
Humanitarian Bowl after Kill
accepted the Minnesota job at
the end of the season. He led
NIU to a commanding 40-17
victory over Fresno State in that
game.

Matukewicz was responsible
for coordinating the Huskies’
run defense during his first
three seasons at NIU. In 2010,
the Huskies ranked 24th
nationally and third in the MAC
in rushing defense, allowing
126.5 yards per game. NIU
also had the MAC’s No. 1 total
defense in 2008 and 2009.

In his first year in DeKalb,
Matukewicz was part of a staff
that turned NIU into the
No. 1 scoring and total defense
in the MAC, and one of the top
20 units in the country. The
Huskies boasted the second-
most improved scoring defense
in the nation in 2008. That
year, NIU allowed only 18 points
per game, down from 30.8 the
previous season. The Huskies
ranked 17th nationally in total
defense and was fifth in the
country in pass defense.

Before that, Matukewicz
spent seven seasons at SIU. As
linebackers coach and run-game
coordinator, he had a big hand
in three Missouri Valley Football
Conference championships
(2003, 2004, 2005) and five

NCAA Football Championship
Subdivision playoff berths
(2003, 2004, 2005, 2006, 2007).

Matukewicz was named the
2007 FCS Assistant Coach
of the Year by the American
Football Coaches Association
after helping turn the Salukis
into one of the top rushing
defenses in the nation. SIU
held its opponents to a rushing
average below 135 yards per
game every year from 2002-

07. The Salukis had three of
the top-10 rushing defenses
in program history during that
time.

Matukewicz’s 2004 linebacker
corps formed the heart of a
defense which gave up just 101.7
rushing yards per game, led the
nation in scoring defense and
allowed 13.2 points per contest.
Matukewicz made one more
stop at the University of Toledo
prior to accepting his first head
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coaching job at Southeast.

At Toledo, Matukewicz was
defensive coordinator and
linebackers coach for the 2012
and 2013 seasons.

In 2012, Matukewicz helped
guide a defense that ranked
among the top 25 in the nation
in fourth-down conversion
(9th), red-zone defense (10th),
interceptions (18th) and
turnovers forced (25th). The
Rockets went 9-4 and earned a
trip to the 2012 Famous Idaho
Potato Bowl.

Matukewicz’s defense also
featured the nation’s leading
tackler in linebacker Dan Molls.
Molls had 166 tackles, earned
First-Team All-MAC honors and
became Toledo’s first Academic
All-American in eight years.

Matukewicz completed his
undergraduate work at Fort
Hays State. He received his
bachelor’s degree in
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physical education in 1997
and then earned his master’s
degree in administration at
Pittsburg State.

Matukewicz coached at
Fort Hays State (1996-97),
Pittsburg State (1997-99),

Coffeyville Community College
(1999-2000) and Emporia State
(2000-01) prior to his NCAA
Division | football tenure.

Matukewicz and his wife,
Lenna, have two daughters,
Georgia and Shelby.

AMES, lowa - Paxton Delaurent
threw for 222 yards and one
touchdown and ran for 74 yards as
Southeast Missouri dropped a 42-10
decision to Big 12 Conference member
lowa State in the season-opener for
both teams.

In his first career NCAA Division |
start, DeLaurent completed 19-0f-38
passes and averaged over six yards
(6.2) per carry as SEMO’s top rusher
against the Cyclones.

SEMO put together a strong
opening drive covering 60 yards
in 15 plays to get to ISU’s 12-yard
line. DeLaurent converted on a
fourth-and-1to keep the Redhawks
possession alive.

The Redhawks later elected to go
for it on another fourth-and-1, but
Colby Reeder tipped DeLaurent’s pass
which was then intercepted by Tyler
Onyedim at the Cyclones’ 15-yard line.

ISU responded by scoring on three-
straight drives resulting in touchdown
passes from Hunter Dekkers to Xavier
Hutchinson.

Dekkers, a left-handed
quarterback, threw consecutive 33-
yard passes to Hutchinson that put
the Cyclones ahead 14-0.

On ISU’s next possession,

Dekkers delivered an 8-yard strike to
Hutchinson extending the Cyclones
lead to 21-0 with 7:54 remaining in the
second quarter.

SEMO closed out the first half
strong by scoring 10 points in the final
2:27.

First-year Redhawk receiver Ryan
Flournoy made a spectacular catch
on a 41-yard toss from DeLaurent
to get SEMO to the ISU 11-yard line.
Flournoy’s reception set up the
Redhawks first touchdown of the
season which came on an 11-yard pass
from DelLaurent to former Missouri
State receiver Damoriea Vick two
plays later.

On the second play of ISU’s
ensuing drive, Joedrick Lewis picked
off Dekkert and ran his first career
interception 27 yards to the Cyclone
7. The turnover led to a 23-yard field
goal by DC Pippin that narrowed ISU’s
lead to 21-10 at the half.

For Pippin, it was the first field goal
of his career.

ISU scored three more times in
the second half, including once in the
third and twice in the fourth quarter to
finish off its season-opening victory.

DelLaurent completed 50 percent of
his passes, while Flournoy led SEMO
with 56 yards on nine receptions. Vick
added 45 receiving yards, as well.

As a team, the Redhawks finished
with 320 yards of total offense to ISU’s
4609,

Dekkers threw for 293 yards and
four touchdowns, and Hutchinson
had 128 receiving yards to go along
with his three scores. Jirehl Brock ran
for a game-high 104 yards and one
touchdown.

Defensively, Lawrence Johnson
matched a career-high with 12 tackles.

CARBONDALE, lll. - Paxton
Delaurent threw for 332 yards and
four touchdowns including the game-
winning 2-yard pass to Damoriea Vick
with 11 seconds left leading Southeast
Missouri to a 34-31 win over #17
Southern lllinois.

In a back-and-forth game that
featured nine lead changes, SEMO
never let up en route to securing its
first win of the season. The Redhawks
also reclaimed the War for the Wheel
trophy that has been in Carbondale
each of the last two years.

After Justin Strong’s 4-yard
touchdown run gave SIU a 31-27 lead
with 2:50 on the clock, SEMO went to
work at its own 24-yard line.

DelLaurent completed a 28-yard
pass to Ryan Flournoy to get the
Redhawks into SIU territory at the
Saluki 23-yard line.

Four plays later, SEMO faced a
fourth-and-9 at SIU’s 22-yard line.
Delaurent’s pass intended for
Flournoy was incomplete, but the
Salukis were penalized with a pass
interference giving the Redhawks an
automatic first down at the 11.

SEMO again faced a fourth-and-2,
this time at the SIU 3-yard line when
the Salukis committed another pass
interference on an incomplete pass.
That penalty gave the Redhawks a
first down at the 2-yard line.

On the ensuing play, DeLaurent
rolled to his right and found Vick open
in the end zone for the game-winner.
Vick played SIU three times during his
previous tenure at Missouri State, but
never scored a touchdown against the
Salukis until this year.

Delaurent put together a strong
first half for SEMO completing 16
passes for 123 yards and a pair of
touchdowns to grab the Redhawks
their first halftime lead of the season.
At one time, DeLaurent threw
16-consecutive completions.

After SIU scored the game’s first

points on a 30-yard field goal by Jake
Baumgarte, SEMO put together an
8-play, 75-yard march culminating
with a 6-yard touchdown pass from
DelLaurent to Johnny King to put

the Redhawks ahead, 7-3, with 3:27
remaining in the first quarter.

The Salukis reclaimed the lead
on a 16-yard pass from Nic Baker to
Avante Cox less than a minute into
the second quarter.

Following a SIU punt, the Redhawks
engineered their longest drive
covering 86 yards in 15 plays to grab
a 14-10 advantage at the intermission.
King caught his second touchdown
pass, this time from three yards out,
with 3:01 left in the second quarter.
SEMO's final drive of the first half
consumed 6:50.

The see-saw battle carried into the
second half and SIU wasted no time
regaining the lead.

Ro Elliott broke free for a 42-yard
run to finish off a 76-yard drive on the
Salukis first possession in the third
quarter. Elliott’s touchdown gave SIU
a 17-14 edge at the 9:02 mark.

DC Pippin kicked field goals from
50 and 45 yards, respectively, to give
SEMO a 20-17 advantage before both
teams scored a pair of touchdowns in
the last 8:40 of the contest.

SEMO scored 17 fourth-quarter
points and outgained SIU, 390-385.

Delaurent completed 33-of-

44 passes and did not throw

an interception. His 332 yards

were the most in a game by a

SEMO quarterback since Daniel
Santacaterina threw for 386 yards at
UT Martin on Oct. 27, 2018. DeLaurent
completed passes to nine different
receivers.

Flournoy and King each had huge
100-yard receiving performances.
Flournoy caught 10 passes for 145
yards and one touchdown, while King
added a game-high 14 receptions for
125 yards and two TDs.

Hess scored three touchdowns and
Southeast Missouri racked up 468
yards of total offense in a 42-16
thrashing of Southland Conference
member Nicholls at Houck Field.

SEMO won its home-opener in its
first-ever meeting with the Colonels
as part of the Ohio Valley and
Southland Conference alliance.

Hess scored three touchdowns
in a game for the fifth time in his
career and moved another rushing
touchdown closer to the program’s all-
time record of 36 (Walter Smallwood,
1965-68). He now has 33 career
rushing TDs.

SEMO used a 14-point second
quarter to build a 21-7 halftime lead.

The Redhawks covered 60 yards in
eight plays during their opening drive
and took the game’s first lead when
Paxton DeLaurent threw a 4-yard pass
to Hess with 10:26 remaining in the
first quarter.

Delaurent’s 22-yard completion
to Johnny King set up SEMO’s
next touchdown, a 9-yard rush by
DelLaurent seven seconds into the
second quarter to push the Redhawks
lead to 14-0.

A 42-yard pass by Delaurent to
Pervis Frazier put SEMO inside the
Colonels’ 35-yard line. Three plays
later DeLaurent threw an 18-yard
touchdown pass to Ryan Flournoy
giving the Redhawks a 21-7 advantage.

The Redhawks tacked on 21 more
points in the second half, including 14
in the third quarter to bury Nicholls
for good.

Hess'’ lone rushing touchdown
came from eight yards out with 10:56
to go in the third period.

SEMO’s special teams then made
a big play when Christian Fuhrman
blocked Kylan Dupre’s punt. Garrett
Todd scooped up the ball and dashed
29 yards for a touchdown making it a
35-10 ballgame.

An 11-yard touchdown pass from
DelLaurent to Hess accounted for the
Redhawks final touchdown of the day.

DelLaurent threw for over 300
yards in his second-straight start.

He completed 22-0f-32 passes for
309 yards and three touchdowns.
DelLaurent threw for a total of seven
touchdowns in those starts.

Hess ran for 70 yards on 14
attempts averaging five yards per
touch. He caught two passes for 15
yards and a pair of scores out of the
backfield, as well.

King, one of 11 SEMO receivers
to catch a pass, paved the way with
five receptions for 82 yards. Flournoy
followed with four catches for 52
yards, while Frazer had a career-high
three catches and 64 yards.

Defensively, Bryce Norman was all
over the field en route to notching
a career-best 17 tackles. Fuhrman
contributed eight stops and the
Redhawks added four sacks as a unit.

SEMO outgained Nicholls 468-299.
The Redhawks picked up 164 yards on
the ground and limited the Colonels to
only 50.

After SEMO got on the board first
with a defensive touchdown, both
teams combined for 38 points in the
second quarter.

Henry Pickens Ill put a big hit on
UCA quarterback Will McElvain on
the Bears’ third play of the game.
McElvain fumbled on the play and
Bryce Norman picked up the ball and
ran three yards into the end zone
putting the Redhawks ahead, 7-0, with
9:44 left in the first quarter.

It was then a shootout during the
next 15 minutes of the contest.

UCA tied the game with an 80-yard
touchdown pass from Kylin James
to Jarrod Barnes. McElvain threw to
James before his heave landed in the
hands of Barnes.

Paxton DeLaurent ran for six yards
and pitched the ball. After the ball
bounced off the turf, T.D. Williams
recovered and dashed 85 yards to
give UCA a 14-7 advantage.

On the second play of SEMO’s
ensuing possession, DeLaurent hit
Ryan Flournoy in stride for a 62-yard
touchdown to quickly tie the game at
14-14.

A 28-yard pass from DeLaurent
to Will Weidemann moved SEMO to
the UCA 17-yardline. Two plays later,
Delaurent threw a 14-yard touchdown
pass to Johnny King regaining a
21-14 lead for the Redhawks with just
over four minutes left in the second
quarter.

Hayden Ray’s 28-yard field goal
made it a 21-17 game, but Dalyn
McDonald returned the next kickoff
97 yards for a touchdown to grab
SEMO a 28-17 halftime lead.

The first half ended with Ray’s
34-yard field goal attempt clanking off
the left upright.

UCA was within a possession twice
in the second half, but SEMO held off
the Bears.

Ray kicked a 38-yard field goal to
narrow the margin to 28-20 with 9:17
to go in the third quarter.

SEMO, however, manufactured a
12-play, 61-yard drive capped by an 11-
yard run by DelLaurent that extended
the Redhawks lead to 35-20.

UCA answered with a 1-yard
touchdown by Darius Hale to pull
within eight points again.

Following a SEMO punt, UCA had
one last chance, but the Redhawk
defense forced the Bears off the field
in three plays.

SEMO ran out the final 2:39 of the
game en route to its third-straight
victory.

Delaurent completed 17-of-

31 passes for 252 yards and two
touchdowns, while Geno Hess ran

for 123 yards on 20 carries. Hess
averaged 6.2 yards per carry and ran
for 100 or more yards for the 11th time
in his career.

As a team, SEMO finished with 457
total yards and limited UCA to only 16
rushing yards. The 16 yards were the
fifth fewest in a game the Redhawks
held their opponent to during their
FCS era.

McDonald added 182 kick return
yards as his 97-yard touchdown tied
for the second longest kick return for
a touchdown in program history.

Lawrence Johnson, Norman and
Ty Leonard paved the way for SEMO’s
defense. Johnson had 10 tackles,
while Norman and Leonard followed
with eight each Norman also scored
the first touchdown of his career,
added a half-sack, recovered a fumble
and notched two breakups.

SEMO improved to 7-1in Family
Weekend games under Head Coach
Tom Matukewicz.
