•	 SEMO will play five games at the event with
	 two on Friday, two Saturday and one Sunday. 
•	 The Redhawks face Illinois State (9 a.m.)
	 and Lamar (11:30 a.m.) Friday; IU Indy (11:30 a.m.)
	 and Indiana State (2 p.m.) Saturday; and 
	 tournament host Chattanooga (11:30 a.m.)
	 Sunday.
•	 SEMO makes its third appearance in the
	 Frost Classic with Mark Redburn as its head
	 coach.
•	 The Redhawks were previously in the Frost
	 Classic in 2023 and 2018. SEMO is 7-2 all-time
	 at the event after going 2-1 in 2023 and 5-1 in
	 2018.

•	 Southeast Missouri is one of six teams in 
	 Frost Classic which runs from Feb. 21-23 this
	 weekend.
•	 SEMO (2-2) joins Illinois State (2-7), Lamar
	 (6-3), Indiana State (1-8), IU Indy (2-5) and
	 tournament host Chattanooga (3-7).
•	 The Redhawks and Lamar are the two teams
	 in the field with .500 or better records so
	 far this young season.

•	 The Redhawks are a combined 19-15 against
	 teams participating in the Frost Classic.
•	 Southeast Missouri is 1-4 vs. Illinois State, 
	 0-3 vs. IU Indy (formerly IUPUI), 1-0 vs.

	 Chattanooga.

•	 Mark Redburn is 2-0 all-time vs. IU Indy, 
	 11-7 vs. Indiana State, 1-2 vs. Chattanooga and
	 3-10 vs. Illinois State in his head coaching 	
	 career.

•	 The Redhawks recorded back-to-back
	 wins over Southwestern Athletic Conference
	 member Alabama State for a strong finish
	 at their season-opening Troy University
	 Cardinal Clash Tournament.
•	 Southeast Missouri had early season-highs
	 of 14 runs and 15 hits to pick up its first win
	 of the year with a 14-3 victory over the Hornets
	 on Feb. 14.
•	 A day later, SEMO closed out the tournament
	 with a 5-3 win over Alabama State.
•	 The victories gave the Redhawks their first
	 winning streak of the 2025 campaign.

Preseason OVC Favorite

•	 For the fifth time in six years, Southeast 
	 Missouri was tabbed the Ohio Valley
	 Conference preseason favorite.
•	 SEMO, which went 28-26 overall and 19-8 in the
	 OVC a year ago, won the 2024 OVC 
	 Tournament and made its third NCAA Division
	 I Softball Tournament appearance.
•	 The Redhawks accumulated 152 points and 
	 nine of the possible 20 first-place votes by the
	 league’s head coaches and communications
	 directors.
•	 Southern Indiana was second with 140 points 
	 and six first-place nods, while Eastern Illinois
	 rounded out the top three with the remaining
	 five first-place votes and 139 total points.
•	 Tennessee State (107 pts.), Tennessee Tech
	 (82 pts.), Lindenwood (80 pts.), UT Martin 
	 (74 pts.), SIU Edwardsville (73 pts.), Morehead
	 State (30 pts.) and Western Illinois (23 pts.)
	 complete the predicted order of finish.

•	 Saysoff went 4-for-5 with a stolen base,
	 two runs scored and two RBI.
•	 She finished the Troy University Cardinal
	 Clash with a combined six hits in her last
	 two games.

Nice Work by the Bullpen

•	 After Alabama State cut Southeast Missouri’s 
	 lead to 5-3 on Feb. 15, Redhawk relievers 
	 took over and did not allow a run the rest of
	 the way.
•	 SEMO’s bullpen threw four shutout innings to
	 hold off the Hornets.
•	 Tegan Livesay tossed three scorless no-hit 
	 innings with four strikeouts and Delaney
	 Kell followed that up with one scoreless inning
	 and two strikeouts.
•	 Kell claimed her first save of the season 
	 following that performance.

SEMO Debuts

•	 Madison Winkler, Elliott Stinson and Addisyn
	 Martinie made their Southeast Missouri
	 debuts at the Troy University Cardinal Clash
	 (Feb. 13-15).
•	 Winkler, a transfer from Louisville, started
	 all four games in right field and hit .308 with
	 three runs scored, two walks and three stolen
	 bases. She made all of her starts in right field.
•	 A transfer from Southern Illinois, Stinson
	 picked up a win in her first career SEMO start
	 inside the circle.
•	 Stinson tossed 4.2 innings allowing two
	 runs on three hits and striking out three.
•	 Meanwhile, freshman Addisyn Martinie
	 got her first career hit against Alabama
	 State (Feb. 14).

Melton’s Senior Year Off to a Good Start

•	 Senior Sydney Melton hit .364 with four hits,
	 four runs scored, three doubles, four RBI
	 and two walks in four starts at the Troy
	 University Cardinal Clash (Feb. 13-15).
•	 Melton led the Redhawks with three doubles
	 for the tournament.
•	 She was one of four starters who hit .300 or
	 better during SEMO’s season-opening
	 tournament.
•	 Her .364 clip was third behind Tatum
	 Gerwitz (.700) and Brooklyn Saysoff (.429).

Off and Running

•	 Southeast Missouri went 9-of-11 in stolen
	 bases over its first four games of the season
	 at the Troy University Cardinal Clash
	 (Feb. 13-15).
•	 Tatum Geritz and Madison Winkler each
	 went 3-of-3, while Brooklyn Saysoff followed
	 at 2-of-2 on the basepaths.
•	 SEMO ranks second in the Ohio Valley
	 Conference and 27th in the nation with
	 2.25 stolen bases per game thus far.

•	 Shore was the only player who started all 54
	 games in 2024. She hit .338 as SEMO’s 
	 fourth-leading hitter. Shore led the team in
	 doubles (16), hits (54) and RBI (32).
•	 Carney went 6-6 with a 3.35 ERA and two 
	 saves in 31 appearances and five starts as 
	 a fresman. She pitched two complete games,
	 one shutout and struck out 35 in 83.2 innings.
	 Carney ranked second on the team in
	 appearances, wins, complete games, shutouts,
	 innings and strikeouts.

Seven-Straight Winning Seasons

•	 The Redhawks put together a winning
	 season in seven-straight years.
•	 Southeast Missouri posted 30 or more
	 victories in four of those seasons
	 (2018, 2019, 2020, 2021, 2022). 
•	 The Redhawks went 29-14 overall in
	 2023 and 28-26 in 2024.
•	 SEMO’s 2020 season was shortened to
	 17 games (12-5) due to a global COVID-19
	 pandemic.

•	 The 2025 club is the 49th team in 
	 Southeast Missouri’s softball history.
•	 SEMO has an all-time record
	 of 1,239-1,006-3 since softball first began
	 in 1977.
•	 The Redhawks have accumulated 19
	 30+ win seasons, two 40-win seasons,
	 eight Ohio Valley Conference regular-season
	 titles, seven OVC Tournament 
	 championships and three NCAA Division I
	 Tournament appearances in program history.

	 Redhawks will vye for their eighth OVC
	 Tournament crown in 2025.
