•	 SEMO clinched its regular-season
	 championship with a statement 83-68 road
	 win at SIU Edwardsville, which upended
	 the Redhawks in the OVC Tournament final.
•	 It was the Redhawks second OVC regular-
	 season title in program history and first in
	 25 years.
•	 SEMO initially moved to first in the standings
	 with their 57-45 win at Little Rock 
	 (Feb. 11) and stayed there the rest of the 	
	 regular-season.

•	 The Redhawks advanced to the OVC 
	 Tournament championship game for the 	
	 fourth time in program history and second
	 three years with Brad Korn as head coach.
•	 SEMO earned the #1 seed in the eight-team
