•	 It was the Redhawks second OVC regular-
	 season title in program history and first in
	 25 years.
•	 SEMO initially moved to first in the standings
	 with their 57-45 win at Little Rock 
	 (Feb. 11) and stayed there the rest of the 	
	 regular-season.
•	 The Redhawks advanced to the OVC 
	 Tournament championship game for the 	
	 fourth time in program history and second
	 three years with Brad Korn as head coach.
•	 SEMO earned the #1 seed in the eight-team
	 tournament and claimed a double bye for
	 the first time in program history
•	 The Redhawks’ 78-59 win over #4 Little Rock
	 was their largest in an OVC Tournament
	 semifinal game in program history.
•	 For only the third time since it moved to the

	 NCAA Division I ranks in 1991-92, SEMO 
	 reached 20 or more wins in a season. The
	 Redhawks’ 21 wins ranked second behind
	 the 1999-2000 team (24-7).

•	 In the state playoffs, Simpson scored 23.4 	
	 points, pulled down 8.2 rebounds and 
	 dished out 4.2 assists per contest.
•	 Perry, (6’7”, 195) who hails from Memphis, 	
	 Tennessee, has a 6’11” wingspan. He is a senior 	
	 at Bartlett High School, which is ranked 
	 #18 in the Preseason MaxPreps Top-25.
•	 He helped lead Bartlett to the Tennessee 	
	 Class AAAA state semifinals as a sophomore. 
•	 In 2024-25, the Panthers went 24-9 overall and 	
	 won the 4A District 15 title with an undefeated

CHARLESTON, Ill. - Brendan Terry 
scored 22 points and grabbed 
eight rebounds to lead Southeast 
Missouri to a commanding 77-59 
win over Eastern Illinois Saturday 
at Groniger Arena.
 	 SEMO led the entire game en 
route to earning its fourth-straight 
victory. The Redhawks completed 
a road sweep of Western Illinois 
(Jan. 29) and EIU for the first time 
under Head Coach Brad Korn. 
 	 SEMO’s defense set the tone 
forcing six turnovers on EIU’s first 
seven possessions.
 	 The Redhawks scored seven 
points off those miscues that, 
in turn, led to a 12-1 run helping 
SEMO get an early double-digit 
lead.
 	 Braxton Stacker and Luke Alm-
odovar each drained a 3-pointer 
before BJ Ward scored, and Terry 
added four points with his dunk 
capping that stretch at the 13:40 
mark in the first half.
 	 EIU went 0-of-5 from the field 
and had more turnovers than 
shot attempts during a scoreless 
drought of 6:41. Meechie White’s 
jumper ended the lengthy period 

for the Panthers’ first points with 
13:19 left.
 	 SEMO ran its lead to 14 when 
Landren Blocker knocked down a 
3-pointer to make it a 32-18 game. 
The Redhawks later held a 37-24 
advantage at the half.
 	 The Redhawks matched their 
season-best of 3-pointers made in a 
first half with 7-of-14 for 50 percent. 
SEMO also made seven threes in 
the game’s opening 20 minutes at 
Tennessee State (Dec. 20).  
 	 EIU turned the ball over on 11 
occasions in the first half.
 	 SEMO continued to tame the 
Panthers in the second half, where it 
heated up to make seven of its first 
12 field goals.
 	 A steal by Elliot Lowndes resulted 
in a breakaway dunk by Stacker in-
creasing SEMO’s lead to 57-41 with 
11:18 remaining.
 	 Marqueas Bell then followed a 
Terry miss with a layup to give the 
Redhawks a 21-point lead (65-44) 
with a little under seven minutes to 
play.  
 	 Terry’s hook shot put SEMO up, 
75-53, for its largest lead of the af-
ternoon and the Redhawks coasted 

to their fourth Ohio Valley Confer-
ence road win of the season. 
 	 Terry shot 9-of-13 from the field 
and 3-of-5 at the free throw line. He 
dished out five assists and added a 
steal in 30 minutes.
 	 Stacker followed with 17 points on 
6-of-11 field goals and Almodovar 
pitched in 13.
 

	 Ward led the way with a 
career-high eight assists and 
finished off his road swing with 15 
assists to only two turnovers in 
his Illinois starts.
 	 SEMO shot 50 percent (29-
of-58) and outrebounded EIU, 
33-27. The Redhawks tied their 
season-high of 11 three-pointers.

CAPE GIRARDEAU, Mo. -  BJ Ward 
scored a game-high 21 points to 
lead four starters in double figures 
as Southeast Missouri defeated 
Morehead State, 82-70, at the 
Show Me Center.
 	 SEMO led for all but 11 seconds 
of the game en route to recording 
its season-best fifth-consecutive 
win. Along the way, the Redhawks 
gave Head Coach Brad Korn his 
first home victory over the Eagles. 
 	 The Redhawks used another 
strong first half to build a dou-
ble-digit lead.
 	 Braxton Stacker made back-to-
back 3-pointers and later added a 
layup to put the Redhawks ahead 
by double figures for the first 
time at 30-19 with just under four 
minutes remaining in the first half.
 	 A 16-3 run stretched SEMO’s 
lead to 37-21 when MSU went 
over five minutes without a field 
goal. Marqueas Bell’s free throws 
capped that surge to grab the 
Redhawks a 37-21 advantage at 
the 2:28 mark.
 	 SEMO headed into the intermis-
sion ahead, 43-29.
 

	 Stacker scored 12 points and 
the Redhawks got a big boost off 
the bench from David Idada who 
contributed six points and five 
rebounds in 11 minutes. Luke Almo-
dovar also reached double figures in 
the first half with 10.
 	 SEMO also shot 54 percent from 
3-point range (7-of-13) in the game’s 
first 20 minutes.
 	 MSU managed to get within nine 
multiple times in the second half, 
but that was as close as it would 
get.
 	 The Redhawks took their largest 
lead of the night (74-56) on Bren-
dan Terry’s free throw with 4:48 left 
to play before nailing down their 
eighth win at home this season.
 	 Ward shot 7-of-13 from the field, 
buried three 3-pointers and made a 
perfect 4-of-4 free throws. Stacker 
followed with a double-double 17 
points and 10 rebounds, his first as 
a Redhawk. 
 	 Almodovar and Terry chipped in 
13 points apiece.
 	 For the game, SEMO shot 50.9 
percent (29-of-57), 45 percent 

(9-of-20) from downtown and out-
rebounded MSU, 30-25.
 	 Jon Carroll led MSU with 15 
points.
