R �STATESMEN TO HOST WILDCATS IN SEASON-OPENER: The 2021 campaign kicks off on Thursday, Sept. 2, as the Statesmen (0-0, 0-0 GSC) of 
Delta State University host Bethel University (0-0, 0-0 Mid South/NAIA).  The kickoff is set for 6 p.m. at Parker Field-McCool Stadium. 

R �INSIDE THE SERIES: Thursday's match-up is the 12th meeting between the schools on the gridiron between Delta State and Bethel Univer-
sity. The two schools last met in 1947 with the Statesmen claiming a 34-6 win in Cleveland, Miss. Delta State owns a 5-3-1 mark in Cleveland, 
Miss., and are 1-1 in games played in McKenzie, Tenn.

R �STATESMEN IN SEPTEMBER: DSU boasts a 150-88-6 record in the month of September, including a 19-10 record under coach Cooley.
R �DELTA STATE PICKED 3rd IN GSC COACHES POLL: The Statesmen were picked to finish third in the annual Gulf South Conference 

Preseason Coaches Poll.  Defending National Champion West Florida was named the 2021 GSC Football Preseason Favorite for the first time 
in school history, collecting 47 points behind five first-place votes. Nipping at the Argonauts' heels is defending GSC Champion Valdosta State 
which posted 45 points and nabbed the final three first-place votes. Delta State ranked third in the Coaches' Poll voting with 33 points followed 
by West Alabama (30) and West Georgia (26) to round out the Top Five. Mississippi College (22), North Greenville (14), and Shorter (seven) 
complete the GSC Pre-Season Poll.

R �SIX STATESMEN NAME PRESEASON ALL-GSC: Six Statesmen (three offensive and three defensive players) were named to the Pre-Season 
All-GSC Team. Three-time All-GSC center Innis Claud V and junior Nicolas Melsop anchor an offensive line that will open holes for one of the 
league's top returning backs in senior Rico Owens.  The defensive side of the ball is led by All-American defensive back Junior Faulk is joined 
by seniors Dante Williams (LB) and Zane Samuel (DE).

R �91ST SEASON OF FOOTBALL: The #DSUFamily is set to embark on its 91st year on the gridiron, as Delta State welcomes Bethel University 
to Parker Field-McCool Stadium on Thursday, Sept. 5 for the season-opener.  Delta State is 476-400-23. The Statesmen have captured seven 
Gulf South Conference titles, made nine appearances in the NCAA DII playoffs, earned four Super Region II crowns, and defeated Bloomsburg, 
63-34, to claim the 2000 NCAA DII National Championship. DSU is 48-38-4 all-time to open a season.   

R �SEASON-OPENERS UNDER COOLEY: The Statesmen are 6-1 in season-openers, including a 4-0 mark at home, under head coach Todd Cooley. 
The lone opening loss came on the road last year at Tarleton State, 44-13, in Stephenville, Texas. DSU has outscored the opposition 156-62 in 
its three season-opening wins at home.

R �2021 RANKED OPPONENTS: The Statesmen will face two ranked opponents in 2021, including defending national champion and preseason 
No. 1 West Florida.  DSU also squares off against No. 6 Valdosta State on Oct. 9 in Valdosta, Ga. Delta State is 11-14 against ranked opponents 
under head coach Todd Cooley.

5 �Delta State and Bethel University collide on the gridiron for the 12th time and for the first time in 74 years. The last meeting took place in 1947 with the 

Statesmen claiming a 34-6 win at Delta Field in Cleveland, Miss.  Delta State holds a 6-4-1 overall lead and a 5-3-1 record at home in the series.
5� ��Michael Jasper is in his third year as head coach of the Wildcats. He is 11-12 in his career with the Cats. Before becoming the head coach Jasper served as 

the Assistant Head Coach and worked with the defensive line. Before that he held the titles of Offensive Line Coach and Run Game Coordinator, as well as 
overseeing the strength and conditioning program. Coach Jasper played for the University of Tennessee at Martin in 2005 and was a starter on their 2006 
Ohio Valley Conference Championship team. After redshirting at Middle Tennessee State University, Coach Jasper joined the Bethel University Wildcats as 
an Offensive and Defensive Lineman from 2008-2010 and was the first-ever Wildcat drafted to the NFL in 2011 being selected by the Buffalo Bills. He gradu-
ated from Bethel University with a Bachelor's Degree in University Studies. He and his wife Allison along with their daughter Davis Reid reside in McKenzie, 
Tennessee. Their rescue dog is named Caine.

5� �Bethel played their 2020 season earlier this year. After winning their first three games the Wildcats dropped four in a row to finish 3-4.  The Cats were 3-4 in 
the Mid-South Conference and 2-2 in road action. Bethel is picked to finish fourth in the MSC Blue Grass Division Preseason Poll.

5� �2020 Season:  After a sterling start to the season (2020) earlier this year, the Bethel Wildcats suffered through four straight disappointing losses to end 
the abbreviated year at 3-4.

5 �Leading rusher De'Ontay Tate returns after running for 530 yards and two touchdowns. With his 530 
yards, Tate moved into 4th all-time in the Wildcat record book with 2,352 career rushing yards. Despite 
fighting injuries throughout the year, K J Hicks was named 1st team all-conference. Hicks was the 
MSC Defensive Freshman of the Year last season. Leading tackler Jakobe Griffin is back. The junior 
1st team all-conference performer had 6.5 tackles for losses. Junior Devious Christmon proved to 
be a nightmare for opposing quarterbacks last season finishing with four interceptions. Christmon 
has seven career picks which rank 6th all-time in career interceptions. Senior Keveon Broadwater 
(6-4, 315) and juniors Bailey Herring (6-1, 300) and Brandon Harrison (6-3, 305) return to anchor the 
O-line. 

5 �Three transfers highlight new faces for the Wildcats. An all-conference and senior from Missouri 
Baptist, Michael Malone comes in as a cornerback. Another corner, Mustafa Majeed joins the Cats 
transferring from Clark-Atlanta University. D J James, an all-conference Safety from the University of 
New England comes in for his junior season.

Cooley led DSU to a 7-3 mark in 2013 during his first season and 
followed up that performance with a 9-2 record in 2014 and a share 
of the GSC title. The Nashville, Arkansas, native started out the 
season 4-0 to get his 20th win in a 40-0 victory over Albany State 
at Parker Field-McCool Stadium (Sept. 26, 2015).

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5 �One of the Gulf South Conference's oldest and most historic venues, Travis E. Parker Field at Horace L. McCool Stadium has served as the home 
of the Statesmen since it opened in 1970. Delta State has enjoyed tremendous success at Parker-McCool under its last four coaches, posting 
an impressive 83-31 record. 

5 �Formerly known as Delta Field and Travis E. Parker Field, the 8,500 seat stadium was completed in time for the 1970 season. In 1984, the field 
was renamed to honor former Mississippi Institutions of Higher Learning Board of Trustees member, Travis E. Parker, a tireless supporter of 
Delta State University and Delta area communities. 

5 �In 2007, DSU honored long-time coach and administrator Horace McCool by naming the stadium in his honor. McCool was 76-48-3 in 14 
seasons as head coach of the Statesmen and was instrumental in running the Department of Athletics as Director of Athletics. During his time 
as AD, McCool helped revive Lady Statesmen basketball, which blossomed into a national power under the legendary Margaret Wade.

5 �The current facility replaced the “old” Delta Field, which is located between Sillers Coliseum and the Hugh Ellis Walker Alumni-Foundation 
House on the Delta State campus. The Statesmen have enjoyed a 247-125-15 mark at home.

5 �The two-level press facility includes booths for radio, film, coaches, and working press, as well as to a snack kitchen and restroom. The 
press box is completely enclosed, with the exception of the second-level film deck, and is climate controlled for year-round comfort and 
convenience.

5 �Parker-McCool has gone through several recent renovations, including the installation of artificial turf in the summer of 2014, a press box 
revitalization project in May of 2013, and the addition of a new scoreboard/video board in the fall of 2008. Past additions have included the 
chairback seats in 1993 and the creation of a picnic area in the southwest corner of Parker Field in 2001. 

5 �In the summer of 2014, Delta State began construction on a new visitor’s concession stand and bathroom on the southeast corner of 
Parker-McCool. 

5 �In his first season as head coach of the Statesmen, coach Todd Cooley led Delta State to a perfect 4-0 record at Parker-McCool. The Nashville, 
Arkansas native is the first head coach since Ron Roberts to go undefeated at home in his first season at DSU.

5 �Delta State has an 8-2 (.800) record in NCAA Division II postseason play.  
5 �The Statesmen went 2-0 at Parker-McCool in the 2000 NCAA playoffs en route to the national championship. DSU defeated Valdosta State 

(49-12) and North Dakota State (34-16) at home with road wins over Catawba (20-14) and Bloomsburg (63-34) in the NCAA title game.
5 �Trevar Deed set a DSU postseason record with 16 receptions for 203 yards and four touchdowns in a 55-34 loss to North Alabama in the 

second round of the 2008 NCAA Division II playoffs at Parker-McCool. 
5 �In DSU’s 45-7 victory over Shaw University in the first round of the 2007 NCAA playoffs, senior linebacker and Harlon Hill finalist Michael 

Eubanks set a new NCAA DII single-game sack record with five versus the Hawks.
