
RED HOT HOCKEY RETURNS TO NEW YORK CITY
• Red Hot Hockey is back, as the No. 5 Boston 
University men’s ice hockey team will travel to 
Madison Square Garden to renew its rivalry with 
No. 16/17 Cornell.
• Puck drop on ESPN+ is scheduled for 8 p.m.
• BU is the designated home team this year, as 
Cornell had that distinction in 2021.

RED HOT HISTORY
• BU and Cornell have played to a  3-3-2 record at 
Red Hot Hockey, with Cornell having won the last 
three meetings.
• That includes a 6-4 win in 2021.
• With the exception of the Terriers’ 6-3 win in 
the inaugural event in 2007, every game has been 
within at least two goals.
• That includes three overtime games (2009, 2011, 
2015) in which BU is 1-0-2.
• BU won the shootout in 2015 to retain the 
Kelley-Harkness Cup.
• 2019 was the first time that the Terriers were 
held to fewer than three goals at Red Hot Hockey.

SERIES HISTORY
• Saturday will be the 52nd meeting between BU 
and Cornell, with the Big Red ahead in the all-
time series, 26-22-3.
• The teams first met on Jan. 10, 1925, on Beebe 
Lake in Ithaca, with the Terriers posting a 7-2 
win.
• They played again at the same location a little 
over a year later (a 1-0 BU win) and did not play 
again until an 8-1 Cornell win on March 11, 1966, 
in the ECAC Tournament.
• They have faced off in the NCAA tournament on 
four occasions with the first two being the 1967 
and 1972 national title games, won by the Big 
Red (4-1) and Terriers (4-0), respectively.
• As members of the ECAC, the teams met at least 
once a year for the next 19 years until BU joined 
Hockey East for the 1984-85 season.
• The Terriers are 10-7-2 in the 19 meetings that 
have taken place since they moved to Hockey 
East.
• When the teams faced off this past January 
at Agganis Arena, it was the first on-campus 
contest between the two schools since Dec. 1, 
2002, when the Terriers traveled to Lynah Rink in 
Ithaca.
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RECAPPING TWO THRILLERS
• BU and Cornell met twice last season and 
both games were one-goal thrillers.
• On Jan. 14, Lane Hutson scored with 3.8 
remaining in regulation to lift BU to a 4-3 
win over Cornell at Agganis Arena.
• Domenick Fensore’s PPG with 8:10 to play 
tied the game at 3-3, the third time BU had 
equalized that night.
• Sam Stevens and Jeremy Wilmer also lit the 
lamp for BU while Ryan Greene and Quinn 
Hutson had one assist apiece.
• Then, in the NCAA Manchester Regional 
final, the Terriers defeated the Big Red, 2-1, 
to advance to the Frozen Four.
• Wilmer Skoog gave BU a 1-0 lead early in 
the second period off a Jeremy Wilmer assist 
before Ethan Phillips scored with 12:34 to 
play to double the Terriers’ advantage.
• Cornell got a goal back with 29.4 seconds 
to play but BU held on for the win.

SCOUTING THE BIG RED
• Cornell was ranked as high as No. 7 at the 
beginning of the month but has since gone 
on a four-game winless streak, including 
three straight losses entering Saturday.
• The Big Red most recently dropped an 8-4 
decision at Quinnipiac on Nov. 17 and fell in 
overtime at Princeton, 2-1, the next night.
• Senior Gabriel Seger leads Cornell in both 
goals (6) and points (10).
• Freshman Ben Robertson paces the Big Red 
with eight assists.
• Junior goaltender Ian Shane has started 
seven of Cornell’s eight games this season.
• He is 4-1-1 with a .908 save percentage 
and a 1.77 goals-against average.

ANOTHER RANKED FOE
• BU is 5-1-1 against ranked opponents this 
season, including a 4-1-0 record against 
top-10 teams and a 2-1-0 mark against top-
five foes.
• That includes three straight wins against 
top-10 teams, as BU swept then-No. 9 Maine 
on Nov. 17-18 and bested No. 3 Quinnipiac, 
3-2, on Wednesday.
• They also split with then-No. 3/4 (and 
current No. 1) North Dakota on Nov. 3-4.
• In addition to Saturday’s showdown with 
No. 16/17 Cornell, the Terriers’ upcoming 
schedule includes three games against No. 
2/1 Boston College, three tilts against No. 9 
Providence and one game against No. 12/10 
New Hampshire.

A THRILLING WIN OVER NO. 3 QUINNIPIAC
• Sophomore Ryan Greene scored the final 
two goals of the game to help BU rally from 
a 2-0 third-period deficit to defeat No. 3 
Quinnipiac, 3-2, on Wednesday night at 
Agganis Arena.
• BU trailed the reigning national champion 
by two goals with 15:10 remaining in 
regulation, but the Terriers stormed back 
with the final three goals of the contest.
• Greene assisted on classmate Jeremy 
Wilmer’s first goal of the season that got 
BU on the board at 7:48 of the third before 
scoring twice in a span of 2:43 to give the 
Terriers the lead with 1:51 on the clock.
• Sophomore Lane Hutson had two assists 
while Wilmer finished with two points 
thanks to his helper on the tying goal.
• The entire sophomore class got in on the 
scoring, as Quinn Hutson and Devin Kaplan 
each added one assist apiece. 
• Junior goaltender Mathieu Caron was 
fantastic for the Terriers, making 27 saves, 
including 12 in the third period.
• BU became the first team to defeat 
Quinnipiac in regulation, as well as the first 
team to erase a two-goal deficit against the 
Bobcats, since Colgate rallied for a 3-2 win 
on Jan. 21, 2023.

HOW SWEEP IT IS
• BU earned its second straight weekend 
sweep with a pair of home wins over No. 9 
Maine, defeating the Black Bears, 3-2, on 
Nov. 17 before earning a 5-4 triumph the 
next night.
• On Friday, freshman Macklin Celebrini 
answered an early Maine goal with a power-
play strike just 1:55 into the game to tie it 
at 1-1.
• Sophomore Ryan Greene and freshman 
Tom Willander added power-play goals 2:46 
apart in the second stanza to give BU a 3-1 
lead; Greene also recorded an assist.
• Sophomores Lane Hutson, Quinn Hutson 
and Jeremy Wilmer, freshman Shane 
Lachance and junior Jack Hughes each 
added one assist apiece.
• Junior Mathieu Caron made 29 saves on 
Friday and followed with a season-high 39-
save performance on Saturday.
• Quinn Hutson scored two goals on 
Saturday while brother Lane added two 
assists and Celebrini collected three assists.
• Lachance, senior Luke Tuch and 
sophomore Devin Kaplan also lit the lamp 
on Saturday.
• Willander added a helper while Wilmer and 
Greene had the assists on Kaplan’s winner.

• BU moved up to No. 5 in both the USA 
Hockey/The Rink Live poll and the USCHO.
com poll this week.
 • The Terriers entered the season as the 
consensus No. 1 team in the country, 
topping both major preseason polls.
• BU remained No. 1 in the USCHO.com poll 
through the first week and fell to No. 2 in 
the USA Hockey/The Rink Live poll.
• This is the first time since the 1995-96 
season that BU was been voted as the 
preseason No. 1 squad in the nation and it 
is the sixth time since 1984-85, the first 
year of Hockey East, that BU entered the 
season as the No. 1 team in the country. 
• BU is 9-3-0 against top-10 opponents 
under head coach Jay Pandolfo.

GO GREENE
• Sophomore Ryan Greene was Wednesday’s 
hero as he tallied three points, including 
the final two goals of the game, in a 3-2 
comeback win over No. 3 Quinnipiac.
• He assisted on classmate Jeremy Wilmer’s 
goal that got the rally started before 
scoring twice in a span of 2:43 to put the 
Terriers ahead for good.
• Greene enters Saturday on a six-game 
point streak, having notched nine points 
(4g, 5a) in that span.
• Six of those points (3g, 3a) have come in 
the Terriers’ last three wins, all of which 
were against top-10 opponents.

MACKLIN MAGIC
• 17-year-old Macklin Celebrini has taken 
the college hockey world by storm, leading 
the nation with 22 points.
• Celebrini is also tied for fourth in the 
nation (second among freshmen) with 13 
assists and is tied for seventh nationally 
(first among rookies) with nine goals.
• He has tallied six goals and 12 assists for 
18 points over the last nine games and has 
only been held without a point twice in 12 
total games. 
• Celebrini has recorded multiple points on 
eight different occasions, highlighted by a 
four-assist effort in a 6-1 win over UMass 
Lowell on Nov. 11. 

QUINNING TIME
• Sophomore Quinn Hutson has been red 
hot for the Terriers of late.
• He enters Saturday on a five-game point 
streak, having notched six goals and four 
assists for 10 points in that span, including 
a helper on Wednesday’s game-winner.
• He notched two goals and one assist in 
Saturday’s 5-4 win over Maine and recorded 
four points, including his first collegiate 
hat trick, in a 6-1 win over UMass Lowell.
• Hutson has scored seven goals and added 
six assists for 13 points this season.

LANE HUTSON THINGS
• Sophomore Lane Hutson’s four-game goal 
streak came to an end this past weekend 
but he enters Saturday on a seven-game 
point streak (6g, 5a).
• That includes back-to-back two-assist 
efforts, both against top-10 foes.
• Hutson leads all NCAA defensemen with 
eight goals and he has also notched eight 
assists for 16 points, which ranks second 
among blue liners nationwide. 
• His hat trick on Nov. 4 was the first by 
a Terrier defenseman since David Farrance 
scored three times against Providence on 
Nov. 9, 2019.
• Hutson reached 50 points in just 41 games, 
totaling 16 goals and 34 assists in that span.
• He is the fastest Terrier defenseman to 
reach that milestone since Dick Lamby did 
it in 25 games across two seasons (1976-77 
and 1977-78).
• Hutson enters the weekend with 23 goals 
and 41 assists for 64 career points in just 51 
games.

NO SOPHOMORE SLUMPS
• All five Terrier sophomores are among the 
team’s top seven point producers this year.
• They were responsible for every goal and 
every assist in Wednesday’s victory over No.

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RECAPPING A BUSY 2023 NHL DRAFT
• Four current Terrier freshmen and one 
future Terrier were selected at the 2023 NHL 
Draft this June in Nashville.
• Defenseman Tom Willander was the first BU 
skaters off the board, as he went 11th overall 
to the Vancouver Canucks.
• Day two of the draft began with former 
Terrier standout and current San Jose GM 
Mike Grier trading up to select future Terrier 
forward Brandon Svoboda at 71st overall.
• Defenseman Gavin McCarthy also came off 
the board in the third round at 86th overall 
to his hometown Buffalo Sabres
• Defenseman Aiden Celebrini got drafted by 
his hometown team, as the Vancouver native 
went in the sixth round to the Canucks. 
• Tampa Bay then opened the seventh round 
by picking forward Jack Harvey, who became 
the 195th Terrier taken in the NHL Draft.
• The five Terriers taken marks the most 
BU players picked in one draft since eight 
Terriers were chosen in 2019; it also ranked 
second in the NCAA this summer.
• No other league school has had more 
players chosen in the last two years than BU 
and its eight draft picks.

YEAR TWO OF THE PANDOLFO ERA
• Jay Pandolfo is in his second season as the 
Terriers’ head coach. 
• During his first year in charge, Pandolfo 
was named Hockey East Coach of the Year, 
New England Coach of the Year and was a 
finalist for the Spencer Penrose Award as the 
national coach of the year.
• He guided BU to the program’s 11th Hockey 
East regular-season title and its first since 
2016-17 thanks to an 18-6-0 league record.
• He then followed that with the program’s 
10th league tournament championship and 
first since 2018.
• Pandolfo became the third BU coach to win 
his NCAA Tournament debut, joining Harry 
Cleverly and David Quinn, as he guided BU to 
its first Frozen Four appearance since 2015.
• The Terriers went 29-11-0, including a 6-2-
0 mark against top-10 foes, last year.
• Five freshmen all recorded at least 20 
points, including three 30-point producers, 
while 10 other Terriers improved upon their 
point total from the previous season.
• He became the first head coach in program 
history to win 20 games in his first season.
• Pandolfo had matched Jack Parker’s 19-6-0 
record in 1973-74 as the best start by a BU 
head coach in program history.
• Parker began the next season 2-0-0 to go 
21-6-0 (.778) before his next loss, finishing 
his first two seasons at 45-11-1 (.798).

THE PANDOLFO FILE
• Jay Pandolfo was hired in May 2022 as the 
program’s 13th head coach after spending 
the 2021-22 season as the team’s associate 
head coach.
• Prior to returning to BU, Pandolfo spent 
five years as an assistant coach with the 
Boston Bruins and helped them reach the 
second round of the Stanley Cup playoffs in 
four straight seasons.
• A two-time Stanley Cup champion with 
New Jersey (2000, 2003), Pandolfo played 
899 NHL games with the Devils, the New York 
Islanders and Boston, totaling 226 points 
(100g, 126a).
• A member of the 1995 NCAA champions, 
Pandolfo is the first Division I men’s hockey 
coach to have won an NCAA championship 
and two Stanley Cups as a player.
• At BU, he totaled 169 points (79g, 90a) 
and was runner-up for the 1996 Hobey Baker 
Award as a senior after recording 67 points 
(38g, 29a).
• He helped lead BU to four straight Frozen 
Fours, two Beanpot titles and two Hockey 
East championships as a player.
• A 1996 First-Team All-American, Pandolfo 
was a first-ballot inductee into the BU 
Athletic Hall of Fame in 2001.

• BU is the fourth youngest team in the 
country this season with an average age of 
21.1 years.
• 17-year-old freshman Macklin Celebrini is 
the youngest player in all of college hockey.
• BU boasts nine freshmen in total.
