SEEDING STORY
• This is the ninth time, and first time since 2013, 
that the Terriers are the No. 3 seed in the league 
tournament.
• BU is 16-13-0 all-time as the No. 3 seed, winning 
the 1991 title from that position.

IN THE SEMIFINALS
• The Terriers are playing in the Hockey East 
semifinals for a record 28th time.
• BU is the only school to advance to each of the 
last three league semifinals.
• The Terriers improved to 14-13 in the Hockey 
East semifinals with a 4-1 win over Maine last year.
• BU is 3-1 in its last four Hockey East semifinal 
appearances, with three of those games going to 
overtime.

BU VS. UCONN IN THE POSTSEASON
• This will be the fourth playoff meeting between 
the two schools.
• The previous three were in the quarterfinals, 
with BU earning a home sweep in 2018 and UConn 
securing a home win in Hartford in 2022.
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HISTORY WITH UCONN
• BU is 17-9-3 (.638) all-time against 
UConn, having gone 5-0-1 in its last six 
meetings with the Huskies.
• That includes a 4-2 home win at Agganis 
Arena back in October and a 2-2 road tie on 
Feb. 25.
• Last year, the Terriers earned a 6-1 win in 
Storrs on Feb. 23 before shutting out the 
Huskies, 6-0, at Agganis the next night.

LAST TIME AGAINST THE HUSKIES
• Freshmen Sascha Boumedienne and Cole 
Hutson both lit the lamp in regulation to 
erase one-goal deficits and force a 2-2 tie at 
UConn on Feb. 25.
• After an entertaining 3-on-3 overtime 
period, junior Quinn Hutson and freshman 
Cole Eiserman each scored in the shootout 
while freshman Mikhail Yegorov stopped both 
chances he faced to secure the extra point in 
the league standings.
• Junior Ryan Greene and Q. Hutson assisted 
on Boumedienne’s first-period strike while 
junior Devin Kaplan and sophomore Tom 
Willander had the helpers on Hutson’s tying 
goal midway through the third period.
• Yegorov was excellent all night and 
finished regulation and overtime with 25 
saves, including a sensational stop late in 
overtime when he cleared the puck off the 
goal line.

SCOUTING THE HUSKIES
• UConn making its second appearance in 
the Hockey East semifinals after a 3-1 win 
over fifth-seeded Providence on Friday night 
at Toscano Family Ice Forum.
• The Huskies are 7-0-1 in their last eight 
games, with the one tie coming against BU 
on Feb. 25.
• UConn has not allowed more than two 
goals in each of the last seven games.
• Sophomore Joey Muldowney, a Hockey East 
Second Team All-Star, scored the final two 
goals against Providence and leads UConn 
with 24 goals and 42 points.
• Graduate student Hudson Schandor, also 
a Hockey East Second Team All-Star and the 
league’s Best Defensive Forward, leads UConn 
with 30 assists and is second on the squad 
with 40 points.
• Junior goaltender Tyler Muszelik made 32 
saves in the quarterfinal win over Providence 
to improve to 12-5-3 on the season with a 
2.20 GAA and a .917 save percentage.
• Muszelik stopped 24 shots in the 2-2 tie 
with BU in February.

TWO TOURNAMENT TEAMS
• Both BU and UConn are expected to be in 
the NCAA Tournament, with the two schools 
in the top 10 of the PairWise.
• BU is sixth while UConn is seventh.
• Hockey East is projected to have at least 
six teams in the NCAA Tournament.

HOW WE GOT HERE
• Freshman Cole Eiserman scored 2:59 into 
overtime to lift BU to a 3-2 quarterfinal 
victory over sixth-seeded and 14th-ranked 
UMass on Saturday at Agganis Arena.
• Freshman Sascha Boumedienne assisted 
on Eiserman’s winner and also lit the lamp 
while Eiserman also had a two-point night as 
he assisted on sophomore Shane Lachance’s 
first-period goal.
• Freshman Mikhail Yegorov made 36 saves, 
with his second stop of overtime helping to 
set up Eiserman’s winner, while senior Jack 
Hughes, junior Ryan Greene and sophomore 
Tom Willander each had one assist.

HUTSON IS HOCKEY EAST ROOKIE OF YEAR
• Freshman Cole Hutson was named Hockey 
East Rookie of the Year on Wednesday.
• He is the third straight Terrier to win the 
award, following Macklin Celebrini (2024) 
and Lane Hutson (2023), the two favorites 
for this year’s Calder Trophy.
• Hutson is also the 12th Terrier to be named 
Hockey East Rookie of the Year.
• The Hutsons are now the first two brothers 
to win the league’s Rookie of the Year Award.
• BU is the third school (Michigan, Michigan 
Tech) to produce a conference rookie of the 
year in three consecutive years. 

MORE ON THE COLE SHOW
• Hutson has been one of the nation’s most 
dynamic players this season.
• He is tied for first among NCAA rookies in 
both points (39) and assists (27).
• Hutson leads all rookie defensemen as well 
as all Hockey East blue liners, regardless 
of class, in goals (12), assists (27) and 
points (39); he is third among all NCAA 
defensemen in points and is second among 
all defensemen with 1.15 points per game.
• He joined his brother Lane and Alexandre 
Legault as the only freshmen defensemen in 
program history to record at least 30 points 
in a single season.
• Lane and Cole are also the only two 
defensemen since at least 2005-06 to 
record 10+ goals and 25+ assists in their 
first 32 career games.
• Hutson enters Thursday having notched at 
least one point in 16 of his last 19 tilts. 
• The Chicago native closed out the 
first semester with four points (2g, 2a), 
including the final two goals of the night, 
in the Terriers’ 4-2 comeback win at UMass 
on Dec. 11.
• He then helped Team USA win gold at the 
World Junior Championship, becoming the 
first defenseman in tournament history to 
lead World Juniors in scoring thanks to 11 
points (3g, 8a), including the tying goal in 
the gold-medal game.

FOUR TERRIERS NAMED LEAGUE ALL-STARS
• Freshman Cole Hutson (first team), junior 
Quinn Hutson (second team), sophomore 
Tom Willander (second team) and junior Ryan 
Greene (third team) were all selected as 
Hockey East All-Stars.
• This is the third straight year that four 
Terriers have been named league all-stars.
• This is Willander’s second straight selection 
as a Second Team All-Star while the Hutsons 
and Greene are first-time all-stars.
• The men’s ice hockey program has now 
placed 98 Terriers on Hockey East All-Star 
teams and has had a freshman earn first-
team honors in each of the last three years. 

THE COLES COLLECT ALL-ROOKIE HONORS
• Cole Eiserman and Cole Hutson were named 
to the Hockey East All-Rookie Team.
• This marks the 18th straight season that 
BU has boasted at least one member of the 
Hockey East All-Rookie Team. 
• The Terriers’ all-time total of 55 All-Rookie 
Team selections leads all other schools.

EISY DOES IT
• Freshman Cole Eiserman leads all NCAA 
rookies with 21 goals, four clear of the next 
closest freshman, and is tied for ninth among 
all first-year players with 31 points. 
• Eiserman is also tied for the NCAA lead 
with 10 power-play goals.
• He is the fourth Terrier rookie in the last 
20 years to notch 20 goals, joining Jack 
Eichel (2014-15), Clayton Keller (2016-17) 
and Macklin Celebrini (2023-24). 
• Eiserman is one of just five freshmen since 
2005-06 to record two hat tricks in one 
season, doing so most recently in an 8-2 win 
over No. 6 Providence on March 6.

HUTSON NAMED ROOKIE OF THE MONTH
• Cole Hutson is the National and Hockey 
East Rookie of the Month for February.
• Hutson, a defenseman, led all NCAA rookies 
regardless of position with five February 
goals, including two game-winning goals and 
a game-tying goal at No. 9 UConn that was 
the No. 1 play on SportsCenter. 
• He also added six assists for 11 points, 
which was one behind the national leader.
• Hutson notched a point in seven of the 
Terriers’ eight February games.
• Hutson was also the top defenseman in the 
entire country during that 28-day span. 
• No defenseman in the nation had more 
goals or points than Hutson in February. 
• The Beanpot MVP began the month by 
totaling four points (2g, 2a) in a 7-1 win 
over Harvard in the Beanpot semifinals 
before scoring the winning goal in a 4-1 
triumph over No. 1 Boston College that 
clinched the program’s 32nd Beanpot title.

QUINNING TIME
• Junior Quinn Hutson enters Thursday 
ranked second in the NCAA with 1.39 points 
per game. 
• He is one of just six skaters to have 
notched 20+ goals and 25+ assists this 
season, and he reached those two marks in 
the fewest amount of games (32) than the 
other five men to accomplish that feat.
• The Hockey East Second Team All-Star 
had his seven-game point streak (4g, 9a) 
snapped on Saturday but he has notched a 
point in 10 of his last 12 games, totaling 20 
points (8g, 12a) in that stretch.
• That includes a career-high four assists in 
a March 6 win over Providence.
• Hutson has exceeded last year’s career-
best point total of 36 thanks to career 
highs in goals (20) and assists (26).
• Last year, Hutson notched 18 goals and 
18 assists in 40 games.
• Hutson also leads the team in plus-minus 
(+21) and is plus-48 for his career.
• On Feb. 15 against Providence, Hutson 
scored 50th career goal, which also served 
as his 100th career point.
• Hutson is the fourth Terrier in this 
century to join the 50/50 club and is 
fittingly the 50th Terrier to score 50 goals 
and record 50 assists during his time at BU.
• Bobo Carpenter (2015-19) had been the 
most recent BU skater to score 50 goals 
while Patrick Harper (2016-20) had been the 
most recent Terrier to reach 100 points.

GREENE REACHES CENTURY MARK
• Hockey East Third Team All-Star Ryan 
Greene joined Quinn Hutson in the 
100-point club on Saturday thanks to his 
66th career assist.
• He enters Thursday with 100 points on 34 
goals and 66 assists in 113 career games.
• Greene set a new career best with his 
13th goal of the year on March 6 and 
followed that with two assists at Vermont 
on March 8.
• Greene is the fifth Terrier since 2005-
06 to have notched 30+ points in three 
different seasons at BU, joining Chris 
Connolly, Chris Higgins, Pete MacArthur and 
Danny O’Regan
• He notched 36 points (12g, 24a) as a 
sophomore last season and had 31 points 
(9g, 22a) as a freshman.

WILLANDER A ROCK ON THE BLUE LINE
• Two-time Hockey East Second Team All-
Star Tom Willander is perhaps the best two-
way defenseman in all of college hockey. 
• He has totaled 22 points on two goals 
and 20 assists as a sophomore and enters 
the weekend as a plus-17. 
• He is one of just nine defensemen in the 
NCAA and the only Hockey East blue liner to 
have at least 22 points and be a plus-17 or 
better this season.
•  In addition, he has blocked 49 
shots, which is third among those nine 
aforementioned defensemen. 
• Willander has notched a point in four of 
the last five games to help the Terriers post 
a 4-0-1 record in that span. 
• In 72 career games, Willander has notched 
six goals and 41 assists for 47 points and is 
a plus-45.

YEGOROV CONTINUES TO SHINE
• Freshman Mikhail Yegorov enters the 
weekend ranked fourth in the nation in save 
percentage (.937) and sixth in the NCAA in 
goals-against average (1.82).
• He has been outstanding in his last 
five starts, going 4-0-1 with a .954 save 
percentage and a 1.39 GAA.
• That includes a 36-save performance, 
including 20 stops in the third period and 
overtime, in the Terriers’ 3-2 win over 
UMass on Saturday.
• After stopping 28 of 29 shots in a 3-1 win 
at Northeastern on Feb. 22, Yegorov made 
25 saves and turned aside both shootout 
attempts he faced in a 2-2 tie at No. 9 
UConn on Feb. 25.
• He then stopped 34 of 35 shots in an 8-2 
win over No. 6 Providence before making 21 
saves in a 6-1 triumph at Vermont.
• Yegorov, named Hockey East Rookie of 
the Week on Feb. 17, has been sensational 
against top-10 foes this year.
• In six games against top-10 teams, 
Yegorov owns a 1.61 goals-against average, 
a .950 save percentage and one shutout.
• He made a career-high 43 saves on 44 
shots in a 4-1 win over No. 1 Boston College 
in the Beanpot final, earning the Eberly 
Award in the process. 

SPECIAL TEAMS SUCCESS
• BU enters the weekend ranked fourth in 
the NCAA on the power play, converting on 
27.6% of its chances.
• That includes a 1-for-1 performance on 
Saturday against UMass.
• BU has also been sharp on the penalty kill 
during the second half of the season.
• Since Jan. 1, the Terriers are ranked 11th 
in the NCAA and third in Hockey East with 
an 85.5% success rate on the penalty kill.

• For the second straight year, BU boasts the 
youngest player in college hockey, as Sascha 
Boumedienne, one of seven BU freshmen, 
was born on Jan. 17, 2007.

YEAR THREE OF THE PANDOLFO ERA
• Jay Pandolfo, a two-time finalist for the 
Spencer Penrose Award as the national coach 
of the year, is in his third season as the 
Terriers’ head coach. 
• Pandolfo became the fastest active men’s 
hockey head coach to reach 50 career 
victories at their current school, doing so in 
71 games, and is the third fastest coach in 
Terrier history to get to 50 wins.
• He enters Thursday with a 78-33-4 record 
and has led BU to back-to-back Frozen Fours.
• Pandolfo has never missed the Frozen Four 
as either a player or as head coach, winning 
the national title with BU in 1995.
• In his first year in charge, Pandolfo was 
named Hockey East Coach of the Year and 
New England Coach of the Year, guiding the 
Terriers to the program’s 11th Hockey East 
regular-season title (first since 2016-17) 
and the program’s 10th league tournament 
championship and first since 2018.
• Pandolfo became the third BU coach to win 
his NCAA Tournament debut, joining Harry 
Cleverly and David Quinn, as he guided BU to 
its first Frozen Four appearance since 2015.
• He became the first head coach in program 
history to win 20 games in his first season in 
charge of the Terriers.
• Pandolfo is also one of just six active head 
coaches to have won 20 games in their first 
three seasons as a head coach.
• Pandolfo had matched Jack Parker’s 19-6-0 
record in 1973-74 as the best start by a BU 
head coach in program history.

THE PANDOLFO FILE
• Jay Pandolfo was hired in May 2022 as the 
program’s 13th head coach after spending 
the 2021-22 season as the team’s associate 
head coach.
• Prior to returning to BU, Pandolfo spent 
five years as an assistant coach with the 
Bruins and helped them reach the second 
round of the playoffs in four straight years.
• A two-time Stanley Cup champion with 
New Jersey (2000, 2003), Pandolfo played 
899 NHL games with the Devils, the New York 
Islanders and Boston, totaling 226 points 
(100g, 126a).
• Pandolfo is the first Division I men’s 
hockey coach to have won an NCAA title and 
two Stanley Cups as a player.
• At BU, he totaled 169 points (79g, 90a) 
and was runner-up for the 1996 Hobey Baker 
Award as a senior after recording 67 points 
(38g, 29a).
• He helped lead BU to four straight Frozen 
Fours, two Beanpot titles and two Hockey 
East championships as a player.
• A 1996 First-Team All-American, Pandolfo 
was a first-ballot inductee into the BU 
Athletic Hall of Fame in 2001.

• Only Minnesota (16) boasts more draft 
picks on its roster than BU.
