It is activated by a sense of moral obligation that 
exceeds any specific duty to comply with legal requirements, although it also 
recognizes the necessity of observing the tenets of Title IX, Patsy Mink Act.
 Its desired effect is to offer women and men equal opportunities to par-
ticipate in sports for which there is demonstrated interest among athletes in 
Hawai‘i and to provide equitable levels of support for coaching, travel, schol-
arships, operating expenses and facilities used. Beyond these specific goals, 
gender equity also fosters an attitude and establishes an environment in which 
men’s and women’s sports are encouraged in comparable ways.
 Those who support gender equity are willing to cooperate in frequent 
self-evaluations and to implement change so that all student-athletes can have 
the same opportunity to realize the highest level of their abilities.
 A copy of the plan titled, “Believe It, Achieve It,” is available in the 
Senior Woman Administrator’s Office.

WHAT’S AN ‘OKINA?
Q: Ever wondered what that punctuation mark 
in the word Hawai‘i is?
A: In the Hawaiian language, it’s called an ‘okina, 
which translated literally in English means separa-
tor. Phonetically it is referred to as a glottal stop, 
similar to the sound that would be made in the 
English oh-oh. The ‘okina is actually a letter in 
the Hawaiian language and typed out looks like 
a backwards apostrophe. The practice of the UH 
Sports Media Relations office is to use the ‘okina in 
all Hawaiian words in which they occur.

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� WESTERN ATHLETIC CONFERENCE

In its 48th year, the Western Athletic Conference continues to evolve and 
feature some of the nation’s best intercollegiate competition.  One thing that 
remains unchanged is the persistent nature of the nine schools in the WAC 
to advance their programs to contend at the top levels of the NCAA.

The WAC provides its student-athletes the chance to travel to scenic 
destinations and gain exposure in some of the nation’s most diverse mar-
kets.  In addition, the WAC’s student-athletes work to achieve the highest 
levels of success with the academic support of their respective institutions.
 The WAC has experienced tremendous success.  The WAC has sent 
a total of 27 teams to bowl games since 2001, including more than half of 
its teams in 2008 with a record-tying five teams.  Boise State has won 88 
football games since joining the conference, the second-most in the nation 
during that time span (2001-08). The conference sent teams to back-to-
back BCS games as Hawai‘i earned a bid to the 2008 Sugar Bowl follow-
ing Boise State’s unforgettable victory in the 2007 Fiesta Bowl.  In men’s 

basketball, the WAC has 
sent at least two teams to 
the NCAA Tournament 
in 23 of the past 26 sea-
sons.  Every current 
school in the WAC has 
competed in the NCAA 
Tournament since 1990.  
In baseball, the WAC 
has boasted two national 
champions since 2003 
including Fresno State’s 
College World Series vic-
tory in 2008.  In women’s 
sports, Fresno State soft-
ball has competed in every 
NCAA Tournament ever 
held while Louisiana Tech 
basketball has played in 
all but three.

 Current WAC alums have made their presence felt as well.  David 
Carr (Fresno State) was the first player selected in the 2002 NFL Draft.  
Cheryl Ford (Louisiana Tech) was named the WNBA Rookie of the 
Year and helped the Detroit Shock win the league’s championship in 
2003.  In 2004, the United States’ softball team won the Olympic gold 
medal with former Fresno State players Laura Berg and Lovie Jung.  Jeff 
Weaver (Fresno State) earned the win in the St. Louis Cardinals’ World 
Series-clinching victory in 2006.  Quarterback Colt Brennan (Hawai‘i) 
finished third in the 2007 Heisman Trophy voting, and in 2008, Natasha 
Kai (Hawai‘i) helped the United States to a gold medal in soccer at the 
Olympics in Beijing.
 In 2001, the WAC partnered with ESPN for coverage of football and 
basketball, giving the conference national exposure from one of the most 
respected broadcast entities in the country.  An extension was signed 
in 2008 that guarantees over 300 regular-season WAC contests and 45 
championship events will be aired on the ESPN networks through the 
spring of 2017.  The WAC also officially added WAC.tv in 2006 to give 
fans streaming internet access to many of its postseason championships 
including volleyball, soccer, swimming and diving, basketball, gymnas-
tics, softball and baseball.
 The WAC is the sixth oldest among the nation’s 11 Division I-A 
conferences.  Its history traces back to July 27, 1962, when the original 
six-team league of Arizona, Arizona State, Brigham Young, New Mexico, 
Utah and Wyoming began competition.
 Presently, the WAC crowns team and individual champions in 19 
sports – eight men’s and 11 women’s.  For the men, there are champion-
ships in baseball, basketball, cross country, football, golf, tennis, indoor 
track and field and outdoor track and field. Championships for women 
are held in basketball, cross country, golf, gymnastics, soccer, softball, 
swimming and diving, tennis, indoor track and field, outdoor track and 
field and volleyball.
 The WAC office has been located in the Denver area since the con-
ference’s inception with the exception of a two-year stay in Phoenix from 
1964-66.

The Rainbows will need to find a replacement at catcher after three-year starter Landon Hernandez fin-
ished his eligibility in 2009. Hernandez was an all-WAC player for the ’Bows who made 162 career starts 
behind the plate.
 Junior College All-American David Freitas is expected to take majority of the load, while Kevin 
Fujii, who started 17 games last year, will also see significant playing time at catcher. Fujii came in to start 
the last 10 games of the season, playing well enough to earn All-WAC Tournament honors. Nick Croce 
will also serve as a backup, providing depth to the position.

Trapasso’s Take
David Freitas is a junior-college transfer. He’s a big, physical kid that does a good job receiving. We would 
like him to be a middle of the order bat as well. Kevin Fujii has been a great team player for four years now. 
He stepped in last year to spell Landon and then played very well when Landon got hurt. He’s definitely a 
guy that has the defensive skills that allow us not to miss a beat. Nick Croce adds depth to the position.

Catchers

General
Hawai‘i showed a lot of promise in the 2009 season, moving back into 
the national rankings for a few weeks while posting an early-season RPI 
that was in the top 10 in the country. But the rigors of a season that sent 
the ’Bows on the road for five different trips eventually got to the team as 
they ended up finishing fifth in the Western Athletic Conference stand-
ings with an overall record of 32-26.
 Along the way, the Rainbows found a new identity, becoming a team 
that hit for a lot of power. UH broke the single-season school home run 
record, blasting 64 homers as a team. Three players, Kevin Macdonald 
(14), Vinnie Catricala (13) and Kolten Wong (11), each had a season that 
ranked in the top 10 for individual homers in a season.
 This year, Hawai‘i looks to build on the early-season success and hold 
on through the grueling WAC schedule. UH returns six starting position 
players, led by Wong, who will move from centerfield to second base this 
season. Macdonald and Greg Garcia also return after starting all games 
in 2009, at first base and shortstop, respectively. Sean Montplaisir, Matt 
Roquemore, Christian Johnson and Jeff Van Doornum all started at least 
35 games last season as well, giving UH a lot of experienced options in the 
outfield.
 The pitching staff also comes into 2010 with a lot of experience 
as UH lost only two pitchers that logged at least 20 innings in Jayson 
Kramer and Jared Alexander. Kramer was the staff ace, earning first-team 
all-WAC honors in 2009, while Alexander was a first-team all-WAC 
pitcher in 2008.
 Returning to the rotation will be Nate Klein and Matt Sisto, who 
combined to log 142.1 innings in 2009. UH also returns the four pitchers 
with the most appearances last season in Sam Spangler (19), Josh Slaats 
(18), Connor Little (15) and Harrison Kuroda (15), giving UH a lot of 
experienced arms they can look to.
 Along with the returnees, Hawai‘i brings in 10 newcomers, many of 
which are expected to push for playing time right away.

Starting Pitchers

Hawai‘i returns much of their starting rotation from 2009 as two weekend starters, Nate Klein and 
Matt Sisto, are both back, while Connor Little and Alex Capaul combined for eight other starts last 
season.
 UH will have to fill the voids left by all-WAC players Jayson Kramer and Jared Alexander. Kramer 
was the top Rainbow pitcher in 2009, going 5-4 with a 3.47 ERA in 93.1 innings pitched, earning first-
team all-WAC honors. Alexander was a 2008 first-team all-WAC honoree. He struggled through inju-
ries in 2009, but still made 12 starts, logging 53.1 innings.
 Sisto is the top returning starter for the ’Bows, making 13 starts with a 5-4 record and a 4.37 ERA 
in 82.1 innings. He pitched two complete games, striking out 50 with 14 walks to help earn freshman 
all-Ping! honors.
 Klein made 10 starts in 2009, logging 60.0 innings with a 5.10 ERA and 47 strikeouts in 60.0 
innings. He had a bunch of quality starts during the year, pitching at least six innings in half of his 
starts. Klein earned WAC Pitcher of the Week honors for his win at Fresno State (May 9).
 Little made five starts in 15 appearances in ’09. He held a 3-0 record with a 6.49 ERA in 34.2 
innings. Little had a knack for doing well against good teams. He got the victory over No. 18 Coastal 
Carolina (Mar. 28), allowing just two runs in 6.2 innings. He then pitched 3.0 perfect innings in a start 
at No. 1 Arizona State (Apr. 21), before leaving the game only because he was on a pitch count.
 Capaul started three games in 2009, also making four starts in 2008. He held a 9.86 ERA in ’09, 
logging 21.0 innings. His best outing came in a win at Santa Clara (Apr. 7), allowing three runs in 6.0 
innings with five strikeouts.
 Sam Spangler, UH’s team-leader with 19 appearances in 2009, is expected to make the move to the 
starting rotation this year. The lefty was 5-3 with four saves, striking out 48 in 45.1 innings with a 4.17 
ERA. Spangler started the season with a streak of 14.0 innings without an earned run, including two 
scoreless appearances on the Minnesota trip that earned him WAC Pitcher of the Week honors.
 Also expected to move into the rotation is Josh Slaats. Slaats was 2-2 with four saves in 18 appear-
ances in 2009, striking out 30 in 27.0 innings pitched.

Trapasso’s Take
We have options. First and foremost, we’re moving Sam Spangler in the rotation. He’s a little behind the 
other guys on pitch count, but he’ll catch up by the third or fourth series. He’s really worked on consistency in 
his changeup. But we still have Klein and Matt Sisto back, two guys who were in the rotation last year.
 The other spot in the rotation is where we have some good competition. Josh Slaats has really earned 
the spot in the rotation the first couple of weeks because of the way he has pitched in the fall and so far in the 
spring. He made a couple mechanical adjustments that helped him with his fastball command and devel-
oped a changeup, so he’s now a three-pitch guy. We need him to pitch under scoreboard pressure like he has 
been pitching in scrimmages. If he does that, he’ll have a good year and probably end up being a good draft.
 We also have Alex Capaul, who is similar to Slaats in the success he’s had all fall and then carrying 
over to the spring. He just has to do it in game situations. Those two guys came in with a lot of potential and 
have gained maturity each year. We need that maturity to take root in production this year.
 Connor Little started some games for us last year. He had a good fall but struggled with command in 
the spring. But he definitely has the ability, before he leaves here, to be a Friday guy.

Relief Pitchers

Hawai‘i will return the majority of the arms that came out of the bullpen in 2009, although a couple of 
those players will likely move into the starting rotation this season.
 Sam Spangler and Josh Slaats led the team with 19 and 18 appearances, respectively. But both are 
vying for spots in the weekend starting rotations.
 Lenny Linsky will move into the closer role in 2010. The sophomore was 1-1 with a save in 2009, 
making 12 appearances with an 8.47 ERA.
 Harrison Kuroda had 15 appearances in 2009, holding a record of 4-1 with a 7.98 ERA in 29.1 
innings.
 Jesse Moore had 12 appearances, holding a 4.88 ERA in 24.0 innings pitched.
 Newcomer Zach Gallagher is expected to make an immediate impact after playing two seasons at 
Columbia Basin College in Pasco, Wash. He was a two-time all-league honoree, earning league MVP 
honors in 2009. Gallagher led his team to the conference championship in 2009.
 Freshman Trent Allianic will also likely see time early on. Allianic helped lead his team to the 2008 
Division II state championship, earning all-conference honors in 2007 and ’08.
 Blair Walters will give UH a lefty arm out of the bullpen. He was a two-time all-league honoree at 
Ventura Community College.
 Freshman Derek Brown and junior-college transfer Randy Yard will provide added depth in the 
bullpen.

Trapasso’s Take
We’ll have some options with any of those guys. Between Capaul and Little, when they aren’t starting, are 
quality guys coming out of the bullpen. Zach Gallagher is a junior-college transfer who needs to get more 
consistent with fastball command but has good stuff.
 Trent Allianic is going to be a weekend starter for us eventually. But he’ll be in the bullpen as a fresh-
man. He has great stuff, he’s a great worker and he won’t be scared. He’ll go out there and compete. Blair 
Walters is going to help us as a lefty, situational guy. Coming out of the bullpen, he’ll have good stuff.
 Jesse Moore hopefully can pick up where he left off last year. He’s so versatile. He can go in long relief 
and give you five innings. He can be a setup guy. He can close. I’m convinced if he started he could give a 
good five to six innings. He may be as key to our staff as anyone. If he’s throwing well and not overthrowing, 
he’s really capable of bridging the gap from starter to closer.
 The closer is going to be Linsky this year. He dropped his arm angle down this year and that’s created 
higher velocity and great sink. But he has to throw strike one to be our closer. He has to have fastball com-
mand. But he has dominant stuff if it is in the zone.
 We have Kuroda coming back for a sixth year, for which we are very fortunate. Harry is very effective 
one time through the lineup, in particular at home in this ballpark. He is the happiest guy that we are play-
ing more games at home than in the past.

Infielders

Hawai‘i expects to boast another solid infield, returning first baseman Kevin Macdonald and shortstop 
Greg Garcia while losing senior second baseman Ryan Morford and 2009 MLB 10th-round draft pick 
Vinnie Catricala at third.
 Morford had a great senior year, batting .305 with 36 runs scored. But the void should be filled by 
super sophomore Kolten Wong, who was the WAC Freshman of the Year in 2009. Wong will move 
from centerfield to second, where he primarily played for the US National Team this past summer. 
Wong had a tremendous freshman year, earning first-team all-WAC and second-team all-region honors, 
already being named to the 2010 Golden Spike Award watch list.
 Behind Wong will be redshirt freshman Russell Doi and freshman Kalani Brackenridge, who will 
play primarily in the outfield. 
 The other newcomer in the infield will have to replace Catricala, who led the team with a .349 bat-
ting average in 2009, finishing with 44 RBI, 51 runs, 13 homers and 13 doubles. The leading candidates 
at third are freshman Pi‘ikea Kitamura and senior Josh Chevalier. Kitamura is a superb defensive infield-
er who could also spell Garcia at short if needed. He was a two-time all-state honoree at Kamehameha 
Schools. Chevalier had a good season, primarily as a pinch hitter in 2009, batting .357 with two doubles 
and three RBI in just 14 at-bats.
 Garcia started all 58 games at short in 2009, earning second-team all-WAC honors. He will be 
backed-up by Jesse Moore, primarily a pitcher, and Kitamura.
 Macdonald is coming off a huge season in 2009, finishing with 14 home runs and 60 RBI. Jeff Van 
Doornum and Easton Torigoe will be behind Macdonald at first. 

Trapasso’s Take
Kevin Macdonald for a couple years has been as good a defensive first baseman as there is in college baseball. 
Last year, he really came into his own as a run-producer. He needs to stay consistent. If he can change his 
two-strike approach a little bit and lower his strikeouts, he can produce more runs. He’ll be hitting in the 
four-hole and we have high expectations of him.
 Backing him up will be Jeff Van Doornum and Easton Torigoe. Van Doornum will also be playing a lot 
of designated hitter. We’re seeing his bat speed from his freshman year come back. It’s not there yet, but he’s 
getting closer.
 Kolten will anchor second base this year. We have high expectations for Kolten and Kolten has high 
expectations for himself. He will hit in the three-hole and we expect him to have a great year offensively and 
defensively.
 Backing up Kolten will be Russell Doi and Kalani Brackenridge. Doi is a very good execution guy. He 
can do a lot of things with the bat in his hands. Kalani is going to work primarily in the outfield, but I’m 
looking at Kalani to be great and a top-of-the-order guy before he’s done here.
 Greg Garcia will start at short. He really anchors our defense and anchors the infield. He’s developed 
into one of the better defensive shortstops in college baseball. And I think we are going to see better offense this 
year. He’s been a .300 hitter his whole career. The only time he hit under .300 was last year. The challenge 
for him will be to stay on top of the baseball.
 Third base will be Kitamura. He’ll split some time with Josh Chevalier. Pi‘ikea is tremendous defen-
sively and has tremendous poise. Offensively, we’ve already seen improvement. I think he’ll be a special player 
here before he’s done. Josh has improved his bat speed and he’s a good defender at third. He’ll definitely be 
able to help us.

Outfielders

The outfield is loaded again in 2010, as four players with at least 35 outfield starts return from last year.  
Kolten Wong played all 58 games in centerfield in 2009, but will move to second base this season.
 Sean Montplaisir had a great year in 2009, batting .291 with 30 runs, five homers, 16 doubles and 
26 RBI. But he was really impressive in WAC play, batting .411 with 20 RBI, 20 runs, 13 doubles and 
five home runs.
 Backing him up in left will be Kalani Brackenridge, a freshman out of Kapolei High School. 
Brackenridge was a two-sport athlete at Kapolei, starring in baseball and football. He was taken by the 
Tampa Bay Rays in the 44th round of the 2010 MLB Draft.
 Freshman Breland Almadova could get the start in centerfield. Almadova was the 2009 Hawai‘i 
state Player of the Year, leading his ‘Iolani Red Raiders to a league title and the top seed in the state 
tournament. Almadova also starred for the ‘Iolani football team that won back-to-back Division II state 
championships.
 Matt Roquemore may also play in center. He’s made 123 appearances in his career at UH, carrying 
a .281 batting average in 2009 with 16 runs and 12 RBI.
 Sophomore transfer Collin Bennett is expected to start in right. He had a tremendous season at 
Tacoma Community College in 2009, batting .391 with 22 RBI, 27 runs and five home runs, while 
earning all-conference and all-division honors.
 Chase Koissian made six appearances in 2009 before sitting out the rest of the year due to a medi-
cal hardship. He will add depth to the outfield.
 Christian Johnson played a lot in 2009, showing some power with six homers, six doubles and 23 
RBI. He may give some depth in the outfield while providing a power source off the bench.

Trapasso’s Take
In left field, we have Montplaisir and Brackenridge. We could also play Roquemore or Koissian out there. 
Those two can play all three outfield positions well. They’re both valuable in their versatility. Montplaisir 
has gotten better each year, really turning it on in conference play last year. He put himself in a position 
where we’ll look to him for good numbers. Brackenridge is a guy that will be a star for us. The key is just get-
ting him at-bats.
 In centerfield will be Almadova, with Roquemore and Bennett also able to play a very good centerfield 
as well. Almadova has very good size and is a very good runner. I like him as a leadoff hitter for this team. 
He brings great intensity and worked hard to change his swing from being a fly-ball hitter in high school to 
now getting on top of the ball and using his speed more.
 In right field, we have Collin Bennett. He put up tremendous numbers in junior college before trans-
ferring here for his sophomore year. He’s been making some adjustments with his swing, and it may take a 
little time, but when that swing is working right, the ball just comes off his bat different from anyone else we 
have. I think we’re going to see great things from Bennett.
 Chase Koissian ended up redshirting last year. He’s similar to Roquemore and Montplaisir in they’re 
just athletic guys that do a lot of things well. He can run, can hit, can throw. He adds a lot of depth in the 
outfield, which is where we are deepest.
 Christian Johnson played a lot of right field for us last season. He’s a guy that brings something differ-
ent in that he can bring us power in a pinch-hit position.

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As Mike Trapasso enters his ninth season at the head of the 
University of Hawai‘i program, the team has consistently become a 
force in the Western Athletic Conference, while continually making 
waves nationally.
 Trapasso has led his teams to winning records in six of the last 
seven seasons, holding an overall record of 245-216.
 Last year, the team started the season with one of the nation’s 
toughest non-conference schedules, helping the team peak at No. 
20 in the Baseball America poll, while posting an RPI in the top 
10. Hawai‘i broke the single-season school home run record with 
64 team homers, while Kolten Wong earned freshman all-America 
honors by five different publications.
 In 2008, UH finished 10th in the country in fielding percent-
age, finishing at .975. Shortstop Jonathan Hee led the ’Bows in the 
field, committing just five errors on the season to finish with a .985 
fielding percentage and earn the ABCA/Rawlings NCAA Division I 
Gold Glove award at shortstop.
 The 2007 season saw the Rainbows post 34 wins, their fourth 
30-plus win season in the past five years. The ’Bows also had one 
of their best offensive seasons under Trapasso, hitting .305 with 
129 doubles and a .427 slugging percentage, all highs under his 
tenure. Senior Kris Sanchez led the offensive charge that saw seven 
Rainbows hit over the .300 mark. Sanchez batted .362 with 10 home 
runs, 23 doubles, 66 RBI and a .633 slugging percentage, all ranking 
in the top five in the WAC standings. 
 In 2006, Trapasso guided the team to a 45-17 record, going to its 
first NCAA Regional in 13 years. The team advanced to the regional 
final before falling to eventual national champion Oregon State. He 
pushed the team to a second-place finish in the WAC, losing the 
regular-season title by just a half a game. He also guided UH to a 
16-5 record on the road, posting the most road wins in UH history 
and the third-highest winning percentage.
 And Trapasso got his share of recognition for the great season. 
He was named National Coach of the Year by the National Baseball 
Foundation and was a finalist for the College Baseball Insider 
National Coach of the Year award. He also earned his second WAC 
Coach of the Year honor in the past three seasons.
 The 2006 season was the breakthrough season Trapasso was 
looking for, but success didn’t come overnight. After a challenging 
first season in 2002 while adjusting to his new surroundings coach-
ing an inherited team, the St. Louis, Mo., native posted five straight 
winning seasons.
 In 2004, Trapasso was named the WAC Coach of the Year after 
guiding UH to its second straight 30-win season that included a big 
series win over No. 3 Rice.

 Following that successful season, he joined Team USA that sum-
mer as an assistant coach. He accompanied the team all over the 
world, helping them to win the gold medal at the World University 
Baseball Games in Tainan, Taiwan.
 In 2003, the Oklahoma State graduate guided Hawai‘i to the 
program’s biggest turnaround to date, winning 14 more games than 
in 2002. The 2003 season is now the second-largest turnaround in 
school history as the 2006 team won 17 more games than they did 
the year before.
 Trapasso became just the second full-time Division I head base-
ball coach at Hawai‘i in 2001 after a successful seven-year run as an 
assistant coach at Georgia Tech. While with the Yellow Jackets, he 
became known as the top collegiate baseball assistant/recruiter in 
the country, as noted by Baseball America in January 2001.
 During his seven years at Georgia Tech, Trapasso was respon-
sible for assembling some of the top recruiting classes in the nation. 
His classes were ranked fourth, 18th, seventh, first, 14th, 11th and 
12th by Collegiate Baseball. 
 Four players in his 1999 recruiting class were ranked among the 
nation’s top 50 prep players by Baseball America, which touted the 
Yellow Jackets’ class as best of the draft era. 
 In his first year there, he built a pitching staff virtually from the 
ground up, tutoring a freshman-dominated staff that earned 25 of 
Tech’s 38 wins and helped to develop them into a unit that won 46 
games in 1997, giving the Jackets their first of two ACC titles while 
he was there.

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 Trapasso got his start in coaching as an assistant at Missouri 
where he had a three-year stint from 1989-91 that ended with a 
41-20 record in 1991, and an appearance in the NCAA South 
Regional. After Mizzou, the former pitcher spent three years at 
South Florida, helping them to a conference title in 1993, while his 
pitching staff posted the 19th-best ERA in the country.
 The southpaw enjoyed a great collegiate career at Oklahoma 
State as one of the top pitchers from 1984-85. He was very instru-
mental in taking OSU to the College World Series in 1984 and ’85. 
In 1984, Trapasso was the winning pitcher in the CWS opening 
game versus Maine, outdueling former major leaguer Billy Swift. 
The former Cowboy also led the Big Eight and was ranked fifth in 
the country with a 1.42 ERA in 1984.
 He then ran into arm problems during his senior year at OSU, 
going 4-3 with a 5.56 ERA before signing with the Atlanta Braves in 
the offseason. 
 He played for Paluski (Va.) of the Appalachian League in 1985 
and Bradenton (Fla.) of the Gulf Coast League in 1986 after having 
surgery on his left shoulder. 
 In 1987, he finished his professional playing career with 
Savannah (Ga.) of the South Atlantic League, playing for his home-
town St. Louis Cardinals’ organization.
 Trapasso was a finalist for the Golden Spikes Award in 1982 
and was a member of the 1983 Team USA. He spent two years at 
Jefferson Junior College before going to Oklahoma State, carrying 
a 6-2 record with a 2.45 ERA in 1982 and a 6-1 record with a 1.64 
ERA in 1983.
 Trapasso was selected four times in the Major League Baseball 
Draft after graduating from Mehlville High School between 1982 
and ‘85, before signing with the Braves after his final year of college.
 He is married to the former Catherine Grieshaber of Festus, 
Mo., and they have two sons, Michel and Matthew.

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Associate Coach Chad Konishi enters his ninth season with the 
Rainbows, playing a large part in the team’s success as the pitching 
coach and recruiting coordinator.
 Konishi’s pitching staff has consistently been near the top of the 
Western Athletic Conference. Along with its finish at the top of 
the WAC in 2006 and ’07, UH finished second only to perennial 
national power Rice from 2003-05.
 Under Konishi, the Rainbow pitching staff earned a total of 11 
all-WAC awards for nine players: Chris George (2nd team, 2003), 
Ricky Bauer (1st team, 2004), Stephen Bryant (2nd team, 2004; 
first team, 2005), Darrell Fisherbaugh (second team, 2004 and ‘05), 
Steven Wright (first team, 2006), Tyler Davis (first team, 2006), 
Justin Costi (second team, 2006), Jared Alexander (first team, 2008) 
and Jayson Kramer (first team, 2009). Along with those honors, 
Wright earned the WAC Pitcher of the Year award, while being 
named to four All-America teams in 2006.
 Along with his duties with the pitching staff, Konishi also serves 
as the recruiting coordinator for the Rainbows. His work on the 
recruiting trail has received mention nationally. In 2002, Konishi 
pushed to sign the No. 19 recruiting class in the country, according 
to Collegiate Baseball. They again received mention in the maga-
zine’s poll of recruiting classes in 2003, ranking 34th. In 2005, the 
UH recruiting class was ranked in the top 25 by Student Sports 
Baseball. The 2008 recruiting class was ranked the No. 37 recruiting 
class in the country by Collegiate Baseball.
 In his eight years at UH, 33 Rainbows garnered all-WAC honors 
and a total of 26 players, which includes 12 pitchers, have gone on to 
sign professional contracts.
 Konishi came to the Rainbows after spending six seasons at the 
University of San Francisco as the club’s pitching coach and recruit-
ing coordinator.
 His recruiting efforts with the Dons landed the program’s first 
first team All-American. He helped coach and recruit nine players 
who earned All-America or Freshman All-America honors, includ-
ing coaching former Rainbow Gregg Omori, who was named a first-
team freshman All-American in his rookie year at San Francisco. 
While at USF, Konishi coached 17 all-conference players, 20 players 
who were drafted and eight players who signed to play independent 
league baseball.
 He was also a part of a program that had 10 academic all-confer-
ence players and a 92-percent graduation rate in 1999.
 Born in Lihue, Kaua‘i, Konishi prepped and graduated from 
Punahou School in Honolulu, O‘ahu, in 1989. With the Buffanblu, 
he was a four-time letterman, earning all-state honors in 1989 after 
pitching his team to a state title.

 Konishi went on to pitch at California from 1990-93. He was 
a member of the 1992 Golden Bear squad which advanced to the 
College World Series under then-head coach Bob Milano. His 1991 
team also made it to the Midwest Regional championship game. As 
a Golden Bear captain his senior campaign, he posted a 1-0 record 
in 22 outings with a 3.31 ERA and was named the team’s Most 
Inspirational Player.
 Konishi dove right into coaching the following season as an 
undergraduate assistant for Milano at Cal in 1994 before moving 
on to take an assistant coaching position at City College of San 
Francisco (CCSF) in 1995.
 During his only season with CCSF, the Rams finished sixth 
in the state of California with a 34-12 overall record and won the 
Coast Conference with a 20-8 mark. It was CCSF’s first league title 
in 29 years.
 The 39-year-old is a 1994 graduate of California with a bachelor’s 
degree in psychology who later went on to earn his master’s degree in 
sports and fitness management at USF in 1997. In December 2006, 
Konishi married the former Mari Okimoto. They have a two-year-
old son, Cooper.

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It’s no coincidence that Hawai‘i has seen an offensive explosion over 
the past four seasons as Keith Komeiji has taken UH’s success at the 
plate to a new level.
 In 2009, the Rainbows showed a prowess for the long ball, break-
ing the school record with 64 home runs as a team. Along with the 
team record, three players, Kevin Macdonald, Vinnie Catricala and 
Kolten Wong, all finished in the top 10 in school history for homers 
in a single season.
 During his first three seasons as the hitting coach, UH had the 
three highest team-batting averages under Trapasso, batting .297 in 
2006, .305 in ’07 and .288 in ’08. 
 Along with the high marks as a team, Komeiji has overseen 19 
players who have carried a batting average over .300 in those four 
seasons, including Brandon Haislet batting .389 and Jon Hee batting 
.368 in 2008, Kris Sanchez’ .362 batting average in 2007 and Justin 
Frash’s .359 batting average in 2006.
 Under the tutelage of Komeiji, Sanchez and Haislet posted two 
of the greatest offensive seasons in UH baseball history. Sanchez had 
a .362 batting average with 10 home runs, 66 RBI and 23 doubles, 
all ranking in the top 10 in school history, in 2007. Haislet then fol-
lowed with a .389 batting average in 2008, leading the team with 50 
RBI, 52 runs, 22 doubles, seven home runs and 11 stolen bases.
 Along with his duties as the hitting coach, Komeiji continues to 
work with the team’s catchers. Primarily working with the catchers 
from 2002-05, Komeiji helped two UH catchers, Grady Symonds 
(39th round, 2002) and Brian Bock (14th round, 2003) get drafted. 
He has also coached two all-WAC catchers in Esteban Lopez (sec-
ond team, 2005), who went on to get drafted in the 25th round of 
the 2006 draft, and Landon Hernandez (second team, 2008). Matt 
Inouye, who also spent time as a catcher in his career under Komeiji’s 
tutelage, was taken in the 21st round of the 2006 draft.
 Komeiji has also been instrumental in UH’s work on the base-
paths in the past eight years, coaching at first base for the first four 
years, then taking over at third base for the past four.
 He coached with the Hawai‘i Island Movers summer baseball 
team from 1995-2001 and again joined the summer baseball coaching 
circuit in 2005, serving as the head coach for the Waikiki Surfers of 
the Hawai‘i Summer Collegiate Baseball League.

 Komeiji played one season at UH in 1982, playing 39 games. He 
then attended Orange Coast College in 1983 and was drafted in the 
first round of the 1983 Major League Baseball January winter draft 
by the Seattle Mariners.
 He spent six seasons in the Seattle Mariners’ organization, climb-
ing to AAA. After he was released by Seattle, he spent the next two 
seasons in the Italian Baseball League with Grosetto and San Marino.
 Prior to coming aboard with the Rainbows, he was an assistant 
baseball coach at ‘Iolani School from 1995 to 2001.
 The 46-year-old prepped locally at Kaiser High School in 
Honolulu, where he was a two-time all-state player and was named 
Player of the Year in 1981 while leading Kaiser to the state title.
 Komeiji is married to the former Daisy Tsui and is the father of 
three: Rylen, Tiana and Zakary.

The program has raised nearly 
$3 million for the UH Athletic Scholarship Fund 
and has assisted more than 550 UH student-ath-
letes. All Rainbow Fever donations are used to pay 
for either fifth-year scholarships or summer school 
sessions to ensure UH student-athletes are given the 
opportunity to complete their degrees and graduate. 

RAINBOW FEVER PROGRAM
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� 2009 SEASON REVIEW

Opening with the Anteaters
Hawai‘i opened the 2009 campaign hosting 
ninth-ranked UC Irvine for a four-game 
series. The Anteaters were coming off an 
NCAA Super Regional appearance and had 
high hopes of getting back to the College 
World Series. After a great pitching perfor-
mance by Anteater Daniel Bibona who held 
UH to a 5-1 loss in the opener, the Rainbows 
hung with UCI the next two games, falling 
5-4 in both games. Hawai‘i then was able to 
get an offensive explosion in the finale, scor-
ing six runs in the first three innings before 
hanging on to a 7-4 victory.

Minnesota in February?
The Rainbows went on an interesting first 
road trip. Where many teams travel to 
warm-weather climates in the early season, 
Hawai‘i headed North to play four games 
in Minnesota. The ’Bows were able to keep 
warm, as all four games, including three in 
the Dairy Queen Classic, were played in the 
Minneapolis Metrodome. 
 Before starting the classic, UH opened 
the trip with a 6-2 victory over host 
Minnesota. The Rainbows then followed 
it up with an exciting 3-2 victory over 
Washington, as Landon Hernandez hit a 
walk-off RBI single in the bottom of the 
ninth. But the trip turned sour in the next 
two days as UC Santa Barbara blitzed UH 
10-4 before Minnesota scored three runs in 
the bottom of the ninth to get a come-from-
behind victory over the ’Bows, 5-4.

Rainbows Get Hot
UH opened a four-game series with No. 26 
Mississippi State with a 3-1 loss. But following 
that game, the Rainbows went on an eight-
game winning streak that started to get people 
around the country looking at the ’Bows.
 Hawai‘i won the next three games of 
the Mississippi State series, highlighted by a 
10-run fifth inning in the 10-5 win on Mar. 
7. UH then swept a four-game series against 
Loyola Marymount, pushing their record to 
10-6 while raising the team’s RPI to No. 12 
in the country.

Wong Ties School Home Run Record
In the finale of the Loyola Marymount series, 
freshman Kolten Wong put his name in the 
school record books. The Hilo, Hawai‘i, 
native hit three home runs in the game, 
becoming just the fifth Rainbow to go for 
three homers in a game. Wong was the first 
’Bow to do it at home and just the second to 
hit homers in three straight at-bats.
The four previous UH players to hit three 
home runs in a game were Jon Hansen at 
UH-Hilo (Feb. 2, 1979), Wade Mauricio at 
UH-Hilo (Feb. 4, 1979), Mario Monico vs. 
Utah in the WAC Tournament in Provo, 
Utah (May 17, 1985), and Mark McWherter 
at Brigham Young (May 6, 1988).

Slaats Does it in Five Pitches
Pitcher Josh Slaats had an efficient couple 
of pitching performances in the Loyola 
Marymount series, picking up a win and a 
save in 1.1 innings, using just five pitches.
On Mar. 12, Slaats came in with the bases 
loaded in the top of the 10th. With his sec-
ond pitch, LMU’s Ollie Enos flied out to left. 
Leftfielder Matt Roquemore then threw out 
the Lion runner attempting to tag up from 
third, completing the double play. UH then 
got a walk-off single by Kevin Macdonald in 
the bottom of the 10th to win the game.
On Mar. 13, Slaats came in with runners on 
first and second with one out in the ninth 
UH ahead 6-5. On his second pitch, catcher 
Landon Hernandez caught a Lion baserun-
ner trying to steal third. Slaats then complet-
ed the three-pitch strikeout to earn the save.

Taking Home the Roses
Hawai‘i had one more non-conference road 
trip, playing five games in four days in the 
state of Oregon, starting with the Rose City 
Classic in Portland.
 UH continued its hot play, beating 
Washington 9-7 in 10 innings. But with a 
quick turnaround, the Rainbows couldn’t 

keep it going, ending the eight-game win 
streak with a 13-2 loss to Portland later in 
the day. 
 The ’Bows then beat Oregon 3-1 on 
a great pitching performance by freshman 
Matt Sisto to advance to the classic champi-
onship game, a rematch vs. Portland. Hawai‘i 
used a five-run fourth inning to take an early 
6-3 edge, only to see the Pilots come back 
to tie the game on three different occasions, 
sending it to extra innings. After scoreless 
10th and 11th innings, Christian Johnson 
came in to hit a pinch-hit home run in the 
12th, giving UH the 9-8 victory and the Rose 
City Baseball Classic championship.
 The Rainbows then closed out the trip 
with an 8-4 loss at Oregon State before 
returning to the islands.

Responding to a No-Hitter
Coming home after the long road trip, the 
Rainbows faced No. 18 Coastal Carolina 
on just two days’ rest. Along with the tough 
circumstances of playing on short rest, 
Hawai‘i also had to deal with one of the 
best left-handed pitchers in the collegiate 
game, Coastal’s Cody Wheeler. UH’s Jayson 
Kramer battled with Wheeler for seven 
innings, allowing just two runs on five hits. 
But Wheeler was having a career night, 
becoming the first opposing pitcher to throw 
a nine-inning no-hitter by himself against the 
’Bows in a 4-0 victory.
 But as remarkable as Wheeler’s per-
formance was, the Rainbows pulled a feat 
almost as impressive, coming back to win the 
final three games of the series. In a double-
header, Hawai‘i came from behind with two 
runs in the bottom of the ninth, including a 
walk-off hit-by-pitch by Kevin Macdonald, 
giving UH the 5-4 victory. Then the ’Bows 
came up with a big 7-1 victory in the night-
cap before holding on to a 4-3 win in the 
series finale the next day.

Getting Some National Recognition
After the impressive series victory over the 
Chanticleers, Hawai‘i started to show up as 
more than just a blip on the national radar. 
Rivals.com posted UH at No. 24 in their 
national top 25 poll while the ’Bows were 
No. 8 nationally in the RPI.
 Hawai‘i would later make it into the 
Baseball America poll on a couple occasions 
(ranking 23rd on Apr. 6 and No. 20 on Apr. 
20), reappearing in the Rivals.com poll two 
more times.
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Opening WAC Play With a Statement
After the impressive non-conference slate 
Hawai‘i went through, the ’Bows opened 
Western Athletic Conference play with a 
four-game home series vs. San Jose State. 
UH took it to the Spartans early, getting a 
combined shutout from Jayson Kramer and 
Lenny Linsky in the opener. After splitting 
the doubleheader, Hawai‘i closed out the 
series with a 7-4 victory to win the opening 
WAC series. 

Lots of Runs and Rain in Reno
After posting an 8-4 victory at Santa Clara, 
the Rainbows headed to Reno, Nev., for a 
four-game series against the Wolf Pack of 
Nevada.
 The series started with a typical Peccole 
Park slugfest as Nevada picked up a 14-12 
victory in 12 innings. The second game 
started out the same way, with UH holding a 
6-4 edge in the bottom of the second inning 
before the rains came, forcing the conclusion 
to be postponed and the series finale to be 
cancelled. When they came back to finish 
the game, the ’Bows held off the Wolf Pack 
13-11 before falling 10-5 in the final game of 
the series.

The Ups and Downs of WAC Play
Hawai‘i returned home to take a 3-1 series 
victory over Sacramento State, again vault-
ing UH into the national rankings. The 
Rainbows then fell to top-ranked Arizona 
State in a mid-week game before splitting a 
four-game series at New Mexico State. 

 With a conference record of 9-6, the 
’Bows then ran into a buzz saw that was the 
Louisiana Tech Bulldogs. UH dropped all 
four games in the series, including two games 
won in the ninth inning, falling back to 9-10 
in WAC play.

Fighting For Postseason Life in Fresno
Following the frustrating series sweep at 
home, UH responded with a 10-3 win at St. 
Mary’s in a mid-week game before heading to 
Fresno, Calif., for a four-game series against 
the defending national champion Bulldogs.
 Fresno State won the first two games of 
the series, 17-9 and 14-11, putting Hawai‘i 
in jeopardy of not qualifying for the WAC 
Tournament, which was going to played at 
Les Murakami Stadium in Honolulu. But the 
Rainbows responded in the doubleheader, 
winning 15-10 and 15-6 to secure a spot in 
the tournament.

Mānoa Mashers Crush Home Run Record
The Rainbows found a prowess for the long 
ball in 2009, smashing the school’s 26-year-
old single-season home run record.
 UH broke the old record of 58 home 
runs, set in 1983, during the May 9 double-
header at Fresno State. Hawai‘i ended the 
season with 64 home runs. Three ’Bows 
made their way into the single-season top 10 
list, led by Macdonald’s 14 homers, good for 
third. Vinnie Catricala ended the year with 
12 homers, tied for fourth on the list, and 
Wong ended up tied for sixth with 11.

Final Tune-Up
UH had one last four-game series against 
Utah Valley the week before they were set to 
host the WAC Tournament. Hawai‘i started 
with 7-2 and 4-1 victories with two impres-
sive pitching performances from Kramer and 
Matt Sisto. But Utah Valleys’ bats got hot in 
the final two games of their season, winning 
12-1 and 10-2 to close it out.

Hosting the WAC Tournament
The Rainbows hosted its first WAC 
Tournament since the 1992 season, earn-
ing the No. 5 seed in the tournament. UH 
had extra motivation coming into the tour-
nament as they would match up against 
Louisiana Tech, the team that swept the 
’Bows earlier in the month.
 Hawai‘i got out to an early lead, scoring 
runs in the first and fourth innings, to go 
ahead 2-0. But Tech came back, tying the 
score with runs in the fifth and sixth. The 
Rainbows took the lead back with a run 

in the top of the eighth inning before the 
Bulldogs again broke UH’s spirit, as LTU 
got a two-run home run in the bottom of the 
ninth, winning the game 4-3.

The ’Bows didn’t have much time to 
contemplate their loss as they were set to play 
Nevada the following morning. In another 
back-and-forth battle, Hawai‘i saw its lead fall 
to more late-inning heroics as Shaun Kort hit 
an RBI-double in the top of the ninth to tie 
the score at 4-4. But this time, the Rainbows 
came up with the game-winner in the 10th 
inning as Catricala sacrificed in Kevin Fujii, 
giving UH the 5-4 win to stay alive.

The Rainbows then faced Fresno State 
in the next elimination game. After a 2-2 tie 
through the first six innings, the Bulldogs’ 
bats erupted. A two-run homer in the seventh 
inning made it 4-2 before more runs late in 
the game sealed the deal, and Fresno State 
handed UH a 10-3 loss to end the season. 

’Bows Say Goodbye to Five Seniors, Catricala
With the end of the season also came the 
end of the careers of UH’s five seniors, Jared 
Alexander, Hernandez, Shane Hoey, Kramer 
and Ryan Morford.
 Alexander was a two-year letterwinner at 
UH, earning first-team all-WAC honors in 
2008. He made 24 starts in his career, hold-
ing a record of 10-6 with 95 strikeouts and 
just 27 walks.
 Hernandez was a three-year starter at 
catcher, starting 162 games in his four-year 
career. He finished with a .275 batting average, 
91 RBI, 73 runs, 15 homers and 24 doubles, 
earning second-team all-WAC honors in 2008.
 Hoey played two years with the 
Rainbows, making 28 starts. He had 10 RBI, 
10 runs, four doubles and a home run.
 Kramer was a four-year letterwinner, 
making 54 relief appearances in his first three 
years at UH, before becoming the staff ace in 
2009. Kramer earned first team all-WAC in 
2009, finishing his career with a record of 9-9 
with eight saves in 198.0 innings.
 Ryan Morford played two years for the 
Rainbows, playing sparingly in 2008 before 
starting 47 games in 2009. Morford finished 
2009 with a .305 batting average, posting 22 
RBI, 36 runs, 12 doubles and four homers.
 Besides the seniors, third baseman Vinnie 
Catricala also left after the 2009 season when 
he signed with the Seattle Mariners, who 
drafted him in the 10th round of the Major 
League Baseball draft. Catricala led the team 
in 2009, batting .349 with 13 homers, 13 dou-
bles, 44 RBI and 51 runs. He ended his career 
with 20 home runs, 110 RBI and 112 runs.

Les Murakami 
Coach Murakami Started the 
Rainbow Baseball program from 
scratch in 1971 and quickly turned 
it into one of the elite college pro-
grams in the country.
 By 1977, Hawai‘i qualified for 
its first of 11 NCAA Tournament 
appearances by Coach Murakami’s 
Rainbows.
 The 1980 Rainbows made it to 
the National title game, falling to 
Arizona to finish as NCAA runner-up.
 For three decades, Coach 
Murakami and Hawai‘i baseball 
enjoyed much success, posting a 
1,079-570-4 record. 
 Along the way, Coach Murakami 
won six WAC Championships, and 
produced 74 professional ballplay-
ers and 10 future Major Leaguers.
 For his efforts, Coach Murakami 
was inducted into the American 
Baseball Coaches Association Hall 
of Fame in 2000.

 The University re-named its 
baseball facility “Les Murakami 
Stadium” in 2002 in honor of the 
father of Rainbow Baseball. 

Derek Tatsuno
(1977-79) - One of the most domi-
nant pitchers in NCAA history, 
Derek Tatsuno went a remarkable 
40-6 during his career at UH, earn-
ing All-America honors as a sopho-
more and junior.
 The local product from ‘Aiea 
High School on O‘ahu was also a 
first-team All-Region pick in each 
of his three years at Manoa.
 During his junior season, 
Tatsuno set NCAA records for sea-
son wins (20) and strikeouts (245) 
which still stand today.  
 The flame-throwing left-hander 
was recently selected one of 
three Co-Players of the Century 
by Collegiate Baseball Magazine 
and was also voted to Baseball 
America’s All-Century College 
Baseball Team. 
 The former Team USA member 
played professionally in Japan 

before returning to the states 
to finish his career with the 
Milwaukee Brewers’ organization, 
reaching the triple-A level.
 A 12th-round draft pick of 
the Cincinnati Reds out of high 
school, Tatsuno would be selected 
in five more drafts before signing 
with Milwaukee in the first round 
in 1982.
 Tatsuno was inducted in the 
College Baseball Hall of Fame in 
2007.

Th e University of Hawai‘i Athletics Depart-
ment extends a warm mahalo to Gov. Linda 
Lingle, Lt. Gov. James “Duke” Aiona and the 
Hawai‘i State Legislature, primarily members 
of the legislative education committees, who 
have been exceedingly supportive of the 
endeavors of UH Athletics. Th ey have played 
key roles in funding appropriations for the 
fi rst-class athletics facilities on the Manoa 
campus. In 2008, UH was appropriated 
more than $7 million, nearly $3 million of 
which will be directed towards completing 
the construction of new football offi  ces and 
conference rooms, as well as the renovation 
of existing coaches’ offi  ces. In addition, the 
Legislature appropriated funds to the Duke 
Kahanamoku Aquatics Complex, women’s 
locker room improvements ($2.6 mil-
lion), the Les Murakami Stadium training 
room ($386,000) and Clarence T. C. Ching 
Athletics Complex turf replacement ($1.2 
million). In 2009, UH was appropriated $9.5 
million, $5 million towards the installa-
tion of seating, locker rooms, training and 
equipment rooms, storage, offi  ces, press box 
and scoreboard at the new Ching Complex. 
Th e balance of $4.5 million will be used for 
the women’s locker room and Nagatani Aca-
demic Center expansion and refurbishment.
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The University of Hawai‘i at Mānoa is the 
fl agship campus of the UH system, which 
is comprised of three universities and 
seven community colleges.  UH Mānoa 
enjoys recognized national and interna-
tional standing—one of only 13 entities 
holding the distinction of being a land-
grant, sea-grant and space-grant research 
institution.  Its Honolulu-based campus 
and facilities span the mountains to the 
sea, while world-class astronomy facili-
ties in Hawai‘i County are on the same 
island as a fi ery, still-erupting volcano.  
UH Mānoa’s schools and programs are 
considered leaders in the perpetuation 
of the Hawaiian language and pursuit 
of Hawaiian studies.  They range from 
the Hawai‘inuiākea School of Hawaiian 
Knowledge, one of the largest schools of 
indigenous knowledge in the nation, to the 
medical school’s Native Hawaiian Center 
of Excellence, to the law school’s Center 
for Excellence in Native Hawaiian Law.

of Medicine are among the nation’s leaders in 
diversity among faculty and students—mirroring 
that of Hawai‘i’s population and allowing for a 
more enriched learning environment.  Meanwhile, 
UH Mānoa faculty members continue to receive 
national and international recognition—ranging 
from Raymond Yeh, a professor and former dean of 
the School of Architecture, being named one of the 
nation’s Most Admired Educators of 2009 by De-
signIntelligence, to Th e Rev. Masatoshi Shamoto, a 
longtime music lecturer, being conferred the Order 
of the Rising Sun, Gold and Silver Rays by the 
Japanese Minister of Foreign Aff airs, and having an 
audience with the Emperor of Japan in May 2009.

A MAJESTIC LOCATION
Th e campus is centrally located in Mānoa Valley, 
a tranquil residential neighborhood that is part 
of metropolitan Honolulu. Students are just a few 
minutes away from famed Waikīkī Beach, as well 
as all of the cultural, commercial and recreational 
activities in a cosmopolitan city. UH Mānoa also 
has a trio of unique off -campus facilities: Lyon Ar-
boretum and Botanical Garden, the only university 
botanical garden located in a tropical rainforest 
in the United States; Waikīkī Aquarium, the third 
oldest aquarium in the country that has been des-
ignated a Coastal Ecosystem Learning Center for 
the Pacifi c Island Region of the Coastal America 
Partnership; and the Hawai‘i Institute for Marine 
Biology on Coconut Island, which is surrounded 
by 64 acres of coral reef, and designated by the 
state as the Hawai‘i Marine Laboratory Refuge.

VIBRANT STUDENT LIFE
Outside of class, students may choose to join 
any of the school’s 230 Registered Independent 
Organizations (RIOs) and can tap into a variety of 
on-campus services—from the Student Develop-
ment Center to University Health Services.  Many 
choose to live in eight residential complexes that 
house more than 3,000 students, giving them an 
opportunity to meet and socialize with fellow 
classmates, while being close to classrooms, 
campus jobs and numerous on-campus events.  
Hawai‘i’s exceptional climate makes it possible to 
enjoy outdoor activities all year round.  Restau-
rants and cafés showcase cuisines from around 
the world, while various city events off er cultural 
diversions that complement academic pursuits.  
Intellectual rigor is balanced by a wide range of 
leisure activities that include campus concerts, 
cookouts, theatrical performances, recitals, ethnic 
performances, art exhibits, debates, fairs and cel-
ebrations.  It’s no wonder students from across the 
nation and the world come to UH Mānoa—for its 
unique research opportunities, diverse communi-
ty, nationally ranked Division I athletics program, 
and beautiful natural setting. 

A DISTINGUISHED HISTORY
UH Mānoa, founded in 1907, is the oldest, largest 
and most well-known campus in the University 
system. With the support of the Morrill Act, the 
school began as a land-grant college of agriculture 
and mechanic arts. In 1920, the campus added the 
College of Arts and Sciences to become the Uni-
versity of Hawai‘i. Later, to distinguish itself from 
other schools in the growing statewide UH system, 
the campus changed its name to the University of 
Hawai‘i at Mānoa.

ACADEMIC EXCELLENCE
Th ere are more than 20,000 students enrolled in 
various degree-granting programs at UH Mānoa.  
Th e University has been recognized as the premier 
institution to study the fi elds of oceanography, as-
tronomy, Asian and Pacifi c Island studies, linguis-
tics, cancer research and genetics, among others.  
In addition, UH Mānoa off ers instruction in more 
languages than any American institution outside 
of the U.S. State Department. Its newest addition 
is an award-winning fi lm school, the Academy of 
Creative Media, whose students’ works are being 
shown at fi lm festivals around the world.  

A LEADER IN RESEARCH
Classifi ed by the Carnegie Foundation as having 
“very high research activity,” UH Mānoa is ranked 
among the top 30 public universities in federal 
research funding for engineering and science, and 
49th overall by the National Science Foundation 
(NSF). In 2008 alone, the campus received more 
than $273.8 million in research awards. April 2009 
saw the groundbreaking of a Center for Microbial 
Oceanography: Research and Education, one of 
17 NSF Centers of Science and Technology in the 
U.S. Th e merger of the new land-based labora-
tory with world-class sea-going support vessels 
will help position UH Mānoa on the world map 
as a leader in oceanography research. University 
scientists have been credited with breakthrough 
research, including the fi rst successful cloning of 
multiple generations of a mammal, fi rst success-
ful cloning of a male mammal, and fi rst use of 
freeze-dried sperm to fertilize an egg. Th e Institute 
for Astronomy is internationally known for its 
astronomy education, research, and the develop-
ment and management of observatories on the 
summits of Haleakala and Mauna Kea.

FAST FACTS 
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THE RAINBOW 
Before 1923, UH teams were nicknamed 
the “Deans.” Th en in the fi nal game of the 
1923 season, UH head coach Otto Klum’s 
squad upset Oregon State, 7-0, at Mo‘ili‘ili 
Field. During the game, a rainbow ap-
peared over the fi eld. Reporters started calling UH teams “the Rainbows,” 
and the tradition began that Hawai‘i would not lose a game if a rainbow 
appeared. 
 Rainbows, however, had magical powers long before football came 
to the islands. Hawaiian chiefs considered them sacred and used them 
as signs of a chief ’s presence. A rainbow hovering over a newborn child 
indicated that he was of a god-like rank.
  Th e rainbow was part of the offi  cial logo at the UH Athletics Depart-
ment from 1982-2000.  

THE WARRIOR 
Th e Warrior holds an honored place in Hawai-
ian history, for it was the warrior who united the 
Hawaiian Islands under Kamehameha the Great. 
Th e Hawaiians expected the warrior to display 
great strength, skill and a fi ghting spirit.  

 Although it wasn’t until 1974 that the UH 
football team adopted the nickname “Rainbow Warriors,” the use of the 
name goes back a number of years.
 One reason for using the nickname is the tremendous amount of 
support of the UH scholarship fundraising organization, ‘Ahahui Koa 
Anuenue—the Order of the Rainbow Warrior. Since its inception in 
1966, this organization has provided a tremendous amount of support to 
Hawai‘i’s student-athletes.  

THE WĀHINE 
In 1972, Dr. Donnis Th ompson, a professor in 
the Health, Physical Education and Recreation 
Department, with the assistance of the men’s 
Athletics Department, created the fi rst women’s 
athletics program. Th e men’s program was 
known as the “Rainbows” and so Dr. Th ompson 
called the women’s athletics program the “Rain-
bow Wāhine.” 
 Th e Hawaiian word “wahine” is translated in English as woman, 
and the pluralized word “wāhine” (with the macron over the “a”), means 
women, hence the name Rainbow Wāhine. She also created a new 
logo based on the Rainbow in a rounded version and added the name 
“wāhine.” Dr. Th ompson became the fi rst women’s athletics director and 
served until 1981.  

THE SEAL 
Th e original University of Hawai‘i seal, adopted 
in 1921 by the Board of Regents and amended 
in 1946, contains a torch and book titled 
“Malamalama” (“the light of knowledge”) sur-
rounded by the state motto, “Ua mau ke ea o ka 
‘aina i ka pono” (“the life of the land is perpetu-
ated in righteousness”). 
 In 2006, the seal was updated to modernize it in a manner that 
refl ects its history, spirit and global perspective while providing a readable 
version for modern print, electronic and product applications.  
 Th e motto, inscribed in both the Hawaiian and English languages on 
Founders’ Gate at the entrance to the Mānoa Campus on University Av-
enue, is “Maluna a‘e o na lahui o pau ke ola ke kanaka,” (“above all nations 
is humanity”).  

THE COLORS 
Green and white became the offi  cial UH colors when a group of faculty 
wives were deciding on decoration and color schemes for the school’s 
social calendar. At the time, materials took weeks to be shipped to the 
islands, making materials of many colors scarce.
  Th e wives reasoned that basic white would always be available and 
green decorations could constantly be provided by Hawai‘i’s lush growth 
of tropical plants.
  As it turns out, green is the color of Lono, the ancient Hawaiian 
god of agriculture. In addition, the use of green represents not only the 
richness of Mānoa, but also spiritual prosperity and success. Th e UH 
Mānoa campus itself is located in the heart of the rich and fertile Mānoa 
Valley. Green is also the color of the ti leaf, a symbol of good omen and an 
emblem of divine power.
  White, meanwhile, was associated with Hawaiian royalty and is 
symbolized with the best and the fi nest. 
 With the creation of the new athletics logo in 2000, the Athletics 
Department incorporated black and silver into its color scheme.
  For many cultures in Hawai‘i, black is a color that is respected. For 
Hawaiians, it takes them back to the “kumulipo,” the chant of creation, 
referring to the symbolism “from out of the darkness.” Th e hidden mean-
ing states that there is a new birth, or one cleanses to start anew. 
 Silver comes from the shimmering refl ection of rainfall as it creates 
a blanket of mist over Mānoa and a symbol of hope and victory.  It ulti-
mately forms a bow or arc of prismatic color, the rainbow that is frequent-
ly seen over the valley.  

THE NEW LOGO 
Th e UH Athletics Department unveiled a new logo 
in 2000. Th e theme of the new logo and identity is 
“pupukahi i holomua,” translated into English as 
“unite and move forward as one.” 
 Although the “H” outwardly represents 
Hawai‘i, it also carries the signifi cance of the Hawaiian expression and 
meaning of “ha.” In Hawaiian culture, “ha” means “breath”—the spirit of 
life passed on from one person to another, generation to generation, with 
its lessons and success. 
 Although the patterns on the logo are inspired by the renaissance of 
the use of Hawaiian kapa designs, they are decorative. Th ey represent the 
characteristics of the diff erent people who have come together to obtain 
knowledge, success and effi  cient skills. 
 Th e triangles are universally symbolic. Th e three points represent the 
balance of the individual: the body, mind and spirit. Ancient Hawaiians 
believed that each entity with these values could not stand strong without the 
other two. Th is is the signifi cance to the specifi c three triangles within the “H.”

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When she’s not in her offi  ce 
at historic Hawai‘i Hall, 
Chancellor Virginia S. Hin-
shaw might well be found at 
a UH Athletics event, cheer-
ing on Warrior student-
athletes as they strive for 
excellence on the fi eld, court 
or track.  “It’s a privilege and 
joy to serve as chancellor at 
UH Mānoa and to be part 
of this campus community,” 
says Hinshaw, who assumed 

 the role of chief executive offi  cer of the UH 
system’s fl agship campus in July 2007.
 Responsible for providing both admin-
istrative and academic leadership to UH 
Mānoa, Hinshaw is a renowned scientist with 
expertise in microbiology.  Her work over the 
past 25 years has aided in the understanding 
of the infl uenza virus and new approaches to 
vaccines—knowledge that became invaluable 
when the fi rst cases of the H1N1 fl u (swine fl u) 
hit Hawai‘i in spring 2009.  She has conducted 
research at a number of hospitals and univer-
sities, including the University of California 
Berkeley, St. Jude Children’s Research Hospital 
and Harvard Medical School.
 UH Mānoa’s number-one football fan is 
no stranger to college powerhouses.  Hinshaw 
grew up in Tennessee, attended high school in 
Alabama and graduated from Auburn Universi-
ty (all of which explains her delightful Southern 
accent).  At Auburn, she received her bachelor’s

Davis.  She is a nationally and internationally 
known expert on obesity and diabetes, and has 
numerous publications investigating the basis 
of obesity and diabetes.
 She is a member of the Institute of Medi-
cine at the National Academies of Sciences; has 
been president of the North American Associa-
tion for the Study of Obesity (now the Obesity 
Society); president of the American Society of 
Clinical Nutrition; and chair of the Food and 
Nutrition Board of the Institute of Medicine. 
She is a fellow of the American Academy of 
Arts and Sciences and is a fellow, past president 
and board chair of the American Association 
for the Advancement of Science.
 She has a particular interest in studying 
the causes of obesity, and what the factors are 
in relation to genetics and to the environment.  
Considering obesity to be an epidemic that 
does not discriminate, it is even more apparent 
to her the important role that physical educa-
tion and participation in sports can play in 
leading a healthy life for students of all ages.
 Her positions in higher education admin-
istration, both as chancellor at UC Santa Cruz 
and as provost and senior vice president for 
academic aff airs for the University of Califor-
nia system, the second-highest position in the 

10-campus system, have familiarized her with 
the unique challenges of college athletics and 
the issues and concerns of student-athletes.
 When she’s not tackling policy issues, 
academic aff airs, budget deadlines or other 
duties of the university president, she enjoys 
actively participating in her local community 
and giving back through mentoring students 
and volunteering. She previously served on the 
United Way board and led foodbank drives, 
and eagerly anticipates getting involved with 
Hawai‘i’s community organizations.  She also 
keeps busy by reading, which she considers one 
of her favorite hobbies, and describes herself 
as a “voracious and eclectic reader” who oft en 
reads several books at the same time.

 Th e breast cancer survivor and thriver is 
also an enthusiastic advocate for breast cancer 
research, doing whatever she can to help 
raise money for the cause.  And Hinshaw is 
always the fi rst to roll up her sleeves at Mānoa 
Makeover projects, during which civic-minded, 
green-thumbed students, faculty, staff  and vol-
unteers band together to beautify the campus 
and surrounding community.  She is married 
to her high school sweetheart, Bill, who serves 
as Associate to the Chancellor, and who is 
defi nitely another enthusiastic UH Athletics 
fan and Mānoa Makeover volunteer. Th ey have 
two sons (Bill and Louis), two daughters-in-
law (Keri and Molly) and four grandchildren 
(Audrey, Louis, Kai and Ronan).

With a resume that includes student-athlete, gradu-
ate assistant, baseball stadium manager, marketing 
director, and assistant athletics director, Jim Dono-
van has come full circle in the University of Hawai‘i 
Athletics Department after he was announced as the 
20th Director of Athletics in school history in March 
2008.
 In just one year at the helm of the state’s only 
Division I athletics program, Donovan has hired 
three head coaches (men’s volleyball, women’s basket-
ball and women’s golf ), secured a partnership with 
ESPN Regional Television, Inc., for the creation of 
the Diamond Head Classic basketball tournament, 
and worked tirelessly with the Hawai‘i State Leg-
islature and private sector to fund various athletics 
facility improvement projects. Most notably was the 
$5 million donation by the Clarence T.C. Ching 
Foundation – the largest in athletics history – to-
wards the building of a new football/track complex.
 In addition, Donovan negotiated a contract 
with Oceanic Time Warner Cable and KFVE-TV 
on a new television partnership which will bring 
in more than $14 million to the Athletics Depart-
ment over a six-year period. He also implemented a 
restructured football parking plan at Aloha Stadium 
which brought in more than $150,000 in incremen-
tal revenue to ‘Ahahui Koa ‘Ānuenue. 
 Donovan, 50, spent 17 years in athletics admin-
istration at UH prior to a fi ve-and-a-half year hiatus 
as the Sheraton Hawai‘i Bowl’s Executive Director 
from 2002-08. Th e Anaheim, Calif., native began 
his tenure with the UHAD as manager of Rainbow 
Stadium (presently Les Murakami Stadium), where 
he served for three years (1985-88). Donovan was 
promoted to sports marketing director in 1988 and 
spent the next six years heading the promotion and 
corporate sponsorship of the department.
 In 1994, he was named assistant athletics 
director for administrative services and, two years 
later, became the associate athletics director for nine 
years as the right-hand man for former A.D. Hugh 
Yoshida. 
 During his tenure, Donovan helped negotiate 
contracts and assisted with the recruitment of former 
football coach June Jones, current baseball coach 
Mike Trapasso and softball coach Bob Coolen. He 
also negotiated contracts with KFVE-TV, KCCN 
Radio (now ESPN 1420AM), the Stan Sheriff  
Center and Aloha Stadium scoreboard advertising 
packages, and MBNA affi  nity credit card.
 Donovan also helped establish relationships 
and improve the quality of service provided to the 
customers of UH Athletics. He was directly respon-
sible for creating the Rainbow Fun Run, Midnight

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UNIVERSITY OF HAWAI‘I 2008-09 UH Sports in Review

HONOLULU – University of Hawai‘i Athletics 
enjoyed success on the national level in 2008-
09, as nine teams advanced to postseason 
play. UH had two Western Athletic Confer-
ence championships (women’s volleyball and 
men’s tennis) and nine Top 10 national fi nishes. 
Hawai‘i fi nished ranked 66th out of 279 Divi-
sion I schools nationally in the Learfi eld Sports 
Directors’ Cup standings. 
 Five Hawai‘i athletes were named 
All-Americans while eight others took home 
all-region honors. UH earned the WAC’s Stan 
Bates Award and had four WAC Players of the 
Year, three WAC Freshmen of the Year, one 
WAC Coach of the Year and a total of 29 all-
conference honorees.

In Greg McMackin’s fi rst season as the head coach 
of the Warriors, UH made its third straight bowl ap-
pearance, qualifying for the Sheraton Hawai‘i Bowl. 
Th e Warriors tied for second in the WAC standings 
and fi nished 7-7, the second-best win total by a 
fi rst-year coach in program history. Highlighting 
the season was a 32-29 overtime victory at No. 22 
Fresno State, the fi rst road win over a nationally 
ranked opponent. Linebacker Solomon Elimimian 
was the WAC co-Defensive Player of the Year. 

Th e Rainbow Wahine volleyball team won its 
13th straight WAC title in 2008, advancing to 
the NCAA Regional fi nals for the second time in 
three seasons. Hawai‘i, with an overall record of 
31-4, fi nished No. 7 in the fi nal AVCA Coaches 
poll. Two Rainbow Wahine earned All-America 
honors as Jamie Houston was named to the 
AVCA second team, while Kanani Danielson 
earned third-team honors, as well as  WAC Player 
and Freshman of the Year honors, respectively. 
Aneli Cubi-Otineru, Amber Kaufman and Dani 
Mafua joined Houston and Danielson on the 
AVCA All-West Region team. 

Th e Rainbow Wahine soccer team fi nished WAC 
play in third place with a 4-2-1 record. Overall, 
Hawai‘i went 8-7-4 and beat No. 23 UC Santa 
Barbara, marking the highest ranked school UH 
has beaten in the program’s history. UH was 
awarded with the WAC’s Off ensive and Defensive 
Players of the Year for their play in conference 
games for the second straight year. Taryn 
Fukuroku was named the Off ensive Player 
of the Year, while Nicole Mikula was named 
the Defensive Player of the Year. 

Under fi rst-year distance coach Althea Belgrave, 
the Rainbow Wahine cross country team made 
another appearance at the NCAA West Regionals. 
Sophomore Mariana Monasi was the team’s top 
fi nisher in six meets with three Top 15 individual 
fi nishes. Tava Tedesco led the team in two meets 
including at the WAC Championships, where she 
placed 40th overall.

Th e 2008-09 Rainbow Warrior basketball team 
started the season well, going 8-4 in non-confer-
ence play, including a win over Iowa State of the 
Big 12 and a win over Idaho State in UH’s fi rst 
nationally televised home game in four years. Th e 
team also won its only other nationally televised 
game at Fresno State. Junior Roderick Flemings 
was named to the National Association of Bas-
ketball Coaches All-District 6 second team while 
earning second-team all-WAC honors.

Th e Rainbow Wahine basketball team earned a 
victory in the WAC Tournament for the fi rst time 
in fi ve years, beating San Jose State, 70-57. Along 
with that victory, the Rainbow Wahine also had 
another great win, taking a thrilling 68-67 victory 
over Boise State on senior night.

Junior Emma Friesen fi nished in third place at the 
NCAA Championship on the 1-meter spring-
board, following up her fi rst-place fi nish last year. 
Friesen also set a new WAC record en route to 
capturing her third straight 1-meter WAC Cham-
pionship. Friesen also won the 3-meter WAC title 
and was named the WAC Diver of the Year. Head 
Coach Mike Brown was named the Diving Coach 
of the Year for the fourth straight year. Raquel 
Bartlow won the WAC platform diving fi nal, 
giving UH a sweep at the WAC Championships. 
Th e swimming team fi nished fi fth at the WAC 
Championships, and had six fi rst-place fi nishes.

Th e Rainbow Warrior swimming and diving team 
fi nished in second place at the Conference USA 
Championships for the third straight season. 
Senior Greg Wilson placed fi rst in the 100-butter-
fl y at the CUSA Championships and Nicola Xella 
fi nished fi rst in the 100-breaststroke. 

Th e Rainbow Wahine water polo team advanced 
to the NCAA Championship for the third time in 
school history, all under head coach Michel Roy. 
Hawai‘i lost in the national semifi nals and fi nished 
ranked No. 4 in the country. Overall, UH went 
19-10 and had one of the biggest wins in school 
history by beating No. 3 UCLA for the fi rst time 
ever during the season. Senior Kelly Mason was 
named to the all-MPSF fi rst team for the third 
straight year, while sophomore Leonie Van Der 
Molen was named to the NCAA Championship 
All-Tournament Team as well as all-MPSF honor-
able mention. Monika Eggens earned all-MPSF 
freshman team honors and senior Lisa van Raalte 
was academic all-MPSF.

Th e Warrior tennis team won its second straight 
WAC Championship and beat No. 20 Oklahoma 
State in the fi rst round of the NCAA Tourna-
ment to post the program’s fi rst-ever tournament 
win. UH fi nished No. 41 in the ITA rankings, 
the highest ranking in program history. Sascha 
Heinemann, Andreas Weber and Dennis Lajola all 
received all-WAC honors with Lajola earning fi rst-
team honors for the second straight season.

Th e Rainbow Wahine tennis team advanced to the 
WAC Tournament semifi nals for the fi rst time in 
school history, posting its highest win total since 
2000-01. UH defeated No. 74 Washington State 
for its fi rst win over a ranked opponent under 
head coach Jun Hernandez. Sophie Kobuch and 
Algae Van den Bergh earned all-WAC second-
team honors for doubles while Kobuch picked up 
her second all-WAC honor for singles.

Th e Warrior golf team competed in 10 tourna-
ments, including the Naris Cup in Okayama, 
Japan, where UH captured the team title. Robert 
Berton was the team’s top fi nisher in six tourna-
ments while T.J. Kua had a 74.1 strokes-per-round 
average during his freshman season.

Th e Rainbow Wahine had an up-and-down season 
that was highlighted by a sixth-place fi nish in the 
Donnis Th ompson Invitational. Junior Corie Hou 
led the team with a 75.9 scoring average and a 
21st-place fi nish at the WAC Championships.

Th e 2009 season marked the fi nal year of veteran 
head coach Mike Wilton’s long 17-year career 
and the 50th anniversary of Warrior volleyball. 
Although UH missed the MPSF playoff s for the 
second straight year, the Warriors still ended the 
season nationally ranked for the 24th consecutive 
season. Th e season also saw UH win its 500th 
match since becoming a varsity sport in 1979.

Th e Rainbow Wahine softball team fi nished the 
2009 season with a fi nal record of 30-24, going 
15-6 in WAC play to fi nish just a half game out of 
fi rst place. Tanisha Milca, Stephanie Ricketts and 
Amanda Tauali‘i earned Louisville Slugger/NFCA 
All-Region honors. Ricketts earned WAC Fresh-
man of the Year honors after fi ring two no-hitters 
with a 13-4 WAC record. Overall, she was 21-9 
with a 1.86 ERA overall. Milca hit .349 with team 
highs in runs (43), hits (65) and doubles (11), 
while Tauali‘i batted .338 and led UH with 15 
home runs, 5 triples and 36 RBI.

Th e Rainbow baseball team posted its sixth win-
ning season in the past seven years in 2009, fi nish-
ing with a record of 32-26. Th e ’Bows started the 
season with one of the nation’s toughest non-con-
ference schedules, helping the team peak at No. 
20 in the Baseball America poll. Hawai‘i broke the 
single-season home run record with 64 team hom-
ers. Kevin Macdonald (14), Vinnie Catricala (13) 
and Kolten Wong (11) posted seasons that ranked 
in the top six in program history. Macdonald and 
Wong earned fi rst-team honors along with pitcher 
Jayson Kramer. Shortstop Greg Garcia was named 
to the second team. Wong also earned freshman 
all-America honors by fi ve diff erent publications.

Th e Rainbow Wahine sailing team advanced to the 
ICSA Nationals for the ninth time in the past 11 
years as Hannah Tucson-Turner was named to the 
all-PCCSC women’s team.

Th e Rainbow Warrior sailing team advanced 
to the ICSA National semifi nals for the sec-
ond straight season. Andrew Meade and Jackie 
McLoughlin were named to the all-PCCSC 
coed team.

Th e Rainbow Wahine track and fi eld team had its 
best season since the program restarted in 2001. 
UH had three athletes fi nish in the top 10 at the 
NCAA Championships, headlined by Amber 
Kaufman’s bronze medal in the high jump, the 
fi rst medal won by a Rainbow Wahine athlete 
at the meet in 25 years. Annett Wichmann also 
posted a seventh-place fi nish in the heptathlon 
with Emily Shepard fi nishing 10th in the high 
jump. Kaufman also posted the nation’s second-
best jump to win her second straight WAC title 
while Annett Wichmann became the WAC’s fi rst 
four-time champion at the heptathlon. During the 
indoor season, Kaufman fi nished sixth nationally 
in the high jump with Wichmann taking seventh 
in the heptathlon.

Th e UH Cheer team had a lot of success on 
the national level in 2008-09, winning MTV’s 
“RAH!, Paula Abdul’s Cheerleading Bowl” and 
at the National Cheerleaders Association Partner 
Stunt Division Championships, where partners 
Kristin Kowalkowski and Kelvin Lam won the 
prestigious championship while Amanda Lucero 
and George McGuire fi nished fi fth.

University of Hawai‘i track and fi eld athlete 
Annett Wichmann and football player Solo-
mon Elimimian were the recipients of the 2009 
Jack Bonham Award in recognition of their 
outstanding performances on and off  the play-
ing fi eld. 
 Th e award is given annually to the top 
male and female senior student-athlete who 
“best exemplifi es the ideals for which Jack Bon-
ham stood for in the areas of athletic excellence, 
academic achievement, public service, leader-
ship and character.”
 Elimimian, a linebacker from Los Angeles, 
Calif., fi nished his athletic career as the school’s 
all-time leader in tackles with 434. As a senior, 
he was named the co-Western Athletic Confer-
ence Defensive Player of the Year. A two-time 
all-WAC fi rst-team selection, Elimimian was 
a nominee for both the Bronko Nagurski and 
Lombardi awards. 
 Off  the fi eld, Elimimian was a three-time 
academic all-WAC selection. He was actively 
involved in community service and participated 
in numerous church functions.
 “Solly was the school’s career leader in 
tackles, but that never mattered to him,” head 
coach Greg McMackin said. “He only cared 
about the team’s success and while he was here, 
we won. In his four years, we won 35 games, 
made it to three bowl games, and fi nished either 

fi rst or second in the WAC three times. He took 
it upon himself to make the defense better and 
he did everything he could to make sure it hap-
pened.”
 Wichmann is arguably the most deco-
rated track and fi eld athlete in the school’s 
history. She is a three-time All-American and 
school record-holder in both the heptathlon 
and pentathlon. Wichmann participated in six 
NCAA Championships and is a six-time WAC 
champion in the heptathlon and pentathlon.
 Th e Jena, Germany, native has also 
excelled in the classroom and she was twice 
honored as the team’s top scholar-athlete. She is 
a three-time Academic all-WAC honoree and 
two-time CoSIDA Academic All-American.
 “Not only does Annett exemplify excel-
lence both on the track and in the classroom 
but as a leader within the community,” head 
coach Carmyn James said. “She is hard work-
ing, highly motivated, always happy and has 
been a great ambassador and role model. No 
doubt she will continue to represent the Uni-
versity of Hawai‘i proudly in all that she does.”
 Considered the most prestigious award 
in UH Athletics, the Jack Bonham Award is 
named for the late assistant athletics direc-
tor who was killed in 1974 in a plane crash in 
America Samoa. Bonham was returning to the 
Islands from New Zealand where he was on a 
recruiting trip at the British Commonwealth 
Games.

Academic and athletics go hand-in-hand 
for student-athletes at UH Manoa.  To be suc-
cessful in both areas, students must learn to 
balance the various demands in their everyday 
college life.
 Student-Athlete Academic Services, part 
of the Offi  ce of the Assistant Vice-Chancellor 
for Undergraduate Education, provides the 
academic support that student-athletes oft en 
need to maintain and fi ne-tune this balanc-
ing act.  Th e SAAS advisors (assigned as team 
advisors) get to know their student-athletes 
well,  assisting them in their academic and 
personal development.  Th ey help student-
athletes register for appropriate classes each 
semester, choose a major, set goals and develop 
an academic plan towards graduation.  SAAS 
staff  also provide special programs and services 
to meet individual needs, including tutoring 
and academic mentoring to the approximately 
500 student-athletes that participate in UH’s 19 
intercollegiate sports.   
 SAAS advisors are specialist faculty 
who work closely with Dr. Ron Cambra, Asst. 
Vice-Chancellor for Undergraduate Educa-
tion, and the Athletics Department staff  in a 
collaborative eff ort to support student-athletes 
academically.  

        Nagatani Academic Center 
Th e Nagatani Academic Center (NAC), funded 
by the late Bob Nagatani, was constructed in 
1999.

       Do’s & Don’t—Boosters & Prospects

Who is a Booster (or “Representative of UH’s 
Athletics Interests”)?

Under NCAA rules, you are a booster if:
• You have been a member of a booster 
organization that supports UHM Athletics;

• You have made any fi nancial donation to 
UHM Athletics;

• You have been a season-ticket holder;

• You have provided benefi ts to enrolled 
student-athletes or  their relatives or friends.

Also remember: once a booster, always a 
booster—for life.

Compliance
       DO ‘ S & DON’TS…BOOSTERS & ENROLLED   
STUDENT-ATHLETES
Under NCAA rules, a booster MAY:
• Provide an enrolled student-athlete with an oc-
casional meal (maximum 3 times per year) as long as: 

 It is reported to the Compliance Offi  ce 
before the meal occurs;

It takes place in the locale of UHM;
It is provided in the booster’s home (i.e., no 

restaurants); and
It is restricted to infrequent or special occasions.

•  Employ an enrolled student-athlete as long as:
Th e student completes and submits the work 

approval form to the Compliance Offi  ce;
Th e student is compensated only for work 

actually performed at the going rate in that 
locale for similar services;

Th e student is not hired based on publicity, 
reputation or fame obtained due to athletics 
ability;

Th e student is not provided with any benefi ts 
not enjoyed by all other employees. 

•  Have contact with an enrolled student-athlete.  
•  Contribute money or make donations in-kind.  
A booster may contribute money to an athlet-
ics team, provided the funds benefi t the team in 
general and are not earmarked for a particular 
student-athlete. In addition, a booster may make 
donations in-kind for the benefi t of a team (e.g., 
equipment, practice/competition apparel).
Under NCAA rules, a booster may NOT:
• Provide an enrolled student-athlete with any 
extra benefi t.  Th e general rule is if the benefi t is 
available to all students, then a student-athlete 
can also accept the benefi t. 
• Th e list of impermissible benefi ts for enrolled 
student-athletes includes, but is not limited to:

—Providing cash or loans in any amount.
—Co-signing a loan.
—Providing gifts of any kind, including 
birthday or holiday gifts.
—Providing free or reduced-cost housing.
—Providing meals (except for occasional 
home meals as noted above), clothing, 
transportation, or the use of an automobile.
—Providing special discounts for goods 
or services (e.g., discount car repairs, legal 
services, haircuts).
—Providing an honorarium for a speaking 
engagement.

• Involve student-athletes in commercial advertis-
ing. NCAA rules do not permit a student-athlete’s 
name, picture, or appearance to be used to adver-
tise, recommend or promote the sale or use of a 
commercial product or service of any kind. Under 
certain specifi ed conditions, however, a student-
athlete may be involved in charitable, educa-
tional and non-profi t promotional activities. Any 
such activities require the prior approval of the 
Athletics Department. If you would like a UHM 
student-athlete to be involved in a community 
service program, please contact Cindy Rote, 
Director of Student Services, at (808) 956-4325.

Under NCAA rules, a booster MAY:
• Attend events where prospects are present.  
• Continue normal contacts with prospects with 
whom they have a pre-established relationship.  
• Arrange employment for a prospect after he 
or she has completed high school.  
• Notify UHM coaches of prospects who may 
be strong additions to UHM athletic teams.  

Under NCAA rules, a booster may NOT:
• Contact prospects or be involved in the recruit-
ment of prospects in any way.  
• Contact a prospect’s coach, principal or 
counselor in an attempt to evaluate a prospect.
• Visit the prospect’s institution to pickup 
fi lms or transcripts to assist in UHM’s evaluation 
of the prospect.
• Make arrangements for a prospect or a 
prospect’s family or friends to receive money or 
fi nancial aid of any kind.
• Provide a prospect or a prospect’s family or 
friends with free or reduced-price tickets to at-
tend an athletics event.
• Arrange employment for a prospect’s family 
member or friends.
• Provide a prospect or the prospect’s family 
or  friends with a gift or benefi t of any kind, 
including clothing, free or reduced-cost housing, 
use of a car, equipment, apparel, meals and trans-
portation.
• Provide a loan to, or co-sign a loan for, a 
prospect or a prospect’s family or friends.
• Entertain a high school, prep school or two-
year college coach.

       Who is a Prospective Student-Athlete?

A prospective student-athlete is any individual 
who has begun classes for the ninth grade, 
regardless of his or her athletic participation. In 
men’s basketball, a prospective student-athlete 
is anyone who has started classes in the seventh 
grade.  It is possible for younger students to be 
prospects if the individual is provided fi nancial 
assistance or other benefi ts that are not provided 
to prospective students generally.

        Who is an Enrolled Student-Athlete?
An individual becomes an enrolled student-
athlete, and is no longer a prospect, upon his or 
her fi rst participation in offi  cial practice activities 
or attendance at the fi rst day of classes at UHM 
during the regular academic year, whichever 
occurs fi rst. Th e individual retains the status of 
enrolled student-athlete for so long as he or she 
remains a member of a team while attending 
UHM as a full-time student.

Th e UHM Compliance 
Offi  ce is dedicated to a 
comprehensive program 
that educates its student-
athletes, prospective 
student-athletes, staff , 
community members 
and boosters about the 
importance of adher-
ing to NCAA, WAC and 
institutional rules and 
ensures and promotes 

institutional control over the Athletics De-
partment. 
 We implore all students, coaches, staff , 
community members and boosters to be 
diligent in adhering to these rules.  If you 
have any questions, please don’t hesitate to 
ask fi rst before you act.

In addition, certifi ed graduate assistants 
and athletic training students help in the overall 
operation of the athletic training facility.
 Th e athletic training staff  also includes a 
medical staff , comprised of team physician Dr. 
Andrew Nichols and a number of consultants 

from through-
out the com-
munity. Th ey 
attend most 
UH-hosted 
events to pro-
vide assistance 
to the athletic 
training staff .

 Th e medical staff  conducts general physicals 
and orthopedic examinations on each student-
athlete to ensure they meet the minimum require-
ments necessary to compete in Division I athletics.
 Th e athletic training staff  is responsible for 
the care, prevention, evaluation and rehabilita-
tion for each of the student-athletes in their 
respective athletic programs. All graduate 
assistants and full-time staff  are certifi ed by the 
National Athletic Trainers’ Association (NATA) 
and travel with various athletics programs.
 In the fall of 2004, the Makai Athletic 
Training Room, the main training room for the 
Athletics Department, received a $1 million 
renovation. Th e facility features treatment and 
taping areas, walk-in hot and cold therapy pools, 
and offi  ces for the team physician and staff .
 Th ere are also three other athletic training 
rooms on the UH lower campus: the Mauka 
Athletic Training Room and facilities at the Les 
Murakami Stadium and Stan Sheriff  Center. 
 Each are equipped with the latest tech-
nological resources on injury prevention and 
rehabilitation. Isokinetic and cardiovascular 
machines, electrical modalities and X-ray units 
are available. 
 Th e athletic training staff  also works with the 
Kinesiology and Rehabilitation Sciences (KRS) 
program in providing a clinical setting for athletic 
training students to work on their master’s degrees 
at the University and towards NATA certifi cation.

Since its construction in 1994, the Alexander C. 
Waterhouse Physiology Research and Train-
ing Facility has provided University of Hawai‘i 
student-athletes the tools to excel with quality 
strength training in their respective sports.
 Strength and conditioning coach Tommy 
Heff ernan heads the staff  along with Mel de-
Laura and graduate assistants Kenny Esquivel, 
Grant Steen and Ian Hasegawa. Heff ernan and 
his team provide guidance and observe approxi-
mately 450 UH student-athletes for optimal 
performance and injury prevention.
 Th e student-athletes are granted the op-
portunity to utilize various strength, fl exibility 
and conditioning methods, along with an educa-
tion in body-type testing and nutrition for the 
athletes to develop optimal individual perfor-
mance and injury prevention. From the moment 
the student-athletes enter UH, the staff  keeps 
records to chart each one’s career progression. 
 Th e 10,000-square-foot facility is named 
aft er the late Alexander C. Waterhouse, who 
was inducted to the UH Circle of Honor in 
1997. Waterhouse, a lifelong supporter of 
Hawai‘i athletics, was the founder and chair-
man of the Na Koa Football Booster Club and a 
member of the ‘Ahahui Koa Anuenue Board of 
Directors. 
 Before his passing in March 1999, Water-
house presented the University with a $300,000 
contribution to establish one of the fi nest train-
ing facilities in the country.

UNIVERSITY OF HAWAI‘I Les Murakami Stadium

In the season that saw the three-millionth fan 
enter the gates at the Les Murakami Stadium, the 
facility completed its most recent facelift, as all 
4,312 seats were replaced.
 Th e new seats are all green instead of the red, 
orange and blue seats of before. Th ey were imple-
mented in the fall of 2008, giving the stadium a 
fresh new look.
 Th is comes less than a year after the surface 
got an upgrade. During the winter of 2007, the 
stadium’s AstroTurf surface was ripped away to 
make room for the new Domo Turf surface.
 Th e new surface features polyethylene blades 
that resemble blades of grass. It was then fi lled in 
with sand and rubber granules to cushion the turf 
and give a grass-like feel. Th e only dirt on the fi eld 
is at the batter’s box and the pitcher’s mound, with 
diff erent colored turf circling the infi eld.
 After 25 years at what was formerly known 
as Rainbow Stadium, Hawai‘i has seen 2,928,996 
fans attend baseball games. Th ey have averaged 
2,844 in the 1,030 games played at Les Murakami 
Stadium.
 Th e stadium was fi rst built in 1984 on the 
site of the old UH Stadium, which sat approxi-
mately 2,500 fans. With the success of his teams 
of the late 1970s and early 1980s, Head Coach 
Les Murakami led a charge to build a facility that 
could accommodate the droves that he foresaw. 
With the help of political backers at Washington 
Place, the state appropriated the money for the 
project, which took less than ninemonths to com-
plete before its debut in UH’s Feb. 17, 1984, game 
vs. Stanford.
 For the fi rst season, UH played on the
original playing surface, which was natural grass. 
Th e basepaths, pitcher’s mound and home plate 
consisted of a mixture of sand and crushed lava 
rocks. Th e roof only shaded the press box and a 
portion of the area in front of the press box.
 Rainbow Stadium, as it was fi rst named, cost 
$11.2 million in 1984. Adding a roof covering 
from fi rst to third base and the original AstroTurf 
in 1985 pushed the fi nal price tag to $12.2 mil-
lion.
 In October 2001, the University then 
decided to change the name of the stadium to Les 
Murakami Stadium, honoring the man respon-
sible for its building.

 Murakami was the school’s fi rst Division I 
full-time head coach and the 11th coach in the 
program’s history, dating back to 1923. Not only 
did he turn the program into an NCAA Division 
I team that consistently competed on a national 
level for much of his tenure, but he was also 
largely responsible for the building of the stadium 
that is now compassionately known as “the house 
that Les built.”
 Th e stadium seats 4,312 with 3,738 of the 
seats covered to shelter fans from the “Manoa mist” 
that comes and goes throughout the day. It is a 
two-tiered structure with three levels of seating. 
 In the middle of the upper section is the two-
tiered pressbox, which also features one radio and 
one television booth on opposite sides.
 Th e stadium contains two sunken dugouts 
with separate locker room facilities.
 Th ere is also a hospitality room, meeting 
room, locker room for umpires, lounge for UH 
players and a training room. Th e stadium has 
hosted over 2.9 million fans over the years, featur-
ing an average of more than 2,800 per game with 
228 all- time sellouts.
 During one six-year span from 1989 to ’94, 
Rainbow baseball was at its most prosperous. In 
279 home dates in that span, UH had a home re-
cord of 195-84 for a 69.9 winning percentage. At-
tendance fl ourished during that stretch, averaging 
3,524 for a total attendance of 983,261, including 
179 sellouts, nearly 65 percent of those games.
 UH led the country in attendance twice, in 
1986, averaging 2,599, and in 1992, averaging 
4,433. Th e 208,378 fans that came through the 
gates in 1992 set an NCAA record that has since 
been eclipsed by Texas, and later Louisiana State.
 Les Murakami Stadium has attracted numer-
ous events over the years. It was home to the 
minor league Hawai‘i Islanders in 1986 and the 
Hawai‘i Winter Baseball League on two sepa-
rate stints. Th e Hawai‘i Island Movers summer 
baseball club has used the facility for more than 20 
years. Other athletic events held there include the 
HHSAA state baseball championships, the AJA 
Baseball playoff s, the PAL opening ceremonies, 
Best of the West High School tournaments, UH 
Athletics Department Fun Run, the Special Olym-
pics and numerous baseball clinics, including the 
Cal Ripken-Hideo Nomo Camp.
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1. Aloha Stadium
Home of the Warrior football team since 1975. 
Th e 50,000-seat stadium has also served as home 
to NFL’s Pro Bowl and the Sheraton Hawai‘i 
Bowl.

2. Athletics Complex
Houses athletic administration, staff  and coaches’ 
offi  ces. Also features two practice gyms, academic 
center, locker, equipment and training rooms.
 
3. Clarence T. C. Ching Athletics Complex 
Th e Clarence T. C. Ching Field, the University of 
Hawai‘i at Manoa’s only on-campus, all-purpose 
track and fi eld, football, soccer and recreational 
facility, will be transformed into the Clarence T. 
C. Ching Athletics Complex to more fully realize 
its potential as a center of intercollegiate, student 
and community events. 

4. Les Murakami Stadium
Home to the baseball team and renamed in 2002 
after the former coach who guided the Rainbows 
for 31 years. Th e LMS seats 4,312.

5. Duke Kahanamoku Aquatic Complex
Home to the men’s and women’s swimming 
and diving teams and women’s water polo team. 
Named after the great Hawaiian Olympic swim-
mer and surfer, the DKAC seats 2,000.

6. Alexander Waterhouse Training Facility
Th e 10,000-square-foot facility features state-of-
the-art training equipment.

7. Practice Fields
Two grass practice fi elds for the football and 
women’s soccer teams.

8.Waipio Peninsula Soccer Stadium
Home to the women’s soccer team since 2000. 
Located off  the shores of Pearl Harbor, the WPSS 
seats 4,500.

9. Rainbow Wahine Softball Stadium
Home to the softball team. Renovated to seat 
1,200 in 1998. Also served as summer training 
ground for U.S. National Team. 

10. UH Tennis Complex
Home to the men’s and women’s tennis teams. 
Underwent major renovation in 2004. Seats ap-
proximately 1,000.

11. Stan Sheriff  Center
Home to the men’s and women’s basketball and 
volleyball teams since 1994. Th e facility has 
hosted the 1998 & 2004 NCAA men’s volleyball 
championships and the 1999 NCAA women’s 
volleyball championship. Seats 10,300.

12. Marine Education & Training Center 
Home to the co-ed and women’s sailing teams 
since 1995.
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UNIVERSITY OF HAWAI‘I 10 Reasons to Choose UH

HEAD COACH MIKE TRAPASSO
Rainbow baseball coach Mike Trapasso has been at UH for eight years, posting 
six winning records and an NCAA Regional appearance in 2006. Th e ’Bows have 
fi nished second in the WAC standings to Fresno State twice in the past four seasons. 
Trapasso has helped to mold 33 all-WAC selections and 25 players that have signed 
to play professional baseball.

THE TRADITION
Th e Hawai‘i baseball program has a rich tradition, advancing to 12 NCAA Tourna-
ments. In 1980, the ’Bows lost the national championship game to Arizona, posting 
the program’s best fi nish. Recently, the Rainbows returned to the NCAA Regional 
in 2006, advancing to the regional championship game before falling to eventual 
national champion Oregon State.

NATIONAL SCHEDULE
Th e Rainbows have made a reputation for playing tough non-conference schedules 
over the years, and this year is no diff erent. UH’s non-conference schedule ranks 
22nd according to the Boyd’s World rankings, and includes four teams ranked in 
the Collegiate Baseball Preseason Top 40 poll. UH opens the season with four games 
against No. 10 Oregon State, will play three games at No. 4 Cal State Fullerton, and 
will play single games at No. 24 San Diego and No. 26 Stanford. In 2009, Hawai‘i 
faced four ranked teams in non-conference play, winning seven of the 17 games 
against ranked opponents.

WESTERN ATHLETIC CONFERENCE
Th e WAC has consistently been a tough baseball conference throughout its history, 
but has especially made waves nationally in the past seven seasons. In the past seven 
seasons, the WAC has won two national titles, tied for the most during that stretch 
with the Pac-10 (with Oregon State winning in 2006 and ’07). In 2003, Rice won 
the national title representing the WAC. Th en, in 2008, Fresno State made a great 
run through the NCAA Tournament, winning the WAC its second national title in 
six seasons.

LES MURAKAMI STADIUM
Les Murakami Stadium serves as home to the Rainbows and is one of the top college base-
ball facilities in the Western United States. Th e 4,312-seat stadium recently got a facelift, 
importing a new DomoTurf surface on the fi eld and new, green seats in the stands. 

FAN SUPPORT
Hawai‘i consistently brings in great baseball crowds, averaging over 2,500 a game in 
all but four seasons since 1986. Since opening the stadium in 1984, UH has seen 232 
sellouts in 1,061 dates. Th e Rainbows led the country in attendance in both 1986 
and ‘92. Th e 1992 season started a stretch of three years where the ’Bows averaged 
over 4,400 and sold out 79-percent of their games. In 2009, UH passed the three-
million fan mark and currently the tally stands at 3,021,713. 

ACADEMIC SUPPORT
Even after the expiration of their athletic eligibility, UH Athletics and its commit-
ment to academic excellence provide student-athletes with assistance and opportu-
nites to complete their degrees. 

STRENGTH PROGRAM
Th e baseball team’s strength and conditioning regimen strives to enhance the student-
athlete’s performance and prevent injuries, therefore developing a better baseball player.

THE UNIVERSITY
Several national publications have given UH favorable reviews, including Th e 
Chronicle of Higher Education, which listed the school amongst the top 59 research 
universities in the United States. UH also enjoys the recognition of being designated 
as one of a dozen institutions in the nation that is designated as a land, space and sea 
grant institution.

HAWAI‘I EXPERIENCE
In addition to the many great features unique to UH, the islands themselves off er a 
tremendous cultural experience. Th e 50th state, particularly the city of Honolulu, has 
a wealth of cultures and history as well as warm, sunny weather during the football 
season. Honolulu was recently selected as the fi fth best place to live in the United 
States in the 2005 edition of “Cities Ranked and Rated” by Bert Sperling and Peter 
Sander.
