GAME STORYLINES

The teams are playing for the Island Showdown Trophy (nicknamed the Ninth Island Trophy),
which was created in 2017. UNLV currently owns possession of the trophy having won the last
two in the series, including last season’s 29-27 win in Honolulu.

v

The teams will meet for the 35th time in a series that began in 1969. UH leads the all-time
series, 19-15, however UNLV holds an 11-6 advantage in games played in Las Vegas.

UNLV has won seven of the last eight meetings in Las Vegas, including the last two in 2021
and '23, both at Allegiant Stadium.

The teams have played every year since 2009. During that span, the home team has won 13
times of the 16 match-ups.

The teams have played 18 times as conference members with each team winning nine times
(UH won 3-of-5 in the WAC and UNLV leads 7-6 in the Mountain West).

UH (7-3, 4-2 MW) was idle last week while UNLV (8-2, 4-2) escaped with a 29-26 overtime win
over Utah State at Allegiant Stadium.

The Warriors have won four of their last five and are coming off a dominant 38-6 win over San
Diego State, Nov. 8 in Honolulu.

UH has scored 30+ points in five straight games, the program’s longest such streak since
a six-game streak spanning the 2010 and 2011 seasons. Over the last five games, the UH
offense has averaged 39.0 points, 365.6 passing yards, and 479.6 yards of total offense.

PK Kansei Matsuzawa is a perfect 22-for-22 in field goal attempts this season and needs
three more makes without a miss to tie Washington’s Chuck Nelson, whose FBS record of 25
consecutive field goals to start a season has stood since 1982.

WE ARE THE “RAINBOW WARRIORS”

Hawai‘i's men’s team nickname is the “Rainbow
Warriors” while the women’s teams are referred
to as “Rainbow Wahine.” The word “Wahine”
(pronounced wah-HEE-nay) means woman in the
Hawaiian language. The rainbow has been part of
the nickname since 1923 and Warriors were first
adopted in 1974.

WHAT’S AN ‘OKINA?

What’s that punctuation mark in the word
Hawai’i? In the Hawaiian language, it's called an
‘okina, which translated literally in English means
separator. Phonetically it is referred to as a glottal
stop, similar to the sound that would be made in the
English oh-oh. The ‘okina is actually a letter in the
Hawaiian language and typed out looks like a back-
wards, inverted apostrophe. The practice of the UH
Sports Media Relations office is to use the ‘okina in
all Hawaiian words in which they occur.

Hawai‘i snapped a five-game losing streak to the
Aztecs with a 32-point victory, its largest ever in
the series.

UH dominated all three phases of the game,
scoring on offense, defense, and special teams.
UH recorded a defensive touchdown and special
teams touchdowns in the same game for the
first time since a 2012 home win over UNLV.

UH’s defense forced four turnovers; did not allow
SDSU in the red zone while only surrendering
267 yards of total offense; and scored on Elijah
Palmer’s 53-yard interception return.

UH'’s offense totaled 386 yards, surpassing the
350-yard mark and scoring 30+ points for a fifth
straight game.

Micah Alejado threw for 256 yards and three
touchdowns, all to Jackson Harris in the first
half. Harris topped 100-yards receiving for the
fifth straight game finishing with 130 yards on
seven receptions.

Cam Barfield returned the second half kickoff
with an 86-yard touchdown return, putting the
‘Bows up 31-6.

Kansei Matsuzawa set the school’s single-sea-
son record for field goals made with his 22nd of
the year while also extending his consecutive
makes streak to 23.

UH scored the most points against the Aztecs
this year. SDSU entered the game ranked No. 2
nationally in scoring defense at 10.0 ppg.

UH is 38-71 (.349) all-time in the MW — 22-34
(.393) at home and 16-37 (.302) on the road.

Hawai‘i has appeared in one Mountain West

UH was picked to finish seventh in this sea-
son’s preseason poll while receivers Pofele
Ashlock and Nick Cenacle were named to the
preseason team, marking the first time UH had
multiple selections since 2021.

The 2025 season marks UH’s fifth home season
at the temporary Clarence T.C. Ching Complex,
which increased its capacity to 15,194 in 2023
after holding 9,000 in 2021-22.

UH has a 20-13 (.606) all-time record at Ching,
including 5-1 this season. Hawai‘i went 4-2 in its
inaugural season of 2021; finished 3-4 in 2022;
and were 4-3 each of the past two seasons.

Under head coach Timmy Chang, UH is 16-11
(.593) at home, including 8-7 in league games.

UH’s four-game home win streak (final game of
2024 and first three games of 2025) was its lon-
gest at Ching Complex.

Hawai‘i has won seven of its last eight non-
conference home games at Ching dating back to
2023, including its last four.

UH is scheduled to move into the new Aloha
Stadium in 2029. The old Aloha Stadium served
as Hawai‘i's home stadium for 46 years from
1975-2020 and where UH had an all-time
record of 211-145-4.

2025 Hawai'i Football Game Notes

WALKED IT OFF

OVER THE LAST FIVE GAMES...

» UH’s season-opening walk-off win over Stanford
marked UH’s third walk-off victory at the Clar-
ence T.C. Ching Complex since the 2023 sea-
son. All three wins occurred by field goals.

» In 2023, UH defeated both New Mexico State
(20-17) and Colorado State (27-24) as time ex-
pired via field goals by Matt Shipley.

POWERFUL WIN

» UH’s win over Stanford was its first over a Power
Conference team since 2019 when they defeated
then-Pac-12 Arizona and Oregon State in consec-
utive weeks to open the season. It also marked
UH'’s first-ever win over an ACC opponent.

The win snapped a nine-game losing streak to
Power Conference teams and was Timmy Chang’s
first against an Autonomous Four team. He
dropped his first six and is now 1-7 in his career.

SCHEDULE NOTES

» UH will play a 12-game schedule for the second
consecutive year and third time since 2017 (not
counting 2020 COVID season).

UH will play Colorado State, Fresno State, San
Diego State, and Utah State for the final time
as Mountain West members as the teams will
move to the Pac-12 following this season.

UH has won its last 24 games against FCS oppo-
nents dating back to 2001 which includes this
season’s win over Portland State.

UH improved to 5-4 all-time in Week O with its
win over Stanford, including a 2-1 mark at home.
Hawai'i is the only team to play in every Week O
game since the rule was revived in 2016.

OFFENSE NOTES

» UH has scored 30+ points in five straight games,
the program’s longest streak since a six-game
streak spanning the 2010 and '11 seasons.

Hawai‘i has thrown for 200 or more yards in 15
consecutive games, the second-longest active
streak in the FBS behind Duke (17). It's the lon-
gest streak by an MW program since Nevada did
it in 15 straight between 2020 and 2021.

UH scored a season-high 44 points each in
games at Air Force and Utah State. Hawai‘i had
not scored 40 or more points in the first 43
games of the Timmy Chang era.

Under Chang, UH has an 0-16 record when scor-
ing 17 points or fewer compared to an 20-12
mark when scoring 17 points or more.

UH has at least one player with 5+ receptions in
26 consecutive games dating back to 2023, the
second-longest FBS streak behind Utah State (27).

UH set a new program record with a 24-play
drive in the second quarter against Air Force.
The drive was two plays shy of the FBS record
(26 plays, Navy vs. New Mexico, 2004). The
drive, which resulted in a 31-yard field goal was
80 yards long and ate up 12:14 of the clock.

UH has turned the ball over at least once in eight
of 10 games this season. UH went turnover-free
in wins over Portland State and Air Force but
committed 16 in its other eight games.

» The UH offense has averaged 39.0 points,
365.6 passing yards, and 479.6 yards of total
offense.

WR Jackson Harris has five-straight 100-yard
receiving games becoming the first UH player
to do so since Greg Salas had six straight in the
2010 season. He is also the only FBS receiver
since the start of the 2024 season to have five-
straight 100-yard games in a single-season.

Harris has 32 catches for 634 yards and nine
touchdowns over the five-game stretch. He is
averaging 126.8 yards per game, while averag-
ing 19.8 yards per catch.

Harris also has three straight games with mul-
tiple TDs. The last player to do that was John
Ursua in 2018 (Army, Duquesne, San José
State, 8 TDs).

QB Micah Alejado has thrown three touch-
downs in each of the last five games. The last
UH quarterback to do that was Colt Brennan
who did so in 10 straight in 2006.

Alejado has thrown for 1,794 yards (358.8 avg.)
and 15 touchdowns, completing 67.6 percent of
his attempts, and a passer rating of 156.3.

» Redshirt freshman QB Micah Alejado has
become one of the Mountain West’s best signal
callers in 2025.

Leads the MW in completions per game (27.63)
and passing touchdowns (18) and is No. 2
in passing yards per game (297.5) and total
offense (306.0), the latter two ranks No. 5 and 7
in FBS, respectively. Also leads FBS with 47 first
down completions on third down.

Posted his second and third career 400-yard
passing games in consecutive weeks with
457 yards on 35-0f-47 passing and three TDs
against Air Force and 413 yards on 34-of-54
passing and three TDs against Utah State. He
became the first UH QB with back-to-back 400-
yard games since Cole McDonald in 2018.

Through eight games this season (missed two
due to injury), has thrown for 2,380 yards, com-
pleting 65.8 percent of his passes (221-0f-336),
18 TDs and seven INTs.

» Has a 6-3 career record as a starter.

Junior WR Pofele Ashlock has been the team’s
go-to receiver this season with a team-high 58
receptions while his 633 receiving yards and six
TDs rank second-best.

Cracked the 2,000-yard milestone for receiv-
ing against San José State and now has 2,094
yards for his career. He is the 18th UH player to
surpass the 2,000-yard mark.

Ranks eighth in program history with 202 career
receptions.

Former record setting quar-
terback Timmy Chang is the
sixth former Rainbow Warrior
to head the program, joining
Tom Kaulukukui (1946-50),
Jim Asato (1962-64), Larry Price (1974-76), June
Jones (1999-2007), and Nick Rolovich (2016-19).

Chang was hired as UH’s 25th head coach in
program history on Jan. 22, 2022. He completed
his first season with a 3-10 record which included
career win No. 1 against Duquesne.

Chang spent the previous five seasons as the
wide receivers and tight ends coach at Nevada, un-
der coach Jay Norvell, He helped direct one of the
most potent offensive attacks on the West Coast
while the Wolf Pack earned a bowl bid in each of the
last four seasons.

Prior to his time at Nevada, Chang had two stints
as an offensive coordinator. In 2016, he served as
the offensive coordinator at Emory & Henry College
in Virginia and also spent two seasons at Jackson
State in Mississippi from 2014-15.

Chang first got his coaching start as an offensive
assistant at SMU under his collegiate head coach, June
Jones, for two seasons assisting with the quarterbacks.

A four-year starter for Hawai‘i from 2000-04,
Chang set the NCAA's all-time passing (17,072) and
total offense (16,910) records. The Honolulu native
finished his career with 117 total touchdowns, which
ranked third at the time. A two-time Hawai‘i Bowl
Most Outstanding Player, Chang led UH to three
bowl appearances and a program-record 29 wins at
quarterback. In his final season as a Warrior, he was
a finalist for the Johnny Unitas Award, given to the
nation’s top senior quarterback.

Following his collegiate career, Chang played pro-
fessionally in the NFL, CFL, and NFL Europe for four
seasons. He retired from pro football in 2009 and re-
turned to Hawai'‘i to complete his bachelor’s degree.

» Timmy Chang is one of three Polynesian head coaches in FBS (Kalani Sitake-BYU and Ken Niumatalolo-
San Joseé State). Chang is tied with Colorado State’s Jay Norvell as the second-longest tenured coach in
the Mountain West behind Air Force’s Troy Calhoun.

The full-time staff includes five former Warriors, Chang (2000-04), LB coach Chris Brown (1998-
2002), OL coach Derek Faavi (2001-05), QB coach Chad Kapanui (2000-04) and DT coach Jordan
Pu‘u-Robinson (2012-14). Brown, Faavi, and Kapanui were former teammates of Chang.

Kapanui, who joined the staff in January, came from national powerhouse Bishop Gorman High School
in Las Vegas where he was offensive coordinator and QB coach.

» UH snapped its five-game losing skid in the series to San Diego State while
also achieving its largest margin of victory ever over the Aztecs.

» The ‘Bows dominated in all three phases of the game, sparked by a
defense that forced a season-high four takeaways.

» Jackson Harris scored all three of his receiving TDs in the first half and
recorded his fifth straight 100-yard receiving game.

» Micah Alejado threw three touchdowns passes for the fifth straight game,
the longest such streak since Colt Brennan (10 straight) in 2006.
