HUSKY STORYLINES

INTERNATIONAL FLAVOR

With NCAA Division I's first head coach, one would expect a
roster dotted with overseas imports. This year's HBU roster
currently features six international players from four different
countries: Ireland (2), Australia (2), Luxembourg and Germany.
The Huskies are also expected to be joined by freshman An-
nabel Deerbon in December, which would increase the total to
seven, including three from Australia.

SISTERS’ FIRST SEASON

Junior guard Anna Maguire, who sat out last season due to
NCAA transfer rules, has been joined in Houston by her sis-
ter, freshman Enya Maguire. Both hail from Belfast, Northern
Ireland, and prepped at The Hun School in New Jersey. Anna
played two seasons at Saint Peter’s, before transferring to
HBU. The Maguires are only the second set of sisters to play
at HBU and the first in the NCAA Division | era. Twins Gay and
Kaye Klentzman were the first and only other set of sisters to
play basketball at HBU, suiting up for the Huskies from 1966-
68.

NEW ADDITIONS

HBU signed five student-athletes during last year’s signing
period, including three international additions. Guard Armani
Reed (Tulsa, Oklahoma) and forward Naomi Pierce (Pfluger-
ville) signed during the early period, then Enya Maguire
(Northern Ireland), Linda Bruckner (Germany) and Annabel
Deerbon (Australia) signed in the spring.

FOR STARTERS

Even though they may seem young on paper, head coach Don-
na Finnie has plenty of experience to draw upon entering the
2020-21 season. Six current Huskies started at least 10 games
last season: Timia Jefferson (21), Julija Vujakovic (18), Marilyn
Nzoiwu (15), Abbey Sutherland (15), Kennedy Wilson (12) and
N’'Denasija Collins (10).

SOUTHLAND PRESEASON POLL

After tying for 11th in last season’s final standings, the Huskies
have been picked to finish 11th in the Southland Conference
this season. Stephen F. Austin was favored to win the league,
followed closely by Sam Houston State, Abilene Christian and
defending champion Texas A&M-Corpus Christi.

MAKING THE GRADE

For the sixth time in the last seven years, HBU has record-
ed a Top 25 GPA nationally. For the 2019-20 academic year,
the Huskies recorded a 3.723 GPA, which ranked seventh in
the nation on the WBCA Top 25 Honor Roll. HBU was the only
school in Texas and the only school in the Southland to make
the list.

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SEASON NOTES

Sophomore guard Timia Jefferson is fourth in the conference in scoring averaging 15.0 points

per game. After going scoreless in the first game of the season against Rice, Jefferson has
scored double-digits in every game after with four 20+ point games. She is fourth in confer-
ence with 49 steals and is second on the team with 45 assists.

Sophomore forward N’'Denasija Collins is averaging 10.1 points per game and has five
double-double performances on the season. She is eighth in the conference averaging 7.2

rebounds.

Junior center Marilyn Nzoiwu is fifth in the conference in rebounds with 7.7 per game. She is
second in the conference in blocks with 34 averaging 1.8 per game.

Sophomore Kennedy Wilson averages 10.7 points in conference play. She is third in the confer-
ence with 71 assists and adds 38 steals in SLC play.
