
MARSHALL UNIVERSITY BASEBALL PLAYERS IN PROFESSIONAL BASEBALL SINCE 1904 
 
Marshall was Marshall College from 1867-1961, and was a state Normal school from 1867-1920, awarding two-year 
degrees for teaching secondary education. Marshall also had a Lab School where it trained teachers, so some of its 
student-athletes prior to 1920 could even be high school students from the lab housed in Jenkins Hall:
