#4 Savannah Wheeler scored a season-high 30 points
at Michigan State.

EAST LANSING, Mich. — The Marshall women’s basketball team battled 1n a loss
at (RV) Michigan State, 85-75, giving the Spartans all it could handle Sunday in
the Breslin Center. Sophomore Savannah Wheeler led all scorers with 30 points.

The Thundering Herd drops to 3-2 while the Spartans improve to 6-2.

“Not the result that we were hoping to get,” Herd head coach Tony Kemper said.
“Give (Michigan State) credit they were better than us down the stretch. We played
our tails off for 40 minutes and unfortunately bad offense for the last two minutes.
Some of that is, I need to get them into better stuff, and also they need to be a little
calmer with their presence on the offensive end.

“I have been talking about this team’s ability and talent, and throughout times in
this game you could see it. They have a chance to be a good basketball team if
they keep working. We have to be steadier to win a Big 10 game like that. But we
are definitely closer. Closer than we have ever been and I think you could see that.
[’'m very proud of them.”

[Marshall had been struggling from three-point range over the previous two con-
tests, but caught fire on Sunday. The Herd hit 9-0f-23 (39.1-percent) for the game
including going 6-of-12 in the first half. Wheeler was 4-of-8 from distance while
senior Brianah Ferby was 2-of-5.

Wheeler finished the game 9-0f-18 from the floor and 8-0f-9 from the line. She
ecorded her 800th career point in the second quarter, and now has 815. It was her
44th game scoring in double-figures, out of 54 career games, and her second with
30 or more. Wheeler drew eight fouls on Sunday, several getting the initial shot to
fall and then hitting the free throw for the three-point play.

Graduate student Kennedi Colclough was next with 19 points, tying her sea-
son-high that she had against Purdue. Colclough was 8-of-12 from the field and hit
a three-pointer as well. Ferby also hit double-digits with 10 points.

Senior Aaliyah Dunham led the team with six assists. She added seven points,
four rebounds and three steals with just one turnover. Junior Lorelei Roper and
freshman CC Mays led the Herd with five boards each. Roper also had four points
and a block. Mays chipped in two points and one assist.

Junior Kia Sivils tied with Dunham for the team lead in steals with three and had
two rebounds. Sophomore Alexis Johnson had four boards and three points.

[Marshall outscored Michigan State 34-30 in the paint. The Herd was won that cat-
egory in all five games this season. Marshall forced 18 Spartan turnovers, however
the Herd was only able to score 15 points off the turnovers.

The game featured six ties and eight lead changes as the teams battled in the first
ever meeting between the two programs. The Spartans took the early lead in the
first quarter, until Roper hit a jumper to tie the game at 6-6 at the 7:33 mark. The
Herd tied the game again at 9-9 on a three-pointer from Wheeler with 5:49 left in
the period. Michigan State then used a 9-0 run to take an 18-9 lead with 4:17 to go,
[Marshall battled back to get within five, 24-19, before the end of the first. Wheeler
scored 10 points in the first quarter on 4-6 shooting including 2-of-3 from beyond
the arc.

After the Spartans scored the first basket to take a seven-point lead, the second
quarter belonged to the Herd. Marshall rolled out an 11-0 run over nearly three
minutes to take the lead, 30-26. Wheeler buried a three at the 7:13 mark to put
the Herd up one, 27-26. Moments later, Wheeler hit a layup off an assist from
IDunham, drawing the foul, and sinking the free throw to put Marshall up by four.
The Spartans tied the game at 33-33 with 4:31 before the half. Marshall stepped
back out in front on three from Ferby. The Herd led for the rest of the quarter and
got its last two points from Roper right before the buzzer. Mays missed a layup
after driving down the right side of the lane against two defenders. Roper grabbed
the rebound on the left side and got the put-back with only tenths of a second
remaining.

IMarshall outscored Michigan State 27-16 in the second quarter and led 46-40
going into the halftime break. Wheeler had 19 points to lead all scorers in the first
half. Colclough had 11.

The Spartans began to battle back in the third. The Herd maintained the lead until
a Michigan State three with 1:45 to go in the period gave the Spartans back the

lead, 61-59. Wheeler hit two free throws just before the end of the quarter to tie the]
game at 61-61, heading into the fourth.

The final period was a back-and-forth fight as the teams traded baskets. The
Spartans scored first to go up two before a three from Dunham gave the lead back
to Marshall with 6:59 to go.

ony Kemper enters his fifth
season as the head coach of the
arshall women'’s basketball
team after being elevated to the
position in March of 2017. Kemper had previously been an assistant
coach with the women’s program for five seasons before taking over.

Kemper helped the Thundering Herd navigate the COVID-19-riddled
2020-21 campaign, which yielded second-team All-Conference

USA acclaim for Savannah Wheeler and a signature home win over
perennial league stalwart Rice in late February.

Kemper led the Herd through a great improvement in his second
season. He has brought some added excitement to the program as
the attendance average for Marshall rose from 641 in 2016-17 to 1,153
in 2018-19. Kemper’s 2019 recruiting class also ranked in the top 60
nationally.

After going 9-20 overall and 3-13 in C-USA in 2017-18, Marshall was
predicted to finish 13th in the Conference USA 2018-19 preseason
polls. Instead, the Herd rolled out an 8-win improvement overall and
7-wins better in conference play finishing 17-15 and 10-6 in C-USA,
securing the No. 6 seed in the tournament. The 10 conference victories
were the most C-USA wins for Marshall in program history. Following
the conference tournament, the Herd earned a berth in the WBI, just
the fourth postseason trip in program history. Marshall won its first
round game 67-64 at Davidson before falling in the second round.

Following the 2020-21 season, Kemper increased his overall record to
47-63.

During the 2018-19 season, Marshall was fifth in the conference in
points per game (67.3) and led the league in 3-point field goals made
per game in conference action (8.9). The Herd also saw an increase in
defensive production as Marshall was ranked 13th in C-USA in field
goal percentage allowed in 2017-18 but jumped up to fifth in 2018-19.
The Herd saw senior Taylor Porter honored twice as a Conference USA
Player of the Week including once after breaking the Marshall single-
game record draining 10 3-pointers in the senior day win over FIU.

Senior Shayna Gore was named First Team All-Conference USA. Gore
was previously honored as Second Team All-Conference USA in 2017-
18.The senior guard capped off her prestigious career under the guide
of Kemper as just the third player in program history to score over
2,000 points (2,081). Her name can be found all throughout the record
book including the program’s all-time leader in 3-point field goals
made with 303, more than twice the previous record of 146.

The Herd reached some other milestones in 2018-19 including earning
a three-overtime victory at home against Louisiana Tech (Jan. 24). It
was one of three overtime victories in 2018-19 after going 131 games
- second-longest active streak in the NCAA at the time — without even
playing an overtime contest. Marshall also earned its first win over
Charlotte in the last 10 meetings (Jan. 5) and the team’s first ever win
over Middle Tennessee (Feb. 16) as Marshall was previously 0-8 against
the Blue Raiders.

Kemper's teams have had major success in the classroom as well with
seven college graduates over the last two years. The team'’s overall
grade point average in 2017-18 was 3.23 and climbed up to 3.28 in
2108-19. His players have been honored 18 times on the Conference
USA Commissioner’s Honor Roll (cumulative GPA of 3.0 or better) and
11-time recipients of the C-USA Academic Medal for maintaining a
GPA of 3.75 or higher.

During his first five seasons at Marshall as an assistant coach, Kemper

has assisted in rebuilding a program that progressively increased

its win total over the first four seasons - from 9to 11 to 17 to 21
insinthe 2015-16 season.

for Thundering Herd Women'’s Basketball in 29 seasons and, for the
first time in school history, yielded a first-team All-Conference USA
student-athlete for Marshall in Leah Scott.

He helped lead Marshall to two of only three postseason berths in the
program’s NCAA history, including its first postseason win in 2014-15
(WBI) and WNIT berth in 2015-16.

Kemper has also been heavily involved in the Thundering Herd’s
recruiting and academic success, helping sign the 34th-ranked class in
2017 and its group in 2015, which came in 52nd.

In the classroom, the program has placed 28 members on the
Conference USA Commissioner’s Honor Roll (3.0 cumulative GPA or
better) and three more were given the Commissioner’s Academic
Medal (3.75).

Kemper came to Marshall from Central Arkansas, where he coached
with now-former Marshall head coach Matt Daniel for three seasons.
At UCA, Kemper helped the Sugar Bears to their first Division |
conference title and three seasons of at least 21 wins. His tutelage of
inside players helped gain two Southland Player of the Year honors
and a Defensive Player of the Year.

Before joining the women'’s staff, Kemper served as an assistant coach
for the Central Arkansas men’s basketball program for four years.

Two professional players emerged from UCA during those seasons --
the leading scorer in Portugal’s Proliga pro league in 2011, Nate Bowie,
and professional center Durell Nevels.

Prior to UCA, Kemper was an assistant coach at Hutchinson (Kansas)
Community College - one of the nation’s most successful junior college
programs.

At Hutchinson, he oversaw day-to-day operations and directed the
Blue Dragons’strength and conditioning efforts while also serving as a
mathematics and physical education instructor.

The Logan, Kansas, native also held the head coaching spot at Quivira
Heights High School in Bushton in 2003-04, guiding QHHS to a No. 1
seed to the regional tournament.

His coaching career began in 2002-03 as an assistant at Hill City
(Kansas) High School. Kemper received a bachelor’s degree in
finance from Fort Hays State University in 2001 and a BBA in Business
Education in 2003. He also earned a master’s degree in organizational
leadership from Fort Hays in 2008.

Kemper and his wife Sandra, a professor at Marshall in the
Communications Disorders Department, live in Huntington with sons
Brayden and Landry and daughter Jolie.
