In Memoriam: Hofstra University Athletics is saddened to 
announce the passing of former head men's basketball coach 
Roger Gaeckler. A significant figure in the history of the Pride 
men's basketball program, Coach Gaeckler guided Hofstra 
from 1972 to 1979 and helped lead the team to its first-ever 
NCAA Division I Tournament appearances. During his seven 
seasons at Hofstra, Coach Gaeckler compiled 84 victories and 
captured East Coast Conference titles and NCAA Tournament 
berths in the 1975-76 and 1976-77 seasons. His leadership 
laid important groundwork for the future success of Hofstra 
men's basketball. Gaeckler and the entire 1975-76 men's 
basketball team were inducted into the Hofstra Athletics Hall 
of Fame in 2015.

CAA Player of the Week Award this season on December 8. 
With that honor, a Hofstra player has won at least one Player 
of the Week award in each of the last 24 seasons dating back 
to 2003-03, which is easily the longest active streak in the 
CAA. Another way to put that is that a Hofstra player has 
earned Player of the Week honors in every single season the 
school’s been in the CAA except 2002-03. In addition, with 
Davis taking home the honors, Hofstra has now had a 
whopping 28 players combine to earn 86 Player of the Week 
awards dating back to the school’s first season in the CAA in 
2001-02. That’s the most players to earn a Player of the Week 
award and the most Player of the Week awards earned by any 
CAA school in that span.
